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SCHOOL ATTENDANOAS.

As noticed in our last issue the Bill;
first introduced by Mr. Harrington in|
the House of Assembly, January 30th,|
1832, 1ead a second time on Fehrunry:
13:h, '82, afterwards ordered to be;
printed for the information of electors;
and agnin re-introduced into the House |
diring its present session has been
endorsed by a vote of 25 to 8. As the|
Legi-lative Council is not likely to op-
pose the passage of the bill, in a féw
Jdays we may expect it to become law.

In the last House further considera-
tion of the Bill was deferred after its sec
ond reading,in order that an expression |
of opinion might be obtained from the
several school districts in the Province.
That it has been favorably received,
with few exceptions, there can be no
doubt, judging from the school inspec-
tors’ reports.

In order that our readers may have
the fullest information on the subhject
we reprint the bill, which is entitlec
« An Act to Secure Better Attendance
at Public Schools,”” A careful reading
of the several sections will convince
every fairsminded man that this Act is
by its provisions well calculated for
introduction in an untried field. As
far as our humble opinion is concerned,
we give our unqualified en.dorsement
to the meuasure —it commends ils?lf-"l'(i
us from every point of viéy. Each
district  has option of accept-
i2 the bill or rejecting it,

as Sec. 2 has been amended to
from 7 to 12" instead of “7 to 14,
we cannot see wherein anyone could
oppose at least a trial of the Act. The
ciause referred to seemed to be the
main objection that was urged against
the bill, it being really an important

the Act as printed: —

Be it enacted by the Governor, Coun
¢cil, and Assembly, as follows:

1. It shall be the duty of Chairman of
each Avnual School Meeting, held
under the provisions of Chapter 32,
Revised Statutes, 4th Series, to call
upon the qualified voters presentat
such meeting to vote yea or nay on the
resoiution embraced 1n Schedule A.

2. Whenever a mjority of the quali.
fied voters present shall bave voted in
favor of the resolution embraced in
Schedule aforesaid, it shall be the duty
of Trustees of Schools to ascertain
threugh their Secretary, or other per
sou or persons appointed for that pur-
pose, belore the first day of November
following the school Meeting, the
pames and ages of all children residing
in the Section, Letween the ages of
seven (7) and fourteen (14), and the
names ol their parents or guardians,
and to preserve carefully-prepared lists
of the same,

3 To ascertain as soon as possible
after the first of June nexL ensuing,
how many of the children embraced in
the foregoing list have not been at
school for 80 full days during the then
current schocl year, and to notify the
parents or guardinns of such children
of the exsact number of days’ attendance
mude by their children, from the first
.of Novembher until the tirst of June.

4. 'To ascertain as soon as fpossible
-after the close of the school year how
many of the children of the Section
bhave not been at school during the
school year for the period of 80 full
days, and to impose upon the parents
or guardians of such children a fine of
$2 for each chili who has attended
school no portion of the year, and pro
rata in the case of each child who hus
attended school, but has not reached
the period of 80 full days.

5. Such tines shall be ecollected in
connection with the Sectional School
rates of the following year, and as a
part thereof.

6. 1n case the annual meeling does
not make provisions to compensate
the Trustees for the discharge of the
duties imposed by this Chapter, the
Trustees are empowered Lo assess upon
the ratepayers of the Section such sum
as the Inspector of sechools shall deem
to be reasonable and proper for that
purpose,

7. In imposing fines for failure to
attend the required minimum period of
80 full days, trustees shall exempt such
prrents or guardians as can show that
their children are being properly edu-
cated otherwise than in the public
schools, or whose chi dren are by rea
gon of delicate health, or other suffici
ent causes, prevented from altendance.

8. Parents or guardians fined under
the provisions of this Chapter can ap-
peal within ten days from the impos-
ing of snid fine to any Police Magis-
trate or Stipendiary Magistrate resid
ing in the Section, or in the absence of
such officer, to any acting Justice fot
the peace, who may remit or modify
the fine afler hearing evidence in such
case. w
Secs. 9 and 10 refer solely to the city

11. It shall be the duty of the War.
den, or presiding officer, of each "town
in the Province having special Muni-
cipal ineorporation, to submit annually,
on or before the first day of October, to
the town council the resolution embra
ced 1n Schedule A, with the substitu
tion of the word * town’ for * section,’ as
found in Schedule.

12. Whenaver the resolution afore-
said shall have received the assent of a
majority of the members of the town
Council voting thereon, the Town
Council shall and are hereby required
to perform, in respect to the Munici-|
pality, the duties assigned by sections
2, 3,4, 5. 6.and 7 to Trustees of Schools,
in regard togtheir respective Section.

— The need of a proper sewerage
system in this town is evident to every.
observant person. The last freshet
flooded a number of cellars, and caused
much annoyance and loss. The fault
was muinly on account of the frost hav-
ing penetrated the draivs, but in two
or three instances the drains were in~
sufficient to carry off the large amount
of surplus water. We have alluded to
the sahject so many times without
effect, that it simply appears a waste of
time and trouble to refer to it again,
yet, as the necessity for a mord improv-
ed dreinage system is generally ac-
knowledged we hope that some patri
individual may some time or
other muke a move in the mat
ter. At lemst the two princi
pal streets in the town, Granville and
Queens, should have a large and well
constructed sewer ruuning through
the middle of each, wide enough and
deep enough to be available for other
purposes than simply carrying off the
surfuce and cellar drainage., As far as
possible the drainage should be empti-
ed into the river.. This would cover al
of Queen St., and the larger portion of
Granville St.—the remaining portion
of the latter would have to be drained
nto the creek. A system of sewerage
such as we have mentioned would of
course entail a considerable expense;
but the advantages and (-oyort would
be immense—belter stréets, better
health, and always dry cellars. We do
not know that we areany worse off than
our neighbors in Fespect to our drain-
age system; but that is no reason that
we should not have a better one—Lhe
system is bad all around. Both Queen
and Granville streets are cut up in
every direction by small three or four
inch drains, in many cases one empty~
ing into anoiher, and that into another,
and 80 on, until the outlet is reached.
If clogging should bappen in the drain
that its position compels it to be the
main one, three or four or more cellars
will be flooded at the same time. Soon
er or later the better system we allude
to will bave to be adopted—the plank
drains are continually standing in
need of repairs or of being replaced
entirely, and when this is done, house.
holders do not know at what morent
they may find themselves in as bad a
tix as ever. We have an instance . op-
posite our office door.

People living on other streets will
think themse!ves entitled to as much
consideration as those living on the
streets mentioned, and so they are, but
the expense would be too great to make
the system a general one all at once.
I'he most important and thickly popu
lated localities miust be considered first,
the others following, as circumstances
would admit.

The time is now near at hand when
road-muking will be the order of the
day, and we hope to see more thorough
attention paid to the pgutters and a
more liberal use of gravel than in for
mer years. Our streets are above the
average as a whole; but there are a
number of places at several crossings
which every rain puts in a very disa
greeable condition, and pools of stag-
nant water are never absent except in
the dryest weather in some of the gut
ters. These faults could be easily
remedied with a emall outlay.

We commend these remarks to the
attention of our fellow inhabitants ven
erally, and hope that what we have
said may not be entirely unavailing,

CLOSING REMARKS.

Postal Noves.

An act which attracted little attention at
the time, passcd during the expiring hours
of the last United States Cofigress, and to
which considerable importance ix attached,
It provides for the issunnce of postal notes
for sums under five dollars,at all the money
order offices af the Union, of which there
are some 5,000, These notes will in a
measure take the place of the old fractional
currency, which has all-been called in, but
which has been much missed by the peo-
ple, as that carrency furnished a handy
means of remitting through the mails small
snng lor gewspapers, magnzines, or for
the many other purposcs for which small |
sums of money were needed  The pulldic
demand for something to take the pl of!
the old fractional currency has culminated |
in the adoption of the Postal Notes, as pro-
vided by the Act mentioned, The idea -is
to provide, at the lowest possible expense,
and the greatest practical'safety, & means
of making small rediittances. The notes
are to be got up in the same style as Bank
Notes—cngraved in the best manner, 8o as
to prevent counterfeiting as far as - possi-
ble. No advance note will be vred as in
money orders, the postmasters merely fill-
ing up the vote for the required sum, the
expeuse on the note in all cases to be only
three cents,  T'hen the people of the Uni-
ted States will have a cheap, and  simple
method of remitting small amounts. Tins
boon, in addition to their two cent letter
postage, shows that ¢ Uncle Sam's" ser-
