IIFamilies Burned in Lava’s Flood.

Seattle, Wn., July 30.—Particulars of the 
eruption of Mount Azurna in Japan on July 
17, have been received in Oriental papers. 
So far B3 known 250 persons were killed and 
many hundreds were injured. An English 
agent of the Japanese government, who was 
among the natives in vicinity of Mount Azu- 
ma during the eruption, says, “Early on the 
morning of July 17th loud detonations like 
heavy guns being tired were heard. They 
gradually decreased and finally ceased alto­
gether, but about 11 o’clock the disturbances 
came to a climax, and tongues of fire spout­
ed from the crater. We all stampeded to­
wards the valley, not, however, bef 
of the great boulders had crashed through 
the place and killed twenty people. The 
ashes and small rocks were falling like hail, 
and it became difficult to breathe.

“I reached the village of Hi Yukuloo after 
scrambling through the trees for two or three 
hours. Eveythiug seemed to be drying up 
fro.* the intense heat. The ashes were hot 
and covered the ground for half an inch.

At the Summer School of Sciepce at Bear 
River last Thursday night an iinteresting 
paper on Agriculture in Schools was read by 
W. B. Chipman, Secretary of Agriculture. 
Mr. Chipman’s paper was well received and 
favorably commented upon by other speak­
ers. He said : We all know the desire of 
men everywhere for gold. The sound of 
gold has taken the best young men of our 
province in years past to Australia and Cali­
fornia and recently to the Yukon. By 
chance a very few have beoome rich, many 
lost their lives, and the vast majority suffer * 
er hardship and poverty unknown to those 
on the farm at home. How many seeking 
for gold in our own Province have spent 
years of the best of their lives, and all the 
money that they could command, during Hie 
last thirty years, in search of gold, and yet 
the total amount of gold produced in a single 
year averages four to five hundred thousand 
dollars, and our total annual wealth in all 
our mines and minerals amounts to a little 
over three milRon dollars.

Our annual agricultural wealth is at pres­
ent about fifteen million dollars. Now we 
can educate our farmers to ffiurease this 
agricultural wealth twenty per cent---and by 
improved methods it should be easily done 
when we th:nk of the small yield of most of 
oar farm crops—if this can be done we add 
to our annual wealth at once three million 
dollars. But if we can only increase our 
agricultural products ten per cent, we add 
one and one-half million, or more than three 
times the annual product of our gold mines.

;-i dollar’s worth of lime, in white wash be 
used inside the stable during the year. This 
may be easily applied by the use of a spray- 
pump as fruit trees are sprayed. Lst the 

pile be covered and all leakages be 
stopped. Let the creamery and dairy-room 
be overhauled in accordance with V esley’a 
goqpel, that cleanliness is next to Godliness. 
Let the lawns and flower plots about the 
farm bouse be. kept in perfect order. Even 
country school houses should be changed 
from rural outbuildings to homelike, attrac­
tive pleasure ground» : If we can so edu­
cate the farmers' sons and daughters of this 
Province, and it is the young limb that 
shapes the tree, all this and more can be 
done, and if so the wealth of the people will 
go up by leaps aud bounds.

If we can inculcate this great need cf more 
active and thorough agricultural work into 
the minds of the boys and girls of this 
Province then we will begin to take our 
proper place in advancing the agricultural 
wealth of «.he people. I do not pretend to 
tell the teachers ot this County or any other 
County, how these ideas can be carried out.
I leave the application of the hints thrown 
out to you, how you can best create an in­
terest in this work. It is certain our com­
mon schools are not equipped for training in 
the practical part ot agriculture and 
public school teachers cannot be expected, to 
teach the pupils how to farm. Instruction 
at present can only dpal with the science of 
agriculture—the practical application must 
be left to home training and agricultural 
schools.

Let the youngest be taught to understand 
that whatever profeeesion they are aiming 
for, a practical knowledge of agriculture 
will always be invaluable to them in later 
years. They must be taught to understand 
that just in proportion to the growth and 
development of.ihe agricultural resources of 
a country or province does that coup try or 
province take high rank among the nations 
or provinces of the world.

With the science of the school and the 
practice of the home they will make more 
rapid progress in both. Their educational 
development will be more certain ; their 
pleasure in home work will be quickeued; 
the dreary work of the farm wilt disappear 
and farm work assume a new aspect ; the 
desire for city life will pass away and farm 
life become more attractive all over the 
province. The agricultural status will be 
raised and farming will assume not only a 
brighter but more lucrative form.

Five Thousand Boers Surrender.

Cape Town, July 30.—General Prinsloo, 
with 5,000 men has surrendered uncondition­
ally to the British.

London, July 30.—The following official 
despatch was received from Lord Roberts:

“Pretoria, July 29.—On July 26;h Mac­
Donald fought a rear guard action with the 
enemy from early morning until dark, nine 
miles outside of Naauwport, in the Bethle­
hem hills, resulting in his effectually block­
ing Naauwport Nek to the Buer wagons. 
Hupter reports that the enemy twice check­
ed hie advance by holding strong positions 
on two neks, one of which was taken Ijpfore 
dark by the Soots, the Royal Irish, the Wilt­
shire and the Leinster regiments. Uur cas­
ualties were only five or six. The second 
nek was taken during the night by the Scots 
and Guards without opposition, the enemy 
retiring closely to Naauwport. Prisoners 
taken stated that twelve hundred burghers 
would surrender if guaranteed they would 
be treated as prisoners of war and not as 
rebels. To this I had assented. As a re­
sult of these operations, Prinsloo, command­
ing the Boers, asked under a flag of truce 
this morning, a four days’ armistice for peace 
negotiations. Hunter replied the only terms 
he could accept were unconditional surren­
der, and until these were complied with hos­
tilities could not cease, I expressed my ap 
provftl, and told Hunter 
enter into negotiations.

“A« I am writing a telegram has come 
from Hunter sayiog that Prinsloo had writ­
ten a second letter expressing willingness to 
hand over himself with his men, rifles am­
munition and other firearms upon condition 
that the horses, saddles, bridles aud other 
possessions of the burghers be guaranteed 
them and they be allowed to return their 
homes. I have replied that the surrender 
must be absolutely unconditional, and that 
all rifles, ammunition, horses and other pos­
sessions must be given up, and that the bur­
ghers would he considered prisoners of 
I added that Prinsloo’e overtures will not be 
allowed in any way to interfere with Hun­
ter’s operations, which must be continued 
until the enemy is defeated or has surren-

London, July, 27, 6 a. m.—South African 
news is reassuring from a British point of 
view. Lord Roberts has continued his ad­
vance to Balmoral, where General Botha 
established his headquarters for many 
weeks. The Boers were in joli retreat east­
ward and Generals French and Hutton were 
driving the commandos before them. Lord 
Roberta has clearly set another objective 
pqint before his army and is aiming to drive 
Kruger and Botha from the railway into the 
Lydenburg district, where they can be 
starved out at leisure when the railway com­
munications with Delagoa Bay are broken 
off.

News from Orange River River Colony, 
while indecisive, shows that Generals 
Hunter and Clements have been closing in 
upon the remaining Boer force entrenched 
in natural strongholds near Bethlehem, and 
-tihile there has been stiff fighting and a re­
pulse of the Sussex Regiment, the advance 
on the whole has been on the British side. 
DeWett evidently had hoped to divert Gep- 
oral punter from these operations by break­
ing through the oordon, but Col. Broadwood 
was sent after him and the bulk of the Brit­
ish foçce remained to complete tbe clearance 
of the eastern sectlop of Qranga River Col­
ony, and has captured oue strong position 
and compelled the Boers evacuate another. 
DeWett- ia stiil heading northward and (ien- 
^rol Btiller’s army and General Bundle’s 
division are only partially occupied. ,

The results are not yet positive in any 
quarter, but the British armies are moving 
and attacking the Boers with great spirit. 
The long halt seems to have ended and the 
Bu'Uh public is beginning to hope that the 
close of the campaign W in sight.

The Cost of the Famine Relief Work.

London, July 26. —In introducing the 
Indian budget in the House of Commons to­
day with secretary for India, Lord George 
Hamilton, commended the patience, resig­
nation, courage apd abstention from crime 
with which 52.000,000 of people in the 
stricken area have faced famine. The latest 
reports from India, His Lordship said, were 
anything but satisfactory. On the other 
hand, there were certain compensating ad­
vantages in the shape in which the 
year closed. There was, he said, a sub­
stantial oredjf balance of £2 870,000, but the 
famine expenditure and remission of taxa­
tion would turn this into a deficit of «826,- 
000. The government proposed to apply the 
unexpended bafcrace of £3.000,000 of the 
former loan towards the relief. Thib would, 
he hoped, meet all demands. If the re- 
soprees of India did not suffice to save the 
lives oi the famine stricken then an appeal 
would be made to the imperial exchequer.

In the last two years Lord George Ham­
ilton said £13,000,000 had been expended in 
famine relief.

For the preservation ef eggs it is stated 
that the method which calls for the employ­
ment ef wator gloss is the most successful. 
This water glees is known ae “sodium 
silicate ” and can be purchased for a small 
amount in any drug store. About six pounds 
dissolved in eight gallons of water Is sufficient 
to treat fifty doxen eggs. First ascertain 
that there are no oraoke in the eggs, then 
place on a sieve and dip them with warm 
melted lard. Remove from the sieve, allow 
the lard to ooel and then submerge in the 
water glose solution. The Baker’s Hdpsr 
records the result of a series of experiments 
made in egg preservation by Dr. W. H. 
Morse, of Westfield, N. J. On the 6th July, 
1899, forty-eight eggs, freshly laid, were 
prepared according to sixteen different meth­
ods (three eggs for each method.) On 
Febraary 7th, 1900, after seven months of 
preservation, the eggs were opened for use.

The amount of flour can not be given with 
exactness in any recipe, because of the dif­
ference in the different brands.

A bit of advice to the novice is to bake 
little “try cakes” until experience teaches 
the amount of flour necessary for the cake, 
amd what the heat of the oven should be.

If the “try cake” settles, and if after ad­
ding flour it is still heavy, beat another 
egg and add to the batter, and unless yeu 
have omitted some essential ingredient or too 
much sugar has been used, the fault will be 
generally remedied. Plain oake batter if 
baked in patty pans, and if the cake is salted 
a little, will have a better flavor.

The young cook with one recipe that never 
fails her, and the busy one who has no time 
to tty new recipes, may vary their “never- 
faijs” by different fillings aud frosting. The 
plain boiled frosting may be varied in many 
ways. The addition of grated chocolate to 
the hot frosting gives a fiue chocolate filling 
for the layer cake, or a top and side frost­
ing for loaf cake. With it may be used figs, 
dates, raisins, any candied fruit; nuts or 
cocoanut.

In preparing a house to be closed for the 
summer, the simple expedient <4 putting a 
few drops of oil of lavender on the shelves of 
the bookcase will protect the books from 
mould.

Unsightly marks caused by the dropping 
ef water in marble basins may be removed 
by rubbing with a cloth or an old tooth-brush 
dipped in pulverized chalk or ammonia.

To oiear the air of a room, put a lump of 
camphor in a saucer and apply a very hot 
poker to it. This will cause strong fumes 
which cleanse the air very speedily, and 
at the same time acta as a powerful disinfec­
tant.

Leather bags, when old and worn looking 
may be revived by being rubbed over with 
the white of on egg. Apply it with a piece 
of soft rag. It will revive the leather 
without in any way injuring it.

Cans of milk or butter can be kept perfectly 
cold by being wrapped in a cloth and set in 
a deep dish containing eome water, where 
air ie circulating. As the cloth absorbe the 
water, cold is produced by evaporation.

A smoking lamp is an exceedingly unpleas­
ant thing, and is very often caused by the 
wick not being in proper order. It is a good 
plan to soak new wicks in vinegar, and al­
low them to dry thoroughly before being

A good way to discover the presence of 
moths, and also to destroy them, is to place 
a lighted candle in a basin of water; the 
moths will be attracted by the flame, and 
will drop into the water. The burning of 
camphor or sulphnr will destroy the insects.

The Turkish porter on a daily ration of rice 
and dates wfil jog along with bent back under 
a load that would crush a Western man. 
Darwin telle us that the Andean natives do 
a day's work of 400 foot tone, nearly twice 
the work of an ordinary laborer, on a diet 
of bananas.

Among the Japanese, the rlkisha men, 
with muscles like steel bands, will whirl 
their seated passengers over the (round at 
the speed of a horse’s trot, 40 milee a day, 
for days together. Their diet consists of rice, 
vegetables, and occasionally a little fish. 
The Lascars, on a similar diet make the beet 
seamen in the world.

Peasants of Russia may live upon thin 
vegetable soup, sauerkraut, rye bread and 
oil. The Scotch Highlander, whose courage 
and hardiness is proverbial, seldom touehes 
meat, living mainly upon oatmeal, vegetables 
and buttermilk. Among the most active 
and vital people of the world are the Irish 
peasants, whose diet consists almost entirely 
of potatoes aod buttermilk. The farmers of 
Corsica live all winter upon dried fruit, 
mainly dates and polenta (chestnut) meal. 
During the Middle Ages the Moora need to 
provision their fortified cities with chest- 
nets and olive oil. Chestnuts provide al­
most a perfect food, and, in fact, they con­
stitute a staple article of diet among the 
peasantry ef certain portions of Italy.

In his epoch making work, “Physical 
Education,” Dr. Felix L. Oswald says : 
“The strongest men of the three manliest 
races in the present world are non-flesh eat­
ing—the Turanian mountaineer, the Man- 
digo tribes of Senegambia and the Schleswig- 
Holstein Bauern, who famish the heaviest 
soldiers for the German army and the ablest 
seamen for the Hamburg navy. Nor is it 
true that flesh is an indispenàable*, or even 
the beet, brain food. Pythagoras, Plato, 
Seneca, Paracelsus, Spinoza, Peter Boyle 
and Shelley were vegetarians. So were 
Franklin and Lord Byron in their been 
years."
