After three years more as a teach­
er at Port Lome, Mr. Foster went to» 
the Normal College in order to qualify 
for a “B” license. Here he displayed 
such ability that his diploma was 
granted within six months and he 
was awarded a Macdonald Scholar­
ship and sent to the Ontario Agricul­
tural College, Guelph, Ontario.

Returning in 1905, Mr. Foster took 
charge of the Carleton school near 
Bridgetown where he remained two 
years. While teaching he took up the 
study of Latin and French and by 
partial examinations received a 
full Academic Certificate with an ag­
gregate of 1587 in twenty subjects. 
This enabled him to enter the third 
year of Acadia University, and after 
two years study he graduated in Art» 
with high standing.

During 1909-11 he was Principal of 
Canning Public schools. He then re­
ceived the important position of Prin­
cipal of Parrsboro Public Schools. 
While in charge of this school he 
displayed marked ability both as an 
instructor and as a supervisor. In 
five years the High School was doub­
led and every- department felt the 
touch of Mr. Foster's leadership.

German* Gain Ground from French
PARIS, May 7—In fierce attacks on both banks of the Meuse today the 

German forces gained ground from the French. They entered the French 
communicating trenches east of Hill 304, and gained a footing in the first 
French line between Haudremont wood and Fort Douaumont, over an extent 
of a third of a mile. The official communication reads as follows: On the left - 
bank of the Meuse a bombardment of extreme violence, which lasted without 
cessation for two days, in the region of Hill 304, was followed today by a power­
ful German attack delivered against our front between Hill 304 and LcMort 
Homme. The enemy, after repeated efforts, penetrated the underground pass­
ageways east of Hill 304. Everywhere else he was repulsed with serious losses 
inflicted by our machine guns and batteries, which energetically bombarded the 
German lines.

On the right bank, after intense artillery preparation, the Germans deliv­
ered several successive attacks against our trenches between Haudremont wood 
and Fort Douaumont. In the western part of the front the enemy attacks 
gained a footing for an extent of about 500 meters in our first line. To the 
centre and to the east all the attacks were broken. In the Woevre there was 
great artillery activity in the sectors at the foot of the Meuse hills.

Our roadsters in this part of the 
country being mostly trotting-bred, 
are more highly organized than 
the draught breeds, and are 
therefore more easily spoiled 
and blemished by bad management.

Driving horses should not be put to 
hard service before five years of age. 
Many good ones have been ruined by 
asking too much of them at three 
and four years old, though consider­
able work can be given them during 
those ages if they are not driven until 
real tired. I am speaking now of the 
horse bred by an average farmer, and 
not of colts highly developed by very 
early training that will be put to 
breeding early in life and reach their 
highest form at four or five years old.

Generally speaking, a pacer is not 
a desirable roaster, his gait being a 
hard one to negoiatiate a muddy road 
or one deep with snow. Most pacers 
find it hard to jog slowly down a hill. 
They must either walk fast or step fast 
to keep their balance. The ideal road 
horse is a trotter of good action, that 
when reading, steps short and trappy, 
and that, when started up, makes his 
speed by lengthening his stride. High, 
round knee action is usually accom­
panied by a well-carried head and good 
road qualities. Do not despair if your 
colt is mixed gaited. It may be slow 
work at the beginning and the tempt­
ation strong to let him pace. Drive 
him with a light rein ; do not speed 
him down grade; where he is most 
liable to tip over; carry weight en­
ough dn him to make him trot ; grad­
ually reduce it as he becomes 
firmed in his gait, and once a mixed 
gaited one finds the way he should go 
he will generally make speed faster 
than his pure-gaited rivals.

BARRISTERS AT LAW

The strawberry will grow on a wide 
range of soils. A well drained deep 
loam is probably the ideal. It should 
be friable and contain a fair amount 
of humus or decaying vegetable mat­
ter. The ground should be worked 
deeply and well enriched. An abun-j 
dant supply of available plant food 
is all-important. The plants have but 
a short time in which to make their 
growth before fruiting, and the more 
vigorous this early growth the better 
the crop the following year.

The time to plant is in the spring 
and the earlier the better. All plant­
ing should if possible be done be­
fore the middle of May. This gives 
the mother plant a chance to get well 
established before summer approach­
es, and furnish, vitality-To develop 
strong runners early. These early 
well-developed runner plants will in 
turn give strong plants for fruiting 
next season.

RASPBERR1ES

These^are a more permanent crop 
than the strawberry, and if properly 
handled will give good returns for 10 
or 12 years.

It is usually not advisable to cut the 
cane back during the summer.

Thesearelifted ear­
ly in the spring and the canes kept 
in place by staking or a single wire 
trellis. In the spring the canes are 
cut back to 5 feet.

Annual applications of 350 pounds 
of complete fertilizers per acre, scat­
tered along the row, are advisable if 
the plants are not making strong 
growth.

This difficulty may very largely be 
combated by the simple device of iso­
lation. That is to say, when the male 
has been purchased, keep him apart 
from his prospective mates until he 
has grown quite accustomed to his 
changed circumstances. A- further 
advantage of isolation is that, should 
the bird have got cold on his journey 
or should he have any latent disease, 
the hens will be free from infection 
since if there is no sign of disease af­
ter a fortnight, it may be fairly sup­
posed that the bird is all right and in 
condition for his duties. It will thus 
be seen how necessary it is, first to 
purchase the male bird sufficiently 
early to allow of his isolation in order 
that he may become acclimatized and 
accustomed to his new quarters, and 
then thoroughly to test his quality and 
constitution before the time actually 
arrives for his services. In this case 
should anything go wrong with him, 
further arrangements may be made 
before the season is too far advanced 
unduly to delay the hatching opera­
tions.

“Public Opinion" voices the con­
viction that for the grand lines of its 
own movement and for its significance 
in relation to the future character 
and result of the war, the battle of 
Verdun will be recorded as one of 
the greatest dramas of all time. 
Among its reasons for this convic­
tion are the following,—“When we 
take the w-eight of metal employed 
together with the mass and fury of 
the men, the fight far surpasses ev­
erything that has been seen before. 
No previous experience or imagina­
tion had contemplated for a moment 
snch a sustained tempest of steel and 
chemicals as has raged for four 
weeks over the heights of the Meuse. 
Mountains of ammunition, shells that 
had been accumulated 
have been shot away. * * * * Yet the 
Kaiser and his military councillors 
are in the cleft stick. If they give 
up, the attempt on Verdun must count, 
all things considered, as their greatest 
defeat in the war. It will be a tre­
mendous blow to their prestige and to 
their hopes both for the Western and 
Eastern campaigns.

In 1870 among the 
German soldiers who marched to the 
war in France was a young man. be­
trothed to a girl named Julie. When 
the troops returned and marched 
Unter Den Linden, Julie was there 
to meet her lover, but, he was not 
there.

Julie went the next day to 
meet him, and the next day, and so 
on every day for forty-five years, 
waiting and expecting. She grew 
white haired and feeble and recently 
died. She became known through the 
years as Linden Julie.

We were attending to some of our 
wounded men when wTe came across a 
German who was giving first aid to 
some of our soldiers. You can im­
agine we were surprised. We put 
the wounded man on our stretcher 
and the German helped us and came 
with us to the hospital. On arriving 
he asked the doctor whether 
“Tommy" was all right, and when the 
doctor told him that he would get 
well, he said he was very glad.

One of our officers asked the Ger­
man why he took such an interest in 
one of his enemies. To that the Ger­
man replied, “He may be an enemy 
of my country, but he is my friend.
He and I wmrked together in London 
for more than fourteen years and 
many happy hours we have spent to­
gether. I hope that when this war is 
over he will not forget that we are 
still friends.”
