A CONVENTION

delegates from numerous temperance organizations in the
wince assembled in Malifax on the 23d of February last,
which varied intelligence and ability were brought to the
wussion of the question of Prohibition, and at which the
whibitory policy of this Grand Division was in the main
poved and adopted. The Convention resolved, however,
petition the Legislature to introduce into the bill to be
dbefore them, a clause providing that, should a majority
the votes polled throughout the province be adverse to the
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bill, it shonld then come into operation in any county, tom
ship, or polling section in which a majority of the inhabitan
should demand it. The convention also appointed a em
mittee to co-operate with the committee of this Grand Dis
sion in procuring the passage of the bill through the Lege
lature.

The action of the Legislature on the

PROHIBITORY BILL,

is before the country. Oh the 15th of March the bill w
introduced into the House of Assembly by Mr. Moses, cha
man of the committee to whom were referred the petitiey
for a prohibitory law. The committee, however, had i
introducéd the clause prayed for by the convention, since,:
their judgment, ¢that clause would be inconsistent withi
main principle of the bill.” During the discussion of &
bill, 2 motion to postpone its further consideration for th
months was lost, a majority of twenty-five appearing agaiv
the motion. A motion to strike out the clauses of the &
which provided for the taking of an electoral vote, as “w
trary to the spirit and genius of the British constitution,”
Jjeopardizing to the bill, was also lost, a majority of twd
being against it. After a lengthy discussion, the bill pas
the Assembly with some amendments, and was sent up to
Legislative Council for their concurrence. A special w
mittee of the Council reported adversely to the bill |
however, passed a second reading without discussion. Dur
the debate in committee, a motion to strike out the &
eleven clauses, which provide for taking the votes of eleg
at the hustings, was lost, siz appearing for the motion,
eleven against it. On the motion for the third reading of
bill, an amendment was moved that the bill be re-committ
for the purpose of striking out the first eleven clausts,
“unwise, unjust, and unconstitutional, and as setting a d
gerous precedent,” which was negatived, five votes appear
for it, and thirtcen against it. An amendment that the f
ther consideration of the bill be postponed for three mon
was then carried, fourtcen voting for it, and four against
The bill was therefore lost. ,

Into the motives by which the members of the Legishidiikom
were actuated in their action on the Prohibitory Bill, Idod
feel called upon to inquire. But it could not but beo
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erved, from the published reports of the debates, that the
iscussion, in both branches of the Legislature, scarcely
ouched the principle of the bill, but dwelt upon the defails—
at it was mainly confined to the first eleven clauses, which
bovide for the submission of the bill to the people, and
fefine the mode in which the vote of the people was to have
Eheen taken.
g A number of the members of both houses are of opinion
hat the principle of submitting the bill to the people for
aification is ¢ mnjust, unprecedented, and contrary to the
pirit and genius of the British Constitution.” They argue
jhat it is unconstitutional to grant to the people powers which,
g exercised at all, ought only to be exercised by the Legisla-
re~that if a prohibitory law is sought, on the ground that
would diminish crime and pauperism, and make life and
roperty more secure, it is surely the province of the Legis-
gture to determine whether the premises are proved. But
hat are the premises © They are these : that intemperance
5 the prolific cause of pauperism, crime, domestic misery,
eart-rending sorrow, cursing, swearing, premature death, and
oes innumerable to the Church and the world ; and more
pan this : that there is in this country a licensed trade, pro-
Bctcd by the law of the land, which is productive of a
housand-fold more mischief, misery, disease, and death, than
y other trade known to the civilized world. Has not the
egislature admitted these premises already? The conviction
the insuffictency of the license system, as a remedial mea-
re, has rorced itself upon the Legislature year after year ;
ud hence the comstant return of legislation to the subject.
he people of this province have long since found that the
tense system is a citeat,—that it promises to diminish the
hils of intemperance, but produces them,—that it promises
tienue, but increases taxes and burdens,—that it promises
blessen, the sale of intoxicating liquors, but concentrates it.
ey have year after year asked for a remedy which will be
il and absolute, but in vain. The objection to it has been,
it will be distasteful to the people, and therefore impracti-
etle.”
