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THE MONTREAL HUNT.

FTMHIS spirited picture of the opening meet of the Montreal
Hunt will interest many who love the music of the hounds
and the invigorating dash over hill and dale.

The Montreal pack is the oldest on this continent, having
been organized in 1826, and, until four or five years ago, it
wits the only pack in America to hunt the wild fox instead of
the drag. [tis said to be one of the best-equipped hunts cither
i Canadi or the United States, having a beautiful club house,
commodious kennels and stables, and about 50 couples of
hounds—many being from the best hennels in England,  There
are three hanting appointments per week, the principal terri.
tory being the Islands of Montreal and Jesu.

There are quite as many as usuad taking part in this kingly
sport this year.  About 60 were mounted at the opening meet.
A few old hunting members have dropped out, but there are
several new ones. Nearly all the members, however, have been
hunting for a munber of seasons—some as long as 25 years,
Mr. John Crawford, of Verdun, who has heen master for two
or three ditferent periods, is the oldest hanter of the lot, being
now in his 8Gth year, vet still an oceasional follower of the
hounds.  He began to hunt in 1833 in Moatreal, and has heen
devoted to the sport ever sinee. Several ladies follow the pack
vegularly.  The meets this fadl are proving most successful and
delightful.

ON THE GRIDIRON.

THE  McGillQueen's foathall mateh, of  Saturday last,

furnished a surprise to the home team as much as to the
visitors.  To say that the play was poor is o decided mistake.
Better running, tackling, kweking and catehing, could searcely
he wished for.

That the victory fell to a team inferior in every point save
one, ie., the serimmage, affords one more instance of what
has been demonstrated year after year in Rughy—that posses.
sion of the ball means everything. It may not be amiss to
draw attention to the fact that MceGill's game was one of
mass play from start to finish.  That such should be the case

is especially remarkable, when it is remembered that MeGill
were the bitter opponents of this style of play last season,
Their representative at the meeting oft the Intercoll giate
Union, along with "Varsity, came down very heavily upon
Queen's for spoiling intercollegiate foothall by such tactics
on the field.  This year MceGill's only strength lies in the
scrimmage, and they have to cut their cloth accordingly.
Without blaming them too much for what they caunot very
well help, et them, however, be alittle more lenient in future
with styles of play at which they are not, «T THE TIME,
proficient.

The matches played under the auspices of the Quewe Rughy
Union would alnost go to show that the popularity of the
wame is on the wane, Players and officials, however, have
only themselves to blame for this state of affairs. A few years
ago, the fact of two teams like Montreal and Ottawa College
playing would have filled the hig MLALAA stind to its utimost
capacity, wheress it was only about halffilled on Saturday,
when these two teuns miet for the first time this year.

The game itself could not be called a good exhibition.
The first half was about as miserable an exhibition of how
not to do it as could be; one serics of uninteresting serim-
mages followed another, relicved oceasionally by a punt or
two, and the *“knocking out ™ of several players, for the work
of the heavy centre men was by no means clean; in one or two
instances it was Hagrantly foul.

If any college team in the United States were guilty of the
apen Cserapping ™ of our wings, the hacking of our scrimmage,
and of blows deliberately struck, when and where the officials
cannot see, they would be ostraeized by players, public and
press. Such things are unheard of in Eugland, even among
the professionals, and yet this sort of thing characterizes the
style of play at every one of our matches, is winked at by the
public, cheered by auterested supporters, and scarcely wmen-
tioned by the papers.

the great eritic and poet, litherto expressed in brief passages
in his **History of Nincteenth Century Literature™ and his
Short History of English Literature.”™ According to the hook
now before us, Matthew Arnold was, on the whole, an
ambiguous individual,  He was o gentleman: he worked
dutifully at the uncongenial tasks set him by fate: he wrote
some good prose and some better verse; but if he bad any
scholarship it was of a very amatenrish sort; i hehad abundant
taste we may be sure that a good deal of it was had, and if the
inspiration of the poet visited him it was only casually, atlong
intervals, and with a certiun grudging disposition. We find

The tale of the hero's wooing, as related
by himself, is pertervid, as is to be expected, but be is not
without his lucid intervals, as witness when he learns from the
cugraving on a brass plate that the man e assumes to he his
innmorata’s father is Jlneas Polkinghorne, professor of clocu-
tion, he admits * L ean give no greater indication of the extent
of my passion, even at this stage, than by saying that [ found
this surname musieal, and lingered over cach syllable with
detight.” The hero has no reservationstfrom the reader, whom
he frankly takes into his confidenee at every stage of the
preliminary arrangementsfor the final deead event, He reveals
himself as a temporizing weak-kaced hypoerite, but still hedoes
not forfeit respeet, begause he manages along with pitiable
self revelations to enlist the reader's sympathy; for his experi-
ence was heyond eavil, tryving, and it is doubtful it he behaved
much if any worse under the circimstances  than most men

Not that we live for others, or set up ourselves as
unseltish, or free from egotism. No, merely that stress of
circumstances obliges us to he the drones; the pipes to others’
dancing; the moths that let the buttertlies show ol in the
sunlight, and have to be content with the rays of the taltow
candle.

But, though we may grumble oceasionally, weare optimistic
enough for the most part,  Less satisfies us, and the pleasures
that filter through the worries are not snapped at so greedily
as they are taken philosophically, and enjoyed according to
their worth, We sigh, no doubt, at their searcity, but busy
hands and brains, occupations and interests, drive away
repret.

V(), it is the seekers of pleasure and anceasing suntseinent
1 only that find the object of their seareh so diflicult to
discover—those restless people, without aim or aumbition,
heyond a certain amountof selfgratitication to he administered
daily in doses as large as it is possible to procure. This is a
restless age, restless in every particular; an age of striving and
straining after the possible and impossible. And the restlessuess
that chiaracterizes husiness matterslends its disturhing clement
to the lighter side of life.

There are many people who, cither lacking in birth,
postinn, money, or whatever the necessary qualifications ave
in the state of social distinetion spoken of so freely by them as
*society,” spend theirspare time in anathematizing the popu-
lation on the opposite bank of that bridgeless abyss. They talk
of *the gay, buttertly existence,”™ “the empty vanities' ot
lives that, did they but realize it, are quite as well spent as
their own. They speak of * fashionable people™ as though the
term was synonytous with breakers of the Ten Command-
ments, and more—if there happened to he others. 1 the fact
nust be looked into, the habitations of the mighty are not the
only ones that harbor the discontented pleasure-loving spirits.
It is not to be denied thag, perhaps, owing to their *lot™ heing
in “afair gronnd,” the possessors of *a goodly heritage ' are
1 a position to cater to the eraving for gaicty, and follow the
rounds of frivolity with more assiduity than those of lesser
means.

Yet, there is not a division or 2 subdivision of human souls,
innocent of the same type of heing—whether it he the working-
man who spends his last 10¢, picce to see a realistic production
at his favorite theatre, or the tired shop-girl who expends
hardearned money to breathe impure air at a matinee beeause
she must have excitement, or whether it Ixe the men and
women who sit in the orchestra chairs and hoxes almost
nightly, lest their absence should necessitate a peaceful evening
in their own drawing.rooms with none other than their own
or their fumily’s socicty.

T 18 always sad, in a neasure, to wateh the enthusiasm of
youth die out, md a blase, indifferent attitude of mind fill
its place: yet one feels that when the change oceurs, it is no
doubt for the best. To drink to the full off anything and
heeome satisfied, after all, is the most one can do. Itis well
enough to see oue's friends still keen for enjoyment, still casily
pleased, even though their years are creeping on apace, for one
recognizes the simplicity of their natures, and admiration, if
not wonder, is evoked.

But to witiess people, no longer young, still panting, in
spite of all obstacles, in the mad race after excitement, in
what form it may deign to take shape, or at what cost, is
nothing short of a degrading spectacte,  Without aims or
interests of benefit to themselves or mankind, on they rush,
helter-skelter, and the passive onlookers ave left hehind, glad
to he outsped by such a turbulent throng.

Asis well known, Me. Hosmer has, of late years, acquired
great wealth, and bis position in the financial workd has been
affirimed not only by his recent appointament on the direetorate

of the C.ILR, but by his sclection in o like capacity in such
institutions as the Merchamts Bank of Canuda, the Montreal
Gas Company, the London and Lancashire Insurance Com.
pany. Canada Paper Company, Edwardsburg Starch Company,
the Pillow-Hersey  Manufacturing  Company, aud  other
impaortant enterprises, 1o say nothing of his position as vice.
president of the Commercial Cable Company.,

The stary of Mr. Hosmer's rise is an inspiring one. Born in
1831 in the county of Soulanges, at the age of 14 he entered
the service of the Montreal Telegraph Company asan operataor.
Step by step, but with great celerity, tae Jadder of promotion
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was climbed, and, at the age of 21, he was appointed super-
intendent by the Dontinion Telegraph Company, thentheactive
competitors of the Montreal Company,

His striking abilities atteacting the attention of prominent
American capitalists, interested in the Mutual Union Telegraph
Company of the United States, an organization formed to
oppose the Western Union monopoly, Mr, Hosnier was offered
and accepted the presideney of the Canada Mutual Telegraph
Company, the Canadian ally of the Mutual Union. He retained
that position until 1886, when his services were reguested by
the Canadian Pacific Railway Company, and Mr. Hosmer
beeiune general-manager of the whale C.1LR. Telegraph system,
and undertook the stupendous task of organizing that depart-
ment of its business,

Its marvellonsfdevelopment is a matter of history, and its
progress has been largely due to Mreo Hosuer's shrewdness,
diplomaey and exceutive ability, ind to his unceasing devotion
to the great interests entrusted to him by Sir William Van
Haorne, and the Pacific directorate.

The alliance of the C.P.R. Telegeraphs with the Postal
Telegraph and Commercial Cable companies, effected hy Mr.
Haosmer, brought him into contact with My, John W, Mackay,
and this business association naturally led to close personal
friendship, ane of the vesults being that Mre, Hosmer is now
vice-president of the Commercial Cable Company, and takes
s active part in the divection of its policy and aflairs,

Mr. Hosmer's financial genius suggested, and his adroit
management successfully accomplished, the amalgamation of
the Postal Telegraph by the Contmercial Cable Company, amd
the phenomenal stieeess of the sebeme was Targely his pevsonal
triumph.,  To.day there is no hetterintormed authority on all
that relates to telegraphs and cables than Mr. Hosmer, and it
i< 2t pecnliar tribute to his high sense of honor and ereditahble
business mcethods that, antidst the fieree and  remorseless
rivalries of husiness and tinance, Mr. Hosmer has preserved the
prrsonal fricndship—one might almost use the term atiection—
of those whaose pecuniaiey and contmercial interests have heen
opposed to those it was his duty to proteet and promote.

Had M. Hosmer been disposed to devote his attention to
polities or stateeraft, the very qualdities which have rendered
him so successful in business would doubtless have enabled
him to achieve a like result in pubhic life,  His one effort in this
direction, which Montresders recadl with pleasurve—his manage.
wment of the Reform Municipal Campaign, resulting in the
clection of Mr. Beaugrand as mayor—left no room for doubt
on this point.

In his private relations, Mr. Hosmer is distingnished by
modesty, hospitality and kindliness.  Charitable to a degree,
no anavailing appeal is ever made tohim in bhehalf of o worthy
cause, and, indeed, as ane of his intimate friends put it to the
writer, * Charles R, Hosner doesn't even watit to be asked for
help—he is ever eager to hestow aid, whenever he considers it
is required.  He is one man whose success exeites no envy, and
as for enemies—he has none.”

A BLACK EYE FOR CHAMPAGNE.

N the soatheast coast of Newfoundland, about half way
hetween Cape Race and St John's, lies the wreek of the
Scottish King. She was a British trading steamer, and it is
now almost a vear sinee she was driven in a storm upon that
inhospitable, rock-bound shore.  In spite of this catastrophe,
however, fortune favored the ship to a considerable degree.
Thanks to the precise spot on the coast where she struck, and
the marvelous manner in which she slipped in between two
projecting reefs, instead of grinding directly upon them, she
still lies with her hall alinost intact,

The fact that she did not go to picces at onee, as most
vessels do which have the misfortune to strike that coast line,
was a subjeet for great rejoicing among the fishermen in the
neighboring villages. A most seductive rumor went abroad
that she carried large guantities of champagne in her cargo.
The Newfoundlander's steady drink, is of course, rum, hut he
has heard of champagne and its powers. Nets and hooks were
almost abandoned for awhile in the ship’s vicinity, owing to
the more fascinating fishing to be obtained in her hold.

Now, although the fishermen had not heard of it, and would
have been no wiser if they haq, the Scottish King carried just
about as much apollinaris as champagne, and the cases
containing the mineral water were on top, and hence the
more accessible. A glimpse of bottles wis quite enough for the
Newfoundlanders.  The cases  of apollinaris went merrily
ashore, and the sampling began without delay.

Disillusionment and despair! Where were the virtues of
this celebrated drink?  Bottle after bottle was patiently,
gravely disposed of, with no approach to the desired result.
One of the men summed it up tersely to a visitor afterward,
with this half pathetic, half scornful remark:

“Sure, we tried it fair; drank quarts of it, and kept on
drinkin’, but no use; we got no forrarder!*”

The reputation of champagne is probably lower now in
that part of Newfoundland than anywhere else in the civilized
world.
