delivered by the learned President on the evening pre-
ceding Convocation day. A more timely and masterly
review of the educational affairs of Ontario has not been

K
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made in recent years, from the kindergarten up to the
universities. The verdict is that, in our methods and the
results obtained by them, we fall far short of other
countries, and of Germany especially, from which country
England is not ashamed to borrow new ideas, in regard to
her board and grammar schools at least. The position of
a German youth of nineteen who has completed his
gymnasium course is contrasted, to our disadvantage,
with a Canadian of the same age who has just matri-
culated at a university. (In our self-conceit we often
pride ourselves that two such youths are on an equality,
but the President shows that such self-conceit has no sure
foundation in the facts of the case.)

Ascribing the existing evils to two causes —over-examin-
ation and a wrongly constructed common and high school
course of study, with its ill-timed glorification of arithmetic
and other branches of mathematics he would have the study
of languages, ancient and modern, begun at a much earlier
age than it is at present, because he holds that languages
afford a better mental training for young children than
wathematics do. He holds that this change, and others
which he suggests, would turn out better trained boys
and girls from the high schools, whether they whére
intending to take a university degree or not. As a matter
of course, those who should go on to the universities
would do better work, while the professors would not be
kept at the ungrateful task of correcting the defects of
the school training. After a well-deserved tribute to the
schoolmasters and schoolmistresses for the work they
have accomplished under such adverse circumstances, the
President goes on to discuss briefly Queen’s contentions
on the question of State aid. Tt is to be hoped that this
statesmanlike utterance on questions so nearly touching
the very life of the country will have due weight in
determining the future educational policy of the Province
and that in a very short time examinations will be
reduced to one, or at most two, between the kindergarten
and matriculation. The high schools do not exist, as the
President wisely insists, for the purpose of training
teachers. He meant too, without doubt, that universities
do not exist for that purpose either.

AMONG the many signs of life about the
University may be counted the recent
action of the Corporation in putting the
departments of Science and Modern Lan-
guages on a footing equal in every respect to the other
departments in the Faculty of Arts. The lecturers on
these subjects now have the full rank of professors. It is
not generally known, perhaps, that the old statute which
required professors to be Anglicans has been changed so
as to admit of the appointment of members of other
Christian communions. Most people will approve of this
change, while those who look with disfavour upon it will
find comfort in the fact that all professors do not sit in
Corporation, only those being eligible to represent their
colleagues in that body who are able to sign the X XXTIX.
Articles, and who are in full communion with the Church
of England.

Literary Sﬁstitute.

Ar the first general meeting of the Literary Institute
on Friday, October 12, 1900, the Freshmen and new
students were as usual nominated as members. Mr.
Turley’s resignation of the Presidency was then accepted,
and Mr. Spencer, M.A. elected by acclamation. The
usual daily papers were ordered to be bought.

The second regular meeting was held in Hall on Friday,
October 19th, with Mr.Spencer, M. A. in the chair. The new
members were introduced, and notices of motion given.
The literary programme was then begun. Mr. Henderson
read a rather incomprehensible but apparently amusing
selection, and Mr. Gwilym, one on counting eggs. Mr.
Creighton read an essay on sport, which was much better
written than read. In the debate, ¢ That a Book Repre-
sented on the Stage has a Greater Influence on the Public
Mind Than the Same Book Read,” Mr. E. T. Owen and
Mr. Hodgins upheld the affirmative, and Mr. White and
‘Mr. Kelley the negative. Mr. Owen argued that more
people go to the theatre than read the bonk, and that it is
thus the unlearned know it. Mr. White showed that no
book is dramatized until it has gained a reputation. For-
getful of his subject he instanced books of science. Mr.
Hodgins indulged in the truism that the influence of the
stage has greatly increased. Mr. Kelley also spoke for a
few minutes. Mr. Owen refuted all the arguments of the
negative, which won both on the merits of the speeches
and the debate itself. The nominations for First Year
Councillor brought the meeting to an end.

The third regular meeting was held in Hall on Friday,
October 28th, with Mr. D. T. Owen in the chair. The
rules of order were suspended in order that the balloting
for the office of First Year Councillor might be held.
After Mr. Wilson’s reading, the Chairman announced that
Mr. White was elected First Year Councillor. Mr. Rolph
then read an historical selection, and Mr. Weedmark an
essay on his first impressions of Trinity. The debate was
on “ Col. Peters’ Proposition to Have Sunday Rifle
Practice.” Mr. Sawers spoke of the necessity of good
shooting by a modern soldier, and mentioned the good
work that would be done for the Church by the service
that it was proposed to hold at the ranges. Mr. Lance-
field thought shooting very hard work and that Saturday
should be used and Sunday kept as a day of rest. In Mr.
Taylor’s opinion it is a rest to go to the ranges, being a
change of occupation, Mr. Woodcock urged very forcibly
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that the moral law cannot be broken with impunity, and
proceeded to prove very clearly the infidelity of one of
Toronto’s foremost soldiers. Mr. Sawers in reply reite-
rated his previous statements. The negative won both on
the merits of the speeches and the debate itself, Messrs.
Spencer, Turley and Owen were appointed as a committee
to amend the constitution.

CONVOCATION, 1900.

ON Tuesday, October 23rd, our annual Convocation took
lace.

P A more than usually well-filled hall ; a student body
that taxed the capacity more than for years past ; on the
dais a distinguished gathering which included bishops,
judges, and several of Canada’s most eminent educationists
—all united to make the event a memorable one. The
presence and the remarks of President Loudon, taken in
connection with recent occurrences, added a significance to
the occasion. This was the first Convocation held since the
appointment of our new Provost, and probably the last
Convocation, though all deplore it, at which our popular
public orator, Rev. Prof. Huntingford, was to be present.
Without doubt it was a fisting assemblage to preface the
events of a College session which will see Trinity’s fiftieth
birthday.

The students early established themselves in the gallery.

Pending the arrival of the procession their energies were
centred in encouraging the ushers, although some of these
evidently needed no encouragement in their attentions to
the ladies of 8. Hilda’s.
At last the procession made its dignified way up the
aisle. An exuberance of undergradusate spirits hailed its
appearance, and, although it has justly been said that the
students were at this Convocation more orderly and
moderate than heretofore, moderation and orderliness were
not inconsonant with the display of a little unobtrusive
unit. With the vigourous ringing of the handbell, with
humourous references to the new facial decoration recently
affected by a member of the faculty, and with many sallies
onkindred subjects the Convocation got under way.

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THE INTER-COLLEGE DEBATING UNION.

THis society has now entered upon its third year of
existence. Two years ago representatives of six of the
institutions of learning in Toronto met together to form a
union, to hold in the intellectual world the place which
the football association does in the world of sports. Mr.
Harold Muckleston, (one of its founders), was at that time
representing Trinity. The constitution was drawn up,
and a very successful course of debates carried oust. In
the first debate, though Trinity was defeated by Varsity,
every one agreed that Messrs. Owen and McEwen in every
way acquitted themselves most honourably. University
College in the end won the final debate.

The representation on the Executive Committee during
the season of 1899-1900 was increased by Wycliffe College
joining the Union. The following were then represented :
Knox College, Wycliffe College, Osgoode Hall, Victoria,
McMaster, University College and Trinity. As in the
first year, the society whose representative was the presi-
dent of the Union won the series, and in each case Trinity
met that College. In the debate with Knox last year
Trinity was upheld by Mr. D. T. Owen and M. R.
Turley, B.A.

During the first year the value attached to style in
speaking was twenty-five per cent., and that attached to
matter seventy-five per cent. In the second year, how-
ever, in order to encourage men to speak without manu-
seript the value attached to style was raised to forty per
cent. This was found to have the desired effect, and very
successful results followed.

In judging the merits of the speeches of a debate the
decision is left to three men who are appointed by the
Executive Committee. Among the judges of the past may
be mentioned the names of Dr, Parkin, Mr. N. W, Hoyles,
Q.C,, Rev. Professor Clark, Professor Alexander, Professor
McFadden and Professor McKay.

This year Trinity debates with McMaster in Convoca-
tion Hall on Nov. 29th. Though everything has not yet
been arranged, it is hoped that Trinity will do its utmost
to win the series for 1900-1901. The subject proposed is,
‘‘ Resolved that the development of the Canadian Klon-
dyke by the Govermmnent would have been more advanta-

geous to Canada than by the present method of private
enterprise.”

In dealing with this subject we are delighted to be able

to speak of the honour that has been conferred upon Mr.
E. P. 8. Spencer, M.A., our representative on the Execu-
tive Committee,—and through him, upon Trinity—for he
has been elected president. Those who -know the good,
faithful work done by Mr. Spencer in connection with the
Union realize that he richly deserves the honour.

CANADIAN WOUNDED IN LIVERPOOL.
From a Liverpool Paper.

Tue following is the thirteenth anmnual report of Con-
vocation :—

ToroNnTo, October 19, 1900.

The Executive Committee of Convocation begs to present
its Thirteenth Annual Report, being for the year ending
September 30, 1900.

1. In accordance -with the instructions forwarded to your
Committee by the Annual General Meeting of 1899, we
append a comparative financial statement showing the
amounts collected and expended in 1899 and 1900 respec-
tively. Frow this it will be seen that although at the time
of the closing of the year’s account, there was a slight fall-
ing off in the amount collected, this has since been more
than made up, and money is still coming in daily.

2. The only other matter referred to us by last year’s
meeting was the drawing up of a tentative scheme for the
commemoration of the Jubilee. This has been done and
the result is now submitted for the consideration of Convo-
cation. It would have been dealt with by Corporation
earlier, had not that body been occupied with matters of a
more immediately pressing nature until late in the year.
It is felt that the memorial would have added weight if it
bore the imprimature of Convocation itself, and might,
therefore, with advantage, be discussed and possibly im-
proved upon at this present Annual Meeting.
