Every ballthng properly and neces-

Gordon at first refused, but being
pressed by Lord Ripon, replied that
they must pray and sce what was
right. This was done, and Gordon
then accepted the appointment. But
he was Il at ease n a palace. Father
Schomberg Kerr, S J., grandson of
the sixth Marquis of Lothian, who
was chaplain to Lord Ripon, records
in his diary that Bishop Meurin no-
ticed that QGordon was troubled in
mind and thought it might ba about
faith. “But Gordon, alas!” adds Fath-
er Kerr, ‘*has made a religion to him-
self and seems frmly fixed. A little
book of Scripture maxims is his guide.
In doubts and difficulties he opens,
reads, and acts accordingly. He is a
sincere Chuistian. This morning he
said to me, ‘The Viceroy came to me
before seven o'clock with a paper,
which won't do, for i a man does
not get through his prayers before
breakfast the whole day goes wrong.'
He has a contempt for money — as 1
write not possessing £80 ~ most dis-
inte.ested, very just, liberal-minded,
and large-hearted, loving Catholic
missionaries, because for the most
part he finds them men of sacrifice
and principle.”” Gordon was eager to
be relieving poverty elsewhere and he
resigned He afterwards asked Fath-
er Schomberg Kerr to join him in the
Khartoum expedition and to evangel-
ize the natives, a task after the good
Father's heart, but his superiors in
the Society did not fall in with tie
proposal.

consent to that, but would rally to
the support of then  co-religionists,
the Galicians, and would insist, by
every means in therr power, on retai-
ing that clause m the Act. (Cheers)
The Archbishop, n the course of his
remarks, said a great interest was
taken by the public of Canada, par-
ticularly in Manitoba, mn what might
be called the Qalician question. They
all agreed that since those people had
come to live under the DBritish flag
they raust be made good British sub-
jects, and thoroughly Canedisn, One
of the most efficiont means to reach
that end, was, of course, the educa-
tion of their children Schools must
be estahlished for them according to
the law, and the English language
should be taught in those schools, but
the school law of the country had con-
secrated the bi-lingual system, and
those people, as a matter of right,
might have their children taught in
their own language in the schools, to-
getber with the English language,
and, as a matter of fact, they desired
that very strongly But if all agreed
that English should be taught in the
schools, all did not admit of the
teaching of their national language
Now the Galicians believed that they
must keep their language, particularly
because ft {s the best means for them
to keep their faith How could child-
ren be taught religion in their own
idiom it tbey did not know how to
read? A proof of the disposition of
the Galiclans in the matter of educa-
tion was what had been done in
Winnipeg.  He was amazed to see
that the gentlemen of Winnipeg, who
took such a lively interest in the edu-
cation of @mlician children, and who
wisted the government to do so murh
for them, did not seem to consider the
Galictan children who are living in
this great city Nonc of the Rev Fa-
thers who have charge of the Gali-
cians in Winnipeg, and even of thous-
ands in the country districts, wete in-
vited to the meetings called on this
question. There is a school on sSelkirk
avenue whick for a year past has had
an average daily attendance of about
one’ huhdred and twenty-five Galician
children, under two teachers and a
principal The city and the govern-
ment had not contributed ope cent to-
wards thdat school, nevertheless the
work was done and efficiently done;

They had sent Bishop Pascal, of
Prince Albert, to Qalicia, and Father
Lacombe went to sce the Emperor of
Austrin himself to get priests to at-
tend these people. The Galicians
were not indifferent, they were thor-
oughly religious, deeply attached to
thelr faith, and would not give it up
for all the gold in the world.
are rooted in this country because
they aré good settlers; they were first
class settlers-and first class Catholics,
and no matter' what might be done
they would not give up theif faith.

In a petition to the
Reichstag on the subject of the tariff,
the underlinen manufacturers state
with regard to the various fruitless
attempts made in Germati\’y to produce
linen equal in quality Irish linen
that 'in former years the opinion was
held that the better quality of the
Belfast:linen was due to the superior
methods employed in the mahutacture.
Now, however, it is known to be the
fact that the quality is to a consid
erable degree attributable to the pe-
culiarity of the Irish climate. ‘The
comparative warmth and the damp-
ness of the air, and the fogs; form the
principal factors.in the bleaching pro-
cess, which cannot -be made: up for
in any way in Germany. ‘The Ger-
man linen mills huye ‘established this
fact by very expensive and difficult ex-
periments, One. firm brought over
ahout twenty:Irishmen, hoping to pro-
duce a.faliric similar to the Irish lin-
en, but all to no purpose, and at-
tempts to make up for ths want of
natural warmth and'fog :by. a-chemi-
cal, process similatly failed.

Columbus
never knew that he discovered Ameri-
,¢a, or any other unknown countries.
Neitber his first nor his second tour
of exploration enlightened him as to
what he actually did achfeve.

us that by ono means only can con-
versions be effected; that 1s, by carn-
est, humble, unremitting prayer, ac-
companied, il possibie, by practices of
penance, for we know by the words of
our Lord that certain crowning graces
are obtained only “by prayet and
fasting."

1t is not too much to say that there
have been wives and  husbands  who
have devoted their lives to this ob-
ject, and counted themselves blessed
when, at the eleventh hour, tte grace
has been granted to their prayer. But
can a life so spent, in continual stress
of mind, ip constant watchfuiness over
self — for does not example rank next
in fmportanco to prayer? - can such
a life be reckoned a happy one? In
addition to the positive drawbacks,
thero are negative ones which are of
no less salient a character.

The beautiful picture drawn for us
by Tertullion shows what marricd hfe
s between two of the same faith. It
15, in love, peace, and perfect sympa-
thy, a foretaste of heaven How much
of this would be wanting when hus-
band and wife daro not speak, cacept
in general terms, which means so lit-
tle, on the thoughts which must, or
chould, lie nearest to both their
hearis! Besides the question of happi-
ness, there is the stitl more important
one of duty, especlally as if affects the
lives for which parents are responsible
to God, namely, the children born of
such marriages. It is difflcult to ex-
aggerate the importance of oneness of
faith in the parcats as a factor in the

hringing up and development of =2
spirttual life of the children,
It is a delusion, though not an un-

common one, that children are born
good. On the contrary, they have the
germs of much evil in them. Their
natural inclination is to resist good
impressions; to assimilate the evil
they come across rather than the
good.  The ‘‘broadway'’ our Lord
speaks of fs no less attractive to the
child, as far as he knows it, than to
the man. But it is here that the in-
fluence of parents comes in. They have
the first chance with their children, if
they only knew how to make use of
it A Christlan mother selzes her in-
fant's first thoughts and actions, and
dedicates them to God. She does not
leave this to servants, thought if she
has a plous substitute in the nursery
- a matter fndeed of vital importance
~ tho work of training a child is car-
ried on thdro also. She takes her child
to church, into the presence of the
Blessed Sacramcnt, 80 that he may
not only derive benefit from that di-
vine presence from his carliest youth,
but bis first consclous impressions
may go back to it and be associated
with it. She is careful not to overdo
prayer and spiritual excrcises, so as
fo connect religion in a child’s mind
(which otherwise would inevitably be
the case) with tedium; on the con-
trory, following the Church's exam-
ple, she seeks to invest it with what
appeals to its heart and imagination.
There ate a hundred ways in which a
mother can intersst her children in
subjects which have to do with God
and His service; for the Catholic
Church puts such means without num-
ber into her hands * ® ® the erib at
