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CALUMNIES AGAINST JRELAND AND
HER RFELIGION.

The hereditary enemies of [reland havo been
constantly assectnr that the Trish themselves are
to bo Llanted as well as theie Religion, for all
tho miseries which dvsolaie that unhappy land
Dr. Miley of the Metropolitan Church, Dublin,
has lately uddressed an able Letter on the sub-
Ject of the fainine to the celebrated Count Monta-
Jembert, from which we extract the fullowing
passages, and commend them to the speciaf at-
tontiun of the unprejudiced of sl naticus and
creeds :— :

Be it remembeted, then, in the outses that up
to the opening of the 17th century—from GO0 0
1613—that ali the lunds of lreland were .n the
hands of the Cathulics.  Even the sway of the
Foglish scepire was at tnat periad restricted to
s mere patch an thc map, a fracunnal part of
about 1-20th, 88 compared with the whole. Be-
ginning at Dundalk the marches of the Englsh
Pale, as that part of Ireland was called—at that
time the ouly part under Eughsh dominjon—
made a cirerit tound by Ardee, Xolls, Dangan,
Kjleuck, Naas, Kileullen, Bullymare, Euetane,
Rathmore, and so un by Tallaght, 1o the gates
of Dublin. ‘T'he whole was not half the size of
the county of Curk ; and of this much, even, the
hold was precarions inthe extreme.  In dispateh,
Sth May, 1602, the Lurd Daputy Mountjoy writes
that ke had 10 * begin the warre at the very
gates of Dublin ;*' and his secretary says, that
up to the same peniad all to the south of the
Ruwver Lafley wos in the hands of the Irish, Ay
to the country outside the Bughsh inarches—
more than 19-20ikis of the island—the fullowing
description of wis fiom a gavernment report of
that pegtud, found in 2 volume of the English
s{ate papers, now befure me tmm

The repart then proceeds to give the rall of
those fryshe kynas, princes, and toparchs who
had *timperiall jerisdiction each withm  his
sealm ' Reflect, that it is by the lineal descen-
dants of this people that our lazar houses are at
preseat cravded—ihat thev are the postenny of
those *‘ kynges, prynces, and toparchs” who
wre pow famishing houseless, nxked, and unpitied
nuiissts on the thoroughfares and in the ditches
ofthe  land of their fathers,” and you may
chnjecture what an amount of rapine and every
avrt of iriguity it mast have de manded to bring
ahaat this contrast. But no matier how high
the estimate you form 1n imagination, be assured
-it will:not come up even to what history hes but
beiefly aud feebly recorded. ‘

T'should remark hefure T proceed, thatthe Pale
isnd was just as Cathalic at and even Jong after
1llé_pgyim$;i_q question as that beyand the marches
~—for the ald Strangbonian English were hardly
loss steadfast in supporting the faith than the
encient lrish were.

But, to resume ; we have scen that the first
idea was to ‘‘ exterminate’® the inhabitants, or,
as the lord deputy has it—** to make this conntry
a razed table—a solitude.” We have seen what'
‘Jamtico was done to the first experiment resorted
to for that purpose. Sir John Davies who came
in as Attoracy General of James ¥. upon tho
footateps of the snid lord depuity of Elizabath,
infofms us that he found the Trish had been, as

‘iv'were, ¢ briyed in a mortar’” by him. How-
avei, it was reserved for the genidd of the
« greatest, basest of mankind™—Lord 'Bacox_x-—:

' aad ane which it was reserved fur tho Jast bf that
execrable Stuart dynasty to complete, to the irre<
triersble destruction of the Irish Catholice, had
it not been for that adorable Providence which
has reseded theim by miracle so repeatedly from

¢ un chidition that the native papulation shall be
‘expelled, and nomd allowed 1o live within the
eaid grants but men who take the oath of supre-
macy*’—that is—abjure Catholicity. ‘There was
arelapse however juto the more #'r.agent primi-
tive policy of exterminativn under the coinmune
wealth,

* Sir John Clatworthy, who well knew the
desigos of the fuction that governed the House of
Curminons in Fugland, had declared there in a
speech that tho cenversion of the Papista of Ire-
fand was unl; to o effected by the Bible in one
hand and the aword in the other; and Mr. Pym
gave out th=, they would not leave a priest in
Ireland  'To the Jike effect Sir William Patsons
asseried at & public entertainment, that within a
twelvemonth no Catholic shonld be seen in Ire-
land.””  (Carte’s Ormund, L. 235). The same
is attested hy ali the historical muniments of that
perind; and it must be confessed that if the
sgents in this effectual clearance fell at all short
of the mark, it was not through any lack of exer-
tion and zeal 10 carry out their threats to the
letter. Fire, famine, and the sword made fear~
ful Liavoe. Of the suvivors there went into the
cuntinent to recruit its arinies, betwcen officers
and men, to the number of 100,000 ; the youth
of bath sexes, the ydung girls and boys, wete
torn away by brute vivlehee, and shipped 1o the
number of 60,000 to the West Indies, and chiefly
to the Island of Butliadoes, wheré'they were sl
as slaves, and speedily perished ; the rest wore
ordered **to hell or Connaughi.”” 1 have now.
