TRADE WIT1II BRAZIL.

The arrival of the new French steamer
the "Ville de Para" lias been celebrated
by an entertainment given to a numher
of the nost infiueitial merchants and
representatives of the commerce of the
city, and including the Mayor of Montreal

the French Consul General, and some
distinguished strangers. The chair was
filled by the Brazilian Consul and the vice
chair by the master of the e Ville de
Para." The usual loyal toasts having been
honored, the chairman gave the toast
of the day, '' Canada, France and
Brazil,'1 dvelling on the wealth and re-
sources of each country, and the opening
they afforded for 'profitable commercial
intercourse. H1e informed Canadian
mnanufacturers that they could not fail, if
they took the advantagesafforded by this
line, to open up new and profitable mar-
kets for their goods. He deplored tlîe

short-sightedness of those who neglected

this new opening because they had enough
to do ta supply home wants. Now is the

time, said the Consul, to provide for the

evil day which, in the natural course of

things, must inevitably corne; and Cana-
dians aught to create a denand in the
Brazilian market for their goods, and thus
have it under their contral when any
slackness of demand may occur at home.
Such, in substance, is the report of the
speech of the Brazilian Consul. We fully
recognize the ability of the Brazilian Con-
sul ivhich has been displayed in surmnunt-
ing the obstacles which seemed ta exist
to the establishment of a line of steamers
to ply between countries having hardly any
trade with one another i and if lie should
succeed in indùcing Canadian manufac-
turers ta ship goods ta Brazil, we shall lie
inclined ta acknowledge him as the most
accomplished wire-puller in the Dominion.
The trade between Canada and Brazil has
hitherto been less than one per cent. of
the aggregate trade of the former, and
the Canadlian exports have been chiefiy
salt fisb and lumber, which will necessarily
continue ta be exported, whether by the
new fine or otherwise, we cannot pretend
ta judge. It is, however, important now
that exceptional efforts are being made
to establish trade with Brazil ta consider
the nature of the trade carried on by the
Brazilian Empire. The principal item in the
list of exports is coffee, and the increase
in the production of that article bas been
quite marvellous, the quantity exported
having been 392,000 bags in 1830, and
2,980,000 bags, of the average weight of
120 lbs., in 1878. The value was estimated
ta lie £8,701,950, while the total exports
were £9,233,600, The exports ta Great
Britain in 1880 were £5,260,670, and the
imports from Great Britain £6,681,726
Of these latter £3,498,688 were manufac-
tured cottons. The other principal articles
of Britiah imports are iron, linen and
woollen manufactures. The exports, be-
aides coffee, are chiefly raw cotton and
sugar. The customs duties are very heavy,
averaging from 40 ta 50 per cent. There
is an inconvertible paper currency which
would deliglit the heart of Mr. Wallace
of Norfolk, as specie bears a premium of
fram 60 ta 75 per cent., affording a far
greater margin for plundering the public
than existed in Canada in the time of the
silver nuisance. Hitherto we have not
imported raw cotton to any extent except
from the Unitei States. Our total im-
ports of green coffee in 1881 were ý216,325,
of which $45,713, or about 20 per cent.,
came from iBrazil. Even if the most
sanguine expectations of the promoters
Of this highly subiidized trade should be

realized, it cannot lie of much important e.
We may at least draw sane inference
from the trade which the United States
carries on with the: Brazilian Empire,
bearing in mind that the voyage from
Baltimore ta the South American ports is
much shorter than fromMontreal or even
Halifax. The imports from Brazil into
the United States were $52,783,508, and
the exports from the United States ta
Brazil were $9,252,415. This is not sur-
prising. The people of the United States
are large consumers of coffes, which is the
Brazilian staple, and the value of the total
imports of that article are very consider-
alble. If Canadians used coffee in the same
proportion the imports should lie from 5
ta 6 millions, whereas they were little
over $200,000. Possibly the Brazilian
Consul may effect a complete change in
the habits of the people.

We have noticed the very dispropor-
tionate amount of the United States ex-
ports ta Brazil. That is easily accounted
for. The chief imports into Brazil are
cottons, iron and woollens. The .United
States would have ta compete with Great
Britain in the Brazilian market for the
supply of those goods, and so will the
Canadian manufacturera, who are' being
encouraged by the Brazilian Consul ta
establish themselves there in order that
they may have it for their sacrifice market,
when the evil day .comes in the natural
course of things. One thing we apprehend
is tolerably clear, and our manufacturera
are far too clear-sighted not ta be fully
aware of it ; if they can compete with
Great Britain and the United States in
the Brazilian markets on equal termas then
they cannot require a protection of 30
per cent. in their own markets. We shall
shortly have an opportunity of judging ta
what extent the Canadian manufacturera
will ship goods ta Brazil. We believe that
a few sewing machines will be the chief
exports of manufactures.

We are not aware whether the North
Anierican Steamship line between Brazil
and New York still enjoys the subsidy of
$100,000, but we learn from the American
almanac for 1882 that there are no less
than 18 lines of steam vessels receiving
annual subsidies from the State ta the
amount of $750,000, besides the North
Aierican line ta New York. It would be
interesting ta learn whether correspond
ing subsidies are given by the countries ta
which these steamers run.

Mr. Bentleya speech was, of course, the
principal one ab the entertainment. Mr.
Andrew Robertson predictéd that the
" Ville de ParaI woud le the precursor
of a long lins of ships in the same trade,
but he gave no data vhatever for his

opinion. The Consul General of France,
the Comte de Sesmaisons, Bpread him
self a good deal on the intimate relations
which are being establisihed: between
France and her old colony, that she has
nol yet admitted into the rank of the
most favored nations, aide by aide with her
beloved Turkey,'which bas long enjoyed
that'privilege. The Count, however, made
quite a free-trade speech, pbinting out the
importance of nations exchanging their
products with one another. We find
nothing in the.speech of the Consul-Gene-
rat bearing on the trade between Canada
and Brazil or even with France.

There la one point that we do nt yet
clearly understand, which is, the special
advantages ta be realized by shippers by
the new lins ta which the Cansul referred.
We can readily understand the absolute
necessity of granting liberal subsidies to
a lins which has so little prospect of re-
munerative traffla, but we presume that
the subsidies are not sufficient ta enable
the ship owners ta dispense with the car-
rent rates of freight The length of the
voyage by the St. Lawrence to the South,
ern ports has always been a drawback, and
Baltimore bas been able ta compete
successfully with new York for the West
Indian trade. We shall only le tao happy-
ta find that the unfavorable vieiv which
ive cannot help taking of this new enter-
prise is a mistalcen ana, but we have at
all events stated plainly the grounds on
which it bas been based.

IMPROVED LIGHTING.

We have elsewlhere publisbed an ac-
count given by the New York Uerald dr
the successful lighting by Edison's incan-
descent electric lamps of a considerable
district in New York, and we propose
further ta draw attention ta the succesa
which bas attended similar efforts in Eng-
land. A Mr. Crookes who resides in.
Kensington Park Gardens bas given, in a
letter ta the Times, the result of his ovn.
experience, which la that, even wlhen
heavily handicapped by unnecessary
charges, electricity la cheaper than gas,
and that wheri the extraordinary charges
are obviated by better conditions of
machinery, or are distributed among a
large number of users, lit would seem as
if there could be no question of the pecu.
niary saving likely-to result from the
probably impending change in aur sa-
cepted method of bouse lighlting. Mr.
Crookes' letter has naturally led ta com-
ments, and it is pointed out that hitherto
gas bas been very imperfectly applied.
It is ta be feared that the monopoly which
the gas companies have enjoyed in Canad.t
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has led ta hebiî yhdedr being careless
in adopting the iipavanents which have
been made in England under the stimulus
of the competition of electricity. Weare
assured that the introduction of the elec-
tric light in England has greatly stimi-
lated inventive talaent il the direction of
improved gas buniers, with the result
that gas is now largely used in a much
miore scientific manner than it was before
the advent Of its more dazzling rival.
Withîin the last year or two several
inarked improvenents have bean made in
the mnethod of burning it, vhereby a maxi-
'îumihi of light cain be obtained at a miniium
of cost. There has likevise been a new
burner invented by Mr. Lewis, ivhicl is
likely ta rival the elect.ric light. This in-
candescent gas light is tIe result of the
combustion of gas and air in combination,
is periectly steady, of great penetrative
power, and is stated to cost much less than
that produced by the ordinary gas burner,
and with pure gas. As an illustration, a
ligh t with a registered consumption of ten
cubie feet per houîr appeared to be double
that obtainable fronm the saie quantity
of gas wien consinniied in the best Argand
gas burner. Arrangements have bee
made for lightig soine important
thoronuas ini Londou by tlis inethod.
This incandescent gas liglit, it is thought,
may prove a rival to the electric lighit, but
othserwise the days oI' gas as an illuminat-
ing agent are m11os1t aissuredly drawing to a
close.

ILt is now' less tIan five years siice 'Mr.
Tablochkoff annoiunced his discovery of
dividing an electric curient furnished by
a single gencrator, and of distributing it
among a nuinber of lampi, and this fist
broight the use of' electric lighîting foi
small buildings Or private houses within
the limits of possibility. The wonderful
iiiprovaements made since that timse have
been fromi time ta time ildiculelby the
gas companies and those interested in
their stock, but the progress made, espe-
cially within Lthe last year or tiwo, has
been imarvellous ; and the fiaets furnisled
in the article reproduced fromi the New
York JH1eraldmust carry conviction ta the
minds of the msost sceptical. There is et

present an extraordinary rush lai the
formation o electric companies, said to
reseible nothing sa muci as the great
rush to forni railway coipanies ne'arly 40
years a, in the ditys of King litison.
Or course it may be expected that nany
worthless schemues will be foisted an the
public, but in the present day directors
are held sharply responsible for the state
ments which they imlake in their prospec-
tuses, and are not allowed to plead ignor-
ance, or that they have placed implicit

trust in others wha have turned out ta
have been unwortiy of credence. It is
singular that at a time when there is
reason ta believe that the present system
of supiplying gas islikely to besuperseded
thcre should be a movement ta establisi
a new gas company ta compete with that
now existing in the city Had it been an
Eectrie Light Co. we should not have
bien at ail surprised, but we feel tolerably
certain that, ihether the new gas company
be started or not, the timle is not distant
when ive shal have an active competition
between the Gas Co. and an Electric
Light U .; and it may be hoped that the
foriner will be stimulated to a little exer,
tion, and that it will at last perceive the
necessity of furnishing the public, by
which it bas been for many years sa liber.
ally supported, with the maximum of light
at the minimum of cost.

THE BUILDING ANI) LOAN' SOCIE-
TIES.

''he Financial Department has publish-
ed] a tabular stateient of the affairs of
the loan companies and building societies
in the Dominion, compiled from the re-
turns made ta the Department. There
are 73 of thase associations in Ontario, 24
in Quebec, 2 in New Brunswick, ] in Nova
Scotia, and 2 in Manitoba. The only re.
turns are froin Ontario and Quebec. 3
conipanies, 2 in Ontario and 1 in Quebec,
are in liquidation. The total liabilities to
stockholders are $29,285,948 in Ontario,
and $4,254,139 in Quebec. In Ontario
abou t six millions of the liabilities were
for " acculating stock and " reserve
fund." In Quebec similar liabilities were
about $530,000. The deposits in Ontario
are over $12,000,000, in Quebec about a
million. 'l'le Ontario companies have
issued about $23,0000000 in debentures,
those in Quebec $101,386, ''le aggregate
liabilities in Ontario are $65,971,939, being
an increase over 1880 of about five
millions. 'Thle aggregate liabilities in Que.
bec are $5,993,077, being an increase over
J880 of about $ 150,000. 'l'e assets con-
sist chieily of loans secured on real estate.
The aggregate amount in Ontario is
$60,877,S76, of which $57,371,752 are
under the had of current loans, $1,378,-
872 loans on real estate held for sale, and
$755,691 loans ta shareholders on their
stock. In Quebec the aggregate loans are
$3,620,665 of whiclh $3,177,242 are in
current bloans, and $20,iS on real estate
1eld for sale. Althougl there are 26
companies in Quebec, one-third of the
loans are made by the M'ontreal Loan and
Mortgage Company, which pays a dividend
of 7 per cent, per annum ; only 5 other

companies in Quebec pay dividends 1 et
4à, 1 et 5, 1 et 6, 1 at 7, and 1 at 8 per cent,
In Ontario, one company, the Canada Per.
manent Loan and Savings Company, pays
12 per cent.; one, the Soottish Amerian
Investienît Company, 15 percent.; 5 pay
10 par cent.; 20 pay 8 per cent.; 12,7t0'71
per cent.; 15 from 6 ta 6à par cent. There
are 23,027 depositors in Ontario, and
1,711 in Quebec. The aboya figures give
the substance of the infornation con.
tained in the reportsand the conclusion
that nust be arrived et is that the corpor
ations in question have prospered nuch
more in 'Ontario than in Quebec, judging
from the dividends-which they have paid,
and the amount of business doue.

THE QUEBEC TAXES.

Application lias been made ta the court
for au injunction ta restratin the tax collec.
toi froim proceeding against the varlous
insurance coipanies against which suits
have been brought, and it may be hoped,
as welt in the interests of the Government
as in those of the public, that an early
decision will be given on the subject.
Meantimne a similar question bas been
argued before tie Cotrt o Appeal. The
Legislature of Quebec lias imposed stanp
duties on notarial documents, whiclh
certainl>y cannot be held ta be direct
taxation. A decision has been given
against the tax in the Court of First In*
stance, and it is noir before the Court of
A ppeal, which has most wisaly determined
ta give judginent on the merits, instead
of on somte technical pointi whicli miglt
have been raised. It is time that it should
be clearly understood what is the extent
of te taxirig power of the Quebec Legis.
lature under the British North America
Act.

TUE BANK S'TA'EMENT.

The Bank statements do not exhibit
any important change during the month
of August. -'The circulation lias slightly
decreased, which is very unusual at this
period of the year. The decrease how-
ever, has been in the Maritime Provinces,
as in Quebec and Ontario there lis been
a slight increase in the circulation. There
lias been un increase of something over
a nilli6n in the total assats. It is probable
that et the end of the current month thera
will be found a much larger amount of
notes in circulation.

The Dominion notes are nearly $400,000
in excess of July, the banks having' in-
creased their holding of large notes. The
small note circulation has likewise in,
creased, the banks being compelled since
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the abolition of the $4 billa to hold a larger
amount of small notes. The total issue is

now nearly $17,000,000. 'The reserve pro-
vided by law is quite inadequate, and
based on an erroneous principle, but for-

tunately it basnot been acted on, and it

may be hoped that when the next period
of dlepression arrives, the specie and

guaranteed debontures held in excesswill
be foundsufficient. 'he Bank reserves

in Dominion notes are about $4,000,000 in

excess of those in specie, and whenever

a demand for coin shall arrive it will have
te be largely supplied by the Government.

NEE DLES.

The competition in most fines of manu-
facture is so sharp that there is little hope
of success for the beginner now-a-days
unless lie be provided with ample capital
which he is ready to' risk in building up
a business, and witl almost inexhaustible
patience. There are, however, soie minor
articles of trade for which we are indebted
ta the artizans of Europe or the United
States, when there is no reason why we
should not supply them from the labor
of our own people. Why is there not a
pin factory in Canada ? Our button fac.
tories have been successful, and competi-
tion does neot appear ta keep down prices,
for we learn that these are advancing
in common with other articles of daily
use. Of needles.it is estimated that six
hundred millions are used annually in the
United States, fromwhichi iL may be infer-
red that not much less than fifty millions
are used in Canada. It is well known that
most needles are manufactured in Eng-
and ; France and Germany doing but little
in that class of work. lieretofore needles
have been made by haud. A Mr. Fon.
taine, of Detroit, lias, after a labor of tLvo
years, perfected a machine for making
ieedles which will usurp hand labor in
that direction, and which promises ta
revolutionize the manufacture of that
muclc-used article, The recult is a joint
stock company with headquarters in
Brooklyn, the capital being half a million
in shares of one hundred dollars each.
The factory will have twenty-five machines,
each of the capacity of sixty needles per-
minute. The inventor has secured his
release from the National Pin Co. of the
United States, and covenants not ta dis-
close the secrets of the pin business, nor
engage in the pin business himself, nor'
assist any other company or any persons
in 8o doing. Years ago, says the .Detroit
Post, ie emerged fromi the forests of Can-
ada an untutored lad at the age of 16.
Prior ta that time he had never seen a
railroad-engine, and little imaginced that
within hiim lay the latent genius of a great
inventor. We have aleady on a former
occasion referred ta the manufacture of
pins.

LUMBER TRADE.

We have received the first number of
the Lumber Trade Journal, a mcont hly
paper published at Chicago, wliich is ta

be the organ of a new association styled
"l ie National Association of Lumber
Dealers." In an article on the prospects
of the trade the new journal, after notic-

ing the prospects of the crops, and tþce
probabilities as to building operations,
arrives at the conclusion that " at the

present ruiling price of lumber, which is
'considered about the proper gauge for
" the balance of the year, a greater volume
"of business wvill be done than during
"the last tvo months, and reports from
' ail quartera woufld indicate a prosperous
O and active spring trade." A flourishing
account is given of the pineries on the
Menominee river in Wisconsin, wbich is
full of life and activity from its mouth for
i wo miles above its banks. On the .shores
of this river, which is said ta be very beauti-
ful, a dozen saw nilfls cut 300,000,000 feet
of pine annually. One firm on the Men-
ominee river pays $13,000 annually for
ground ren ts in Chicago for lumber pil-
ing purposes. It is expected that when
the Wisconsin and Michigan railroad shall
be completed, the towns at the mouth of
the river vill be the base of supply. . The
umber business on the Pacific coast lias,

we learn from the journal, increased from

a single saw' mill in 1846 to over 300 mills
at the present Line, with a cutting capa-

ihe format opening of the exhibition

look place on Tuesday the 19th inst.,
wlen the Lieut. Governor of Quebec ivas
presented vi Lia complimentary address,
ta which lie mtade a suitable reply. There
was a review on Fletcher's Field in vhich
the Troy Citizens corps and the Barlow
&reys tookl part. The review was a decided
success. It is wiolly out of our power
this week, owing to the demands upon
our spac, as well as the incomplete state
of the prize-lists, to attempt any account
of the exhibits. The chief interest, wie
apprehcend, is felt in the various Canadian
manufactures, which were largely repre-
sented. There was a large number of
strangers, including many from the United
States, and no effort has been spared by
the varions comamittees to make the time

pass agreeably. The weather, unfortu-
nately, has not been auspicious, especially
on Lie day of the review and of the open-
ing of the exhibition. As an offset to this,
however, the'outside attractions, for which
Montreal bas become so favorably known,
have been of such an interesting and

.
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varied character as to render the Exhibi-
tion a success in point of attendance as in
other respects. The annual exhibitions
of themselves have almost ceased ta drav
the drowds seen in former years, sO that
the aquatic carnivals participated in by
the swinning and rowing champions of
the world, the atiletic tournanent, races,
etc., Japanese fireworks, the variety of
musical entertainnents, horticultural
exhibition and electric light displays, and
lacrosse matches this week are the more
appreciated by the many thousands of
visitors ta our metropolitan city. Further
reference ta the surpassing Ilorticultural
Show will be found on another page.

TEE TORONTO CONVEETION.

The Conservatives of Ontario haveheld
a meeting at'Toronto, which seems ta have
been liargely attended by delegates
from the principal cities and counties
in Ontario, vho adopted resolutions in
opposition ta the policy of the present
Governiment, as might have been antici-
pated. It is evilent that noa effort will
be spared ta niake the next election turn
chießy on the principle of protection. It
is said that the national policy ivill be an
L sue, net in a fiscal, but in a national
seiise. It is admitted that the legislation
of the On tario Governmert " can neither
"nike iar mar the fiscal policy of the
" Dominion, but then it is for the electors

of Ontario ta determine whether the
"Mowat Atdministration is to be permitted
"to plot against the success of that policy;

vrwhether the Ontario Ministers and
"officials are longer ta be suffered ta

enploy their power, patronage and
inHuence against the supporters of the

" national policy ta its possible destruction
in the future." We have no doubt that

the above lanîguage, wlich we cite from a
leading organ of the Dominion Govern-
ment, correctly describes the future
course of political parties in all the Pro-
vinces. The provincial party lines vill be
the saume as those of the Dominion, and
str-ictly local questions vill frequently be
settled without reference ta public opin-
ion. lu exramrining the various subjects,
which were discussed it the Convention
one cannot brrt admit that there is not
one of tihemr ou vhich a supporter of the
protective policy' of the Dominion Gov-
ernment night not hold views in accord-
ance wili iîrose of the local Government
with perfect consistency. Suchr questions
as the liquor t tle he rodle of aplpoint-
irg Division Cour t ( ileers, the timber
revenues, the free grant settlments,
hrve no bearinig lhaver on Domin-
ion politics. There are tiwo questions

of considerable interest on thich the
Dominion Government is in antagonism
ta that of Ontario, and which have
beyond doubt led ta its active efforts ta
support the opposition in that province.
Those questiorrs are the cisallowance of
the Rivers and Streams Bill, and thie
Boundary controversy. Those questions
were treated at length hy Sir John Mac-
donald, but -e venture ta think with any-
thing but fairness. It was not pretended
that the Streams Act was ultra vires, but
simply that it was an interference vith
private, rights, although ta a far less ex-
tent than recent Acts of the Imperial
Parliament in regard ta Irish proprietors,
and ta a still less extent than an Irish
Parliiment, if the Home Rule advocated
by Sir John Macdonald were conceded,
would interfere with such rights. How
can a Bill, wiliich was general in its appli-
cation ta the owners of water power on
every stream in the Province of Ontario,
he fairly characterized as an interference
with the property of an individual ? I is
notorious that wh-ere slides have been
constructed on streams, the invariable
practice has been ta alloIv them to be
used on the payment of slidage dues. Mr.
McLa'en, for reasons best knowvn ta him-
self, refused the permission to Mr. Cald-
well ta use bis slide, a-id this doubtless
led ta the consideration of the subject,
and the Legislature affirmed by a bill the
principle, that an owvner of water power
should net be permitted ta refuse ta the
public the use of slides on being paid a
fair compensation therefor. Te prevent
the nullification of the Act by the adop-
tion of extravagant chalrges, the Govern-
ment was entrusted with the power of
revising the rates. The description of this
bill both by Sir John Macdonald an.d Mr.
Meredith is not calculated te convey ta
the reader a correct idea of its real scope.

As ta the Bourdlary question, Sir John
Mactdonaldl confined himself ta a defence
of his policy as ta the mode of settlingý
tire dispute, and, as on form-ner occasions,
wve deeply regret ta notice a lamentable
want of accuracy. He commenced that
part of his speech as follows:-- Gentle-
men, that question ar-ose many years ago.
"In 187 2, I offered as Premier of Canada

ta leave it ta be settled by the Judicial
" Committee of the Privy Counrcil," It is
true that the question arose many years
ago, and Sir John Macdonald's Govern-
ment then ield substantially the sanie
view that Ontario has since done, wihich
must e admitted by any one who reads
Chief Justice Dr-aper's papers, the letters
of Sir George E. Cartier and Hon. Wfm.
M-Dougall, and thie report of Mr. Cau-
chon. Si'r John conveniently ignores the

past, and cemes down ta bis proposai in
1872, ta refer the question to the Privy
Council. This is most unfair. A book of
documents, of dates from 1856 ta IS2
bas lately been published by order of the
Legislative Assembly of Ontario, frin
which it appears that on the i7th July,
1871, Liert.-Governor Howland wrote to
the Secretary of State, calling his atten.
tion to the fact that appropriations had
been mrade bath hy the House of Con-
mens and the Legislature of Ontario for
defraying tihe expense of a Commission
ta determine the boundaries, one member
to be appointed by the Governor General
and the other by limself. On the 28th
July, an order in Council was passed by
the Dominion Gavernment recommend-
ing tihe appointment of a Commissioneri
"ta determine the boundary line between
' Ontario and the North-ivest territories,"
and naming as Dominion Commissioner
Eugene E. Taché, Esq., of theCity of
Quebec. On 31st July, Mr. Secretary
Joie wrote ta Lieutenant Governor
Iloowland, notifying the appointmentof
Mr. Taché, " to be a Commissioner to
Iact on beialf of the Dominion witi the
" Commiassioner to he appointed by the
"Government of Ontario ta determinie
Ithe bourrdary line between that.Prov ince

iand the North-west territories." The
Ontario Government appointed the Ro.
Wm McDougall wlio bad devoted nuch
time ta the study of the question. Before
any action could be taken by the Commis-
sioner, Sir John Macdonald deliberately
took the work,for the performance of
which they iad been appointed by the joint
actionofthe two Governments,outoftheir
hands. He instructed Colonel Dennis, an
officer of the Dominion ta report the
boundary with the intention of givingin-
structions ta the Dominion Commissioner
ta-- make a survey of the boundary laid
down by that ofBoer.

Colonel Dennis' report is dated ist
October, 1871, and contains the fabricated
paragraph, which neither that oeicer,
nor Sir John Macdonald, nor the Toronto
ilail ias ever ventured ta notice. The
18th paragraph of the report reads thbus -
"The Charter of the Hudson's Bay Coin-
"pany dated 2nd May, 1670 (see.paper

marked F), described their grant as
extending over, and inroliidinîg all lands
and territories drained by tire toute-r-

r emrptyinrg inio Rucdsoe,'s Bny." Nor
thera is no such language in the Charter,
and yet Sir John Macdonald adopted
Colonel Dennis' report, which under the
circumstances, we submit, he was not
justified in calling on that officer tò make,
the duty of deterininfing the 0artildriei
having been assigned ta Messrs. McDou-
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gall and Tachó. On the 6th Jan., 1872,
Lieut.Governor lowland asked the Do-

utinion Governmelt for a draft of the

instructions to be given ta their Commis-

sietter. On the 11th of same month Mr.

ilowe insimply acknowliedged his despatci
witiout pronising to give auch draft. On

the 5th March, application was made by
the Ontario Goverinment to Mr. McDou-

al, tsking im for hie views as te the

probable action of the Commissioner

appointed by the Dominion. On the 9th

Marchi, Mr. MoDougall replied, and stated

tihiat ie hald not yet bieen put in commu-
iication with bis brother Commissioner,
though he liad twice visited Ottawvain the

hope of meeting him, but that, having
conferred with certain members and
officers of the Dominion Gover'nment, ie
laid formed an opinion "as to the nature
of the instructions prepared for him."
Mr. McDougall suggested the expediency
of appointing, " before the Commissioners;
Lbegin their discussion, a third persan
"of ability and position unconneoted with
le Canada to act as umpire in case of dis-

Il pute, and the giving ta the report of
i the Commissioners thus constituted the

On
the 11thMarcl, 1872, Sir John Macdonald
as Mlinister of Justice communicated
to the Privy Council a draft of instruc-
tions prepared "after consultation with
Surveyor General Dennis," and by which
the Dominion Commissioner was to be
guided. In point of fact Sir John pro-
posed te settle the boundary question
bimself either by instructing Colonel
Dennis to make a report in a certain
sense, or by accepting the dictum of
that functionary. hlie draft instructions
were in strict conformity with Colonel
Dennis' report. It must be obvious that
the Dominion Government took com-
pletely out of the bands of the Commii-
sion the determination of the boundary,
and accordtngly on the 25th March an
order in Council ras passed by the Ontario
Government, in which it is said that it
" cannot consent te the prosecution of the
"Commission for the purpose of marking
4"on the ground the line so defined " and
the next day Mr. McDougall ras notified
I to abstain from taking any further action
as Commissioner."t On the 9tie April, an
Order in Council was passed by the Domin-

Mr. A. G. Ramsay, the president, lu his
aunnual address, said:-

Gex'rLeNîeslthe report of the Directors in
your bands, while brief, as it 1. wel such re-
ports should be, contains, I think, full infor-
mation as to the business of the past year, and,
with the printed accotnts which accompany i,
enables you to see clearly the position of* th.
Company andl the character of its business, and
on these points I believe there is little more to
be desired. Of the new business of the year I
may say that it iS again over four millions of
della rs, carrying, as you will observe, a nen,
premium ncome of $125,000. The total income
of the year was $1,008,164, equal to nearly
$3,000 per day, and i may mention that but for
the fact that during the previous year, 1881, anu
amount n' some $12,500 of interest really due
in 1882, ?out of wuich payment had been receiv-
ed and iniciuded l the 1881 accountt, the 1882
income would have been just so much larger
than tie acconits subnittcd indicate. Tie
gencral rate of itterest on investmiients of lte
superior claes for which We look has fallei
somewhat during late years, but we are obtain-
ing satisfactory and profitable returas i the.t
respect. Tito assets of the Company nowv
amouint to over five million dollars, baving last
yeer hid added lu themut over balf IL million dol-
lars> and I may state here tliat all te securi-
ties ield are of such a character that while
mlany of themi arc of greitly eiia-nced valuie,
there is not as sinlgle one uipon wuich any loss
whatever has to be feared or expected. As the
report points out, the total life assurance
business carried by the Company is twenty-
seven and a half million dollars, equivalent
to about six dollars on the life of' every man,
woman, and child in the Dominion. It vill
be observed that during the year the Directors
unfortunately felt it necessary to decline te
assure the lives of 226 applicants. Such a
course on the part of the Board is someltines,
not very unnaturally, perhaps, a cause of com-n
plaint and aven of offence ageinst hie Com-
pany, for fewI persons are willing to suppose
that their' lives, and family history especially,
are otherwise than of lie best and most desir-
able okind. We can only say, hiowever, thai to
have to decline them because they do not
appear to us up to tue standard vhich the
safety and success of tile assurance companies
requre ta be maittained is c source of mnuch
regret te the Board. To those who are successful
in joining our Company, the care and caution
exercised hn thlat w>ay are sources, ci esafely
and profit, and they doubtless contrisute to
the preference which a large and desirable

chiss of assurers accord to this Companry.
The claims by death continue of a most moder.
ate amount, and the fact tliat they are each
year so considerably under wbat ls calculated
upoi filly confirms the advantage of the care
whiicih I have already referred to as being exer.
cised by the board in lite selection of lthe lives
offered for assurance. The liberal concession tu
policy bolders whicli it will have been ob.
served has been made, in providing that deatt
Maims shall be payable atonce, i place of afîter
the lapse of thrce months, as hitherto, will add
to public.confidence and satisfaction, and wili
prove what this Oompauy bas always claimed,
viz., that it offers asslirers every advantage
wrhich prudence and liberality can suggest. 2½ii
percentatne of expenses was loier last year tlani
,it had eler beore been, and as its continitd
diminution will contribute largely to the profits
of the Company, that resuit will not be lest
sigbt of by the Directors. As Ilie report remarks,
we ihad contemplated to have this year met
you lit our new premises, but that tias nout been
found possible. We hope, however, to occupy
themu by thre 1st of November, and shaîl un-
douhtedlylavethe Satisfaction of holding our
future meetings there. If there b any informa.
tion wlhich I can give to thre meeting it wvill
abord me much pleasure to do so. i beg to
moe the adoption of tle annual report and
statements lin your bands.

Mr. Gates, in seconding the adoption of lthe
repart, said he cotuld corroborate wliat the Pre-
idenlit hald said about the value of tie Coin-

pany's securities. They were su valuable that
for the last twenty years a thousand dollars
would cover the lss on any one security, while
lthe cara in chtoositng themr was such that most
ofthem had given valuable returns. He hald
groat pleasure lu seconding the motion for the
adoption of lite report.

Tie report was then adopted uînanimouisly.
The retiring Directors were Hon. Nlr. Justice

Bîrton, (ol. Gzowski, N Merritt Toronto, and
aIl werc re-elected for a period, ofouir years.

TlE ELECTRIC LIGHT.
The New York Blerald of the 5th loSt con,

tains the following account of the successi
which appears to have attended the application
of electricity in that city t lighting purposes,
general and particuûlir, in !it recent improved
shape.

In stores and business places throughout lite
lower quarter of the city there wias ia strange
glow ist nighît. The dimt flicker of gas, often
subdued anti debiitated by grim and unîclenily
globes, was supplanted by a steady glare, bright
and uellow, which il\iminîated interiors and
shone througlh windows fixed and unwavering.
Fron the outer darkness these points of light
looked like drops of flame suspended from the
jets and ready to fali at every moment. Mauny
scurrying by in tle preoccupation of the moment
failet to sec them, but the attention of those
who chanced ta glance tt way was et once
arrested. Ilt was the glowing incandescent
lamps of Edison, used fast evening for thie first
time in rte practical illumination of tie first of
lite districts into wbict lite city hid been
diviided. bThe lighting, 'which thtis time w as less
an experiment titan teli regular inauguration of
the work, was eminently satisfactory. Albeit
there laid beien doubters at home aud abroad
who showed a disposition lo scoff ait the work

lof lite Wizard of lenlo Park and insinuale that
the practical application of his invention would
fall far short of wlat was expeeted of it, the
test mas fiairly stood, and tih luiniiousehorse-
shoes did their work well. For. a long tie the
company have bee.n at wvorki preparing for the
lighîting of ie district. But lhire were obstacles
to them iwhich occasionîed worrying deliys.
The insertion of meters had first to be attended
to, and thten came the, inspection by the Board
of File Undervriters. As there was but one
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Compîretenît exipert encharged with this ivork it

naturally lagged, and il is still being pressed
foarvad l places where the lighting apparatns

o Iet yet ready. Then there were diflienlties
ta be' cncountered il the laying of the wires
and thce esbtaishment of connections. SuI
any people shook their leads at taillire of the

pretomised radiante and beiieved soinething was
amiss. lhe company went on iuntiritgly, how-
ever, aid last night itwas irly deoinisisted
dlt tle ledison light had a very fair degree of'
success.

TI 'it AMI's AOLOW.
It was carl lu the evening that the crirent

was tirst transmitted over the vires and the
carbon horseshoes became aglow. The una-
clinery w'orked well froi the start, and the
mnarked dilerence of the electric and gas illu-
ilsantors was apparent at once. Soume hsîd

based their ideas of' the Edison liglt ipon the
pole electe iglit mande faniliar to thim on
the thoroughtirte. 'lhey were a trille distp-

TORONTO WBOLESALE MARKETS.

Tonorro, Sept. 21, 1882.

There never was known se long delay in
getting ta work among the produce dealers as
there ias been this Fall. At this time lastj ear
close upon a hundred thousand busiels of bar-
ley had beu removed bore ; and a largo quan-
tity of wheat. This year the total receipts of
new grain tire probably witin 10,000 busiels.
Trade is called very fair in nearly every branch,
however. The aggregate business %hat is being
done ts larger than it over was before. And if
fortunes are not made it is becatuse competition
leads to such a distribution. of profits and cut-
ting of prices. The hardware men say they nover
had a botter season. But there is less competi-
tion in that branch of trade than any other in
titis city. There is a degree of care exercisod
in commercial transactions this season by
wlolesale men that will ba productive of good
in the end. Even with the goodti mes that have
been felt, the trade bas exierietced some lessons
from bankrupt customers that will notbe forgot-
ten. The country merchants bave donc weii as
a rule, howe.ver, and, with the exception of par-
tiular cases, payments have been very satis~
factory. IL is said in some quarters that a
season of inflation "t i aboût to set lu." There
are some sound judgments that hold different
opinions. Financial affairs are without ovent.
Bank stocks got a shako, becatse the banks
called in their loans to brokers, and raised the
rate of interest on their lans. That incident
had no effect whatever on ordinary fintaicial
matters. Commercial necesstiies were consid-
ered of more importance titan stock specultion.
And it is probable that next week will see the
begining of a large movement of produce and
current fonds.

FUEL. -The market is still very quiet, and the
action of the hostile dealers not yet reducîed ta
a regular gait The price at wvhich sales are
made hare is q.ite asilow as the retail price in
Bulffalo, where they have much less freiglht,
neitler do itey pay 50 cents a ton duty. The
prices bore are $5.75 up to 55 for haud coal, and
for ail coal Wood is cheap too ; $5 per cord
for best liard wouod.
