of Assistant Bishop of California.

Bisgor WaLEER has hit upon a striking
name for his cathedral car which is in pro-
cess of constraction.

Sre W. PHILL1MORE pleading on behalf of the
Bighop of Lincoln produced a print of the
pericd showing the coronation of William of
Orange with two large candles on the altar of

Wostminster Abbey.

Two Yorkshire, Eng., Nonconformist minis-
tars are reported to have recently joined the
Established Church—viz., the Rev, David Scott,
late Unitarian minister at Dewsbury, and
the Rev. W. T. Gifford, for pearly five years
minister of the Congregational Church, Ravens

thorpe.

Ox Thursday, March 20, the Rt. Rev. Dr,
Potter, Bishop of New York, hcld a confirma-
tion in the Church of the Holy Sepulchre, the
Rov. Thos. P. Hughes, rector. The candidates,
thirty, ip number, were each presented to the
Bishop seated in his chair in front of the altar.
The young women were modestly attired with
caps, according to the general usage of the
Anglican Church.

AnoTHER Welsh minister, from the Calvinistic
Methodist Connection, is about to be ordained
by the Bishop of Llandaff. This makes about
a dozen snch secessions within & year. No
wonder Welsh Liberationists are anxious to
expedite the disestablishment of the Church.
At its present rate of progress Welsh Dissent
will be a hopeless minority in a fow years’
time,

Tee name of the nominee to the Bishopric

of Eastern Equatorial Africa is now made
known—Alfred Robert Tucker, curate of St.
Nicholas, Durham, Eng, Another addition to
the Indian episcopate will shortly follow the
consecration of Bishop Whitley to the mission-
ary juriediction of Chota N:gpur (at Ranchi,
his head station among the Kols), on the 23rd
March, by the erection of a Diocese of Luck-
now. This will rank with those of Lahore
and Rangoon as letters-patent Bishoprics, part-
ly paid by the State a8 being annexcd to chief
army chaplaincies, but partiy endowed also by
free gifts of the Church.

Anour eighty candidates, including among

the number eeven Chinsmen and seven Syri-
sns, wero presented by the Rev. David H.
Greer, rector, for confirmation at St Bar.
tholumew’s, Church, N.Y., on Sunday, March
2ud, Bisbop Potter, before performing the
teremory, sddressed & fow words of enconrage-
mcnt and congratulation to the members of the
church. He said that none of the duties of his
spiritnal office gave bim s0 much pleasure as
this receiving of those born again in Christ into
the Church; but this was &-peouliarly interest-

ing occasion, not becsuse of the number pre-!

.

senting themselves for confirmation, but from
the diverse natiovalities and kinds of people
that the oless contained. Tt was s gratifying
proof that the labors of their foreign mission
aries were not all in vain, when such & gather.
ing, comnosed of young men and women from
the far West aud the far Haat, could be seen at
tha chancel rail of an Amerioan chnreh praying
for ap entrange in the Christian life, and with
God's help the life everlasting.

Tar Archbishop of Canterbury writes a cor-
respondent, is devoting every spare moment to
tho consideration of his judgment in the oase of
Resd and others v. the Bishop of Linooln.
Those who know the bent of his Grace’s mind
say that both parties to the litigation are
certain to be snccessful, While Dr. King will
be acquitted on some of the charges, he is
cerfain to be condemned on others, and ad-
monished not to repeat the offence. an admoni-
tion whioch will be loyally respested as coming
from the head of the Churech in his province
It is the intention of the Arahbishop to deliver
hjgljudgment a8 soon after Baster week as pos-
gible.

THE inoreaged observance of Lieat is happily
observable smongst the npper classes of rociety
in London, Eng. The Queen's Drawing Rooms
in Lent are mnever well attended, and the last
wag the smallest on record Marriages, too,
are the exception duving the Penitential sesson.
On February 20, 21, 24, and 26 not a single
marrisge was recorded in the Timeg on the
27th only one, and on the 22nd and 28th only
four. We understand that the marriage of the
Earl of Carnarvon’e danghter, whish took place
guite quietly last week at the parish oburch of
Brighton, would have been solemmnized bafore
Lent had it not beon for illness, and could not
be delayed owing to the departure of the Earl
and Countess of Carnarvon for the Continent.

Bisaor Porres administered confirmation to
twenty persons of bnth sexes and varions ages
in the *' F.oating Church of Qur Saviour,” at
the foot of Pike street, N. Y., on Sunday after-
noon. 23rd March, The Churok is one of
seversl mansged by the Protestant Episcopal
Church Misgionary Society for Seamen, of
» hich Bishop Potter is president, and several
members of the Board of Managers attended
the services. Among the eandidates for con
firmation wns John Do Beson, a French sailor,
sixty-two yeara of age, Two or three of those
corfirmed were married women, and otbers
were girls from fourteen to twenty two years of
age. The congregation included about sixty
aailors.

Tae Church Review, London, Eng., says that
the Postmaster-General gave a lecture recently
on Chureh History, in the course of which he
paid that tithes were not national property.
They werc never given by the nation, and they
never bolonged to it, though he grieved to say
that in too many cases ithey had been stolen by
it. Though the State of England must stand
convicted of the mis appropriation of masses of
Church property, it had never yet ventured to
lay a sucrilegous band upon that part of the
ecolesiastionl endowments which had been from

time immemorial devoted to the support of the
parochial clergy. If an institution had ceased
to perform the duties assigned to it, or if its
continned exirtonce became hurtfal to the
State, he would not dispute the right of the
State to abolish it and sfter its abolition to take
possession of its property, Bat the people of
this onuntry would have to satisfy themselves
that the Church has ceased to minister to the
spiritual welfare of her members, or that her
services of prayer and praige, of example and
charity, of instruction, and of the initiation of
good works, were injurious to the people of
this country, before they would be justified in
prosoribirg her miuistry and prohibiting her
ministrations ; and until she had thus been not
meraly disestablished, but suppressed and
extinguiched, to tonch the heritage which she
enjeyed by the oldest and best title of the
realm, would be simply shoor and unadalterated

robbery.

TaE cighth issue of the ¢ Ofoial Yoear Book

of the Church »f England” has beop sent out by
the Christisn Kvowledge Socioly. As a wespon
of Church defeuce, and a8 4n encouragement to
the faint hearted, this compilation has a dis-
tinot valne. Among figures shewing church
growth, those on confirmation are conspicuons.
In three years 1874-76, tho number confirmed
averaged 144000 annuslly; io the past three
years that average has grown to 220000, or
over fifty per cout. The increase is specially
traceable to the foundation of the six new
dioceses, and 1o tho consequont multiplication
of centres at which contirmations are held.
Another important department of Home infor-
mation is that on Edueation. There has been
again an increase in the averago altendunce in
Church schools, which stands at 1,664,076, as
aguingt 1,644 814 in the provious year, Itis
worth remembering that the Church of Eng-
land, since the yesr 1311 hus spent the
enormous total of £32,709,077 on the building
and maintenance of Churoch schools and train-
ing colleges. Wo are informed that tho volun-
tary contributions for ohurch baildiog and
endowment in 18%8 were as fallows :—Church
building and restoratinn, £309,574; ondow-
ment of benefices, £93,726: pareonage honses,
£75,896 ; burisl grounds, £10,190; totul £2,-
089255 The presont issue of the “Year-
Book” comprises some new festures, such us
more particulars respecting Charch growth in
Indis and the colonies, It is observable that
Anstralis looks too much to the 'Mother coun-
iry for .er ministers, while Canadu draws her
supply of clergy chiefly from her own sons.

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ROMAN OATHOLIC SOHOOLS.

Bisaor Paszr (Maryland) on Roman Catholic
Behools in the U, 8.

——

The followirg letter from Bishop Paret ap-
peared in ZThe Ohurchkman, N. Y., of 25th
March :—

In a charge recently delivered to the clergy
of Maryland, after speaking of the demand of
the Roman Church for Government support of
ite sohcols, I used these words: * Not content
with the liberty of having their own schools,
they have gono so far as to demand that they

~ should be supported by the monmey of the
' Government.

They bave claimed that since
they, in common with all other citizens, are

taxed, and money raised by taxation is nsed to
sustain the public schools, they, as not ap
proving the public schools, should have part of
the public money to sustain the religious
achools which they do approve. And it is this
demand of Government support for denomin-
ational echools which has roused, in many
places, the popular indignation; and with
ample reason.

¢t Under s olaim of cquality it would estab
lish the most monsirous favoritiem, and utterly
subvert tho grand principles of onr National
Constitntion, And if the question concerning
it were oponly and fairly put, the amswer ot
ibe pation against it would be averwheiming,

** But resutits are sometimes accomplished by
indirectness. The proposal bas been ir several
places made—and in some, I am sorry to say,
inconsiderately accepted—tibat school buildings
of the Roman Church, bnilt by them in the im-
mediate neighborhood of their churches, and
managed by them long enovgh to gather their
own people as the pupils, and provide them
with their books, and familiarize the children
with their ways of worship and spoech, should
be turned over (perhaps free of remt for a
while) to be rated and treated as public schcols,

- under the care and ocost of the School Boards.

And 0 schools essentially Roman, taught by
pistors in their offleial garb, and visited by the
Roman priest, are foisted umpon the publio
ch arge."”

And in the New York Tribune of March 4th

Enppearcd the following full illustration and
o proofs :

“Chioago, Maroch 3rd, (Special )—
A dispatoh to The Chicago Tribune from St.
Paul suys—*In viow of the faot that in several
citics Catholic priests have recently ordered
Ostholic parents to send their children to par-
ochial schaols exolusively, an ovent occurred
here yesterday afternoon which is remarkable,
and may lead to 4 solution of the school ques-
tion, The Catholios have lately finished s
sohool building in St John's parish, Dayton's
Bluff. In that section of the city the public
gchools huve been ocrowded all winter, and the
Board ot Eduoation had been considering what
was best 1o be done until spring, when & build.
ing cou.d be erected. Father Floming, pastor
ot tho parish, learned of the dilemma, and
staggered Superintendent Gilbert by offering
the Catholic parish school to the city, only re-
quiring that it pay the sbsolute and necessary
running expenses. Father Fleming eaid the
teachers now in the parish sohools could be ex
amined, and if they came up to the required
standard they should be kept. Daring sohool
“hours the question of religion was to be
gerupulously banished from the schoolroom.'
“The proposition was so manifestly fair,
and the clorgyman 50 evicenily rincere, that
the superintendent will report it favorably to
the Board of Education,”
Archbishop Ireland, speakiog of the matter,
said: **I have heard of Father Fleming's offer

"to the Board, and I think it will strike all

right-thinking men as a most fair ome. I
think the plan i one in fall harmony with
American ideas, partioularly with the truly

Amerioan principles of liberty of eomscience.
If the State authorities 50 wish, religion nead
not be taught during school hours. ~ Catholio
teachers could give religious instruction before
sohool opens or after it closes, or before and
after, as is done in England,”

Surely it is important that these movements
should be exposed and resisted.

HINDRANCES TO UNITY.

In these days when the Christian world is
becoming weary of seotarianism, and Christ's
true followers everywhere are longing and
praying for the fulfilment of Christ's own
prayer, that all His may bo one, Satan, who
knows well tbat divisions begin with cens-
oriousness and end with infidelity, is most
careful to sow the seeds of cemsoriousness in
the gospel field whilst men slecp, or in other
words sre unobservant of His work.

Now censoriousness is very nearly akin to
spiritnal pride, and as Satan's main design is
to separate those who ought to be very friends,
for example—thase who are baptized members

of God's Catholic Church—we cannot behold
without sore wmisgivings the bitter spirit of
censoriousness which, in these days of desired
unity, is so remarkably busy in the Christian
world, and especially amongst the membera of
our >wn Church, which many Romsnists and
other Dissenters have admitted to be the near-
est to the primitive pattern, with its historie
episcopate, and freedom from modern accre-
tions,

When we see, as lately in New York, that
Baptists are now laying aside their exclusive
nlaim to Christian baptism, so that they admit
without reordination a minister ordained by
the Congregationalists to the pastorate of one
of their churches, whilst amongat ua there are
many who would jeopardise the sacred cause of
unity for the sake of forcing even their breth
ren, if possible, to forsake our ancient Church
unless they will consent to pronounce exaotly
as tuey do some shibboleth as to the rubrios of
our Prayer-book, we fear that the charity of
the disoiples of Christ is sleeping, whilst Satan
is busily sowin g the seeds of separation in the
snoient fold. Here we find a sad sign of
illiberality.

Yot, to change the figure, how careful is the
infernal Angler to hide his hook with a tempt-
ing bait! This bait is false liberality,—a g:v-
ing away that which is not ours to give.

Irreverence is ono of the besetting sins of a
waning faith, and & sure accompaniment of
growing infidelity. In *‘Salvationism™ or
Boothism, we see frightful irreverence, border
ing on and often mixed with blasphemy,
condoning impurity of life in those who
blatantly claim that they are pure and sure to
be admitted to the Beatific Vision. Wae seo
them ignoring Christ's two Sacraments, Bap
tism and the Holy Communion, and substitnt-
ing therefér admission ‘' under the flag,”
coupled with the sounding brass and the tink-
ling oymbal. Hero we see irreverence rejecting
the gralifiying and feeding Sacraments of
Christ a8 ** ompty forms.”

Censoriousnces is nearly akin to self-righte.
ousness. Men sre essily tempted to flout at
ancient Christinn forms, whilst insisting on the
superiority of forms of their owu devising,—
showing their liberality by giving away what
does not belong to them. And false liberslity
fs very popular in our day. Those who,
amongst ourselves, are least anxions to preserve
and make reverent use of the Holy Communion,
aro alwaya the moat ready to carp st ¢ forms”
ordered by Holy Scripture and the rubrics of
our Prayer-book. '

We are led into this train of thought, by &
paragraph in one of our Church of England
periodicals of & recent dats, published in western

Canads, on the subject of prayer. In these
days, when we find sectsrian bodies not kneel-
ing or even standing in public prayer or praise,
but sitting—(a position never known either in
the anocient Jewish or the primitive Christian
Church), our brother, 8 Churchman, we suppose,
thus expresses the feelings of his soul to his
prethren :

%The first duty of the worshipper is personal
prayer. It is not necesssry that he should
kneel to pray. Even the bowed head may be
a poor substiiate for the bowed and waiting
heart. All forms fail; nothing but the person-
al outreaching of the mind and heart after God
will meet the desp want.”

This strong assumption that the ontward
form of devotion and humilivy is & dasgerous
thing, and liable to be suspected of not being
acocompanied by the * personal outreaching of
the mind and heart,” is—to say the least—not
unlikely to be accepted as & solatium by those
whom we too often ses lolling or even half
lying in their pews, whilst others are humbly
kneeling at prayer, or standing whilst the
praises of God are sung in His holy temple.
Who ave the most likely to believe in Gad’s
immediate presence in public worship,—those
who * worship and fall down and kneel before
the Lord our Maker,” or those who sit, or
lazily recline, in the Divine Presence, whilst
with self-eatisfaotion they suspect of insincerity
and mere formalism their brethren who assnme
the more reverent attitnde ?

What would have been thought in aftertimes
of the three wise men from the east, if inatead
of koeeling in the pressnce of the Holy Child
in the stable at Bethiehem, they had seated
thomselves perhsps on & log at hand ?

What wonld we have thought of their wisdom
if instead of koeeling when offering their gifts,
they had—like too many in our day—presented
them, whilst ¢itting, by the hands of others ?

Whatever men may think, Satan well knows
that true religion has its foundation in haomil.
ity, and God is the author of forms in religion,
without which its spirituslity may soon evapor-
ate amid the deadly missma of infidelity—
Church Work

I[F WE BELIEVE TOGETHER, WHY NOT
WORSHIP TOGETHER?

The proof that the difference between Chris-
tians are at least as grave as those which caused
St. Paunl so much grief among the firat Chris-
tians is this,  ibat they prevent our worship-

ping together. Those who disputed in- St.
Paul's time did not set up separate places of
worship.

The flrst dissenters who broke off from the
Church of England did so because they mis-
takenly thought themselves boand in conscience
80 to do.

If it be the case that we: are no l.nger
divided by serious differonces or belief, why do
we not worship together? Why do Nonooa-
formists still separate thomselves ? Why do
they not come back ?

It may be said —* We all hold the same faith,
bat not a!l in quite the same way. People see
the same thing with different eyes. Why then
should there not be different Christian bodies
working side by side? They preach the same
Jesus. They mneed not interfere with each
other's work., They need not be rivals except
in the work of bringing souls to Christ. Those
who slip through the net of one denomination
may be caught by another, It is not like diffe-
rent religions, Lot every man please himself,
80 that all tastes may be suited.”

This is not, howcver, the “ striving together
for the Faith of the Gospel,” which St. Paul
commands, Nor is it * walking by the same
rule,” Nor is it being *f perfectly joined to-
gether.”

At the first meeting of the Melbonrne Parlia-
ment in St. Patrick’s Hall, a proposal to open
the session with prayer was negatived on the

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ground that “men of 8ll creeds met! there ss
repreaentatives of a community in which all
creeds were equal.”

I trnst we do preach the same Jesus, or atl
least wo intend to do so. Bat we preach Him
win contention,” We place Jesus before the

eople in very different ways, and we disagree
very grievously about His teaching and His
ordinances. We ought not to ory peace whee
{pero i8 DO peace, And we muat not be con-
tent to * agree 1o differ” on serious points of
doctrine or praotice. Churchmen think it a
dreadfol neglect to. leave infants to die un
baptized. They believe that those who go
unconfirmed lose & great spiritual gruce and
polp. They think it profanity to sit at the
Holy Commaunion, They do not consider any-
ono 1o be duly ordained to the ministry except
by lsying on of the Bishop’s hards; and they
believe that the Holy Euchsrist can only be
colebrated by ome fo ordaived. They teach
very differently from Nonconformists about
the New Birth and Union with Christ, and
about ihe Catholic Church, and the Creeds, and
the form of public worship, ard the Communion
of Saints. On such points we must try to agree
to agree.

CHILDRERENS SERVICE.

[4 Paper read before the Montreal Diocesan
Sunday School Association, by Edward H,
Parnell, Lay Reader.]

The subject should be well considered arnd
turcly the Bible is brimful of aubjects and
pictures for children, it should if possible be
dividcd, and cach bead cornected with some
koy word or illustration, I heard s young
¢lergymsp ¢nce addrees & Sunday schovl com
posed of little street Ar: bs in a church near Rat-
clif Higbway, one of the most notorious
thercughfares in the Hast end of London, on
the monatrous sinfulness of poaching, hardly
provea an odif ying subject for such a oongrega-

tion. 1 don't know whether any one here ever
bud thke privilege of listening to the learned,
grest and good Dean Stanley preach to children
ir Westminster Abbey, the choir of the Vener-
able pile crowded with a juvenile congregation
incuding children of the blood Royal and little
wuifs and strays from the Orphun school, with
what attention they gazed at his kindly intel
icctual aecetic face as the preacher brought
down his great mind to the level of their little
minds snd entered into their childish thoughts,
childith habits and childish sins; anyone who
¢aw 1bis right will, I am sure, never forget it
snd wil), when he thixke of it, recalls the words
ot Coleridge ; .

“O'er wayward childhocd wouldst thou bold

firm rule,

Ard run thyself in light of bappy faces,
Love, Hope and Puticrce, these must be thy
graces, :

And in thine own heart let them first keep
school,”

The sermon may, I think, véry advantage-
ourly be catechetical ; but the questions shounld
be curefully worded 10 avoid us fur as possible
monosyllabic answers, such 28 yes,” *no,” God,’
and &0 forth, it will bo found usefal to make
the children repesat in a quiet tone the answers
altogetber, ko that the whole service may be in
the spirit if not exactly in the leiter of the
rubric at the end of the Catechism, which runs
thus : ¢ The curate of every parish shall dili-

gently upon Sandays and Holydays after the
2nd Leseor at Bvening prayer openly sed in
the church instrnot and cxamine so many
children of his parish sent unto him, as ke shali

think convenient, in some part of this Cate-
chism.’ I cannot leave this par' of my subject
without expressing my conviction of the desir-
ability of the leoturers of our Theological Col-
leges devotirg some time to the instruction of
stadents for the ministry {u the art of preaching
to and addressing children, surely not the least
important of the duties of a Christian minister.
And now just & few words a8 to the children's
gervice in the schoolroom, which has been in
troduced into wmauy parishes of & Sunday moran.
ing, and in poor populous places of Sunday
evenings with most happy results. A arole I
bave found preference given to the infant school
com &8 most snitable, because of its gallery
which enables the children so t» be seated as
to see the speaker, and I trust all galleries will
soon be made with backs to the scats. What
is more neceseary 10 growing ochildren than
back support ? aud surely if we desire the full
attention of the mind, we must give the body
rest, All seats shonld be as cowfortable as
possible, and 8o far apart as ‘to give ample
room 1o kneel and riso again withont moving
the seats, Everything vhould be as church
like as possible, there ghould bo a desk and &
lectern, and the cfficiating gentleman shoald
wear the Churob’s garment, the rurplice. The
remarks mado before about tho serviee in
Church will equally apply to the service in the
school room. Of course & staff of aduits muat
be cbtained fo keep order, but I have never
found avy difficnlty in obtaining this assist
ance, and the rervioes of an organist must be
secured, who it is to be hoped will train a
youthful ehoir to lead the services of this their
sanotusry. Oare sbonld be taken to remove all
things such as pictures that would distract the

attention of the children, although pictur 8 on |g

seriptural subjects would not be out of place,
and indeed might be usefully employed in illus-
rating the address as indeed, rome think, so
might the black board; but on this opinions
differ, and everyone must be lefi to his own
choice, And who ehall conduct the service?
Certainly, if possible, one of the clergy should
do this, and in some parishes where three or
more are sitached to the church this is done.
But these instances are so rare that we must
generally look to 4 laymsn to discharge the
daty. And the qualificatior s needed are great,
and must in & groat meusure be those L have
belore indicated. 1 know that to select such 4
mauo is a difficult task for the Rector. It must,
indeed, be the subject of earnest prayer and of
careful notice. The teacher who van best keep
the attention of his class should be obtained, and
an exercise of judgment will doubtless lead to
the choice of the best man te fill this important
post. The idea has long been exploded that
any ope can teach young children. He who
can arrest the attention of the little ones and
keep their intorest is & born teacher. Such a
useful Churchman as the children’s preacher
should surely be admitted by the Bishop us u
lay reader. It would give him the atamp of
Episcops] suthority and tend t» prodace and
foster a due realization of the responsibility of
his office and his duty in training these liltle
ones for Christ snd his Church. In conclusion
I feel deeply the importance of this sabject up n
which I have ro feebly touched! ¢ ‘That the
ohildren may be taught what & solemn vow
promige and profession has been made fur
them.” May the Head of the Church bless the
means nsed for bringing His little ones into
closer union with His Church., The fature of
oor Church must depend greatly upon the
generstion now under training. lnfidelity and
error rear their heads u blushingly among us.
What surer barrier against these than the
Venerable services of onr dear old Church.
These, if well koown and understood will not
be learned in vain, Definite Church teaching

is the best means of defesting -the advorsary,
The services of the Church are based upon that
Holy Word which is the sword of the spiris.
Muy we bo earncst in work and prayor that
our churches may bcoome children’s churches,
May they love their Mother Church and learn
to sing with all their hearts the words of their
proity hymn—
1 love wy Church, O God ;
Her walls before Thooe staud,
Dear as the apple of Thina eye,
And graven on Thy hand,
Beyond my highest joy,
I prize her heavoniy wuye;

Although "those catside of our Communion
may be led to oxamino the Articles to sid in the
revision of their own formularies, thoy genoral-
ly do 8o under the misunderstanding thuy thoy
constituie the Creed of the Church instead of
being simply an offivial obligution imposed apon
the clergy. They are oot tho exprossion of
the Church 8 faith, bat an explanation or com-
mentary on certain dootrines, But they will
find tho prayer Book to which they are append.
ed, next 1o the Biblo the truest, safest and best
uide and instruction in the doctrines and
duties of the Christian life, It is the best mis-
sionary the Churoh can send out at this time,
when 80 many obristian minds are unsettled ov
astray on the question of cunfessione and oreeds;
composed .81t i8 of the devotional ulterance
ot the suintlicst of Gad's pvople, through the
centnries back to tho days of tho Pasalmist
King; replete with Soriptural readings; with
# conservatism which hss passed the ordeal of
prosperity and disastor alike with its unchanged
expression of Apostolie faith, intorwoven, like
golden threads into the forvor of its prayers,
and the oplifiing of ite praises; it offors the
one strong und central basis for the' living and
endaring uuity of God's people of every name,
Wo romember Losring one of the noblest of
our Bisbops, long since passed into Paradise,
teil the story of how a Prayer Book given him
while & boy, by a4 paesing swranger, hal been
the meuos of bringing his father's fumily from
amopg unbolievers into the ranks of devoted
Chrisuian believers snd workers, and himself
ioto the ministry of the Church of God. It
will stund overy test, of fidelity to Scriptural
leaching, tho nevds of dev.tional training and
utterance, and thorough giidance of the Chris-
tisp in high religions sspiration, dooirine and
daty. Tho Methodist Commentater, Dr. Adam
Clarke, expressed in fow, but strong words,
what it has been to millions o! other devout
souls, when he said, ** next to tho .Bible, the
Prayer Book of the Church of Engluud, is the
book of my understandiug and my heart.,”
The unsteady, or drilting cloments of a dis-
rupted Christendom will, in tho vee of it, find
their way 10 a safe and steadfast anchorage in
fuith, doctrine and worship. The great eireni-
con, which the Church offers io the rel gious
world is her Book of Prayer, and it will be in
the futore, us it has been in the pasti, an in-
eslimable blessing of all .who receive and
worthily use it.

DIOCESE OF ONTARIO.

Orrawa — Canadian Indian Research and

Aid Society —The inaungural meoting of this
proposed society will be held in Ottawsa, Fr.-
day evening, April 18th, 1690, when the follow-
ing gentlemen will, it is expected, be present
and take part in the meeting :—The M nister
of the Interior, the Bishop of Ontario, Principal
Grant, Rev. Dr, Sutherland, Dr. G. M. Dawron,
Rev. J. McDongsll, Rev. B, F. Wilson. The
programme suggested is that after the moeeting
has been opened with prayer. the chairman
will ask some gentlemen present to act as sec-
retary pro tem., and will invite two or three
speskers, interested in the cause, to addrosss the
meeting, Sevoral letters will be read from
well wishers to the Society, who are unablo to
attend. A resolution will then be put to the
meeting that the Cunadian Indian Resesarch and
Aid Sociely bo now ipangnurated, and that a
President, Vice-Prexidents, Secretary and Troas-
urer bo forthwith elected. If carried, the
chairmap will invite intending members to
come forward and sign their names, The
nomination and election of the aforesaid officers
will then be proceeded with, Thenowly elected
President, having been called to the chair, will
read & rough dratt of the proposed constitntion,
snd then appoint & Council of 10 and-ask them
to withdraw and frame the Constitation, taking
this rough drafu as their basis.

‘While the Conncil is thus enguged, tho Rev.
E. F. Wileon, of Sault Bte. Marie, will give a
missionary address, und introduce his two little
Indian boys, who will sing, unswer quoestions,
eto. Other short addresnos will follow and on
the return of the Council, tho proposed consti.
tution will be read and, if approved, pussed and
ordered to be printed :—

Rough Draft of the Prop.sed Constitution.

1. The Society ahall be called ** The Capadian
Indian Resoarch and Aid Society,” and shall be
a distinetly pational Society.

2. The Sooiety sball consist of President,
Vice:Prosidents, Seoretsry, Tressurer, Council
of not loss than ten persons, and members, the
aforesaid cfficors boing members of the council
ex ¢fficio

3. A Vice President and Corrosponding See—
retary shall wlso be appointed at overy new
centre in tho Dominion that may bo estub-
lished.

4. Ao sueual moeting shall be held at such
times and pluce (within the Dominion) ss the
Council shall appoint, (due potico thereof being
given by theo Seoretary) at which officers for
the ensuing year shall bo elected and papers
read.

6. All matters of business and routine shall
be transacted by the Council, an attendance of
six buing required to form aquorum.

6. Any porson may become a member of the
Sooiety on payment of the foe of $2 00 annually
on or bofore tho First of Janusry in oach year;
and any pereon may beoome s life momber on
payment of $4000.

7. The aim sand cbject of the Socioty shall be
to promoto the welfsre of the Indisns; 1o guard
their intefests; to preserve their history, tra-
ditions snd iolkloro, snd to diffuse information
with a4 view™o oresting u moro goneral interest
in both their temporal and spiritual progress.

8.-A montbhly journal shall be published
under the suepicos «f the Society, to give
general information of mission work smong
the Indians, (irrespoctive of denomination) be-
sides having papers of an othonologicsl, philo
logical and archacological charscter. Mombors
to be entitled to one sopy of the journal free.

9. Archacologicsl spucimons collected by
mombers shall, if not required for a private
collection, be deposited in one of the oxisting
public muscums with & C. L R A.S. laboi at-

tached.
10, Tho funds of the Sovioty shuli be applied

to~ards the publication of the Monthly Journal
and other pamphlets or printed matter issued
by the Society, also towards expenses of explor-
ation, assistance to edacationsal work, eto., pro
posals for such expenditure being submitted by
the Council to the Society at its annual meet-
ings.

The above rough draft of a constitntion has
been submitted to Dr, Dawson, Principal Grant,
the Bishop of Algoms, Dr. Sutherland and sev-
eral others, snd is in the main spproved and
endorsed by those who have examined it.

Those to whom these papers are sent are
earnestly requested to attend and lend their
support to this movement,

DIOCESE OF HURON.

Epvoarion or Tax CmiLpapy or Mission
As1Es—By some oversight in the Report of our
Huron W. A. aunnal mesting, no allusion was

made to tho above object, an omission which
has been the cause of some enquires reaching
me and which with yonr kind permission I
should be glad to answer.

Perhaps there was no subjoct before the
Board more warmly discussed than this, and as
it drew forth & good many strong expressions
of intere t in the sister effort of sending Lady
Missionaries, whore practicable, to our far
away Mission Fields whose presence might, in
thosa pluces at loast, meet the thoroughly re.
cognired need, we hope a double benefit will
resnlt from the disoussion,

It ix pleasant to know that those branches of
our W. A. which did not await s formal
endorsement of the scheme at our annusal meet-
ing to contribate to the fand for the eduneation
of our Missionaries’ children, are among those
wno have also subscribed to that for the sap-
port of Lady Missionsries. It now only
remains for the vice wersa equivalent which
will meet with & heurty recognition from the
friends of both funds.

Aftor a roocapitulation of the -teps taken be-
fore unanimous adoption at the Triennial Meet:
ing in Montreal, and its endoreation by the
Board of Foreign and Domestic Missions, the
resolution uadopted at our annual meeting wus
a8 follows:—* Be it therefore resolved that in
consgidoration of the foregoiung facts the W. A.
M. A, of the Diocese of Huron, hereby pledges
a8 far as lies in ite power in ornnection with
its other Missionary efforts to promote the
cause of the edaocation of Missionaries children,
and that in fartherance of this object, a com-
mittee be appointed 1o ¢)nsider the most
practicable method of giving effect to this
recommendation of the Board of Missicns, with
especial reforence to the immediate arrange-
ments for the adoption of the first candidate of
the Diocese of Huron.”

I was permitted to appes! to the represent-
utives pro:ent to carry back with them to their
follow workers this plea also, after they had
first and foremost fulfiiled any pledges alre ady
given, to tuke this in likewise, because their
sympathies had widoned, and their hearts had
been warmed by meouus of the work already
done, and I venture to remind them that in the
supreme effort required for their Jubilee offer-
ing to the W. und O, fund of Algoma our
gevoral funds suffored no decrease, bat that the
reverco wus the case.  When I asked that our
edncational commitice might be placed in a
position to meet any contingency such as a
windfsll or a legacy by tarning it to immediste
scoount should such good fortune befall iv, I
did pot know how soon my faith ip the kind-
ness and liberality of my fellow oreatures
would have its folflment. The following letters
tell their own hopeful tule and if you will be so
kind as to make room for them you will once
more help and oblige, Sir, yours most grate-
fully.

President Mrs, Williamson, of the Toronto
Diocese, wrote as her message to the Huron
members :—My sympathies go out to this
education fand. There oan be, in my opinion,
no greater help to the work of & missiouary,
than that he should be enabled to pursne his
ardnous labors with a mind eased from the har-
rowing thought that by some mesans his boys
and girls must be educated to fit them to gain
their future livelihood. Hia scanty and pre.
carious income ocannot be mede to do more
thap barely sapply present necessities, How
then can & missionary receive greater en-
couragoment to stezlfastly labor on in his out-
lying and scattered statioms, than by the
consoionsness that he is not forgotten by the
busy outside world ; that prayers ars offered for
bim by a band of unknown friends; and that
when his ohildren are old enough, the educstion
fund for the children of persevering mission-
aries will be drawn upon for his own, Truly
‘“the laborer is worthy o his hire.”

LoNpon.—The Bishop of Huron held Con-
firmation service in St. George's Chmroh, Lon-
don West, on Palm Sunday morning, whea 30
candidates were admitted into fnll membership,
nearly all adults. The Rector, Rev. G. B. Sage
was assisted in the services by R-v. Canon
Newman, The Bishop preached an impressive
sermon, in whioh he pointed out the virtues
and the graces that adorned the Christan char-
acter. After the service the Bishop presented
each candidate with a certificate and an appro-
priate toxt of Seripture. The church was woell
filled with & most attentive congregation. St.
George's Church has increased rapidiy of late,
and the congregation i8 now so large that a
now edifice is likely to be erected. Should the
cost ba within the means of the people withoat
increasing too heavy a debt it will be commens-
ed at once.

Architect Fred. Henry acting on instructions
from the churobwardens, has prepared plans
for a cosy edifice of modern architeoture, which
will be presented to & meeling shortly, together
with the tenders of seversl city contractors. Ii
the cost is considered reasonable the building
will be erected withont delay, on the corner of
Wharueliffe Ryad and Ann streot, jast south ef
tho present one.

The proposed edifice is 40 x 82, and will be
built of white brick. with Ohio stone trimmings
and stone foundation, Provision has been made
whereby a spire can be put on &t any timo, but
it is ot in the speoifications at present. The
building will face on the Wharneliffe road, with
an enirance at the north corner, and another
entrance on Ann street, at the west corner.
The interior will bs very easy and comfortable
looking with a sesting capacity for about 400.
The chancel is lurge, with accommodatior for
a ohoir of thirty or forty., The vestry and other
rooms open off the chancel. The roof will be
supported with six large trusses, exposed and
ornamented. The windows on the side sre of

light will thus be excellent and give an airy
AppeArance.

On
the super-altar there were bouquets of flowers
and a floral ¢= s, and in the chancel sovoral
pots of Easter .llies. The Rector of Montreal
preached in # e forencon from St. Jobn xi, 2b:

of such ladies as Mrs Howe, Mrs. Macdonald,
tho late Mis. Bluko and others, it could bave
been maintained, We learn however that now
undor the onergotic management of Mrs. G, W.
Simpson, us President, an enlarged field of use-
fulpees is to bo eutored upon, aud that a portion
of the proporly known as tho ** Major” pro-
perly. situated on Guy st., bas been scquired
for the work «f this institution. A consider
ablo sum of money will doubtless havo to be
raised within a short time in order to pay for
the property, and onublo the ladies to sarry on
offectively the work which they propese to do
in this new locale; but doubtless the well.
known liberslity of Churchmoen will not fail
them, Wo vonture speoislly (0 recommend it
to the consideration of sll our readers in this
Diccese, nad would venture also to eXpress
s hope that tho authorities of this Tnstitutios
may not bo contept with acquiring only a
portion of this desirable property, but also may
trom the support given them, feel justified in
purchasing the whole of the ground attached to
the houso; as wo feel sure the whole will in s
fow years bo necessary for the purposes of the
institution, more espeoially if (as we wvincerely
hope) tbore i no intention of throwing off
any part of the work, for the carrying on of
which the Socioty was incorporated; and that
the oare of the poor and aged or infirm Church
women (which was the ohief work of the
Home in the past) may not be dropped; but
that on the contrary in larger premises still
greater atlontion may be given to the wants of
these needy onos. We understan that the
bope is entertained of being able 1o provide
here 8 home for ladies in reduced oircam-
stance; but we hope that this may not entirely
epgage the sttention of those interested in and
now gontrolling this Corporation,

To the Hditor of the Church Guardian :

818, —Courtesy seems to require thatI should
notice the minor criticisms with which my eritic
retorts upon me. I will do so as briefly us
possible.

1 Be objects that it is a late and nncertain
tradition that St. Peter aud St. Paul were put
to death on the same day. Well, everyone
knows that; but for my argament it was sub.
stantially true. For surely my oritic does not
mean to defend hia friend’s statement that St.
Panl's lelters were written after St Petor's
death. Of conrde the writer of ¢ the Article’
knew us well aa 1.did that it oculd not have
been so, inasmuch as St. Peter bimself speal;
of the lotter as in general circulation in the
Church. The staterment was what I called it
‘glipshod writing,' and unpardonabloin a papor
on a subjset of snch gravity and importance.

2. When the Article said that ‘the Caurch
was eslublished hefore it had any Bible at all’
and that * the Bibie had no place in the props-
gandism of the Gospel,’ it was obvious to peint
to the prominent and anthoritative place which
the Old Testament filled in that * propagand.
ism’ from the first. My critic thinks it an
answer to fuy that the Article meant the Now
Testament. Bat what ia that to the parposo?
The question was not between the use of the
Old or the New Testament, but between a mis.
gionary with or without a book in his hand.
*The modern notion of & missionary as a mun
who goes to the heathen with a Bible in his
hand from which to eslighten them was incon
ceivable to an early Christian.’ To this a-sertion
it is a complete answer to show that what wus
here said to be inconceivable was actaally douo
by all missionaries from the first, inclading tho
Apostles themselves; and the anewer is over.
whelming when one can add from Kusebius thut
the earliest post-Apostolic missionaries, in the
days of Trajan,” carried the written Gospels in
their hands and delivered them to their con
vorts.’

3 Professor Salimon as guoted by my critic
ocortainly does appear to contradict me wheon [
wrote, that ‘ the conclusion of Prof, Salmon is
that St Mark was written last of the Three'
This, however, is due to & mistake of my eritic,
The words which he quotes are not Prof. Sl
mon's conclusion on the poirt; that is given
two pages later on, in & paragraph, the valuo
of which independent of this controversy will
excuse its reproduction. He says: * Believing
then the existing conclusion (the Iast 12 verses
of St. Mark) to have been & part of the secoud
Gospel even since it was s Gospel, I look apon
the mirks of posteriority which it exhibits
as affecting the whol2 Gospel; and [ sm, theo
fore, disposed to believe that St Mark's 18 ut
once the o'dest and the youngest of the Three
Synoptioa : The oldest, a3 giving most nearly
the very words in which the Apostolic tradi-
tions were delivered ; the youngest, as respecls
the date when the independent traditions were
put in their present framework' Here Dr. Sul-
mon's final decision is beyond dispute.

4. Dr. Salmon's use of the phrase, ‘I am
dispoxed,' in this passage will help to make
olear what be iatends to convey by the samo
phrase used with reference to the question of 4
Hebrew original of St. Matthew. His rejection
of the Hebrew original is not, as my oritic
soggests, doubtfnl because Prof. Salmon mo-
destly gives expression to his judgment in (bis
favorite phrase., I am disposed to proncance
in favour of the Greek original of St. Matthew,'
means, in his mooth, ‘I do so pronounce.” And
I think that no one acquainted with the fucls
will question that mocern eritioism as a whole
oconfirms Dr, Salmon's judgment,
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5. My oritic speaks of me as ' depreciating

the value of the festimony of the Coumcil of
Cartbage ' to the Canon of Scripture. Of course
be does not intend to be unfair, nevertheless in
these words he exaotly inverts what I did say.
According to my coniention, the Council was
bearing testimeny to the Scriptures, according
10 the Article, it was giving them authority. 1
pointed out indeed the absurdity of making a
Provincial Council take upon itself ‘finally to
soitle what was Holy Secripture'; but I stated
plainly that the Council itself repudiated doing
anything of the kind, and professed to be simply
kanding on the testimony Lo the exclusive author-
ity of the Canonical Books which they had re-
cesved from their Fathers from the beginning.
But why is my critio silent as to the facts I gave
proving the monsirous sbhsurdity of saying, as
the Article did, that after the decision ot the
Council all disputation ahout the Canon of
Seripture ceased in the Church ? Does he ac-
cept his fiiend’s dictum or reject it? And what
does he say to the fact that the same Canon of
the same Council sets forth the Apocryphal
Books of the Old Testament as Canontcal Scrip
ture? I8 be prepared to maintain that *the
Canornicity ' of the Apochrypha ‘has never been
called in question in the Charch from that day
until now ' ?
" One point remains which I will deal with in
a firal letter. ’

EASTER AND THE RESURRECTION.

The atorement would have been without
power, or rather there would have been no
stopement bad not Christ risen from the tomb
in which he had been placed the afternoon
of Good Friday, :

Bat it was impossible for the Son of God to
be holden by death, and so not many hours
sfter, ard early on the morning of the first day
of the week, the crucified Christ arose from the
dead. It may not be possible to arrange an
exact account of the manifestation of Himself,
but on the day of Bis resurrection he mani:
fested Himself at least five times :

1. To the women returnisg from the sep:
ulchre as narrated by St. Matthew,

2. To Mary Magdalene at the zepulchre, as
given by St. Mark and St. John.

3. To St. Peter, as we read in St. Luke and
in St. Paul's first Epistle to the Corinthians,

4. To his disciples going to Ewmans, made
koown by St. Mark and St. Luoke,

5. To the Apostles, except St Thomas, as-
gembled in Jorusalem that evening.

These five appearances-teek place in or near
Jerusalem on Easter Day, We can hardly
conceive the effect npon the disciples as they
mourned and wept and were ready to despair.
But His ¢ peace be unto you,” gave them their
assurance and in the power of His resurrection
they soon left Jerusslem to proclaim to the
world that Christ was risen and in Him and by
Him there was peace for themselves and peace
for every man who believed in the crucified
and risen Christ.

1Other menifestations Christ gave of Him-
self :

6. It was on the first day of the second week,
when all the Apostles had assembled and
Thomsas with them, as narrated only by St.

John, The Thomss who wounld not believe
unless be put his harnd into the very print of
the nails, now saw and believed ; his lack of
faith teaching us ‘*blessed are they who have
not seen and yet believed.” Some days afior
this he appeared (7} to sever of the Apostles
and brethren on the shore of the lske, ana (8)
to the Apostles and to five hundred breth-en
on. & mounntiin in Galilee; (9) lo James, the
Lord’s brother, where or wher we are not told ;
(10) to the Apostles at Jerusalem just before his
ascension, and last of all he was seen by Sanl of
Tarsus, on the way to Damasous.

As a fact of history the resorrection of Christ
is beyond all doubt, We may mnot be able to
understand this or that myetery, in God, in
crestion or in provide.ce. Sometimes the
truth of Christianity scems to us as doubtful,
bat it Christ died and rose again, 1his ono fast
is the solution of the many mysteries, and on
it, 58 a sure foundation, we rest the weight of
the entire Chiistian scheme. Christ died and
made an atonement for ns; Christ rose from the
dead, and Christianity ig true, and on it we can
bear the weight of all our sins, and find pardon
and peace and the eternal blessedness.

We turn from the resurrection of Christ to the
future resurrection of the human race ; strange
questions have been raised: With the same
body shall we be raised? Bat this deperds
npon the meaning of the word “same;"” if it
mesn the same particles that now compose our
bodies, then *‘ no” is the answer. When asked,
“ With what body do the dead come?’ St.
Panl had no answer to make—** Thou sowest
not that body that shall be;” ‘' God giveth it a
body as it had pleased him;” * It is sown in
corraption, it is raised in incorraption; it is
sown in dishonor, it is raised in glory; it is
gsown in weakness, it is raised in power; it is
sown & npatarsl body, it is raised & spiritual
body. As we have borne the image of thu
earthy, we shall also bear the image of the
heavenly. This corruptible muet put on incor-
ruption, and this mortsl must pat on immor-
tality ; then shall be broaght to pass the say-
ing that is written, death is swallowed ap ia
viotory.”

Not only among pagsan Groeks bat among
some of the Jews, the resurrection of the dead
was disbelieved. At Athens, whe St. Paul
preached the resurrection of Christ, the philo-
sophers mocked, the Sadducees at Jerusalem
ridicnled it, to whom Christ said but few
words: * You disbelieve because ye know not
the Scriptures nor the power of God " It has
been given to us to believe. We say in our
creed, “1 believe in the resurrection of the
dead ;” it must take plsce and will, but how,
we du not know and care not to know,  Great
is God, and he who is ** the truth” hath madeit
known,

Not forever will our beloved dead, at whose
graves we mourned and wept, remain thero
We left their bodies (redemed as well as their
sonls) in the bands of Christ, who will cause
them to come forth.. We shall be baried as
Christian men, women and children and be
torned to dust. It matters not; we shall rise,
not only to be with Christ, but to be like
Christ. Nay, ail that are in their graves shall
come forth, some to the resurrection of life,
and some to the resurrection of condemnation ;
o Christ has said, and Christ’s words are wrue
beyond all the doubts, *1I believe in Jesus
Christ our Lord.”

Two groat matters Christ's resurrection as-
sares us of : One is the absolute truth of Chris.
tisnity. Men may raise this or that difficulty
sbout it, but the dead Christ became slive, and
go proved the truth of what be said and what
he did. And beside, we shall rise, we shall not
be forgotten in the day ot the Lord, Poor and
insignificast we may bave been, but not in-
significant to Christ. Of little account to the
world, but of grest account to Christ. His is
love that passes knowledge, All the members

of His body are precions beyond count to Him ;
not one shall be lost; all shall hear his voice
and come forth, to the glory and the groatness,
to the very beautitude of the Lord of glory.—
Southern Churchman

3 WORDS FOR TRUTH.

——

“Trx OLp RELiGON."”

It is tho babitual boast of Roman Catholics
that thoirs is the *‘old religion,” and that the
Church of England is modern in belief and
usages in comparison with the Church of Rome.
And this way of putting tho case is widely ac-
cepled in popular literature, whether history
or fiction, which happens to touch on the
evonts of Tudor and Stewart days: for Roman
Catholics aro often referxred to therein as ad.
herents of the * old religion,” in contradistinec-
tion to the Epglish Cbristisne, Thishas proved
of much advantage to the Roman cause, for re-
ligion, is one of thoso matters wherein * the
old ia better,” and wherein noveltly ard error
are unchsngeablo torms. But what are the
faots ?

They depond entirely on the meaning put on
the word “o0ld.” A dog is old at ten years of
age; a man is hurdly counted old till sixty; a

ijece of money does not rank as an old coin
under a couple of hundred years ; an old abbey

in likely to be five or six hundred years built ;
and an old eesl from Egypt or Asayria may be
three nr four thousand years in existence.

There is no difficulty at all in finding what
can rightly be called * 0ld” when we are speak-
ing of the Christisn religion. Whatever be-
longs to the time, eighteen hundred and more
yeoars ago, when the Gospel was first preached,
and to the time immediately following for the
next century or two, this is the real gennine
old Christianity, As we come further and
forther away from this early time, opinions
and practises becoming more or less prevalent
amongst Christians, but not discoverable in
the very ancient records of our religion, have
loss and less title ‘o be called old, and there-
fore less and leas clain to bo accepted as true.
And there is one point more to be kept in
mind : that it often happens that some opinion
or practice rot regularly suthorized or enjoin-
ed by any church Council or creed was left un.
checksd, if not actually encouraged, and thus
spread widely in popular acceptance, often
winning formal approval at last. Sach changes
are set down to the principle of growth, or as
it in called, “ development”; which means that
the Christian religion does alter, and cannot
help aitering, as the Church grows older and
has more accumulated wisdom and experience,
Bat the Roman Church does not admit this
principle. It alleges by dogrees in the Council
of Trent and in tho Vatican Council, that the
faith of the Roman Church has been unchanged
from the very beginning, and that it cannot be
lawfully altered, as if it were an invention of
human wisdom, instead of being a Divine in-
stitution, And this statement is made binding
on all Roman Catholics, under pain of an.
athems.

What test, then, can be conveniently applied
to diecoyer which of the too, the Charch of
England or the Church of Rome, hold to the
old religion; which of the two bas bromght in
changes of doctrine and practice? There is a
very simple and convenient ome provided,
which though far from covering the whole of
the ground, is yet quite sufficient to decide the
main question, It is this. There are three
anoient Christian creeds, received by both the
Roman and the Eroglish Church, namely, the
Apostles' Creed, the Nicene Creed, snd the
Athanssian Creed. As to the reception of
these three, and all the doctrines contasined
therein, nn dispute or difference exists between
the two churches, Bat to these three creeds
the Church of Rome has added a fourth, named
the Creed of Pope Pius 1V., which is more than
s thousand years later in date than the young-
est of the three older creeds, for it was not pub-
lished till 1564, And further, wheresas the
three older creeds contain only the same mat-
ter, differently worded, and do not add any-
thing 1o the list of dootrines to be held; oon-
trariwise, the Creed of Pius 1V, contains
iwelve articles of belief which are in none of
the former oreeds, and were not proposed as
matter of faith till comparatively recent times.
None of these twelve articlos mske part of tho
belief of the Binglish Church, which is content
1o keep to the old creeds as sufficient for her
children.

Let us now gee what are these twelve addi-
tional articles, aud when they first came into
notice sud reception. The single question be-
fore us just now is not, are theso twelve artioles
true or jalse, right or wrong ? Thut is a very
s(rious question, deerving careful examina-
tion at & proper time, but the one question to
be considered now is, are these artivles new or
old?

Artiole L—"I most steadfastly admit and
embrace apostolic and ecclesiastical traditions,
and the remaining observances and comstito-
tions of the esme [Roman] Church.”

On tho face of i1, this nrtiole bears witness
against itself on the score of antiquity, by ad-
ding *‘ecolesiastical” to ‘‘apostoiic” smongst

the traditions binding a8 matters of faith, for

all such farther traditions, of which there are
hundreds, must needs-be later ~than Apostolio
times. And in fact, most of them are very
much later; and are not denied to be g0 by their
maintainers, 8o that to make them binding as
items of belief is to innovate, to depart from
the ancient standards, exactly in proportion ag
these various ‘' traditions, observances, and
constitutions” geverally belong to a later and
still ]ater time than the dats of the old creeds.

Article IL.—“I algo admit the Holy Soriptures,
according to thst sense which Holy Mother
Church bas held and does hold, . . . neither
will I take them and interpret them at any
time save according to the unanimous consent
of the Fathers.”

Oa this head it will suffice to say that the
last clause is no older than 1564, for the decree
of the Council of Trent, wherever it is based, is
worded in this very different fashion: “ No
one shall presume to interpret Holy Soripture

. . . contrary to the unanimons consent
of the Fathers.,” Thatis to sasy, the Council
barred Catholics from one special way of in-
terpreting Seripture; the Creed of Pius IV,
practically bars them from any way whatever,
there being no such unanimity of comsent in
pstristic commentaries on Scripiure, though
thers is practical unanimity as to the dooctrines
deduced thence.

Article IIT—“T &lso profess that there are
truly and properly reven Sacraments of the
New Law, iostituted by Jesus Christ our
Lord.”

There iz no trace discoverable of this en-
umeration of the Sacraments as just seven, and
neither more nor fewey, till the writings of
Peter Lombard, Bishop of Paris, who died in
1164, The Eastern Church now argues with
the Roman in counting seven Sacraments, but
o old Greek Father does 8o, and this is merely
one of soveral points wherein the East has
copied the west in comparatively recent
times.

Article IV.—¢* All and everything which the
Holy Council ot Trent hath defined ard declared
in the matter of original sin and juntifieation I
embraco and receive,”

What the Council of Trent has said on these
subjects occupies sixteen ohapters and thirty-
tbree canons. And a large part of what is so
contained was opposed as novel in the Couneil
of Trent itself by a strong minority, including
Cardinals Contarin: and Reginald Pole, the
latter of whom quitted the Council, because of
its decision on these matters. Clearly, then,
whether the Council was right or wrong in its
decinion, it imposed & new standard of belief
upon Roman Uatholics, limiting their former
liberty, so that this article goes back no earlier
than 1547, the date of the decree.

Article V.—* I profess that in the Mass there
is offered to God a true, proper, and propitatory
sacrifice for the iiving and dead, . and
that there i a conversion of the whola substance
of the bread into the body, and of the whole
subatanoce of the wine into the blood,” which
conversion the Catholic Church calls Transub-
stantiation.” '

It is necessary to toucsh on the last olanse
only of this article, that of Transubstantiation.
The nature of this oponjon is constantly mie-
taken, even by professional theologians., It is
not & theological doctrine at ali. The theologi-
osl docirine i8 simply that of the presence of
Christ—wo are not here concerned with the
mode of that presence—in the Holy Eucharist.
Transubstantiation is merely & philosophioal
theory, intonded to meet certain sabtle intel-
lectusl difficulties as to the manner of that
presence, and deponds entirely upon the notiona
entertuined by the Realist school of philosophers
88 10 the nature ot substance and accidents.
This echool did not spring s in wesiorn
Karope uatil the eleventh century; the word
Transubstantiation was not invented until the
Council of Lateran in 1216, when also . the

theory it denotes was first formulated as a dog-
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ma ; and the virtual eblinion into which Real-
ixm bas passed, bas resulted in the practical
sbandonment of Transubstantiation (though
the name is still retained) by Roman theolo
gians, For wheress they formerly taught that
only mere phantasms of bread and wine sur-
vive safter consecration, now the received
teaching is thagno physicsl change whatever,
of which the sepses oan take cognizance, iz ef.
fected by consecration, but that all the acei-
dents of the bread and wine in the Eucharist
remain as they were before. This isthe Angli-
can dootrine that ¢ they remain in their very
pataral substances” expressed in other bui
equivalent language. For the Realist view is
{hat ‘* substance” is & something with an inde.
pendent existence of its own, apart and distinct
irom the * aceidents,” qualities, or properties
whereby abything possessing substapce is
known by and to us; so that, conceivably, the
size, shape, weight, color, tact, chemical con-
stituents, and so forth, might sll be taken
away from a piece of bread, for instance, and
you the subsiance of the bread would still re-
main, But now the contrary view prevails
gverywhore, that *‘aubstance” is nothing else
than the collective sum of all the accidents or
qualities of & body, 60 that if all of these were
tasken away, the body world wholly cease to
axiet, and its substance be anninilated. Con-
sequently, in acknowledging that all the
sccidents or quslities of bread and wine do
truly remsin after consecration, and are nut
mero decoptive appearances, Roman Catholic
theologians thereby admit that the bread and
wine themselves remain, too—which is the
denisl of Traneubstantiation, for they do mnot
admit the real truth of these appearances in
former times, but burnt men for asserting it.
And thus this article of the Creed of Pius IV,
is ut least medimval, and has long diverged
from tho sense at first put upon it

FEDERATION VS. UNITY.

Words seem to be snoh little things, and aro
really fuch great and powerful things, that in
matters of importance they can never be too
carefully distinguished nor too cautionsly ad-
mitted. In the present outreaching of sll
Christian hearts towards the unity of Christ’s
followers, it would be sad indeed if an unfor-
tunate phrase should be permitted to misdirect
the course of Christian endeavor. In & paper
which we published last week, onr amiable
contributor, Mr. Ward, commends what he calls
a ‘ federation of Churches,’ meaning th~reby a

federstion of separate denominafions. Now, a
‘federation’ of seperale denominations wounld
be noither more nor less than organvized dis-
union. 1t would most distinctly not be the
unity for which our Lord prayed.

Our Lord’s prayer, five times uttered in His
night of agony, was not for a federation of secte
8o variously repugnant io each other as to be
ansblo ‘to dwell together in unity,’ What He
asked for His followers—not for sects or denom-
instions of His followers—was ' that they all
may be one—perfect in one—as Thou, Father,
art in Mo and I in Thee, that they also may be
one in Us' It would be impossible to frame
words which should more nobly express the
idea of corporate and vital unity than the
words of that prayer. The unity of Christ’s
people—that is to say, of Christ's Church—is
lo be a8 perfect a8 that of the Godhead is per-
feet ! Unless we can conceive of a * federation’
between the Fatber and the Son, we are not at
liberty to dream of any federation of ‘churvhes’
or denominations of Christians as a fulfilment
of our Lord's praver. What mr. Ward desires
I8  fulfilment of that prayer in its fullest sense;
&nd we object to his phrase because, so far from
reprecenting his desire, it sets up an enmtirely
ditferent and false ideal.

What Dr. McCosh has proposed, and Mr.
Ward advocates for the present, is not even &
* federation of « Churchea’ in any plain sense
of that phrase, but & certain plan of Christian
co-operation in an effort to avert some of the
tremendous evils of denominational disunion,
The _sorry results of demominationsalism are
manifest in & practioally heathenized population
1n every great oity and in nearly every country
distriet of the land. Dr. Mc¢Cosh and Mr, Ward
arge that Christisns of sll denominations shall
unite in making a careful visitation of the ne-
glected people with a view to bringing them
ander gome gort of Christian inflience, There
is no reason in the world why this -should not
be donoe; but chserve how the recognition of
denominationalism in so very simple a matter
recognizes it as at once an impediment and as
an element of discord! From the very ontaet
wo are told, this work must be done ‘on non-
seotarisn apd non proselyting lines!' Inother
words, it is admitted that denominationalism is
a Rindrance to the very preliminaries of evan.
gelization, and that on the very threshold of an
sttempt to undo some of its own unhallowed
work, it is beset by the dangers of denomina.
tional antagonism !

We do not, therafore, say that saoh co-opera.
tive work as that proposed ought not to be
done; we believe it ought, though we do not
think it can ever successfully meet the evil con-
sequences of denominationalism. Bat let things
be called by their proper pames. Christian
co-oporation is not denominational federation,
and denominational federation is not a thing to
be desired, At the present time denomination-
slism is showing some signs of breaking down ;
& federation of its disintegrating elements wonld
give them an additionsl lease of life, and con-
stitute & new sad formidable obstacle to the
realization of the unity for whioh Christ prayed.

EXPRESSION 1IN CHURCH MUSIC.

———

Those who are old enongh to remember the
musical world thirty years ago, will, we thirk,
confirm our opinion tbat in the higher walk of
the art expression is more cultivated in music
than formerly. We are not now speaking of
popular music, which, we think, is in some
respects less refined and more unfeeling than
ever. In that field noise is more popnlar than
delicacy, and the singer who can prodmoce a
wonderfully high or wonderfully low note, is
much more appreciated than the voonlist
whose thoughtful performance shows study
and culture. We are speaking rather of the
higher class of vooal musio, and in which, we
helieve, expression is more valued than ever.
It is by attention to expression in musio that
the rpirit, not only of the composer but of the

librettist, is brought out, and the thoughts
which they bave conceived are c¢ommunioated
to the world with power. As in the art of
paintling, 80 in musio, there may be great
technical skill necessary to produce such ex-
preesion, but its prcdnetion is the purpose, of

which the technique is but the iustrument.

If what we have said about expression be]
true in secular musio, it should be still more so
in our songe of praise, where the words arc the
langoage of devotion with which we approach
the throne cf the Almighty. If we miss the
sense of a secular song, through the unintelli-
gent performanco of the singer, it is often of
little consequence; but how serious is the effeot
of singing, without intelligence, words of praise
to God. Yet it must be confessed that this is a
gin to which we are sll terribly inclined, and
the best amongst us must often find themaelves
singing the most solemn words with utter
thoughtleseness of their meaning. We believe
there are few Church singers that must not, if

they are honest, make this confession, It is

therefore of much importance to nse every eof-
fort to guard againat this temptation.

We know of no more effectual method to
this end than to study expression in our Church
wusic. . It stimulates devotion, and gives a
constant intorest to the singing of even the
most simplo ohants ard hymns. We know
that in mauy churohes brightness is the great
aim in Church music, and to avoid dragging
and drawling, is the chief objeot put before the
singers. Whero there ia (as is often the case)
& tendonoy to lag in the time, this is very de-
sirable, a8 ench o defect takes the very soul out
of our songs of praise; but it is a terrible mis-
take to sing all the hymus in a uniformly brisk
time, 88 iy often done.  Contrast in musio, as
in all arf, is one of the best effects, and you
may have a monotony in brisknoss as well ag
in dulness, Thore ia plenty of room for con-
trast in oar hymups both as to tone and time,
and both should be governed by tho words to
whioh the musia is allied. Why shonld there
not be &n allegro for our bright songs ot praise,
and an adagio for our ponitential hymns ?
Why should not the various shades of tone by
which secular music is often so beautifully
coloured be applied to our Church masio, and
the delicate piano, the deepening warmth ex.
pressed by the crescendo, doveloping into the
tull glory of thoe fortissimo or the diminuendo
fading futo the pale piano and the hushed tones
of the pianissimo be heard in our churches ?
Some people will say that this is impossible in
an ordinary choir. Impossible, perhapa, in its
perfection, but with careful training it may be
approached, and it is surely worth tho trial, if
it loads to greater dovotion,

* * * * £ *

Nor should intelligent expression bo gon.
fined to tho hymns. There is room for much
variety in tkis respect in the singing of the
Canticles, although we rcgret to 8ay they are
frequently sung with a total disregard to the
words, In no Paslter which we have seon is
such expression, i0 our mind, sufficiently in-
dicated, but the words ought 10 be a sufflcient
gnide to the singer in this matter, Some poo-
Qle may contend that the use of oxpression in
Chureh musio is inconsistent with congroga-
tionsl singing. We do not think so, snd foel
gure thet where it is uwsed the congregation
will in time como to share in the musical odu.
cation of the choir, whose singing will bocome
w0 them oxeraplary instruction, The people
will thus loarn to sing with the understanding,
instesd of in the mechaniosl and unintelligent
way our Church music is often sung at
prosent.

We commend the whole sabject to the con-
sideration of those who havo snything to do
with the control of Church music, to some of
whom no doubt it is familiar, but to those who
kave not attempted the study of mupical ox-
pression in their choirs we can promise that it
will repuy such time or troublo as may be
bestowod on it.—Irish Ecclesiastical Gazette.

On the 12th of Jannary
following he was severely vounded
in the trenches, but he was able to
march several hundred miles acroes
country, ard fight at Gujerat orne
month later to a day. He was shot
in the firat rolief at Lucknow, but
nevertheless rode out the next day
and brooght in the rear guard,
aftor whick throughout the block-
ade he did continnous and ardaous
servico. At a second relief he was
revercly wounded, bat this did not
hirder him from taking vp the
sctive duty of Chief Engineer at
Alumbagh a few days later. No
msn ever had more the mens sana
in corporate somo.

RIGHT AND WRONG USES OF

AFFLICTIONS.

It is not always the case that

those who have suffered and sor
1owed under bitter aflictions, sym-
puthize most readily with those
who are passing throvgh the same
bitter experiences. Undoubtedly

to bring into & closer and heartier
sympathy all those who are called
to pass through trials. Just as un-
doubtedly, in a msjorily of oases,
we see no such rerults. Frederick
Msurice puts this matter very
forcibly, when he says ‘* Adversity
is in iteelf s little gracious a&s
prosperity. Mortal death may be
the f1uit of the one a8 much &r of
the other.” Tbe only safety from
tbe deadenirg irflaence of sorrow,
lies in & torning from man to the
pitying and merciful heavenly
Father, with sincere confession ot
his superior witdom, and with ear
vest prayer that his sfligtive dis-
J ensu'ions may draw, us nearer & d
more dutifally to him., That which
made David, crushed by sflicticns,
more than ever before.a man of
God, will, if rightly used, mould us
into the same likeness.

8t. Helena is the smallest of co-
lonial dioceses. The island itself
contains but forty-seven equare
miles, but the diocese includes slgo
the distant Tristan d'Acunbs, and

Acscension. The island was discov-

ered by the Portnguese in 1501, but

it was unirhabited until the Dutch
became possessors of it. From them
it passed, two hundred years ago,
into the hands of the East India

Company The population is be-

tweoen five and six thousand. It

congists of a few Englich {amilies,
with & mixture of natives of India,

China and Africa, Many of these

owe their presence there to the

glave trade; for the island was a

depot for slaves liberated by the

British West Coast Squadron from

slave ships, 8t, Helena has some-

what of a romantic interest from
its being tho scene of the captivity
and death of the first Napoleon.

His houeo, Longwoed, is shown in

one of our iliustrations, It had at

one time other reasons for being
well known, Itis situated in the
heart of the South Atlantic trade
wirnd, blowiag from the sonth-east
for an sverage of 327 days in the
year, and in the direct track of
vossols homeward bound from the

Tiast round the Cape of Good Hope.

It was therefore a port of csll for a

vast quantiity of shipan and pas-

seniers to and from India, and the
other parts of theBast, and, in con-
sequonce of its importance in con—
nevtion with the Bastern trade,

§ large civil and military establish-

" ments wero maintained. The open-
ing of tho Sucz Canal, of course,
destroyed the greater part of this

', prosperity.

F  The diocese was formed out of
thal of Capetown in 1869, There
is a band of six clergymen, of whom
four are the Missionaries of the
Society. ©Ono of them, the Rev. S.
J, Ellis, is stationed at Jamestown,
tho pretty little capital of the colo~
ny, which is situated on the north-
wost sido of the island. QOune of our
illustrations shows its charming
situation. The town contains abeut
three thousand people, three quart-
ors of whom aro members of the
Churoh, :

The Rev, J. O, Hands is stationed
at Longwood, near Napoleon's old
ropidence. Mr, Hands describesthe
deoadence of the colony in its bear-
ing on Church work :

*In looking back to the begin-
ning of tha year things have not
proved so bad as they then appear-
ed, Still poverty is again our ‘war
ory.' In maintaining the spiritual
confliot obstacles almost in every
ghape meet us.

‘The country houses, reared and
jnbabited by well-to-do folks in
the more opulent times, are now
fast falling into decsy and becom-
ing ruinous, and quite beyond the
mesns of repair by the present
ocoupiers. The continual decreaso
in the number of ships annually
oalling hero, snd the irregularity
of tho mail steamers under the new
contract, prove also very det._rimen-
tal to the prosperity of the island,
and in consequence the very smail

present administrator torender any
aid, and the still more limited in-
come of our venmerable Bishop,
pesrly an outogenarian (which is
now little more than mapy sn
English onrate would receive),
makes it most difficult to meet the
many demands daily presenting
themselves, for the religious, edu-
cational, and, in fact, all that goes
to make up the moral, social, and
commerocial machinery of a com.
munity suffering from want of
means, and totally unable to help
themselves out of their present dif:
ficnlties.

* Under thewe ciroumstances, is it
any wonder that any Church work
should fall off? And were it not
for the valuable aid rendered by
your venerable Society, 80 long and
80 generously given, certainly much
of our work must cease saltogether.

¢Should the Government see fit
to withdraw what few troops row
garrison our shores, as is antici-
pated this, together with the laying
of the osble to Ascension, I fear,
will prove the death-blew to poor,
struggling, penarious St. Helena.

‘But, in spite of our poverty,
and all that now stares us in the
face, thore seems a decided improve
ment in tho morality of the people,
and a greater interest exhibited
towards Churoch work generally.’

At a place called St. Panl's, the
Rev. F. H. Baker has a population
of two thousand under his charge.
He writes in a similar strain of tbe]
poverty of the island, avd hes had
an additional trouble in the shape
of illness, whioh has much hindered
his work. The fourth Migsionary
of tho Society in the diocese has
his station, not in the island itself,
but in remote Tristsn d’Acunha.
Mr. Dodgeon’s work in that isolated
roock has hoen often described in
the Mission Field. Now we are
forry to say that it is interrupted
in consequenceof his health failing
Ho bhas come to England, and is
found to be seriously unwell, -

The present Bishop, Dr. Welby,
is the second ocoupant of the see,
which he has held sinco 1868, The
help given by the Bociety to his
diocoese is an example of the varied
oharaoter of the claims + bich the
Soeiety has to endeavor to meet.
Among these poor people of 8t.
Helena there is work, in its measure,
important and valuable, which
should be done, and would be almost
impractioable without the Society’s
aid, Hoere is no osse of helping the
foundation of the Church in colonies
where the future is full of prosper-
ity, as has been the case in Austra.
lia, and New Zealand, and Eastern
Canada, and will doubtless bo the
0aso in Manitoba and other colonies
which are being liberally aided
now, Nor is it a case of Missions
to tho heathen in Asia or Afrioa,
It ia simply that the mixed races
of 8t. Helona have been brought
into the fold of the Church of Eng
land, and in their poverty cannot
yeot stand alone —Mission Field

Indeed, it
was only in deforenco to his curnost
ontrontios to the Kditor thut Wynd-
ham bhad beon alluwed to continune
upon tho statf atail, His circum-
slancos grow more und more ea-
barrnssed, until about threo months
aftor tho birth of his youugesi child
he and his family wore homeless
snd pouniiess, and to add to their
misery ho lost bis employmont.

Resoureeless and undono ho now,
liko many others, camo to himeelf
and realised 1o what his folly and
criminal imprudonce had  brought
him end his holpless ivnocont de-
pendents, Ho could mot bear to

look into the sorrowful face of his
patient, jllused wife, nor did he
consider that he had the right t»
cavess his two pretiy boys, Stung
to the heart with compuuction and
remorse. he gave up his evil courses.
and after weeks of suffering and
almost heggary he succeeded, with
the assistance of a London friend, in
finding employment in connection
with & new journalistic venture in a
remote corner of South Wales Here
hig income was 80 small that his wife
was brought face to face with the
alternative that she must either work
too or starve. Accordingly on the
emly occurence of a vacancy in the
nat:onal school of Boyn—the place
of their residence, she applied first
and by virtue of possessing a certifi-
cate of the first class she was the
succossful candidate. The husband
and wife between them earned a
comfortable living for themselves
and their boys. They rented a
pretty ivy grown cottage, furnished
it appropriately and. forgetful of the
bitter past, were really happy. The
hoys, Willie and Alfie, grew apace
and they became two of the earliest
churistors in the choir, of which I
was then the master. They were
good Little follows, raturally bright;
Lub their facos always sesmed to me
lo bear the impress of aerrow and
suffering

Thus for o few years true happi-
noss reigned in George Wyndham's
homoe, and he exoried himself to the
ulmost to retrieve his lost fortunes.
But alas| During the Christmas—
tide foslivities of 1876 ho tasted
wine, und having tasted it drank
deaply. Coming home maddened
with alcohol he savagely attacked
his wifo, dragging her out of bed
and thrusting her with her boys out
of the honse into the bitter cold of
the winter night. Shesought shelter
in a neighboring cottage, her husband
loft his home and family during the
night and neversaw it or them again.
Mrs, Wyandham's injuries were so
serious that she lay for months upon
a bed of sickness and suffering, weep-
ing plmost incessantly. She made
ovory effort to discover her unfortu-
nate husband s whereabouts, but
without avail  Recovering, she
rosurned her teaching and thus she
was able to support herself and her
buys. DBut the woes and sorrows of
Ler hard Lfe occasioned by her
husband's unaccountable conduct,
had destroyed her health She con-
linued the faithful discharge of her
professional duties for two years,
then sickoned with consumption,
lingered for a fow months and died
commending her orphan boys to the
Father of all.
