MR. SEXTON'S FAMOUS SPEECH

ON THE ADDRESS IN REPLY TO THE
SPEECH FROM THE THRONE.

[From the Dublin Freeman's Journal. |

Mr, Bexton eald he rose to eupport the
amendment which hie hon. frlend the mem-
ber for the county of Longferd brought before
the house. That amendment bad been du-
scribed a8 o long indictment of the Govern-
ment. It was a long indictment, but it did
not contain a elngle superflunous word. Every
clause in it expressed a crime against public
right, and every crime stood verified, not by
reasonable suspicion, but by abhsolute and
widespread public knowledge. This debate,
while It was ostonsibly occupied with large
questions of public policy, bhas resclved itselt
into o deliberate, sustained, and venomous
attack upon his hon. friend the member for
the city of Cork (hear, hear.) He was an
absent man, It was difficalt for & man of
any sensibility, or of any moral genge, to rise
inthat house and undertake the task of defend-
Ing an orgsnication on bekalf of which the
flarcest prejudices of a people ignorant of
Ireland bhad been excited by the most in.
genioun statesmen and the greatest masters
of oratorical art  (cheers). He undertook to
say he could speedily prove to the house that
their description of the Land League had
been violently and wantonly removed from
grath (hear, hear). What, as s general rule,
was the description of the cluss of Irish land~
lorda? It was a famillar fact that they were
pjanted upon the soil of Ireland by confisca-
tion, and it was a fact equully famllfar, that

-in the centuries which had since elapsed they

had never fn any sunse allied themselves to
the people ; that they had never ceased to be
su alisn cla.ar, never.interested themselves fn
the welfare of their tenants, and had merely
performed the functions of reut.warners, and
stood to-day a8 a clasg ad alien to the inter-
ests of Ireland as they were the first day
that confiscation planted them there
(cheers), They. were as a body em.
barassed, a deeply involved body of men; and
even in the case of some of them who may
have been unwilling to act harshly, they
had been, by a compulsion derived from the
evil daye of thelr forefathers, forced to be so
(bear, hear), He hsd recently becouie ac-
quainted with some facts that would explaln
nis meaning to the House. For the eight
yeara succeeding the passing of the Encum-
bered Estates Court Act, the area of Irlsh
land sold in the courts was three million five
hundred thousand acree, the rental of these
latds was one million and a quarter sterling,
whilst the scheduled encumbrances npon
them amounuted to thirty-eix milllons (hear,
hear).

- BORRIBLE MURDER IN NAPANEE,

Naraxes, March 28.—One of the most cold-
blooded murders ever perpetrated in Canada
was committed here this morning. The vic-

garet How:e, and the perpstrator of the deed,
Michael XLee, o young man aged twenty-ﬁve.
Both were employod at the Tichborne House,
the first-named as o general ssrvant and the
otber as hostler, It ssems that the cause of
the crime was unrequited love, the young
woman having declined to marry Liee, who
had been persistent in forcing hls attentlons
upon her.

Howie lying in the furthest stall beside
the cow, with her head split open, and a
blood-stained axe mnear her. Lpe had
dissppeared. The alarm wag at once given,
when scores of persons turned out in purauit
of the perpetrator of the dastardiy crime. He

beloved In Jeaus Christ, were worthy of con-
sideration a8 well by the dignity of yonr con-
ditlon, as by your zeal for the Cathollc
faith, and your devotion to those sacred
monuments of our redemption, and well de-
sesving of the Holy Church of God by your
works, remarkable for thel: faith and plety,
have judged right to give to your merlts
and your works a3 fittlog a recomponse ns
may be in our power.

Wherefore, In the name and by the suthor.
ity of the Apostolic Hee, we choose, name,
crente and institute you Knight of the Order
of the Holy Bepulchre. We solemnly confer
on you the insignia of the Order in uee in
your grade, and by the present letters we de-
clare so named, institnted and decorated by
us ; with permission to wear the dress of this
Order, as aleo 1tq inslgnia, namely :—A golden
cross, vnamelied with a blood-colored band,
and bearing, sttached to 1t, four other crosaes
pmaller, but enamelled In the same manner,
or a gilk ribbon of a blsck and watered color,
to be worn on the left breast.

Likewiso all the privileges, graces and pro-
rogatives'which the other Knights of the same
Order enjoy or may epjoy in time to come,

In testimony whersof we have caused this
diploma to be despatched, signed with our
eigpature, and sealed with the Grest Besal of
the Resurrection of our Lord impressod on
white wax.
