properly so called, . "Throughout his work M. Mic-
‘haud manifests a strong antr-papal bias, and a pro-
found “contempt for the religious fanaticism of the
people. In his eyes devotion is a erime, for which the
‘headlonyg courage of the soldiers who scaled the walls.
of Jerusalem, and humbled the hosts of Istam on the
bloody field of Ascalon, can hardly atone. He wr ites,
if not as a Protestant, yet as a Gallican, whieh is as
bad ; and.therefore, sees every thing throngh a false
merhum. .A Pope who censures the vices of a King
of ‘France, is with bim a vroud priest, an insolent
shaveling ; whilst the monarch so reproved, though
stained with the guilt of murder and adultery, is rais-
ed at once to the dignity, of a saint and martyr, of a
champion of the liberties of the Church. These are

Bernard—whom even many Protestants delight to ho-
nor as the ¢ last of the Fathers”—as a sordid knave,
as a liar, cheat, and impostor, who preaclied the Cru-
'sades trom:the basest and most interested motives !’

"These volumes have been got up by the Publishers
in first rate style ; 1hey are beautifully printed, band-
somely bound, and are accompanied with excellent
maps of the ceat of war.

(hat office by popular nomiination, accordmw to the
new law of Ticino, without any authority Trom the
episcepal see. In his sentence the bishop denies the
right of the popular assembly to make the nomination,
declares il to amount {o simony, and contends that
Perucchi has no right to the ‘parochial benefice of
Slabio. He states that on the Sth of May last, e
suspended Perucehi & Zivinds, and that on the 28th
of Jure following he sent him a menitory, command-
ing him mslantly to cease erery ecclesiastical func-
tron ; all of which measures having proved ineflectual
he feels himself bound, after duly consultmg the Holy
See, to pronounce excommunicati‘on against him,
until he shall have reconciled himself to the Chureh.

StaTE oF FEELING IN RUSS1a.—Correspondence
from St. Petersburg says, the late defeat. of the Rus-
sians on the Tchernaya Las produced a profound sen-
sation in the capital—niuch more than  the affairs of
Alma and Tnkermann.

The auilorities in St. Petershurtr al'ter twaslmfr
and turning the news of the battle of the Tchcrnaya
into every possrhle shape, and " after finding ‘that by
no legerdemaio anything could be made ot' it but a
defeat have set themselves to invent excuses for the
dlsagreeable fact. Prince Gortschakoff, it would
appear, is to be made the scape-goat. The St. Pe-
tersburg correspondent of Le Nord has been in-

prudence.” In Russia this false accusation is cer-
