GENERAL BY-LAWS.

ARTICLE, t

The objeota of the Society shall be oompreheuded in the following dia-

tinot departments of Christian exertion, viz

:

Firat—Missionary labour, including the creation of a fund towards the

augmentation of the stipends of poor Clergymen, and towards making a

SroTision for those who may be incapacitated by age or infirmity, and for

le widows and orphans of the Clergy.

Second—Education, and Day and Sunday Schools.

7%tr<^Assistance where it may be necessary, to those who may be
under preparation for the ministry of the Oospel.

^our/A—Circulation of the Holy Scriptures, the Book of Common Pray-
er, and such other Books and Tracts as shall be approved of by the

Central Board hereinafter to be provided for.

Fifth—Aid towards the erection of Churches, and Parsonage Houses,

and the management of all nutters relating to the endowment and main-

tenance of the same.

ARTICLE II.

His Excellency the Governor General, if a member of the Church of
England, diall be requested to become the Patron of the Society.

ARTICLE IIL

The President of the Society shall be the Lord Bishop of Quebec, or
Bishop administering the Diocese; and the Vice-Presidents shall con-

sist oi such Chairmen of the different District Associations, hereinafter

provided for, as are members of the Corporation, and such other persons

aa shall be nominated at the Oeneral Annual Meeting of the Society, from
among the members of the Corporation.

The President shall have the custody of the seal of the Society.

ARTICLE IV.

The Treasurer or Joint Treaaurers, the Secretary or Secretariea, the
Auditora and other necessary Officers of the Society, shall be appointed
by the^Central Board. The Secretary or Secretaries shall be allowed a
salary or salaries and travelling exjienses, under the direction of the Cen-
tral Board, and may appoint an Assistant Secretary or Secretaries, subject

to tiie appoval of the Central Board, provided that such appointment shall

entail no additional burthen upon the Society. The appointments of
Treasurer and Secr<>tary shall not be for any specified period, but they
may be removed at the jdeaaure of the Central Board.

ARTICLE V.

^
Hie Treasurer or Joint Treaaurers shall receive all subacriptionB, dona*

tiona, rents, iaauea, and profita, payable to the Society, for which purpoae
a paid Collector or Collectors may be employed. Such monies shall be
deposited in audi Bank or Banks aa ahall from time to time be indicated

or ^pproiv«d of by tiM Centnl BoMd

No money dull be paid by the TroMurer without the authority of •
reaolution of tho Central Board, certified by the Secretary, expresiioff the
name of the person to whom, and the purpose for which the money is to

be paii!.

The Treasurer or Treasurers shall also hare the custody of all deeds,

bonds, securities and other documents relating to the property of the So*
oiety, (which, after registration, shall be deposited iu one of the approved
Banks,) and shall submit his or their accounts at the stated periodical

Meetings of the Central Board.

ARTICLE VI.

The Secretary shall keep the Minutes of all the proceedings of the So-
ciety, as well as of the Central Board ; and shall have the custody of and be
accountable for tho safe keeping of the same, and he shall be subject to the
direction and control of the Central Board iu uU his duties and proceed*
ings.

ARTICLE VIL

The Society shall meet annually, on the first Wednesday in July, at
Quebec, whereof not less thau fifteen days notice shall be given by the Se-
cretary, in at least one of the leading Newspapers in Quebec, and else-

where as may seem to him expedient. A Special Meeting of the Society may
be called at any time by the President, or m his absence from the Diocese, or
in the event of a vacancy in the See, by two of the Vice-Presidents and teu
other members of the Society, by a written order to the Secretary, who
sluill notify the same in the manner hereinbefore jirovided in respect of the
Annual Meetings.

ARTICLE Vin.

Persons subscribing 25s. per annum, or giving n contribution once for all

of £12 lOs. shall be capable of being elected Members of the Corporation,

(in the latter case for life,) at any meeting of the Society.

Contributors may limit and direct any portion, not exceeding one half,

of their contributions, to be applied to special objects within the designs
and purposes of the Society.

Lists of the persons so subscribing or contributing, shall be furnished by
the Treasurers of the District Associations, or by the Treasurer or Trea-
surers of the Society, where there shall be no District Association, to the
Secretary of the Society, to be laid before the next meeting of the So-
ciety at which an election may take place.

ao Annual Subscribers, not being Life Members, shall be eligible to any
office at the Meetings of the Society, or capable of voting, or using any
oUier privilege as members of the Corporation, until all arrears of sub-

scription, accrued subsequently to July 1st, 1860, shall have been paid in

full.

ARTICLE IX.

Of the Central Board.

There shall be a Central Board for the management of the general busi-

ness of the Society, consistiii^ of the President, the Vice-Presidents, and
the other Ofileers of the Society, the Incumbent and Church Wardens of
every Churoh or Cha{>el of the United Church of England and Ireland

witun the Diooesa^ being members of the OorporatioD, and of euoh othen

ARTICLE X.

0/ DiKlrivt AnHoclatioHS.

Li connexion and coriesiwndenee with the Central Board, there shall bo
formed District A8«(>eiaiioHf«, (except in the City of Quebec, and the Ban-
lioueH thoreoi") to be eompiii^cd of the Clergy, and all other members of

the fcjoeiety resident within the bounds of suc-ii Districts ; a contribution of

68. per annum constituting membership of such District Associations.

Tlie Distiiet .Assoeiatioir*. (exeeiit as lu'reinbefore excepted.) shall con-

tinue us heretofore settled by the Central Boai-d of the ISoeiety, before its

Incorporation, until otherwise hereafter delermined by the Ocutral Board.
The senior Clernym;uii holding a Pastond Charge within such bounds,
and being a laeiii'jer of such A^).'toeiati^)n, shall bo ex officio, Chnirinan
thereof:—tlicy mi'y have a Seeretnrv and Treasurer, and bhidl meet at

such places as ilic^ nui} tlieni.>olves dotciinine ; at one of which meetings
the officers shuH be appuinled and a rejwrt of the proceedings of the
year read. The Diitriet Aswciatious shall have authorily to make rules

for the government of their own affairs, provided such rules bo not con-

trary to, or ineonsi^tent with, tltc Constitution or By-ljaws of the Society.

They shall rcjxirt annually to the Cenlrul Board, utUa^tone month before
the Annual General Meeting of the Soeiety, (and nt such other times as
the Secretary, on behalf of the Board, shall require,) a statement of their
proceedings, and a detailed account of the monies received and expended
by theiu duriug the year.

ARTICLE XL-

Ofthe Sub-Committees of the Society,

For the more effeetually carrying on the designs of this Society the Clergy-

man and Church Wardens in every Parish and Missionary Station, and the
Ministers and Wardens of every Chapclry witliiu the Diocese, shall be a
Sub-Committee of the Society, in corres|wndence -with the District Asso-
ciation, -within whose bounds such Parish or Missionary Station is situated,

or in the City of Quobee, wjth the Central Board, through the Secretary

of the Society. Tliis Cinnmittec shall meet as often, .'uid at such periods,

as they tlicmselvcs shall decide to be most convenient, inviting the co-

operation of all the Parisliioucrs, iii their deliberations and designs. They

ARTICLE XII.

One-half of all the monies paid into tlie hands of the Trcnsurcrs of the
District Associations, respectively, and not sjiecittlly appropriated by tlie

contributors, sludl be trnusmitted to the Treiifjurer of the Society, to'oe at

the disposal of the Central Board, ard the reniidnin^ half of ull such ool-

Icctions shall, when required, bo expended witliin tlic Parish or District

in which they liavo l)een made, for such objects only ns are Hpocificd in the
Constitution of this Society :—the allotment to bo made by the Committee
of the Distnot Association- AH monies, remoiniiif^ unappropriated at the
General Annual Meeting of the District Association, snail bo forthwith
transmitted to the Treasurer or Treasurers of the Society to be at the dia-

posol of the Central Board.

ARTICLE XIIL

Of the Lay Committee of the Church Society.

A Lay Committee, oonnisting of not less than thirteen memben shall be
chosen, at the first meeting of the Central Board after the Annual Meotir^
of the Society, from among the members of the Corporation. Three mem-
bers sliall form a quorimi, and they shall have power to fill up any vacan-
cies which may anso within their own body, and shall be governed W the
Constitution, Rules, and Rcg\Uations ailoptecl and in force before the Incor-

poration of the Society, until the some sliall be altered by the Committee,
or by the Society at the General Meeting.

Tnc proceedings of the Lay Committee shall be subject to the sanction

of the Bishop of the Diocese. The clerical and other members of the Cen-
tral Board may attend at any of the Ucnend Meetings of the Committee,
and may propose and discuss matters therein, but shall have no vote ; and
the Committee shall report their proceedings to the Central Board at their

stated meetmgs. The objects of this Committee shall be

:

Mrst—^The placing the Clergymen, now resident and doing duty iii the
X*rovincc, upon a just footing as regards the sufficiency and permanency of

their incomes.

Secondly—The providing for the permanent and adequate^ support 6t an
increased number of Clerg^ymen, so that, with the least possible delay, the

members of the Ohurdi, m every portion of the Diocese, may have the
means of access to a Churdx withm a practicable distance.

Hiirdly—^The building, in every place where it may be required, a
Church of stone or brick, upon a well considered plan, as to dimensions,

external form, and internal arrangement, keeping in view the probability

of it* reqQiriog enlai^gemeBt
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Fourthly—^The building, in a good situation, oonvenient to the Ohuroh, a
comfortable Parsonage of brick or stone, the plan of whioh should be care-

fully considered, with referenco to size and internal arrangement, and
should admit of additions being made, with the sanction of the Bishop.

FiftMy—^The insuring such Churches or Parsonages against losses by fire.

Sixthly—^The procuring an adequate and permanent support for ail tiie

Institutions, authorities, and fimctionaries, smtable and appertaining to the

Establishment of the Church of England in this Diocese.

Seventhly—^The investing all life subscriptions, (unless so far as the ap-

plication of these may be otherwise limited by the contributors,) in a per-

manent and accumiUating Fund, of which tlie interest only shall be applied
to the generaljpurposes of the Society.

Eighthly—T^e encouraging the formation of a Local Endowment Fund,
at every station or place having a Church or Clergyman, by special contri-

butions, or by setting apart a portion of the Pew-rents, to form an accumu-
lating fund, until the net income shall in each case amount to €60 per an-

num ; for the more eifectual promotion of which object the Society will

engage, whenever such fund shall be formed and shall amount to £100,
invested in Bank-stock, or other public securities, to add thereto an amount
not exceeding £100; provided always that such investment shall stand in

the name cf the President of the Society.

Ninthly—^The management and the superintendence of all lands belong-

ing to the Society.

ARTICLE XrV.

AH meetings of the Society and of the Committees shall be opened and
closed with tiie Prayers usea by the two Societies in England, adapted to

our situation under tne direction of the Bishop.

ANNUAL REPORT.

THE good providence of our God has brought us to the

conclusion of another year. We meet to celebrate the tenth

Anniversary of our Society. We meet to return thanks to

the Giver of all good, for the blessing He has vouchsafed to

our labors. At the same time we meet to ask ourselves how
we have fulfilled the high and responsible task, that has

devolved upon us, of spreading, by the instrumentality of
this Society, the saving knowle(%e of the Gospel of Christ,

and of establishing, on a foundation firmer and yet more
firm, the Church of Christ among us.

These questions,general in their nature, your Board would
earnestly presshome to the heart and conscience ofeachmem-
ber of the Society, nay ofevery Churchman in the Diocese.

But little has yet been done to make the Society what it

aims at being, and what it ought to be, the great expo-
nent of the Christian liberality ofthe Church. The stand-

ard indeed has been raised, but how few, in comparison
with our numbers, have as y<^t rallied round it

!

And should this be ? We see here a Society, noble in

its Christian designs, and most comprehensive m its char-

acter,—^a Society, whose very object is to unite Churchmen
of all shades of opinion, which would draw to itself the love

and*liberality of all, and then dispense with a fi'ee and im-
partial hand according to the spiritual wants of the various

parts of the Diocese. All our proceedings are open :—ail

(who will qualify themselves as members) are permitted to

take part in our discussions :—all, who love our Sion, we
would gladly see at our Council Board, sure that by their

presence and their counsel they would impart firesh ufe and
energy to our proceedings, and convinced that a Society

which should gather all together to work in harmony and
Christian love would receive a rich outpouring of blessings

from on High upon its various labors.

Your Board has been led to these remarks, among our
reasons, by observing that, though on the whole the in-

come of the Society has, during the past year, risen some-
what above the amount of last year, yet in this, the head-
quarters of the Diocese, in the City which furnishes the

great majority of the present meeting, there has been a
decided railing off.^

The returns from the several Missions of this District

shew that the Society is not losing ground in this part of
the Diocese. Last year your Board reported an increase

of upwards of one fourth over the contributions of the pre-

vious year, and now again a frirther increase is observable

;

the sum total rmsed in the name of the Society, being
£148 9s. Id.

This amount includes £12 10s., the first instalment of
a larger amount of £50, contributed towards the third ob-

ject of the Society by the Bevd. W. V. Lloyd, viz., towards
the maintenance of some Theological Student of straitened

means, in the College, of which he was himself for some
time a member.
A much larger sum is also mentioned as raised within the

District for local Church purposes. £474 reported last

year has beenreplaced h^ £674 in the present. £41 lis. 3d.

was sent in on account Jubilee Fund.

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Among the exertions made inparticular Afiarioni, it may
be mentioned that in Sherbrooke alone more than £800 has
been raised for various Church purposes, (£100 of which
was collected throuehthe praisewortny efforts ofthe ladies of
the Parish, towards uquidating the debt on the Church,) that

in Lennoxville £150 has been expended on requisite im-

provements ; that the new Churches at Compton and Duds-
well are progressing towards completion ; mat in^Qngsey
and Durham a considerable sum has been spent on painting

and completing the Churches, and that in Hatiey repairs re-

quired on the Church and Burying Ground, and in Eaton
the fence round the Parsonage and other improvements
have been completed without any aid from without. The
poor Mission ofBury has sent in a list of Annual Subscribers

to the Society amounting to £10, and Stanstead, a depen-
dency of Ha/tiey, still continues to contribute £20 an-

nually towards tue support of the Missionary.

A Depository for the sale of Bibles, Prayer Books and
other religious works has been opened during the past year

within this District, under the auspices of the Church So-
ciety, the head quarters of which are at Lennoxville, and
sales to the amount of £23 8s. 5d., have been effected.

Small deposits to an amoimt not exceeding £10 are allowed

to be witndrawn by such of the Clergy as are willing to

become answerable for the same. It should be added that

handsome donations in Books and Money have been made
to this Depository by some few individums on the spot.

Me%antit HDiBtrict Qlssonation.

The Secretary, who has been resident in this District du-
ring six months ofthe past year, reports that evenr exertion

has been made to organize meetings on behalfof the Chiu'ch
Society in the Missions ofthis Distnct, in accordance with the
suggestion contained in the last Annual Beport. The As-
sociation is now regularly formed, with a code of By-laws
for its guidance, and it is hoped that though local wants press

(and are likely for many years to press) heavily upon a
population for the most part poor and scattered, yet they
wiUnot be unmindfiil ofthe claims ofChristian fellowship, nor
forgetful of the sympathy and support which has again and
again been extended to them in their hour of need, by our
Society. Doubtless, however, much has to be done by the
painstaking and fidthful Missionary, before the people ge-
nerally perceive it to be their duty and high priidkge, to

help forward the work of tiie ^odety-Htnat great work
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which brought the Soaof Gk)d himself from Heaven-—the
salvation otlost sinners.

£B6 has been raised for the Church Society within this

District, £24 17s. 6d., for the Jubilee Fund, and £180 6s.

for various local obiects. Total, £241 2s. 5d.

Through the unde&tigable exertions of the Missionary of
E. Frampton, the new stone Church of that place was
opened for Divine Service in March last. This edifice

is sai 1 to be in every respect creditable to all parties

concerned in its erection. At Point Levi additional

efforta are beins made to pay off the debt on the

Church. In the laige Mission of St. Sylvester, the well-

known energy of the Incumbent has been, during the past

year, directed to the forwarding ofseveral important works,
the completion ofwhich is delayed only by the want of fimds.

From Leeds a much larger subscription list has been sent

in than in any previous year, and m this Mission a new
Church is likely soon to be commenced. In New Ireland

and Inverness a great effort is beingmade to finish off the

three Churches, and inclose the Jurying Grounds of the

Mission, the people having contributed according to their

means, and much assistance having been rendered by kind
friends in Quebec. From Grosse Isle £7 9s. 2d., has been
received.

Cliree IHintn iOistrict Association.

Collected for the Church Society, £20 10s., and for the Ju-
bilee Fund, £10 17s. 8d. The only sum reported as raised

for local purposes within this District is £20 4s. 5d., on
account of the Nicolet Endowment Fund : this fund con-

tinues steadily to increase, it amounts now in toto to £600,
a notable example of what individual exertion, never los-

ing sight of its object, mav in a short time accomplish. It

is perhaps not generally known that this fund is mfunly

due to the efforts of one, who was for many years an
efficient and valued officer of this Society^.

pottiunf SKstrict Slssoriatioti.

This District has not, it is to be regretted, made any ef-

fort to organize itself since the suggestion made in the

Annual Report oflast year. £21 6s. 9d. has, however, been
collected for the Society, consisting of proceeds of Sermons
and of £12 10s. a life subscription, Irom the Revd. G.
Milne, ofNew Carlisle; and £10 8s. lid. was raised on
account of the Jubilee Fund.

(Si)^ (Dfficers of tlje SocietQ

Remain the same as at this period last year, with the

exception of one of the Vice-Presidents, who has left the

Diocese, but who had shown himself during a short re-

sidence among us, a ready and liberal supporter of our
Society.

The Secretary of the Society acted as Chaplain at the

Quarantine Station during the summer of last year, and
afterwards visited the Saguenay, as Travelling Missionary

of the Society. His Journals, in both these capacities, duly
appeared in the numbers of the " Canadian Ecclesiastical

Gazette." Since the month of December last, he has been
actively engaged as a Missionary in the District of Megantic,
the appointment being a temporary one, until the Bishop
should nave a Clergyman at his. disposal, to station there.

Owing to the duties connected with an extensive charge,

the Secretary was not able during the past winter to em-
brace a very wide range in his visits as Travelling Agent.
He, however, visited four Missions in the District of St.

Francis, besides attending meetings in his own District, and
would have visited others, had it been convenient for the

Clergy of the same to summon meetings in favor of the

Society.

Your Board and its severalCommttees have been engaged
during the past year in the ordinary work of the Society.

Among the most important business transacted by tls? Board
has been first, an arrangement entered into with the lady

conducting the Diocesan Female School of Montreal, by
which the daughters of the Clergy of this Diocese are ad-

mitted to the enjoyment of the advantages of that Institu-

tion at half price, provided the number should at no one
time exceed five. A junction has also been effectecj be-

tween the Diocesan Committee of the Society for Promoting
Christian Knowledge, and this Society, on most favorable

terms, the whole of the Books and Tracts belonging to
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the Oommittee having become the property of the So-

ciety \rithout any pecuniary advance, and on the simple

engagement on the part of the Board, that in order to

enable the Committee to sell at reduced prices, and to

distribute gratuitously, an annual sum of £25 be placed at

its disposal. The new Committee is styled the Depository

Committee, in connection with the Society for Promoting
Christian Knowledge. It holds its meetings on the first

Wednesday in every month, and is then glud to receive

applications from the Clergy of the Diocese, having during

the past year distributed 46 Bibles and Testaments, Prayer

Books vOy and Tracts and Elmentary Books to the

amount of upwards of j£7, besides a grant to the value of
j£32 10s. to aid in the establishment of the Book and
Tract Depository for the St. Francis District. The Quebec
Depository is under the management of Mrs. Edie, Couillard

Street.

Your Board had also observed that the Society for the

Propagation of the Gospel, with its usual liberality, had set

apart £1000 per annum, to be spent in the encouragement of
local Endowments in the Diocese of Montreal. The Vener-
able Society has agreed to grant a sum not exceeding

£150, (and not being at the same time more than one-

half the purchase money,) on condition that the same
amount be raised in the Mission, or otherwise,—the whole to

be spent in the purchase ofland for a Glebe ; and your Board
immediately addressed, through its President, a respectflil

inquiry to the Venerable Society, as to whether the same
assistance might not be extended to the Missions of this

Diocese. No answer has as yet been received to this ap-

plication.

The Lay Committee of your Board has been much
crippled in its efforts during the past year, owing to the

legal difficulties in the way ofsecuring or disposing of land
before the new Charter was obtained. Several matters of
pressing importance have thus been necessarily laid by for

a season ; now, however, they will receive the immediate
attention ofthe Committee.

The Jubilee of the Society for the Propagation of the
Gospel, was an event generally celebrated throughout the
Diocese, Advent Sunday having been appointed for comme-
moration thereof by Sermons, and for a general collection

by the way of thamc-offermg. The City ofQuebec was also

canvassed, and the result of this appeal to our Christian

Satitude and liberality, shewed itselfin a collection amount-

g in a few weeks to no less than £600 8s. 4d. the whole
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of which was forwarded to England as some acknowledge-
ment of what wc owe to the Society, and some proof of

the interest with which we regard its labors of love.

Your Board has thus completed its sketch of the opera*

tions ofthe Society during the past year. Yet what has

been done by us, in any degree commensurate with the

greatness of the objects on which we are engaged?
We may have cheered the hearts of many by the aid we
have anordcd, in building up the Houses oi God, in the

waste places of our land; we may have helped to rear the

walls of the humble Parsonage, and thus far contributed to-

wards the permanent establishment of the ministrations

of the Church in some particular locality ; we may have
been the honored instruments in God's hands of circulating

here and there that Word of life, of which He has declared

that it shall not return unto Him void ; we ma^ have put
into our people's hands the Book of Co.iimon Prayer, and
other works leading their thoughts from the things of

time to the great concerns of eternity :—these things we
may have done, and far be it from your Board to under-

rate the importance of efforts such as these on which we
may, in full assurance of confidence, look for the Di-

vine Blessing. But have w€f not left things undone?
Have the feet of our Missionaries, bearing the glad tidings

of the Gospel of peace, found their way in every direction

to the home of the backward settler? Has the wilderness

around us, (aye and close to our very doors,) a wilderness

now in a double sense of the word, been yet made through

our efforts, to blossom and bud as the rose? Have
schools been established under the superintendence of our

Clergy, wherein the young are trained in the way they

shomd go. Nay ! not one single school owns the fostering

care of this Society.

To accomplish these great ends, and to feel that our

Church is here putting forth the ener^ and vitality which
(blessed be God! ) she is displaying elsewhere, there is no
doubt that greater efforts must be made than have yet been
tried; there is no doubt that we need from each one ofyou,
our brethem and sisters in the Lord, the aid, the strong aid of

love, and faith, and prayer ; then shall we be triumphant in

the spiritual warfare in which we are engaged, then may we
be privileged to see in our own day, and in our own land,

the king£>ms of this world '' becoming the kingdoms of
*<our Lord and of his Christ" ; then at least shall we, thiu

laboring, nttain to " that crown of glpry, that &d?th not
