Greeley, who
wrote a book on I Vhat I Know about Farmi-
ing," raised very file potature at a cost Of
about one dollar a piece. Whetier the story
be true or not it serves to foreshadow the fate
of aur imillers. Tiey manufactured a very fine
brand of flour-sO good indeed that it readily

commanded an extra price in market-but,
alas, it cost more still ;so niuch more tiat
after six months business not only the capital
ias disappenred, but tei firin goes into

insolvency vith $5,000 liabilities, and $3,500
assets. A little rough iandling at the outset
ias often provei a valuable business experience,
and we hope tie millers of Teeswater will fini
it so in their case.

MONTREAL, AUGUST, 15, 1879.

RECENT BANK SUSPENSIONS.

Three city banics, representing an aggre-
gate capital of $5,500,000 and having lia-
bilities apart therefrom of $6,500,00, have
beei compliled to stolp paynent vithin
the past fifteen days. The annual full
official statiements of these banks %vere
Made public during the mnonths of June
and J uly last, and after being openly re-
view'ed and commentedl upon by the public
and the press, were received by nearly
ail interested parties without practical
manifestation ofaliarmn. The exhibits
gave indications of unsoundness to an ex-
tent to create much distrust of the value
of the capital invested, but in no instance
were they interpreted to foresliadow
insolvency. On their face they represent-
ed: a state of affiairs far from satisfactory
to stockholders, but thoroughly safe as
regards depositors and other creditors;
and they were accepted on their face.
A few knowing nes shook their heads

visely, and the prennial crop of financial
croakers vas ready iviti its time.honored
opiniont1hat there was "something rotten
in the state ofDenmark" ; but the aver-
age citizen believed matters to be as re-

presented. No runi was inaugurated upon
the publication of the figures ; no analysis
of the statemnents w'as made or could have
been made denonstiative of the impend-
ing suspensions ; 'ustomers continued to
remit and make diposits ; deaiers, hiaving
such requirements, bouight foreign bills as
theretofore witiout question-in a w'ord
business was carried on much as usual,
the public showing no disposition wanton-
ly to discredit the statements published.

Furthermore, taken as a vhole the
management of these banks was cou-
sidered good. Tiat is, the directors and
chief oflicials were g-ntlemen not only of
unquestioned integrity but of excellent
standing in the community as business
men capable Of fulfilling, and in every
way w6rthy, tie trust that had fallen
upon them. Some of their number, as
would naturally be the case, were mer-
chanaj and financiers we iad aclieved
exceptional success and displayed signal
abilities in so doing; noue, so far as we
are aware, hal a record or reputation
unfitted to his position of responsibility.
No, the management of these institutions,
as we have said, vas thouglit to be sound,
and it may be questioned if the oflicers of
the banks still solveut viewed as a body
lold any hiigier posibion in public conu?:
dence than did those of tie banks whiicl
have succumubed.

How then are the suspensions to be ac-
counted foi? The question vould not be
difficult to answer if itbad transpired that
the directors were all speculating vith the
bank funds ; or if the tellers or other em-
ployees lad becn defalcating in the usual
open style that seenmi to defy detection ;
os if thiere h'ad been i,. sudden commercial
panie sveeping away values and metamor-
phosing financial strength into bankrupt-
cy. But no such reveltions,.no sucli cala.
mities have taken place. The directors are
witlout exception free from taint as to
persoial lonesty, and also as to the cia-
racter of tlieir transactions vith the banks
on private account; tie employees, save
in one instance, and that relatively iot
significant, have been clharged w'itlh no.em-
bezzlemnenits ; and ; te prices of all mer-
chandise, produce and other commodities
dealt in by the business men of 2fontreal,
if we except the shaiors of the collapsed
institutions thenselves, have been witlout
fluctuations that.coukd have-occasioned
serious losses, and therefore, without
fluctuations wor'th mentioning in this con-
nection.

Such is the surface presentment of one
phase of the actual 1inancial situation-
the recent bank suspensions-and a curi-
ous study it is. IL oWFers a problem, ive
may venture to assert, not open to satis-

factory solution until full information re-
gar'ding the extraordinary ciscrepancy in
the two successive statements to wliici
wee adverted last week is made public.
For the rCOt of the evil undoubtedly lies
in the cause of thîat discrepancy. But
putting this ntter aside, as one that is
yet to be authsoritatively explained, and
accepting as a starting point the indisput.
able fact of official statements from a
single source wlsolly irreconcilable one
tvitlh another, wve have only to place in
close conjunction therewith the circum-
stances already skcetched,and a reasonable
resolution of the difliculties of the iatter
at once suggests itself. Witlout recapitu-
lating these circunstances we mnay say
briefly that twe have en tie one hand state-
ments which serve to conceal the truth,
follovea by explanations tiat secm to ad-
mit the concealiment, and on the othîer a
strong array of conditions tending to en-
sure stability, suchi as reputable directors,
experienced oflicers, lonest clerks, steady
markets: and the result is panic and col-
lapse.

This is very natural after all. Banking
the wvorld over is conducted on the tlheory
tiat a nmjority ofreditors vill not require
funds at one and the saine time. And the
tlheory is sound inasniuclh as nothing save
entire loss of confidence ever lias been
knowvn to induce great nuibers to the ex-
tent of a najority- of the depositors in
any large banîking institution to demand
tlheir funds simultaneously. The impair-
ment of confidence is, then, a weakening
of the foundation upon which moneyed
institutions rest; its destruction s a
deatli blov to the very principles on wehicli
sound banking is based. Something of
this kind, a giving way tiat threatened
collapse, is just what has taken place in
this city. Coifidence, vhich haid been
rudely shaken by protracted hard times
and yet stood staunci, fled before the
cruel attack of inexplicable discrepancies
in oflicial statenients, and withi its flighlt
down fell not onily the arch-institution of
the trouble, but otiers that witi it iad
been struggling bravely to hold the ir own
througli tinies of financial disaster fitted
to try to the utinost their best managerial
resources.

IWhsen the situation is tlus considered
the real cause of astonishîment vould al-
most seem to be that more banking es-
tablisiments did notsuccumb; and itmsnust
be admitted that the fact that thsey did
not is a gratifying and favorable indica-
tion of the times. In very truth the panic
was a fizzle; and the circumstances whicli
served to make it such were, in our belief,
first, et generally hsealtiy, that is, unin-
flated:condition of trade ; next, tlhe real
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strength of the institution that early ba-
came the central point ofattack, the City
and District Savings Batik and, finally,
the ivise course pursued by the manage-
ment of that batik in extending te the
excited depositors every possible facility
te witidraw their money, even te opening
their doors earlier than usual and remain-
ing open extraordinarily laite.

One significant fact te which ve catn
nerely allude in connection with these
bank failures is that stockholders are pre-
sumably the only losers. The bills of the
Exchange and Consolidated batiks are
worth 90 cents, and of the Ville Marie S
cents, on the dollar, and therefore de-
posits, which rank with bills, are presum-
ably worth that percentage o their face,
etr nearly se. The discount is not more
than brokers mayreasonably be expected
te charge for taking the risk and awvaiting
the final vinding of the allairs of the
several banks. Thus it is manifest that
the confident expectation of interested
parties is that circulation and deposits vill
be paid in full.

On the vhole the situation is not
gloomy, but rather tie contrary; nor are
the inmediate results very serious. It
vill doubtless be very inconvenient for
some.creditors te be kept out of funds
until the payment of dividends, but there
is mueli te console in the fact that it is but
a matter of inconvenience and not of loss.
And looking beyond this annoyance the
promise is that witi fewer banks, few'er
concealed insolvencies, and the strong
probability that iost of the sore spots on
our body financial have been exposed and
cauterized, business can iereafter be done
more safely and satisfactorily, and that
confidence will speedily be restored.

DOES FARMI\G PAY?
The question of profit, thougi more

frequently discussed with reference to
agriculture than to any other branch of
industry, has not yet, so.far as we are aware,
received any very definite answer. The
fact that very many farmers have accu-
mulated considerable means througli their
own exertions does not conclusively prove
the affirmative, for their fortune is often
et least as much due te the increase in the
value of their real estate, as te the profits
of the sale of the farm produce. lite
question is of especial. interest at the
present time, when, oving te the over-
crowded state of commerce and the pro.
fessions and the opening up of a new field
for agricultural enterprise in the North-
west Territories, hundreds of petsons are
looking te agriculture for a means of liveli-
hood and-an opening for the investmient
of capital.

It is an undeniable fact tihat an un-
duly large proportion of the earnings of
the country duririts pisperous years lias
been invested in banking and commerce,
whicli, even in the best of times, have
rested upon a very insecure basis, and
which, during the perlod of depression,
fron wihici w ave not yet emerged,
have not only failed to yield capitalists
the return wlich they miglt reasonsably
expect fron their inivestient, but have,
in many cases, swept away the principal
itself. ''ie legitimate ts'ade of the coun-
try is tue smail te employ even the re-
iaitinetl o the capital now engaged in it,
and, although the adoption of a policy of
protection wiill undoubtedly divert a part
of this capital into matiufactures, the
fact that the possession uo' large sulis of
noney is generally ttecessary for the
successful prosecution of almsost all manus-
factures ivill prevent men of small means
froti engaging in thei, The necessity of
pernmatnently reducing the number of non-
producers is daily becoming more appa-
ent and smore n'idely recognized, and, wvith
only the choice betweens withdrawing
their tmoney from at inproductive occu-
pation utr of' submsitting te its gradual but
certain annihilation, capitalists are seek-
ing otherand safer investments tisai trade
can offer. The present, therefore, is per
haps the msost favorable tite te present
the claiis of agriculture that ias occurred
for many years. An opportunity offers te
attract te tise profession a ciass of men
whose business training could not l'ail te
establisi principles and woi-k out results
of the higiest practical value, and whio
would, probably, b mote prompt than
routine farmers te recognize the proper
proportion between capital and acreage,
upon whicls the profit of agriculture su
greatly depends. It remains for the pro-
maeters of agricultural progress, now
engaged in the occupation te point out,
whsat no outsider 'can se well do, wiat
return may be expected from the invest-
ment of labor and capital therein.

As a laborer, the farmer ias a rigit te
expect as wages a profit equal te iviat his
education and capaeity would enable hini
te earn il any other enploynent, and, as a
capitalist, a notreturti equal te at least six
pet cent, upon the capital engaged, after
deducting all necessary allowance for wea-
and tear and contingent losses. Of course
the relative proportion vhich eaclr in-
tetrest bears ta the other will determine
the nature and extent of the operations
in eachs particular case, and bence it is of
imporLatnce te distinguishi betw'een the
profits o labor and the profits of capital.

Whetlier rightly or wrongly based, at
impression is prevalent that farming does

not pay ; that, after deducting the ieces-
sary di bursemnents and allovances, ansd a
fair equivalent foir ihe farmier'g time and
labor, thejbalance, if any, doos lot tepre-
sent a fair interest utpon the capital en-
ployed. This view is supported by a coi.
sideration of the circumsstances o' tie
great massjority of farmers, and by"the in-
frequency with which agriculture yields a
retiring conmpetency te its followers, in
comparison with trade. Se long as tie
opinion prevails, capital will not be
attracted te agriculture fron outside
sources, and inceed it rar'ely occurs that
any outsider invests capital in farning
except as a hobby and without regard te
a return. Yet the intelligent investment
of capital could not fail te be of the
highest importance and benefit toe the
whole fatrming omnunity ; and agricul-
ture, if it is in the thriving state which
belits se impottant and se necessary an
industry, ougit te be able te offer as great
inducements as trade te capitalists,
whsether as active or silent partners.

If it does ai'er such inducements, they
msust rank among things not generally
knons, and the figures sonetiies adduced
in favot of' the allirnative side of the
question are se vague and general, and se
deficient in many particulars, as te
tllrow very little liglt upon it. If, how-
ever, they could be tabulated sonething
after the following form, a clearer undet'-
standing might be arrived at

The todftl sales, plus the increase in
value, if any, of the stock, and minus the
total working expenses, would give hlie net
profit upon the whiole.

A simnilar statenent maight be framed of
each separate departnent upon the fain,
vhether daihying, cattle t'aising, grain
growing, i other forni of agriculture,
showing the items composing. the cost
price of the produce and these would be
of especial interest, botIl for comparison
between diffei-ent sections of the country
and as showing to Which department the
faimer might mast: profitably direct his
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attention. No inducement would be one-
haif so effectuai as indubitable proof that
there is money to be made in the occupa-
tion, and if this were once satisfactorily
determined by a number of such state-
:ments, both capital and labor would flow
into this channel.

If, in ddition te this, some means could
be devised for instructing in at least the
rudiments of agricultural knowledge that
unfortunate class who are now earning a
precarious existence in commercial situa-
tions in the larger tovns, a service of
national importance would be rendered,
the value of wIhich it is impossible te
over-estimate. Hundreds of young men
who nowv only realize Lord Palmerston's
definition of dirt-matter in the wrong
place-woild each add something annu-
allylo the material wealth of the country
as a producer, instead of subtracting
from it as a non-producer, and Canada
ivould welcone an era of' real progress
and solid prosperity such as she lias
never yet known. Who will begin the
work ?

WIAT EDUCATION IS OF MOST
VALUE?
(Continued.)

If w-e but consider for a moment that the
regimen te which children are subject is
hourly telling upon theni te their life-lng
injury or benelit; and that there are
tventy ways of going wrong to one way of
going right, we shall get some idea of the
enormous mischief that is almost every-
where inflicted by the thoughtless, hap-
hazard system in common among us.
When sons and daugliters grow- up sickly
and feeble, parents commonly regard the
event as a misfortune, as a visitation of
Providence. Thinking after the prevalent
chaotic faslhion, they assume that these
evils ceme without causes; or that the
causes are supernatural. Netlhing of the
kind. In semie cases the causes are doubt-
less inherited ; but in most cases foolish
regulations are the causes. Very generally
parents tiemoselves are responsible for ail
this pain, this debility, this depression,
this misery. They have undertaken te
control the lives of their offspring fromà
hour te heur with cruel carelessness
they have neglected te learn anything
about these vital processes which they are
unceasingly affecting by tleir commands
and prohibitions; iin utter ignorance of the
simple physiologie lauvs, they have been
year by year undermining the constitu-
tions of their children, and have se inflict-
ed disease and premature death not only
on them but on their descendants.

Equally great are the ignorance and
the consequent injury, vhen we turn fromn

physical -training to moral training. Con-
sider the youiig mother and lier nursery
legislation. But a few- ynars ago she was
at school, where lier nieni- y was cramned
with words, and names, anid dates, and lier
reflective faculties scarcely in the sliglitest
degree exercised--where not one idea was
given her respecting tlî- inethods of deal-
ing with the openiing mind of childhoo-d;
and where ier discipline did not iii the
least fit lier foi thinking out methodis of
her on. The in tervening years have been

passed in practising music, in aiiey-wvork,
in novel-reading, and in party-going: no
thought liaving yet been given te the
grave responsibilities of maternity ; and
scarcely any of that solid intellectual cul-
ture obtained which uvould be seme pre-
paration for such responsibilities. And
no% sec hier with an unfoldiiig humian
character committed te lier charge-see
ber profotndly ignorant oftie phenomena
with which she has te deal, undertaking
to do that which can be donc but imper-
fectly, even with the aid of the profound-
est kiiowledge. She kiio nothing alnt
the nature Of the emotions, their order of
evolution, thjeir functions, or vhere use
ends and abuse begins. She is under the
impression that somie of' the feelings
are wholly bad, which is not truc of any
one of theni and that others are good,
however far they nay be carried, Nhiich
is also not true of anîy ene ot them.
And then, ignorant as site is of tlat
with which she lias to decal. she is equally
ignorant of the effects tiîat will be pro-
du.ed on it by tliis or thîat treatment.
What can be more inevitxble thian the
disastrous results we sec hoîurly arising ?
Lacking kinowledge o inen tail plenomenia,
with their causes and consequences, lier
interference is fi-eqiently more mischiev-
eus than absolute passivity would have
been. While insisting on truthfulnliess, she
constantly sets ani examuple of untrnit.h,

4by threatening penalties which she does
not iiflict. While inculcating self-control,
she u'rly visits on lier little ones angry
scoldings for acts that do not call for tlieni.
She lias not the remotest idca tliat in the
nursery, as in the world, that alone is the
truly saliitary discipline whiich visits on
all conduct, god and bcd, the natural
consequences-the consequences, pleasur-
able or paîinful, whicli in the nature of
things suci conduct tends te bring. Being
thus without theoretic guiidance, and quite
iicapable of guidinglherself by tracing the
mental processes going on in her children,
lier rule is impulsive, inconsistent, mis-
chievous, often in the highest degree; and
would indeed be generally ruilions, were.
it not that the over-whelming tendency
of the growing mind to assume the moral

type of the race, usually subordinates all
minoi- influences.

Ail i not the culture of the intellect
toe nismanagecl in a similar ianner ? As
imiight b expected the systei is grievous-
ly at hult, alike in matter and in manner.
While the riglit class of facts is witlleld,
the wrong class is forcibly administered in
the wronmg wn-Y anl in the wrong order.
With htat coninmonu liiited idea of educa-
tion vrlhi confines it te knowledge gained
froni books, parents thrust primers into
the hands of thteir little ones years too
soon, te tleir great iiîjury. Not recognis-
ing the truth that the function of books is
supplementary--that they fori an inidi-
reCt umleans te knuowledge when direct
means fail-a neans of seeing through
other men wliat yon cannot see for your-
self; they are eager te give secondhaind
facts in place of first-hand facts. Not per-
ceiving the enormous value of that spon-
taneous education which goes on in early
years-not perceiving that a child's rest-
less observation, instead of being ignored
or clecked, should be diligently adminis-
tered to, and nade as accurate and com.
plete as possible; they insigt on occupy-
ing its eyes and thoughts wvith things tliat
are, for the timiîe being, incomprehensible
and repugnant. Possessed by a supersti-
tion which vorships the syiibols of kn-
ledge instead of the knoivledge itself, tliey
(lo not sec that only wlien his acquaiitance
withs the objects and processes of the
houselold, the streets, and the fields, is
becoming tolerably exhaustive-only tlien
should a child be introduced te the neu-
soiurces of information which beoks sup-
ply : and this, not only because inmediate
cognsition is of far -greater value than
miediate cognition ; but also, because the:
words contained in books can be rigltly
interpreted into ideas, only in proportion
to the antecedent experience of things.

Observe next, that this formai instrue-
tion, far tee soon commenced, is carried
on with but little reference te the laws of
mental development. Intellectual pro.
gress is of necessity from the concrete te
the abstract. But regardless of this, highly
abstract suhjects, such as gramîmar, which
should corne quite late, are begun quite
early. Political geography, dcead and un-
interesting te a child, and which should
be an appendage of sociological studies,
is commenced betimes; uvlile physical
geography, compreiensible and compara-
tively attractive te a child, is in a great

part passed over. Nearly every subject
deaIt vith is arranged in abnormal order i
definitions, and rules, and principles being
put first instead of being disclosed as they
are in the order of nature through the
study of cases. And then, pervading the
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whole, is the vicions system of rote leaî'n-
in g- a system of sacrificing the spirit ta
the letter See the results. WVhat with
perceptions unnatnally dulled by eaily
thwartiig, and a coerced attention ta
books--whîat vith the mental confusion
produced by teaching subjects before they
can be understood, and in each of [hen
"giving generalizations before the facts o
w'lici theseare the geieralizations," wihat
w'ith maaking the pupil a mnere passive re-
cipient ofother's ideas,and not in tieleast
leading him ta be an active inquirer ar
self-instructor-aid viat with taxing the
faculties ta excess, there are very few
minds that beconie as eflicient as they
mîigIt be. Exaninations being once
passed, books are laid aside ; the greater
part of what lias been acquired, being
unorganized, soon drops out of iacollec-
tion ihat reinains is mostly inert, the
art of applying kiowledge not. Iiaving been
cultiviited and there is but little power
either of accurate observation ai' ind epen.
dent thinkiig. Ta ail wshich add, tiat
while much of the information gaiied is ofi
'elatively simall value, ai immense mass
of information of transcendent vaine, is
entirely passed over. To point out whiat
this should be ivill forim the subjcet of
other articles of this series.

THE LAW OF INSOLVENCY.

A recent decision obtained in the Court
of Review covers a legal point of interest,
ta alt engaged mn bankruptcy proceediigs
and makes an application of a certain
clause of the Iisolvent Actof 1S75, not, as
ie believe, generally understoocl ta be
possible. The judgniusst rendered was in
reversal of that of the Court below, and,
noeover, encountered the dissent of one
of the three judges presidiîng; so it vill
be seen the issue was not aie of ready
determination. Tie ftats necessariy toa i
understanding of the case are as follois:
Onie Remi Ciampuigne becaine involved
in business diiliculties, and the Jacques
Cartier bank, as a creditor, took out a
wit of attachmsentagainst lis estate; but
before any returnî wvas made Champagne
satisiued the claini by a payment of sanie
$320. ShortlI aftervards Stirling, McCall
SCo. took out a w'rit of 'attachient, by
virtue of which an assignee took posses-
son. Thereupon Stirhng, McCall & Co.
reauested the assignee ta proceed against
the Jacques Cartier Bank for the recovery
of the aniount collected froim Champagne,
on the ground that lie was known by the
Bankto be insolvent ab the Mine payment
ias made. This the assignee refused ta
do, and Stirling, McCall & Co., avaiing o
their legal remuedy, took action in the
assignee's name, accepting for tiemselves

full responsibility for all costs and penal-
ties that might attach a the proceedings.

On the fir'st learing of the case lis tue
Superilor Court, before Judge Jetté, the
action n'as disnissed, on the ground that
the creditors did not show that they were
creditors for any particular aiount, andi,
therefore, under a favorable decision
iiglit obtain more than was realily tlieir
due. Upon appeal, Judge Rainville, a

inisority of the Court of Revicw, approved
the judgient of the lower Court, lu
language reported in the Lefal News as
followrs :

"Thrlle question'as w hther' a cseditor
.for a smîîail aniount, say o5, could .sie and
obtaii tue %viiole aiîoun the de'enciît
iigiit ha caîîeine'i tD pay. l-ils Haoai'
thouglst not ; the creditoi shoild siow
tliat lie n'as creditor fIr sonie specific
amount, and lie ouglit not t get niore
tlan [lat. 'le s i hediti Isere did îot
ciois' Ilit ha n'as cied itai' foi' i par
tiCulr aîiiimiotunt. Thie aLtion was lisilissed
in the court below, and i is H1onor' con-
sidered the judgmnen t ta be correct.'

On first view' ie ire inclined ta think
that popular approieision will concur
in the foregoing opinion, especially as a
contrary judgiment would open the doar'
ai' insolvency proc-edings as a possible
avenue ta nioney-moakiing. There are,
however, two sides to the question, and th
one ta be presented lias not only te
veight ofia najority, and, therefore, autlo-
ritative decision, as being good lav, but
also the prevailing force of apparent
equity, if the full bearings of the question
are ta be accepted as set forth by tie
Court of Review.

Premising that the matter of mîoney-
iaking referred ta, though but a riemote

contingency, (since creditors of an isol-
vent estate inay usually be trusted ider
cii-umstances similar ta those given ta
exercise their privilege ofjoining ivith the
piaintifi in any proceelings lie iay in-
stitute), is still ane that iwe do not find
satisfiiatorily met and disposed. o in the
opinion rendered, we proceed ta give
suai extracts from tie deision of tue
Court, as seemi ta us nîecessary ta a full
understanding of thle argument. The
opinion was delivered by Judge Joinson,
Judge Mackay concurrii:.;, and ivas, in
part, as follovs:

'lThe judgient now be'fore us appears
ta admit every part o the plaintiffs case,
except the precise ext,-it of Stirling &
McCall's imterest, wvhiclh te m learied Judge
ield ta be a sie qua noi; and the action
n'as dismîissed on the sin:le groun-d that
the demand of the assigne! coutil only be
naintainable ta the exte at of the debt,
wlatever it may bu, that vsas due ta theni
by the ban'krupt's estate. In other words,
this particular recourse, given by the
statute under the peculia' systei of the
bankrupt lawns, wîas regared as identical
ivith the actio recocatoria of an ordinary

creditor, whose interest is ta be meastured
by the extent of his debt. The niajority
of the Court takes a different view of the
opeation i thi e 68th section. It reads as
follows :-Sec. 08: " If at any time any
creditor of the insolvent desires ta cause
any proceeding ta be taken which in his
opinion ouid be foi [he benefit a tle
estate, anti the a-ss«igneo, tîndei' thse athlo-
rity of the creditors ai of the inspectais,
refuses ai, neglects ta take such proceed-
ing after being duly required sa ta do,
sucli creditai' shall bave the righit ta
abtain ai] o 1der ai tise hntig autsoriing
Iinm ta take such proceeding in the naime
of the assignee, but at his on expense
and risk, upon such terms and conditions
lis ta indeniniity ta the assi",nee as the
.JisdIge iT'i p'esciibe ; anti tiereupo1s ai
beiiefit derived :roi such proceedi«ig
shiaIi beiong exclusively ta the credito
institutmng the saime for his beneit, iat
tiat of iny ather creditoi' wh 1Iia' hae
.1.oiieci iîiai ini aungteisitian ai
such proceeding. But if beflore 'suck
order is granted the assignee shall sigiif'y
ta the Juzdige his readiess ta mstitute
sc lit roceeding fadm the bieett ai ble
credi itais, tuie aider shaili lie madie ii îe-
seribing the timîîe within which lie Slutl
do sa, and in that case the advantage
derived fromt suchi pr-oceedling shall1 ap-
pertain to the estate." ail ouropinion,
tie interest or tlhe creditor lîeî'e je unle

lis riglt is ta be exercised in the manner
prescribed by it.

The imorality of the plaintifPs posi-
tion ivas insisted on ; and it w'as said lie
Was getting wiat 'as nat his. 'l' plain-
tiffis position ' in the piesent case does
not appear ta ie tainted with a legal
nimmorality that could affect his rights.
What is there immoral ln the Legislature
saying ta the creditors of a bankrupt:
'You may renotnce, if you see fit ta do
so, your collective righlt to defeat the pro-
hibited transactions of the bankrupt
and you nay give that right ta aniy aile
of your nuîmbeir wha chooses ta take the
risk of brinîging an action ? ' Now, that
is precisely viat the lav lias done in the
6sth section i and a creditor who chooses
to accept that position and that risk is
exactly in the position thit all blie credi-
tors would have occupied, if they bad
chosen ta bring the action tor themselves,
in the siane or the assignee, except that
lie individually, instead of the estate,
risks the costs. Tlerefore the defendant
has no other defence ta hii, that lhe
nvouid have iad ta thein ail ; and it is
immnateilta this action what night have
been tie extent o the beneficial interest
noving the creditai iio undertakes tiis

proceeding. \Ve are, theî'eloîe, ai apin-ý
ion ta revise tills judgient, and, adopt-
ing the view taken by the learned judge
on every ather point of tie case, ie co'
rect the only ground on wrlhcli lie held
thiat the action could not be inaintained,
and iwe give judgmnent for plaintiff with
costs i both Courts."

furthler i allIle intdications were, a Our rend-
ers inay judge, that tie î meeting wuould be lvith-
out practical results.

GENERAL MARKETS.

Tuuisnav, August 1.1, 1879.

Under ordirary circumistances lie eveits ce-
curring during the past wUeek woutild either hlve
whilped the general markets into abinormaitl tie-
tivity, accomiipanied by wuide fluctuations, or
have created at least a local commercial panlie.
Yet nothing of lthe kind lias taken place. 'lie
diffeurent branches of trade report the character
of business very inuch as usual, with io changes
in prices beyond those tîat are seasonable, or Lo
be accounted for in a natural way without the
agency of extraneots news. The failtre of two
considerable banks following close upon that of
a really large one, and supplemented by a run
on several othiers and a quasi general panic, has
fallen upon the business coimmunity witli no
more apparent ef'ect, if we may use a figure
than lite dull thud wit h vhich a stone defily
tlirovi n i tle air .falls into ea placid lake. .The
Stone instantly disappears, leaving bit a few
vainishing ripples to bear witiess of the action.
So the banik failures, Ilioutgh talked about for
a-day by pretty inuch everybody, made practi-
cally no impr-ssion upon the markets whliereoi
they fell. Tie secret of this is that no one lics
lost money to any serions extent by the suspen-
siOns (if stoakilolders. bu excepted, wi must
have foreseen ilteir impending loss long ago),
and, therefore, no one allers lis business plans,
or otherwise, save theoretically, concerns him-
self about the matter. And theoretically the
news of the week is commonly contsidered good.
Merchants lnd financiers experience a feeling of
relief as they realize that the banking fteilities
of insolvent houses lave been suddenly cut off
and that soute diminu ltion of the excessive bank-
ing capital, of which ilil have had mii reason
to coiplain, has at last been enîforced by the
wholesome operation of well known laws' of
finance that, il is safie te say\ cin iever be
violated wVith'impity. 'e have to report,
thon, spite of seeming causes of disturbance,
thattlte general character of the iarkets for
hlie wieek has been quiet, seasonable, and wiuti-

out moaterial change front. that of last veek.
Grain lias been variable, wleat showing a
further decline, and coarse grains being firmly
maintained. Flour is steady; groceries reason-

ably active; hardware nitichanged, with foreign
idvices favorable Ito hlders; ihides sloy and
rather heavy; liops quiet ; fruit active for ap-

ples and blueberries, but otherwise dull, and so
oi. On te Stock Exeucangt ithere have: beei
slirp fluctuations, but iii viev of passing events
the dectte recorded imiust be regarded as ex-
ceedingly light. A panct at one tite seemîed
imminent, and could a little more Imtotive power
in the way of disaster have beten procured,
doubtless a genuine fright and a slauglhter of
properties, regarlless of vauie, wviotull have csu-
pervened. Fortiiialely sncht ait issue wvas aver-
ted throutgh at short supply of clittilLies, tutd
after sorme lesitancy lthe crisis passed twiy, and
confidence has sitce been peeriiig forlh here
and tLera from is liding .laces, tanîd picking ip
the bLtter class of bank shares at improving
prices. The extent of the effeL produced on
the stock market ivill perhaps be imost clearly
reaîlized vlen wue State that the lowest prices
toLelhed when compared w'itl the Iighes lt-
tained during the late bull movemen t for banitk
shares, show an average flil ipont capital repre-
selted of but little over 6 ier cent., and of this
drop iore than 2 per cent. las sinice been re-
covered. Rates for imontey remaint unîchangel
at 5 per cent. on call, G lier cent. on tite and 7
per cent. tu 8 per cent. for discouint. A saide
more itnqiiry is noticeable, whicl arises natur-
ally from diturbance of loans on account of
inargin. The following tire the reported sales
of banik shares for the week, the prices given
being the opening, lowest, highmest and closing:
