There is
alwa{ls something desirable to be known
by the most .ntelligent farmers whe
have not & large library of well assorted
books to refer to. 3o that, in addition
to a good selection of books, the con-
stant use of a good agricultural paper,
or such a paper as, with tho gencral
nows, adds special intorest of a practical
kind and such subjects of agricultural
science as are always useful in farm
work, will be indispensable. The farm
library should contain at least theso
books: “ Agricultural Chemistry." by
J. W. F. Johnson: Harrig's Talks on
Manures,” §. W. Johnson's * How
Crops Grow and How Crops Feed,”
with such special books on \‘Sxe various
specwl branches. as on the dairy. sheep
Thorses, pigs, &e.

A poultry house may be safely made
pertly under ground, but it wiii be
necessary to have 1t kept scruputously
clean and well ventilated by windows
that may bo opened. but covered with
wire gauze to exclude vermin. In this
cass the walls should be of stone or
brick. as wood will decay too fast. For
Winter such a houso will be more
desirable than one wholly abovo ground,
a3 it will bo warmer and less exposed to
the cold winds, which are wholly
incompatiblo with eggs. To cxclude
the larger vermin the floor should be
the bare ground, or tms covered with
cement. There should be no fixtures in
1t the roosts and nests should all .be
movable, and moved frequently, to
provent the gathering of insect vermin
about them.

1t makes no difference a8 to the time
of the year in setting the milk in deep
pails in cold water. " But it will not do
to set the pails m the air expecting that
the same results will be gained as if set
in the water. It is tho rapid cooling
and not the more low tomperature that
causes the cream to separato quickly
from tho 1wilk, 8o that the watcr setiing
must bo continued just tho same in the
Winter 0s in the Summer. Ounly cold
water ata tomperature of 45¢ may be
used instead of ice, as in the Sumer
Wat  gols the nulk much more rapidly
thau «.r will do, and ou this account the
water aetting must be usedinthie Winter
aswoll a3 in tho Summer. It would boa
simple matter to set the water to be
used oat of doors to got cold beforo
putting 1 in the tank.
