MUNITION STRIKERS
MLST JON Y

Premier Lloyd George Takes Firm
Attitude Towards Wilful
Absentee Workmen.

London, July 26.—Premier » Lloyd
George tonight ‘announced on behalf
of the government that all men who
are wilfully absent from work on or
after Monday next will be deemed to
Pave voluntarily placed themselves
outside the munitions industries. Pro-
tection certificates will cease to have
effect, and the men will become Hable
to the provisions of -the Military Ser-
vice Act, the premier added.

The statement pointed out that cer-
tain workers had quit their jobs in dis-
regard of their ledders and remained
idle the advice of the union
ad m‘commdttoo. .

BIG MUNITIONS STRIKE
BEGINS TO FIYZLE OUT

London, July 26.—The appeal of the
trades union advisory committee, urg-
ing the munitions strikers to return to
work pending an inquiry, had a good
effect, according to news received from
Birmingham and Coventry this after-
noon. At Coventry one of the largest
works was enabled to resume ra-
tions, while in Birmingham the #ction
of several unions, including the em-
ployes of the big power +<ompanies,
which supply the big munitions fac-
tories, in refusing to strike, had a good
result, and it was reported this after-
noon that there were less men on
strike than yesterday.

Commission of War Board and
Railway Representatives is
Likely to Be Formed.

WILL DEAL WITH DISPUTES}

Duty Also Will Be to Administer
and Interpret the McAdoo
Award.

Montreal, July 26. — The empire’s
line of communica‘ion in Canada may
hereafter 'be practically guararnteed
from the menace of railway labor
troubles, according to leading repre-
sentatives of railway labor and mem-
bers of the Canadian Railway W
Board in joint session in the Wind+
sor Hotel -here today. As a result
oZ conferences commenced then and
con‘inued tomorrow, it Is expected
that a board of railway lator com-
missioners, consisting of equal num-
bers of railway labor representatives
and representatives of the Canadian
Railway War Board, acting for the
employers, will be inaugurated at
once, not only to interpre. and ad-
minister the McAdoo award for Can-
adian roads, but to undertake to deal
with all - railway Ilabor disputes in
Canada, for the period of the war,
thus making the possibili‘y of strikes
much more remote and reducing ir-
ritation to the lowest possible point
by guaranteeing a special board of
experienced railroaders to deal
promptly and expertly with any mat-
ters ol difference which may arise.

“The spirit shown by “he,K Canadian
railways and their employes, and
their common desire to. do every-
thing possible to win the war, is truly
gratifying,” was the
Senator Gideon
minkster of laber, who ac'ed as chair-
man of 4he joint meeting.

“It must be borne in mind,”  said
one of the war hoard officials, “that
the representatives of the men have
yet to refer “he matter back to their
chief | executives, and that a great
deal remains to be done in the way
of drafting a sort of constitution for
the new railway labor board, or wha'-
ever it is to be called. But this one
great step has been . accomplished;
that the first joint session between
the men and the Canadian Raillway
War. Boar been more “han sat-
isfactory. There seems to be now
no serious obstacle to working out.the
details of the plan whereby railway
labor 4roubles will be handled with
speed, expertness and in a spirit of
fair play to both zides.”

Arises From McAdoo Award.

The move arises out of ‘he adop-
tion .of the McAdoo award, as ap»
plied with amendments in the United
States to the Canadian railways. The
details of the working out of the
award are complex and i. was sug-
gested by the Canadian Rajlway War
Board that a board, somewhat simi-
lar to the board in <¢he United
States, be appointed with equal re-
presentation for “‘he employes and the
Canadian Railway War Board.

Thru the department of labor, over
100 representatives of railway Ilabor
in Canada were called 40 a meeting
here yesterday morning. These re-
presentatives finally expressed ap-
proval of the board’'s proposal sub-
ject to ‘he confirmation of their chief
executives, but added that the scope
of the new commission or board
should include all matters of railway
labor dispute for the duration of the
war. .This was accepted by ‘he Can-
adian Railway War Board. One®*im-
portant body of railway labor was
not represented at the meeting, but
officials of the Canadian Railway
War Board felt that, of course, a
place wounld te kept open for any
recognized railway labor organization,
such as ‘he one in question.

The first meeting of the new body
will be held tomorrow to draw up
an outline of_ its scope. This will be
reported back at once to the prin-
cipals on either side for endorsation.

SIBERIA’S INDEPENDENCE
OF SOVIETS DECREED

London, July 26.—The provigional
government at Omsk has assumed su-
preme authority in Sfberia and pre-
claimed Siberia’s independence, ac-
cording to a Reuter despatch from
Peking.

SEUTCAEN CUGH
i ON METEREN

German Plan to Reach Gaza
Road in Flanders Com-
pletely Fails,

With the British Army in France,
July 26—The German ‘attack this
morning near Meteren had even more
disastrous results for the enemy than
was first believed. “It proved ‘a com-
plete failure,

It appears that the Germans fntend-
ed to reach the Gaza roead, to the south
of Meteren, from where  they could
menace the town. Accordingly they
sent over two companies from each
regiment of the twelfth division, which
has just replaced other troops who had
been badly mauled during the month.
The twelfth division came up from
Italy. One regiment wears special
‘“Kalser Karl” shoulder straps, won for
its services in the Italian theatre.

This regiment, however, will get no
decorations for the deeds it performed
today. Scots troops met it and in-
flicted heavy losses. and prevented the
Gemans from getting anywhere near
their objective. The Germans managed
to'get one small outpost; that was all.

In the same locality the Australians
are busy knocking the Germans about.

ONTARIO MENNONITES
AFFECTED BY RULING

Special rulings governing the right
of members of certain religious de-
nominations to be exempted “rom be-
ing called to the colors under the
Military Service Act were received
in Toronto from Ottawa yes‘erday
afternoon.

The government has decided that
those who joined these special reli-

gious orders before Oct. 13, 1917, will

be considered as tona-fide members
of those orders. Men who joined the
orders after that da‘e will not re-
ceive any benefit from such action,
so ifar as exemption from cppule
sory military service is concerned

Among those who will be serious-
ly affected by this latest order from
Ottawa will be the men who have
joined “‘he Mennonite Church. I is
stated that every Sunday for some
weeks back, scores of men have been
joining the Mennonite Church, in
country districts adjacent to Toronto,
Ottawa’s lates: ruling, however,
means that such action on their part
is too late to give them military ex-
emption rights,

Ano‘her importamt ruling which
came from Ottawa yesterday has re-
ference solely to the members of the
Mennonite Church in the Province of
Ontario, This 1s that they muzt es-
<ablish their claims for exemp‘ion
from military service only on the
ground of conscientious objections or
the claims won't be recognized. It
was found necessary to make this
point clear, because the Dominion
Governments inclusion of a clause in
the ac: exempting from military ser-
vice uhder the M.S.A. members of
the Mennonite Church, does not ap-
ply to Ontario members of the sect.

It is
understood that brains are “present”
in the commercial ore of business: life,
just as cobalt, nickel and arsenic are
present in silver ore, but brains have
not hitherto been regarded as a suf-
ficiently valuable by-product to bhe
isolated.

It has occurred to some of the more
far-seeing people in the country that
brains are going to be the saving fac-
tor in the perjod of strenuous compe-
tition that is likely to follow the war
in economics 'and imdustry generally.
Hitherto Canada has throwh away her
brains as not worth the trouble or ex-
pense of isolation. The result has been
that the United States has de-
veloped and grown rich on the true
estimate of brains and their applica-
tjon to the production of values,

The present movement in Canada for
the utilization of brains simply re-
cognizes what has been done in other
countries, that has been neglected
here, and must be adopted by us if
we are to mdke or maintain a place for

Y.M.C.A. Versus GW.VA.

Editor World: "It §s decidedly un-
fair on the part of your correspondent,
“May Maybee,” to charge the Can-
adian press with failling to uphold
“the honor and integrity of the re-
turned veterans who condemn the war
work of the Y. M. C. A’ The most
slip-shod observer cannot fail to no-
tice the generous space given to the
war veterans in almost every paper
in order that their story and point
of view may be presented daily. If
with ail this space at théir disposal
the veterans’ “honor and integrity”
have not been upheld, it is hardly
clean baseball to blame the editors.

It is possible that you and your
fellow editors, and the public, would
have “upheld the veterans” in ‘their
attack on the “Y” had they given that
“detailed . explanation,” whose ab-
sence from the press your corres-
pondent regrets. 1 venture to assert
that any editor would have snapped
at such a “detailed explanation” had
it been forthcoming. The trouble is
that ail attacks against the Y. M. C.
A. have been as wanting in detafl
as they have been florid and abusive
in expression.  Possibly “May May-
bee” can explain why no such “de-
tajled explanation” has appeared in
any of the several organs published
by the veterans themselves.

One of the sillier insinuations made
against the Y. M. C. A. is repeated
by “May Maybee,” that, “many able-
bodied members are safely moored
far wehind the firing line.” Youp
correspondent may not be able to re-
cognize the fact, but it is none the
less patent that the Y. M. C. A. ser-
vice needs lines of communijecation no
less than the army, and much of the
work calls for men with the physique
necessary to withstand the strain. The
suggestion that every “Y” worker
should take an alled front trench by
storm and stay there in defiance of
all military regulations, is quite in
keeping with the consistently futile
tone of “May Maybee's” letter.

Lieut. Fordham was wounded and
captured Oct., 1916, in company with
Lieut.

He was
sent to a Hamburg hospital, and es-
caped. For four and a half days he
could not find water, and nearly died
of thirst. He was captured by two
gendarmes looking for escaped Rus-
sians, and taken back and was given
a sentence of five months in prison,
and then sent to Ingoldstadt with
seventy French officers. This was as
a repisal for British airmen bombing
German munition plants. .He and the
Frenchmen were put intg a building
among munitions and told the British
would probably drop bombs on them.
Finally Fordham was sent to Switzer-
land and then on to England.

The
total catch of cod by Norwegians for
the 1918 season just ended was but 6,-
000,000 pounds, as compared to 25,000,-
000 pounds in 1917." Most of this catch
was on the northwest coast, owing to
the submarine menace to the south,

Reports from Holland indicate that
the catch for all fish for 1917 was but
33,759 tons, as compared with 138,060
tons in 1916,

English fish production has also been
seriously handicapped by the diversion
of trawlers to war work.

" FRENCH ASSAULT

Big Monsters; Spitting Bullets,
Crush German Machine
Gun Posts.

HORRIFYING GERMANS

Large Engines Scatter the
Enemy’s Guns, Making
Them Useless.

With the British Army in France,
July 26.—British tanks blazed the trail
for and co-operated with the French

infantry in its recent ground gaining
assault north of Montdidier., The vic-
tory was important for, by hurling the
enemy lines west of the Avre River
from the high ground between Morisel
and Montdidier into the valley on, a
front of more than two miles, thereby
compelling withdrawal from othér
positions, the French somewhat re-
lieved the pressure on Amiens and the
surrounding territory and in addi-
tion captured some high ground which
gives excellent observation over much
enemy territory. British tanks co-op-
erated, and while the French infantry
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had no great amount of experi
with them, the co-operation and un-
derstanding was perfect.

Out of the early morning storm the
great lumbering monsters, spitting
deadly streams of bullets, suddenly ap-
peared before the German outposts.
promptly proceeded to crush the ma-
chine gun nests and then to chase and
run to earth stray enemy groups, the
French gaining ground all the while,

The Germans had a perfect horror
of the tanks, according to prisoners
taken, They rolled flat enemy ma-
chine gun posts, attacked anti-tank
guns which were rather freely scal-
tered and put them out of business,
sent bullets into the enemy
lines and the infantry to
overcome resistance wherever . de-
veloped, :

During the engagement two of
these forts on wheels were slowed
up by artillery fire from hostile bat-
teries above the Avre River, but the
crews emerged, set up machine guns
in the open and reaped a li“tle har-
vest of Boches in conjunction with
the French infantry.

The engagement concluded, the vic-
torious French - swarmed about the
tanks and there were mutual congra-
tula‘ions all around. The tanks came
back decorated with French flags
which had teen placed on them by a
French general on behalf of himself
and hiz men.

SAY PLANS BETRAYED

Paris, July 26—~President Poincare
yesterday visited many of the recap-
itured villages in the battle zone, in-
cluding Lon Pont, Corcy and Coeu-
vres-Valsery and decorated many
lieroes. The president also saw a
batch of prisoners.

Many German prisoners declare
that their plans have been betrayed,
otherwise, they assert, the defeat is
inexplicable, as everything had been
s0 carefully planned for a German
advance, Which was to wedge itself
between the French forces lying be-
tore Paris and those holding the east-
ern frxontier, to enable the Germans to
turn in whatever way they might de-
cide and smash each foree in turn,

ALLIES NEAR SUMMIT
OF DESIRED PLATEAU

With the French Army in France,
July 26.—With the capture of the
Town of Oulcny-le-Chateau the allies
are nearing the summit of the
plateau overlooking Fere-en-Tarde-
nois. Further north the capture of
Villemontoire was effected after sharp
fighting in the streots and in the
deep caverns nearby.

To the east of Rheims the French
under Gen, Gouraud, have  recovered
virtually the entire line of advanced
posts which they abandoned when the
Germans made their first onslaught on
the night of July 4. The famous Main-
Ge-Massiges, which marked the east-
ern extermity of the German offensive
Iine, is again In 2allied possession.
Everywhere this region is covered with
German bodies, which the enemy has
been unable to bury since he suffered
such terrific losses from the allfed ar-
tillery when he was concentrating for
bis assault on the French lines.

ORDERED TO STOP
MAKING OF CANDY.

Ottawa, July 26—The Canada Food
Board has ordered August F. C. Dur-
dan, 31 East Sandwich street, Wind-
| sor, Ont.,, to discontinue the manufac-
ture of candy and not to purchase any
sugar for candy making until after
September 1 next, or until permission
is granted by the board. This penaity
follows upon infraction of the regula-
ticn which requires that candy manu-
facturers use monthly, during May,
June, July and August, not more than
fitty per cent. of the average monthly
quantity of cane sugar used during
1917. Durdan was found to have al-
ready used his allotment of sugar for
May, June, July and August.
