City of Montreal, and the union was
completed in 1884. For some years be-
fore he had acted as mayor of Hoche-
laga, and was returned to the ‘ward as |
alderman to the city council. He sat
continuously until 1898, when he was
elected mayor by acclamation, re-elect-
ed 'in 1900 by a large mafjority. He
withdrew voluntarily in 1902,altho nom-
inated for re-election. He also acted
on the board of school commissioners,
to which he was elected in 1886,
A Noteworthy Inaugural.

M. Prefontaine's appearance_ in the
field of national politics was made un-
der circumstanees of peculiar interest.
After the Northwest rebellion an élec-
tiony occurred in Hochelaga County,
which had been arranged by the late
Sir John A. Macdonald, apparently to
test the strength of the parties. The
Liberal candidate was M. Prefontaine,
and. the election become  of mnatioral
importance, Ee won a decisive vic-
tory. He was re-elected in 1887 and
1890, and, in 1896, became first mem-
ber for the new constituency of Mais-
onreuve by a majority of 1570, which
was increased in 1900 to 1774. In the
latter year he was also Liberal can-
didate in Terrebonne, and was elected
for that constituency also.

On the reconstruction of the Laur-

resignation of the Hon. J. I. Tarte in
November, 1902, M. Prefontaine was
appointed minister of marines -and
fisheries, and had ever since held that
oortfolio,

M. Prefontaine, married in June,
1876, Hermantina, a daughter of ' the
late Senator J. B Rolland, by whom:
he had three sons, Rolland, Adrien and
Fernland. He was on the directorate
of the Confederation Life Assurance
Company, the Montreal Land and Im-
provement Company, and dther impor-
tant concerns,

Interviewed in Paris, :

A few weeks ago M. Prefontaine,
accompanied by Hon. Rodolphe Lem-
jeux, went over to London, and from
thence to Paris. It was but Saturday
that he was interviewed in the French
capital, and quite approved of the en-
tente cordiale between France: 'and
England, and expressed the opinion
that the new premier, Siy Henry
Campbell-Bannérman, would be de-
feated at the coming election /if he
did not back it up.

“As Canadians are loyal to the
crown,” both M. Pmtontaine and his
colleague remarked, “We think that
no better course coyld be adopted.”

M. Prefontaine has frequently spoken
in Toronto, and he has been a con-
sistent advocate of unity between the
French and English speaking popula—
tions of Canada.

RUSSIAN DOCTORS CONDEMN VAC-
CINATION.

Editor World: As a corrective to'the
“alarmist” remarks of Dr. Sheard
which appear in this morning’s World
regarding smailpox,” kindly insert the
testimony of the medical faculty of the
University of Charkow, They were in-
vited by the government to take part
in the conference relative to the intro-
duction of compulsory vaccination reg;
ulations. This they declined to do on
the following grounds:

First: That it was difficult to recon-
cile vaccination with the principles of
modern science, and particularly with
the teaching of pathologleal physiology,
and It was still more difficult to pro-
duce scientific proof that vacecination
afforded protection against epidemic
diseases.

Secondly: Vaccination had not made
good the protective power attributed
to it against either sporadic or epidemic
appearances of smallpox.

Thirdly: Vaccination was not fre2d
trom the reproaches raised agaimst it
of having a detrimental influence on
the tendero rganism of the child; of
sometimeg originating acute, and often
fatal, metastasis, and of a possible dif-
fusion of different varieties of deterior-
ation of the humors of the body, lead-
ing to an ultimate increase of disease
and death,

In this matter Dr. Sheard ls' pitting
his own alleged experience against that
of' all who have practiced vaccination.
It is universally admitted that ‘‘grave
consequences sometimes follow the
practice,” and that “it does not alwuys
protect against smallpox.” Suspicion is
thus cast upon the quality and value
of Dr. Sheard’s experiments and testi-
moeny: In his reply to Dr. Noble that
“of the four ot five thousand vaccinateg
at the City Hall last year he only knew
of four cages of ‘sore arms,’” therz
must be something wrong either with
the doctor's vaccine or with his in-
formation, Possibly he is in the habit
of using some of these useless brands
deplored by Dr. Bryce at the annual
convention of the health officers at
Brantford, 1901, as lacking the “normal
degree of virulence,” and therefore fail-
ing to “protect.”

At bottom he does not seem to have
much falth in his own medicine, not-
withstanding all his talk.

“Buckingham Palace,”” called Sir
Henry in a cheerful tone, and the
driver, with the customary imperturb-
ability and unconcern of the metropol-
itan cabby, gently whipped up his
horse, apparently unaware of the im-
portance of the journey in which he
was playing a part ;

A couple of minutes or so before
10.45 the hansom reached the palace.
A considerable crowd had gathered to
give Sir Henry a cheer, but as they
were waiting at the gate near Consti-
tution Hill and Sir Henry drove ih at
the opposite gate—the one near Bird-
cage Walk—few recognized the popu-
lar statesman until he had alighted
from his cab.

America has once again scored heav-
ily at Sotheby's, when two further first
editions of Shakespeare were secured
for the United States. The first of
these was a first quarto of “Much Ado
About Nothing,” a perfect copy of a
book which has not appeared in a
saleroom since 1890. Bidding com-
menced wit ha modest £60 on the part
of Mr, Pickering, and proceeded very
slowly and deliberately betwéen Mr.
Jackson and a clerk at the desk un-
til Mr. Stevens entered the lists with
an offer of £1000. The clerk collapsed
when £1070 was reached, and the final
struggle was between Mr. Stevens and
Mir. Jackson, both American buyers,
the latter gaining the victory at £1570.

The coveted book is presumably going
to Detroit to join the second part of
“King Henry 1V.,” which was sold last
season at Sotheby’'s for £1750.

The other Shakespeare was a first
edition of “A Midsummer Night's

Dream,” which Mr. B, F. Stevens hel
against Mr. Pickering and Mr. Bagig
for £480. A third rare Shakespeare,
the first edition of “Titus Androni-
;cua,” also figured in the program, but

I have received your letter of Dec. 20, 1
cordially approve of the policy you are car-
rying oi. XYour effort is to keep the graz-
ing lands in the forest reserves for the
use of the stockmen, and especially the
emait stockman, who actually live in the
neighborhood of the rescrves, To preveat
the waste and destrnction of the reserves
and to keep them so that they can be per-
nuit ently used by the stockmen no iess
than by the pubile, you have to spend a
certain amount of money. Part of this
money 18 to be obtained by charging a small
fee for each head of stock pastured on the
reserve, Less than a thivd of the actua]
value of the grazing is at present charged,
and it is, of course, perfectly obvipus that
the man who pasturés Lis stock should pay
somethiug for the preservation of that
pasture. He gets all the benefits of the
pisture and he pays for its ulq‘ but a
small fraction of the value that it s to
him, and this money is in reality returned
toh im because it is used in keeping the
foxent reserve permanently available for

American Peer Will Be Barred.

claimants, but which have been ‘sub-
sequently revived by the crown in
favor of heirs who have proved their
genealogical rightg to ancestral honors,
The great roll contains 112 names.
But there are not more than about
cighty peers of Beotland in existence,
many honorg having become  extinc?
since the date of the union two cen-
turies ago. Moreover, the number of
voters is still further reduced by the
fact that any peer of Scotland hav-
ing a seat in the house of jords as~a
peer of the United Kingdom is debarreq
from taking part in the election.

Salvage Corps Does Good Work, But
Maintenance is Affair of the City.

“Jire insurance companies are in
operation to offer insurance; it is the
business of the city to afford its citi-
zens ~protection from fire, Insurance
rates are based on losses; if the losees
are high, necessarily the rates will be
high.” Such was the answer of M.
A, w. Hadrill, secretary of the Cana-
dlan Fire Underwritera Association of
Montreal, whefi told of the question
raised by Ald, Dagenais as to the yalue
of an annual sum of $33,000 spent by
the ecity to maintain a salvage co:ps
of two companies.

Mr. Hadrill explained how the sal-
vage ‘corps came to be institutad in
that city. “There was a time,” raid
he, ‘“when it was considered that the
fire insurance companies - should ald
municipalities in maintaining brigaies.
This would be done in various ways,
giving an engine, for example. For-
merly in Montreal there was a small
tax on the companies. Later this was
fncreased, with the understanding that
the city should operate a salvage corps.
and this was done. Then later the
tax was increased to one per ce#t on
premiums, It is not pretended” that |
this tax is used altogether [for fire
protection purposes, but it is carainly
high enough, without suggestin that
the companies should support saivuge
companies.”

Mr. Hadrill said that the rvalvage
men did good work, and helped 1o save
a great deal of property, but this was
directly a benefit to the citizen, ‘‘I'a’te.
for instance, the man who doeg not
carry insurance,” explained Mr. Had-
rill. “Is he not benefiited by the work
of the corps whenever fire breaks out
in his place. And even if he is insur-
ed, is it not to his benefit that the Joss
ghall be minimized?”

Mr. Hadrill contended that
alone affected rates. and so loug as
the losses were heavy, sn would the
rates be high in proportion. In con-
clusion he added:

“I don’t see why the insurance com-

. panies should be asked to aid in the
support of the salvage corps iny move
than the companies should be axked to
‘pay for the waterworks. and certaialy
the latter are necessary for rnre pro-
tection.”
