(then turned to the left, altho a red 
cord had been drawn about the track 
la the opposite direction for the run­
ners to follow. It was evident that 
the man was practically delirious. A 
squad of officials ran out and expostu­
lated with him, but apparently he was 
afraid that they were trying to deceive 
him and fought to go on to the left.

At length he turned about and start­
ed on the right path. Then followed an 
exhibition never to be forgotten. Do­
rando staggered along like a man in 
a dream, with arms shaking and legs 
tottering. People had lost thought of 
his nationality and partisanship was 
forgotten. They knew nothing of him, 
as he had not been mentioned among 
the probable winners, but they realized 
that his struggle must have been a 
terrific one to bring him thus right 
to the threshold of victory.

Dorando staggered on toward the 
turn and dropped to the ground ex­
hausted.

jiDALLAS, TEXAS, July 34.—C. T. 
Russell of Pittsburg, Pa., addressed the 
Bible Students’ Convention, In session 
here, this afternoon at the Maocabee 
Temple. He took for his text, “Where, 
O death, la .. thy sting? Where, 0 
hades. Is thy victory?" (Cor. xv.: 66.) 
The speaker said:

Our text la usually read out of Its 
connection, and hence to the majority 
Is meaningless or worse. To those who 
have parted from loved one* by death, 
by the grate, It sounds Ironical indeed, 
to say, “O death, where la thy sting? 
Ô grave, where is thy victory?” The 
grave is surely gaining a great victory 
over humanity at the present time, 
since it sweeps up an average of 90,- 
000 human lives each day. And Chat 
there is a sting to death, neèd not be 
told, for it has touched every member 
of our race. We wish it, therefore, 
to be distinctly understood that the 
apostle is not responsible for such 
a misconception of his words as la 
usually drawn from them to the shame 
of the thousands of educated minis­
ters- who thruout the world are osten­
sibly devoting their time to expound­
ing the word of God to 400,060,000 Of 
nominal Christians!

Proceeding with his argument 
further the apostle shows that as the 
death of Christ was necessary for the 
redemption of man from the power of 
sin and death, so His resurrection was 
necessary before He could be the King, 
the great - Deliverer and Life-Giver. 
He proceeds to show that the Church 
now being selected by faith Is a first- 
fruits to God, and that following the 
gathering of the church to Himself will 
come its glorification in -** share In 
the first resurrection, describing It as 
follows: “It Is sown In corruption, It 
is raised In Incorruption; it Is sown 
In dishonor, It is raised in glory; It is 
sown in weakness, It is raised in 
power; it Is sown an animal body, it 
Is raised a spiritual body.” (vs.xlll: 44.) 
The apostle points out that this glori­
fied church, which Is to share with 
Christ IBs millennial kingdom. His 
glory and His power for-,the blessing 
of the world, must be gathered first 
and then the reign of Christ will be­
gin, In harmony with the petition of 
His prayer, i "Thy kingdom come, thy 
will be done on earth as It Is done !n 
heaven.” That reign of the Lord and 
His glorified church, His bride, during 
the millennium, he assures us, will 
accomplish great things. For He must 
reign until He has put all enemies 
under His feet; the last enemy that 
shall be destroyed is death. Then He 
shall deliver up the Kingdom to God, 
even the Father, by whose authority 
and in whose power the millennial 
reign will be Inaugurated and brought 
to a successful Issue: Vs. 24-28.

'll* New York appears to be a deplor­
able state for homeless and untrained 
wandering boys, for there is no pro­
vision made for them, according to 
Mr. Wallace (Mlpatrick, superintendent 
of the Chrystle-street house, a temp­
orary home for destitute boys.

"The blindness of the state Is mani­
fest In the more or less rigid en­
forcement, according to section, of the 
vagrancy law as applied to homeless 
boys. It comes as a shock to the lay 
mind to learn that the state punishes 
homelessness with Imprisonment. In 
New York the penalty Is quite rigidly 
enforced.

“The boy who Is committed to the 
workhouse or jail for the first time 

a charge of-^vagrancy Is thrown 
Into Intimate contact with hardened 
offenders, many of them criminals; 
and he learns from them abomina­
tions of vice and crime he otherwise 
might never have knewn.

“Society pities, indulges, or scorns 
the boy tramp, without ever by any 
chance understanding him.

“The average boy tramp will tell you 
he has never had a chance. This

Development at the mines and sur­
face prospecting are being energeti­
cally done this summer.

The fire at Silver Queen has not re­
tarded operation® there. Some incon­
venience and expense have , resulted, 
but Superintendent Bryce has had 
three drills working at the 125 foot 
level for the past few days. Two cars 
were shipped week before last (second 
grade), and one oar last week of No. 1.

Three hundred and twenty-five men 
are working at the Nipissing, and of 
this number 125 are prospecting on the 
surface.

An up-raise of 
40 feet was made In the tunnel, tap­
ping Bonanza, or vein 49, at a depth of 
145 feet from the surface. This vein 
at this depth ha® a width of between 
4 and 6 Inches, and the ore is rich, 
carrying between 5000 and 6000 ounces 
of sliver to the ton. Values did disap­
pear for a time in Bonanza, as they do 
in every vein. But in 10 feet it appear­
ed again, and at depth ts a® rich as 
above. This is the true story of Nlpis- 
sing’s most famous vein.

Vein® 55 and 54 are really continu­
ations of 49. It was from the latter 
vein that the large slabs of silver were 
taken last fall. There is a vein perles

R. B. Wateon is the engineer in 
Charge of operations, and Hugh Park 
is the capable mine superintendent, 
who' devotes all his time to Nipissing.

Nancy Helen is a Cofbalt proposition 
shortly to be listed in New York and 
Montreal. There is one of the best 
plants in the camp installed in this 
company’s power-house, and J. F. 
Black is the mine superintendent.

Several cars of ore have been ship­
ped and another car of high-grade 
should go to the smelter before Aug. 1. 
This will carry 3000 ounces of silver to 
the ton. At the 100 foot level a new 
vein was recently located that has a 
width of from 21-2 to 6 inches, and 
carries 3000 ounces of silver to the ton.

ness for heavy [winter lines. Hardware 
is fairly brisk. The building trade is still 
much behind that of last year and the 
hardware trade is naturally affected. The 
demand for lumber is light and prices are 
easier. Groceries report a fair demand 
for staples. The tercentenary celebration 
at Quebec will have a great effect upon 
business there, but there will be little felt 
elsewhere. Country trade is reported 
moderate. Collections are generally fair.

Toronto reports say: General business 
continues to show an improving tone here. 
Reports from Ontario and the west say 
crop conditions are in every way favor­
able. Sorting orders here are keeping up 
well and fall and winter business con­
tinues brisk. In the matter of drygoods 
there are some authorities who go so far 
as to prophesy a record season’s trade, 
altho this opinion Is hardly general. The 
western yield of grain will be larger than 
ever before and that of Ontario will be 
good. Fall wheat Is already being shipped 
and its quality is excellent, A firmer 
tone Is reported to textiles and there is 
some talk of later scarcity on popular 
lines. Groceries are moving fairly well. 
Sugar is firm and the demand moderate. 
Hardware lines show a fair movement. 
The building trades are showing father 
increased activity. Country business Is 
quiet and will continue so until after the 
harvest. Raspberries are still scarce. Pro­
visions are coming forward fairly well. 
Butter and cheese are firm. Wool is 
quiet. Leather is quiet and fine, altho 
seme buying Is locked for soon. Collec­
tions are fair to. good.
'■Winnipeg reports say: Plenty of rain 
has fallen In all parts of the country dur­
ing the past week and the outlook for the 
crops has still further Improved. General 
trade has been much encouraged and 
large shipments of fall lines are going 
forward. Every effort Is being put for­
ward to prevent a grain blockade and 
railroads are Increasing their staffs in 
order to prepare for the movement. 
Money is moving more freely. Wholesale 
business looks for a record trade this 
fall and winter; Values are generally 
steady. CollectioniKfair to good.

Vancouver and Victoria reports say:

_ the remainder of the year, and the fact 
that most recent forecasts indicate that 
some sluggishness prevails in the basic 
metal markets. The trading In Union 
Pacific Is regarded to have been based 
on the convertible bond valuation, and 
a large selling movement le 
to have increased floating 
the stock thru this source. Other news 
item$ were not numerous or important, 
and the market Is regarded as simply 
having a natural reaction, somewhat 
overdue.

NOBEL PRIZE WINNER DEAD.
Sir William Randal

x From Scene.

LONDON, July 24.—One of the 
liest advocates of peace among 
tlons, Sir William Randal Cremer, 
member of parliament from Hagger- 
ston since 1885 and for 37 years secre­
tary of the International Arbitration 
League, is dead.

Sir William' Cremer was a Quaker 
and the founder of the Interparlia­
mentary conferences, which have met 
since 1838 at Rome, Paris, London, 
Berne, The Hague, Budapest, Brussels, 
Christiana, Vienna and St. Louis.

The Nobel Peace Prize, amounting 
to $40,000, which he received in 1903, 
he handed over to the International 
Arbitration League as an endowment. 
Last year he was knighted..

At the ceremony of investiture be­
fore the King on July 15, Mr. Cremer 
created something of a sensation by 
refusing to wear court dress, 
court costume Included a small court 
sword he would not don it. He plead­
ed that his conscience would not allow 
him to wear a weapon of any sort. 
The King therefore granted him per­
mission to be knighted In a frock coat.
