day, numerous outwand bound craft ‘are
held in port, and pone but the staunchest
steamers have left' the harbor to face the
‘clements.

D. L. Hutchinson, of the meteorological
service, makes the -following report:

The storm wiiich ‘commenced last Wed-
nesday has since continued, with an in-
crease in the velocity of the wind during
last night. The highest force of the gale
was between 8 p. m. last night and mid-
night, with the velocity of the wind from
36 to 48 miles an hour at intervals. The
rainfall during last might . was:$10 of
an inch, and was the heaviest at. mid-
' night and between 2.30 and 4 o'clock this
‘morning. The total fal lof rain and
melfed snow since the storm began was
9 1-2 inches. The indications are still
unsettled The direction of the wind
was from the north and northeast.

The highest temperature since Wednes-
day -was 41 degrees and the lowest bas
been hovering around 34 degrees. The
storm drum which was hoisted on the
morning of the 3lst October was. ondered
down this noon.

The Eastern Steamship Company'’s stea-
mer Calvin Austin, which was due to ar-
jTive last evening, did not arrive until .9
{o’clock this morning from Boston via
| Bastport. She landed 41 passengers. This
| steamer had 8 very rough passage. . Bet-
ween Boston and Portland the sea was
running high and it took the steamer 11
hours to reach that port.

On the passage from Portland to East-
|p0rt the Austin was out .in the 'heavy
gale for 16 hours, and at times the wind

‘blew with hurricane force, but. the Aus-
tin withstood it well and again has prov-
ed herself a great sea boat.

DISAPPEARING ENGLAND

He
maintains that no election since the Civil
War has been so momentous as this one,
not for New York -alone but for the
whole nation. Recalling the last conversa-
tion that he ever had with Gladstone,
Dr. Cuyler quotes this much of the Brit-
ish stateman’s wise words at that time:
“Your country. is threatemed with two
dangers: One is your lax system of easy
divorce, which saps the sanctity of the
home; and the othen is a plutocracy
which ean buy-ite way into legislative
bodies and executive office” “And Br.
Cuyler characterized that declaration as
“a prophecy of the ambitious and un-
scrupulous plutocrat who is now aiming
to buy his way into the executive chair
of New York and thence into the White
House.” = So the epirit of GlMone is
made to march with that of McKinley
againet the yellow journalist.

Hearst’s campaign has been exceedingly
crafty in many respects. He has refrained
recently from all attacks upon Roosevelt
and has sought to give the impression
that their public ideals and purpoges
were identical. Now that Roosevelt, at |
the eleventh hour, has intervened in the
New York fight, Hearst may strike in
self~defence,. He may content himself
with the statement that he is fighting
the corporations, and that Secretary
Root is, or was, a corporation lawyer.
The effect of the Root speech is diffienlt
to measure. It is not unlikely that the
words of both Mr. Root and Dr. Cufler
will appeal chiefly to those who are al-
ready converted—who have long uzze

”London, Nov. 1-Dr. Sir Frederick
Treves, addressing the National Health
Society, ridiculed the reccnt outcry against
canned meats, when he raid v.rivally every-
body was indifferent to the far greater
danger in fresh food dnd milk laden with
death ing germs.
The public did not seem to mind ‘swal-
lowing anything they could not see. Milk
and meat, as now unsanicarily cooked, are
warmed with the bacilli of typhoid and
ather. diseases, but as these are invisible,
the public did not care.
Canned meats which contained floor-
sweepings and pieces of rat and man were
less, they were cooked and
probably were healthy before they were
cooked. People were straining @t a gnat
and swallowing a camel. The present
treatment of meat before it was eaten was

in the days of the neolithic cave-dwellers.

R. Hearst, which, the
speaker said, had thefull and complete
endorsement of President Roosevelt was
delivered in a public address here to-
night by - Secretary of:State Elillsu Root.
At the same time, Mr. Root paid an elo-
quent tribute to Charles E. Hughes and
announced that he was authorized to say
that the president greatly desires the
clection- of Mr. Hughes as governor of
New York state. i

“T ‘say to you with President Roose-
velt's authority,” said Mr, Root, “that he
regards Mr. Hearst as wholly unfit to pe
governor, as an insincere, seli-seeking
demagogtie, who is trying to deceive the
workingmen of New York by false state-
ments and false promises and I say to
you, with his authority, that he considers:
that Mr. Hearst’s election would be an
‘injury and discredit ‘alike to honést labor
and to honest - capital, and =& serious
injury to the work in which he is en-
gaged of enforcing justice and equal laws
:against corporate wrong doing. In Presi-
dent Roosevelt’s first message to con-
gress, he spoke of the assassination of
McKinley as inflamed by the reckless
utterances of those who, on. the stump
and in the_ public press, appeal to the
dark and evil spirite of malice and greed,
envy and sullen hatred. The wind is sow-
ed by the men who preach such doctrines
and they cammot -escape responsibility for
the whirlwind that is reaped.

“I eay by the president's authority,
that in penning these words, ‘with the hor-
ror of President McKinley’s miirder fresh
before him, he had Mr. Hearst specific-
ally in his mind. And I say, by his au-
thority, that what he thought of Mr.
‘Hearst then he thinks of Mr. Hearst
now.”
