Ottawa, Sept. 26—The first call of men under the military service act is de­
layed. It cannot now well be issued before the middle of October, although 
every effort will be made to avoid unnecessary postponement.

The difficulty has arisen in connection with the board of selection estab­
lished to choose one member of each local tribunal throughout the dominion. 
The board met again yesterday, but adjourned until October 9 without having 
formally chosen its appointees.

Under the order-in-council, which gave the board its authority, it was pro­
vided that all appointments should be completed yesterday, or the minister of 
justice would be empowered to fill the vacancies. Later the department of jus­
tice unofficially agreed to extend the time till September 30. Now, in view 
of the situation, the time limit will still further have to be extended, as it is 
realized that confusion would only be created by the department proceeding to 
mat, more than 1,300 appointments.

London, Sept. 26—(Montreal Gazette 
cable)—Under the heading “The Fer­
ment of Revolution!” the Times gives 
prominence to the first of a series of ar­
ticles by “a well informed correspondent 
who has made a careful study of revolu­
tionary propaganda ; Current among cer­
tain classes in this country.”

CONFERENCE OF CHARITIES
AND CORRECTIONS ENDED

Montreal, Sept. 26—Meeting for the 
first time outside of the United States, 
the Unitarian General Conference, with 
more than 800 deelgates in attendance, 
600 coming on a special train from Bos­
ton, went into business session in St. 
James’ Methodist church this morning 
and heard addresses by William H. Taft, 
president of the conference, and Rev. 
William L. Sullivan, of New York.

Tlie report of the council of the con­
ference was delivered by Rev. J. H. 
Holmes, minister of the Church of the 
Messiah, New York City, chairman. He 
said that the conference was able to 
participate in the seventy-fifth anniver­
sary of the founding of the Church of 
the Messiah in Montreal, the oldest Uni­
tarian church in tlie dominion.

After interpreting the attitude of the 
various sections in the church on the 
war, Mr. Holmes appealed to the con­
ference to guard liberty of speech in war 
time as in peace, and commended specific 
and direct war and peace preparedness 
tasks. The majority of the council, lie 
said, held that the war was a just and 
righteous conflict. Their churches, with­
out delay and without regard for the 
fortunes of any particular belligerent, 
must enter upon a definite preparation 
of the gospel of peace. The necessity for 
living together could not be escaped. 
The Germans, though conquered, could 
not be exterminated. It was the busi­
ness of their church to discover terms of 
reconciliation.

Mr. Taft warned the delegates that 
this was no time to cavil at details, and 
said that in war time a republic might 
have to do things to preserve itself that 
in peace would seem arbitrary, 
hoped that a resolution emphatically en­
dorsing everything done by President 
Wilson and congress would be passed.

“Unless the consumers in the cities of 
Canada consider their willingness to face 
a complete disruption of all trades, a 
total breakdown of real estate values and 
the utter demoralization of labor condi- 

i tions in the cities, the food controller 
cannot possibly accede to the demand 
made in some quarters to ‘cut prices 
down,’ to ‘sell food at cost’ or, as it is 
otherwise expressed, to ‘do away with 
the middleman.’ Such goals may be par­
tially achieved. How much or how little 
can be done will be made known to the 
public from time to time as I find neces­
sary. But, however great may be the 
hardship of present food prices, however 
popular would be the movement to have 
the government sell fish or any other 
commodity at cost, however overburden­
ed Canada may be with the class of peo­
ple known as middlemen—radical meas­
ures cannot be promised except upon 
such terms as I have just indicated.

Why Prices Soar.
“I must remind those Canadians, who 

perhaps are unaware of the facts, that 
seven main factors may be said to govern 
the present prices of food.

First—The disproportion between de­
mand and supply, consumption and pro­
duction. Food cannot be cheap while 
there is sucli a growing disparity be­
tween the number of producers and the 
number of consumers.

Second—Unrestrained competition be­
tween great foreign buyers of foodstuffs 
in our markets.

“Third—Unequal distribution of the 
available supplies, surplus production in 
one province being unavailable in prov­
inces in vr|iich were shortages.

“Fourth—The food speculator.
“Fifth—The greedy middleman.
“Sixth—The supernumerary, unneces­

sary, and inefficient middleman.
“Seventh—The waster.

Montevideo, Sept. 26—The Uruguayan 
congress has been called to meet in 
special session on Saturday to vote on 
the question of severing relations with 
Germany.

Buenos Aires, Sept. 26—Rumors were 
current last night that President Irigoy- 
en was not willing to break off relations 
with Germany despite the action taken 
during the day by the chamber of depu­
ties. It was announced last night that 
a manifestation would be made before 
the congressional palace today to demand 
an Immediate rupture in the name of the 
Argentine public.

Guynemer is credited with having 
shot down fifty-three German airplanes : 
inside the German lines and with hav­
ing destroyed at least twenty-five more ! 
that were uncounted. He was one of ; 
the youngest men of his rank in the j 
French army, having been promoted by 
President Poincare in February last at 
the age of twenty-two.

Captain Guynemer’s greatest day’s 
work was on May 17 of this year when 
he brought down four German machines, 
two of which he accounted for in the 
space of two minutes, having attacked 
a group i 2 four. With only three cart­
ridges left ,while on his homeward flight 
he encountered the fourth German and 
shot him down with one of the three re­
maining cartridges.

A British sailor whose ship was de­

stroyed by the German raider Mowe and j 
who was kept a prisoner on the raider 
for five weeks before he was landed in 
Germany, managed recently to get a let­
ter out of Germany to his sister and 
brothers in England. In the opinion of 
allied officials who have seen the letter 
no more interesting information has come 
out of Germany in months as to the ac­
tual conditions in that country.

The writer, fis a war laborer, was 
thrown much with German laboring men, 
and he says the suffering of these men 
is so great, that they would welcome any 
kind of peace, even one dictated by the 
Allies. Because of the shortage of food 
the conditions in the prison camps are 
described as terrible beyond words to 
describe, the deaths sometimes averaging 
more than fifteen a day for weeks at a 
time. The writer gives what is perhaps 
the first correct description of the Mowe 
yet printed, and makes the statement 
that this famous minder is probably the 
speediest of her type afloat, her maxi­
mum speed being thirty knots an hour.

The letter, which comes to The New 
York Times from, an official source, is 
as follows :—

“Just a few other lines to say I am 
still alive. I am not in the best of health, 
hut as good as can he expected under 
the circumstances. Of course there are 
worse cases than me, so thank God I 
carnot grumble. I hope you received my 
other letter. Any other way of writing 
is censored by the Germans, that is the 
reason I am unable to write you all I 
could wish about this country. I have 
been across it and up and down it since 
I ,have b4k In it and I can tell you it is 
in a very poor state. Mind you, it is 
a large, agricultural ' country, fine plots 
of ground but uncultivated.
Only Women at the Plow.

There does not seem to be any men 
around, only old and very young. Every­
where you look through a railway car­
riage window it Is always the same 
sight—women at the plow and digging. 
If you do see any men at all they are 
the prisoners, French, Russian, and the 
British. Now I have mentioned the word 
prisoners. I will tell you as well as I 
Van how Germany treats her prisoners ; 
Being one myself it gives me a chance 
to state the truth. I was aboard the 
raider five weeks, being chased around 
by cruisers. The treatment we received 
on the cruiser Moewe was decent to what 
we received after landing in Germany.

“For the last few days after the Moewe 
captured us we received three good meals 
a day, consisting of tea or coffee for 
breakfast; for dinner, rice or bean soup; 
supper, rice and prunes, or rice boiled 
with meat or salt pork, each day varied ; 
also, we received a loaf for four 
We were proportioned out by messes, 
twelve or fourteen to a table. She was 
fitted out like a dockyard cocoa room, 
plates, dishes, and jMnt pot and spoon. 
Knives and forks were not Issued, as 
we all lived on spoon diet. Well, we 
were all satisfied with that until they 
captured the Esmeralda. Her crew was 
a very large one, 116 all told. She was a 
horse boat, with American cattlemen on 
board, but by good luck she was out-

we had.
Adventures of the Moewe.

“Well, to cut. a long story short, we 
were landed in Germany safe, and I, for 
one, was glad it/was so, because, take 
it from me, she was the-greatest float­
ing mine I ever had the pleasure of 
being on, and it’s experience I don’t want 
to have again. When we arrived at Kiel 
the Moewe’s commander told our captain 
that we should consider ourselves very 
lucky, indeed, that we were off the ocean, 
as if he had to engage himself with a 
man-O’war he would have considered tt 
his duty to have fought till she sank.

“I will now describe what the Moewe 
was like. First of all, you must un­
derstand this: she was a disguised ship, ish Red Cross Society at Copenhagen 
disguised to act as an old tramp. Her 
full speed was between twenty and thirty 
knots, but to look at her from a dis­
tance she would imitate a slow ship, 
smoke like a devil (she carried smoke 
consumers, which could be used if re­
quired.) When we were in the vicinity 
of war vessels she never smoked at all 
and always kept a sharp lookout. The 
crew themselves boasted about being 
off Simon’s Bay (Cape Town) one dark 
night, and they saw H. M. S. Glasgow 
coaling, with all lights lit. They reck­
oned that they could have torpedoed her, 
only that they were not sure but that 
some other cruiser might have given 
them chase, but at the time they were 
on the lookout for commerce, not fight.
That was three weeks before they cap­
tured us.

It was the Moewe which caught the 
Géorgie (White Star Company), the Vol­
taire (Lamport S Holt), and sent all the 
crews into Germany on a Glasgow ship 
called the Yarrowdale. I have spoken to 
all these crews since landing here. Their 
experiences are about the same as our 
own, so I will leave thebi for another 
time. I have also spoken to men who 
were captured at the Jutland battle, 
others who were captured by submarines.
I have also seen the crew of the ship 
Brussels. You know the captain, he was 
shot up here (Captain Fryatt) I have ' sugar and fat I have not tasted sugar 
seen where he is supposed to have been and milk for two months.

German newspapers are giving vent 

to indignation over the exposure of the 
aid given to their forces of destruction 
by land and sea through the various le­
gations of Sweden and the foreign office 
of the latter country. Their anger is 
not, of course, at the revelations of cold­
blooded murder planned by their offi­
cials abroad and at home through the 
connivance of some Swedish officials, if 
not of the Swedish government itself, 
but at the very thought of their officials 
being found out. .This strikes them as 
being so stupid as to be unpardonable. 
They class it in the category of unfor­
givable sins, such as the action of the 
United States in getting the documents 
which convicted the Swedish diplomats. 
The latest Incident to be disclosed by 
Washington convicts the representative 
of Sweden at Mexico of espionage as 
well as a means of sending messages 
through his own country to the Ger­
mans.

Some gentle souls have objected to 
the name of Hun being applied to the 
German of the present, though they 
admit that he has been guilty of crimes 
unspeakable. Today we have unfolded 
to us more of his plans to spread “kul- 
tur” as he knows it over the face of the 
world, and to use an alleged neutral 
to aid him in his schemes. When the 
German expedition was about to start 
for China during the Boxer rebellion 
of 1900 the Kaiser, in a speech delivered 
at Bremerhaven, said In part:

“If you meet the enemy you will de­
feat him. Give no quarter, make no 
prisoners ; let whoever falls into your 
hands be doomed. Just as a thousand 
years ago the Huns, under their King 
Etzel, made for themselves a name, 
which to this da/ is a mighty one in 
tradition, so may your appearance make 
the name German be feared for a thou­
sand years in China, so never again will 
a Chinaman dare to look askance at any 
German.”
