Fredericton, N. B,, Jan. 9—The cross
. examination of John E. Stewart in the
Southampton Railway case was conclud-
this morning and F. B. Carvell began
re-examination. The time was mostly
taken up with a review of the evidence
previously given and denials of questions
put forward by the defendant’s counsel.
The witness said that 110 shares of
stock were allotted to him for his ser-
vices in promotion. When he offered D-.
King Hazen a half interest, Pinder was
not supposed to share in the profits but
professed to be satisfied if he could have
the road built for his Business. He de-
clared he had never charged that bonds
had been stolen from his grip-at Pind-
er’s house or that he had accused others
besides Pinder of taking the contract.
“l did not accuse any soul on earth
of taking this contract.” he said, “ex-
cept Pinder but I believe to this day he
did take it.”
The witness denied emphatically that
' “his contract to build the road had been
~based on a letter signed “A. J. Dun-
worth,” concerning the authenticity of
which the defendant’s counsel had
th own doubts. The witness was very
indignant because Mr. Teed had endeav-
ored to confuse William J. O’Keefe, his
son-in-law, with a saloon keeper in St.
John. “He keeps a beautiful hotel in
Cape Henry, Virginia, and has never
been in this province but once on a vis-
it.” O’Keefe was one of the men from
whom Stewart had
money for financing the road. : :

Although St. John is usually a very
busy city about this time of the‘ye‘ar,
and there is generally aecommodation

for all the workmen offering, at the pres-
ent time there seems to be a depression
of betterment. (
The Times learned yesterday of the
case of a middle-aged man, a carpenter,
and ' his son, a young man, who have
been endeavoring to.secure work in the
city for some time but without success.
Both men are industrious and made
every effort to obtain employment. The
father has a fairly large family depend-
ent upon him and unless some means of
livlihoed can be found soon both he and
his family will suffer.

The secretary of the Associated Chari~
ties said that yesterday she received
applications for assistance from two men
who were out of employment and she
was unable to place them in any kind
of a job. She also was acquainted with
the case of a man who had this winter
paid his initiation fee to the ’Longshore-
men’s Association, but to date he had
not ‘been put on any of the boats. An-
other case is that of a ’longshoreman,
who has a family dependent upon him,
and who, during one week had worked
only, five hours, although he was on
hand at the arrival of most of the steam-
ers during the week.

One of the officials of the ’Longshore-
men’s Association, said to a Times re-
porter this morning that the chief rea-
son for the inactivity on the part of the
workmen was the fact that the steamers
coming -to St. John this winter were
bringing only about half as much
freight as last year. The depression, he
said, appeared to be general as the as-
sociation had received reports from Hali-

they had for some years. It is thought,

Army, who has an excellent ‘opportunity
of learning the labor conditions in: the
city, told the Times this morning that
he and his associates had been called
upon for considerably more assistance by
the working men than last winter. He
said that the shelter at the Metropole,
although it had been enlarged to a great
extent this fall, and had now a capacity
for fifty-one men, has been taxed almost
every night. He spoke of one. particular
case, that of a ‘longshoreman who had
told him that he had received one hour’s
work on the arrival of the Royal George
here the first time, but when he present-
ed himself for work on the arrival of
the Royal George this week, he could
not get employment.

Besides the loss to the ’longshoremen,
it is felt that the withdrawal of the Em-
press boats from the port of St. John
will mean a loss to the city in other
ways. In the first place the Empresees
made weekly trips to St. John, while the
Royal Line’s schedule calls for only fort-
nightly sailings. The fact that these
steamers are docking at the-Intercolon-
ial pier instead of one of the city piers
on the west side will cause the city to lose
the revenue derived from this source
Again the hotels, as well as the laun-
dries and merchants, who have been sup-
plying the Empress steamers are losing
a great deal of trade which they would
otherwise have received.

Thomaston, Jan. 9—There are 186
convicts in the state prison at the pres-
ent time, this being the smallest num-
ber for many years.

TERRIBLE MURDER

Mrs. Violet Goold, Ser enzed For
Life in France, Lured Woman
to Her Vila, and Then She
and Her Husband Butchered
Her

Montelier, France, Jan. 8—Mrs. Violet
Goold, who, with her husband, Vere St.

Leger Goold, was serving a term of life’

imprisonment for the murder of Emma
Levin in the summer of 1907, the crime
being known as “the Monte Carlo trunk
mystery,” died in prison today.

The trial of the Goolds in December,
1907, attracted great attention because
of the enormity of the crime, the man-
ner in which the murder was committed,
and the dramatic arrest of the principals,
who were taken by the police while
seeking to escape with a trunk contain-
ing portions of the body of their victim.

The murdered woman had been lured
by the Goolds to, their villa and robbed
of valuable jewelry. Her dismembered
body was packed in a trunk which was
shipped to Marseilles, the trunk later
being found among the baggage of the
Goolds. The Goolds. were for years resi-
dents of Montreal.

Mrs. Goold was originally sentenced to
be guillotined and her husband was sen-
tenced to life imprisonment. The wo-
man’s sentence was commuted to penal
servitude for life, owing to ‘the outery
against an execution taking place in the
principality of Monaco.

Rev. Miles P. Howland gave much
Pleasure to a large audience last ‘even-
ing when he delivered a lecture before
members and friends of the St. John Art
Club, illustrated by balopticon views, on
The Life of Murillo. ~

fI‘he'lecturer first gave a brief explan-
ation of what the Roman Catholic
churcl3 had done for  Christian art.
Speaking of Murillo, he said that, like
many great artists, he showed his bent
in early life by covering his school
books with drawings. Becoming dis-
contented with his lot in Seville, ‘Where
he was born of humble parents in 1617,
he resolved to visit Rome, but attract-
ing considerable attention by prominent
artists during his journey he was per-
suaded to .discontinue it and to return
to the city of his birth. He then com-
menced a series of paintings for the
Franciscan convent which were hailed
with joy by the friars, and by these
paintings his reputation was made. His
celebrated painting of St. Anthony of
' Padua . was execuited in 1656, and in such
scenes as are depicted in this work he
showed himself deserving of the title of
“the painter of Heaven.” Murillo was
at the zenith of Mis fame as an artist
in 1671. - His painting of St. Francis was
the most striking of his devotional pic-
tures, but his greatest work was that of
the Immaculate Conception painted in
1678. “He had,” said the speaker, “cour-
age and faith 4n himself, and, in spite]
of many obstacles, gave to the world
masterpieces which . the disintegrating
touch of time cannot mar”

School Nurse a Necessity

So Think Halifax Educational Authorities in View
of Inauguration of Scheme of ¥

(Halifax Echo)
When the school estimates for 1914-
15 were under discussion an item that

attracted some notice was that provid-
ing for a school nurse and many people
wondered why such a provision was
made. The appointment of a nurse is
merely in line with the policy initiated
by the enducational authorities wheh
medical inspection of the pupils was un-
dertaken. The nurse’s work will be
largely to follow up that of the physi-
cian and see that his directions are con-
tinued and carried out. The nurse can-
not begin the duties before May next
as the 1914-15 appropriation, including
povision for her salary, will not be
available until then. The system is one
that has been initiated in educational de-
partments of larger cities; and some
smaller than Halifax, with success and
benefit. :

In Boston the system is well devel-
oped, and the last annual report issued
by the Public Schools Superintendent of

ENDED LIFE N HiS
ROOM AT COLLEGE

Scotz;a in Act of Student

A tragic story of the end of a young
life comes from Windsor, N. S. As the
result of worry over financial matters
a student at King’s College, who was
completing his theological course, be-
came demented and a short time ago his
lifeless body was found hanging in his
room in the college.

The trouble which drove the young
man to tliis desperate course arose from
some business upon which he had em-
barked during the summer holidays last
year in an effort to earn some money
to help him pay his way through col-
lege. He accepted the agency for a
map publishing concern in upper Canada
and secured a large number of orders.
To fill the contracts he ordered maps
to the value of $500, but when they
came the purchasers refused to accept
delivery. He was unable to secure an
arrangement with the publishing house
and they insisted upon his paying for
the maps, which he was unable to do.
Soon afterwards he applied for another
position and gave the name of the pub-
lishing house as previous employers.
When the latter concern was asked for
references they replied asking the local
concern to hold the man as they were
sendifg an officer to arrest him. The
arrest was not made, but the matter
preyed .upon the mind of the unfortun-
ate youth and it is believed that he be-
came mentally unbalanced as a result
of constant worry.

In announcing the reading of the above
resolution, Rev. W. R. Robinson  said
that in view. of the fact that the whole
province . especially in \lprohxblted terri--
tories, suffered through' shipment of lis
quor by wholesale dealers and absoluté~
ly no steps were taken to cancel their
licenses, as the law provides; and as St.
John city is made to' suffer through the
persistent efforts of the bottle peddlers
to whom the liquor is supplied by
wholesale and retail dealers, the neces-
sity for action on the part of temper-
ance people was evident.
