It is owing to this bug that 
the modem devotee of strong drink so 
often wakes up blind, or, as the guest 
of a licensed undertaker, fails to wake 
at nil. —

Botulinus is the same germ which 
lurks in spoiled fruit, and it gives out 
a deadly toxin. The liquor germ is 
shaped like a frankfurter, and it gets 
in the Intestines and curls up there.

POINTS TO REMEMBER.

REMEMBER THAT:
In order to obtain the best results in the. use of galena as a crystal de­

tector, it is advisable to secure a large piece of galena and break it up into 
smaller pieces. Each of these pieces should be tested and the one which op­
erates most satisfactory may be used as a standard and the sensitivity of 
other pieces compared with it. It is advisable to select a single transmit­
ting station, to be used as a basis of signal strength, in order to obtain a 
fair comparison of the various pieces of crystal. In handling crystals, a small 
pair of pincers should be used to place the crystal in position, as contact 
with the fingers is liable to impair the sensitivity. The test buzser, used 
as a means of locating the sensitive points on the crystal, is easily arranged 
and is an Important feature of a crystal receiver, as the range over whicX 
the set will operate depends in a great measure on the adjustment of the 
crystal. <

NOTICERegenerative receivers are super-sensitive to various forms lof external 
electrical vibrations, in addition to those which are normally intercepted by 
the antenna and impressed upon the receiving set. These electrical disturb­
ances may be due to static, to the alternating magnetic field of nearby pow­
er lines or capacity effects due to the close proximity of the hand or the body. 
In order to prevent these vibrations from inducing interfering currents in 
the receiver, the interior of the cat,’net enclosing the apparatus should have 
a metallic lining such as copper foil or fine copper mesh. In addition, the 
individual circuits should be separated by a metallic surface so as to pre­
vent inter-action between the various elements of the receiver. All sec­
tions of this metallic lining should be carefully soldered together so as to 
have a good electrical connection and should be grounded. This process is 
known as “shielding” and if properly carried out will reduce to a minimum 
the interference resulting from electrical disturbances which would otherwise 
induce currents in the receiver due to the tendency of the coils, themselves, to 
act as an antenna.

In radio receiving sets employing the vacuum tube, the addition of one 
y stage of audio-frequency amidification has the effect of ihcreasing the inten- 

• sity of sounds apfiroxiraately four to five times their normal strength with 
the detector tube alone. Two stages of audio-frequency amplification pro- 

t duce an Increase in sound intensity from sixteen to twenty-five times their
t normal strength.. Providing that a radio signal possesses sufficient strength

to operate the detector and secure proper rectification, the employment of 
audio-frequency amplification will increase the range of the set by rendering 
extremely faint signals, clearly audible. If, however, the feeble Impulses of 
the radiated signals lack sufficient power to actuate the detector, the uSe of 
audio-frequency amplification will produce no results.

The efficiency of a standard type of "half-wave” rectifier used for con­
verting alternating current to direct current for charging storage batteries, 
is approximately 75 per cent. This is due to the fact that during the half­
cycle when no current is flowing through the rectifier tube, only a small 
amount of energy sufficient for heating the filament and exciting the trans­
former, is drawn from the power supply.

In a regenerative receiver the production of oscillations by the tube may 
be detected by placing the finger on the grid terminal of the tube. A dull

So Says Rev. Dr. Pidgeon— 
Tells a Montreal Mass 
Meeting Another Vote is 
Impossible.

That the Church must unhesitating­
ly pursue its plan of union' until the 
desired end is accomplished, sad that 
the question of Union is no longer open, 
were assertions made by Rev. Dr. 
George C. Pidgeon of Toronto, a mem­
ber of the Executive of the Presbyter­
ian Church Union Committee, who ad­
dressed a mass meeting called in the 
interests of Church .Union Monday 
evening in the Rose Room of the Wind­
sor Hotel, Montreal. The stand taken 
by Dr. Pidgeon throughout his address 
was entirely unequivocal

“This is a time when firm action is 
necessary; nothing else can reave the 
Church from disaster,” he declared. "The 
obtaining of another vote has been sug­
gested. My mind was open for a long 
time on the question of another vote, 
but I have come to the conclusion it 
is impossible. If another vote were 
taken it would imply that the question 
of Church Union is still open.

“It is no longer open; it has been 
decided again and again. If a further 
vote has to be taken it will mean the 
collapse of our whole Church govern­
ment, and we will be made the laugh­
ing stock of the world.”
Defends Proposal

Dealing with a contention of the 
tt - Unionists that the Presbyterian 
Church would be legislated out of ex­
istence, the speaker said: “In becoming 
a united Church the. Presbyterian and 
Methodist SChurches do not go out of 
existence; they go into union as enti­
ties with their .names and rights and 
privileges. The Presbyterian Churdh as 
such goes into union, and those who re­
fuse union leave their Church.” (Ap­
plause.) “Far from begin ‘iniquitous’ 
the bill for union contains nothing that 
was not previously in the basis of union 
approved by the General Assembly.

“The question has been asked: ‘What 
about the violation of trust?* Is it not 
a violation of trust to take over the 
property of the Presbyterian Church 
when it goes into union?”

Here Dr. Fidgedn dealt in some de­
tail with the more or less related case 
of the Free Church in Scotland at the 
time it joined the United Free 
Churches. - He referred to the bill 
passed in 1921 which declared that a 
Church must have liberty to state her 
belief at each period of her history.' 
“If,’<said the speaker, “any man gives 
money or property to a Church on the 
condition that it always hold to cer­
tain beliefs or organization, he is ask­
ing that the Church should permit it­
self to stagnate. It is our positiontlyit 
we have freedom to re-state our belief. 
We are asking Parliament that this 
Church which comes into union with 
her vital faith unimpaired take -with 
her also her property into the union.”

Haymarket Square. SUohn't (Stone) Church Stockholm, Feb. 1. —I (Associated 

Press.)—The well-preserved skeleton 
of a man who lived in the stone age, 
5/WO years ago, has just been found 
on the west coast of Sweden by acorn- 
mission of archaeologists, which has 
bgen combing the countryside for 
ancient relics to be placed on exhibi­
tion at the exposition in Gothenburg 
this summer.

The Swedish experts, fifteen in num­
ber, have been at work for about seven 
years, and have succeeded in collecting 
20,000 relics of antiquity. The results 
of their labor has been an accumula­
tion of prooft that the North Sea 
coast of Sweden was inhabited as early 
as 8000 B. C.

The stone age skeleton, which is 
now being mounted in Gothenburg, 
was found during excavations at 
Kungsbacka, a few miles south of this 
city. The ancient site of Kungsbacka 
has been chosen by spme critics as the 
probable seat of Beowulf, the hero of 
the oldest epic poem in English litera­
ture; but Beowulf was a newcomer 
compared with the stone age man, who 
lived about 4,000 years before him.

The relics now brought to light in­
clude flint tools and weapons, orna­
ments, etc. In one of the graves about 
2,000 years old were found the remains 
of a woman and her equipment; con­
sisting of an amber necklace, weaver’s 
reeds and distaff.

Washington, Feb. 23.—Elliot Wads­
worth, Assistant Secretary of the 
Treasury will sail on the Berengaria 
for Europe to represent the United 
States at a conference to be held in 
Paris to consider the question of pay­
ments to this country for the cost of 
the American Army of Occupation on 
the Rhine. It is expected that Great 
Britain, France, Italy and Belgium will 
be represented at this conference. Pay­
ments to America totalling about 
$300,000 are involved.

Mr. Wadsworth has specialized in 
the Treasury Department on the for­
eign obligations of the allied nations 
to the United States, but it is under­
stood that he will not take up officially 
the subject of negotiations looking to 
a funding of the French debt, his mis­
sion having to do only with the Army 
of Occupation costs. j

The other nations maintaining armies 
of occupation in Germany have had the 
costs reimbursed in part, while the 
United States has received practically 
nothing. Several months ago, when 
gold payments were begun by Germany 
on general indemnities, the United 
States protested to the Reparation 
Commission, through its unofficial rep­
resentative, Roland W. Boyden, con­
tending that the American Army costs 
constituted a first lien on German as­
sets.

The result was that Great Britain, 
France ahd Italy sent a memorandum 
to Washington on Nov. 9, 1922, ex­
pressing their willingness to find a 
practical means to meet the desires of 
the United States and inviting this 
government to nominate a representa­
tive to meet the allied delegates at 
Paris. .

The committee announces that it 
holds an option for the purchase, at a 
cost of $35,000, of a property .near 
Morrison, Colo., which is admirably 
adapted in every way for a home and 
ciub house, with grounds large enough 
for a commodious building and twenty 
bungalows. The present dining 
room, kitchen and lobbies will accom­
modate 200 people. The stone build­
ing contains forty-three bedrooms, 
handsomely furnished. A separate 
building has eight servants’ rooms. 
The lawns contain attractive shrub­
bery, and there is a 10-foot swimming 
pool. /

The home will be opened as soon as 
a fund of $60,000 has been secured. 
This will pay for the property in full 
and leave $15,000 in the treasury for 
equipment. It is hoped by the execu­
tive committee that, ultimately a fund 
will be subscribed sufficient to build 
and furnish 500 rooms and twenty 
bungalows. The organization is con­

Forty to Fifty Head Sets 
Planned as Well as Loud 
Speaking Sets in Wards—- 
Four Lodges Unite in 
Carrying Out Scheme.

At a meeting of the Civic Hydro 
Commission this morning Mayor Fisher 
disputed the contention of the N. B. 
Power Co, Ltd., that the city does not 
own the poles and equipment in the 
five North End wards, as well as the 
poles carrying street lights in the 
southern portion of the city. “The city 
solicitor, Dr. Baxter,” said His Wor­
ship “is very emphatic that the city’s 
position in the matter is sound.” The 
matter arose when a resolution was 
placed before the meeting requesting 
the Common Council to inform the 
Commission with definiteness as to the 
ownership of the city’s poles.

Concerning this resolution, Mayor 
Fisher said that the Common Council 
was working on the matter very care­
fully. In view of the strong declara­
tion from the city solicitor, he urged 
Hiat the commission should count on 
acquiring a complete distribution sys­
tem in the North End on July 1. “The 
Power Company has been informed 
that the city will enter possession on 
Juhe 30,” Said His Worship. If the 
Power Company was going to adopt 

attitude, he thought 
delay would be caused and that the 
commission should be prepared for this 
delay. In addition to the equipment in 
the North End, he had been advised 
that the city owns about one-quarter 
or more of the poles bearing street 
lamps both in the West End and the 
South End.

The resolution to obtain definite in­
formation carried, 
asked for this information on Decem­
ber 9 last, but, as explained by Mayor 
Fisher, the council was moving care­
fully in the matter. It was the general 
feeling of the meeting that the com­
mission must make sure of its ground 
before acting.
Engineer's Report

Barry Wilson submitted his weekly 
report, which recommended that the 
tender of the B. Leonard 4 Sons, Ltd, 
for mechanical equipment for the sub­
station, amounting to $1,597.07, be ac­
cepted. A resolution giving effect to 
this recommendation (carried.

A recommendation in the report that 
new tenders be invited for native and 
western poles for the civic distribution 
system also was acted on favorably by 
the commission. Mr. Wilson explained 
that only one bit had been received for 
western poles and but few for native 
poles. He thought, also, that a better 
price could be obtained by calling for 
new tenders.

The report noted that J. Newlands 
had been appointed as the commis­
sion’s inspector for the erection of the 
sub-station, work on which had been 
started.

Laying opt of a new street lighting 
system had been completed, the report 
said. Wooden poles would be elimin­
ated in the new system, which would 
not exceed in cost the Kribs estimate.

The matter of rates was brought up, 
but it was decided to defer discussion 
until Mr. Kribs could be present.

The matter of engaging Canvassers 
was discussed, and it was decided to 
employ some men at once to make â 
start on mfeasuring the service for the 
North End at once. The question of 
salary for these men will be set by 
the commission.

with radio apparatus when the plan, 
decided on by the local lodges of the 
Knights of Pythias at meetings this 
week, is fulfilled. The members are en­
thusiastic over the proposal and the 
work Is going ahead with all possible 
speed. It is planned to install a fully 
complete set and the necessary funds 
will be raised by voluntary subscrip­
tion.

The idea first took root in the minds 
of members of the order while they 
were making their regular visits to sick 
Pythians. The suggestion then was to 
have a loud-speaking set in the recep­
tion room and to have the patients 
gather there for its use. It was later 
discovered, however, that only a small 
portion of those in the hospital would 
benefit from this plan as most could 
not leave their beds so it was decided 
to go ahead on a more extensive scale. 
Lodges Endorse Plan.

At meetings of the four lodges, Un­
ion, New Brunswick, St. John and Car- 
leton Tower, the plan was endorsed 
and. committees were appointed to look 
after the work of picking out appar­
atus and looking after its installation. 
It was decided to raise the funds neces­
sary for the proposal by voluntary sub­
scription among the members of the 
order.

Another plan to install loud speaking 
sets in the different wards was modi­
fied when it was learned that the pa­
tients were in different conditions of 
health and, while some might wish to 
listen to the concerts, others would be 
too sick to use the apparatus more than 
a part of the time. It was finally de­
cided to install a high power receiving 
set with extra amplifiers npd batteries 
enough to pick up all concerts from 
Schenectady, Newark, Chicago znd 
other broadcasting stations and to 
transfer them throughout the building. 
The hospital will be wired from the 
main receiving set to all the wards snd 
apparatus wifi be placed in each that 
will' allow the use of a loud speaker or 
of the connection of head sew for the 
individual patients. Thus It wlil he 
possible for a comparatively well pa­
tient to enjoy all the concerts without 
disturbing those in need of more rest 
and sleep. Some forty or fifty of these 
head sets will be included in the ap­
paratus supplied.

J 4Toronto, Feb. 24.—Provided that the 
government can find a solution of legal 
and engineering objections raised, the 
Hydro Power Commission yesterday 
approved an agreement submitted by 
members of the Gregory Commission 
for the solution of the Nipigon devel­
opment troubles.

This agreement provides for the sale 
of 22,000 volt power at $18 a horse­
power to the Great Lakes Pulp and 
Power Company, delivered at the plant

The Drury Government has already 
approved this agreement and promised 
to confirm it by order-in-council. The 
agreement practically means that the 
proposed plant of the Great Lakes 
Pulp and Paper Company will be 
located on the Mission site, west of 
Fort William. The alternative agree­
ment, submitted by Port Arthur, pro­
vided for the supplying of 110,000 volt 
power at $18, delivered at any point

transmission lines.

' An outstanding figure in the medical 

profession of Canada passed away in 
the person of Sir Thomas Roddick, 
long noted as a consulting surgeon, who 
died at seven o’clock Tuesday morn­
ing at his residence, 705 Sherbrooke 
street west, following an illness of 
many months’ duration. Sir Thomas 
gave up the active practice of his pro­
fession about ten years ago on account 
of poor health, since when he had lived 
a comparatively retired life, spending 
most of his winters in southern cli­
mates. In recent years he had suffered 
from mild strokes of cerebral apoplexy, 
from each of which, by reason of his 
remarkable vigor, he had more or less 
recovered. During the past few months 
his strength showed signs of perma­
nent failure and his decline was grad­
ual but progressive. He is survived 
by his widow, Lady Roddick, known 
as the author of several charming 
poems and dramas, and by two sisters, 
the Misses Emma and Margaret Rod­
dick. A third sister, Mrs. Kennedy 
of Knowlton, Que, pre-deceased him 
some years ago.

Sir Thomas Roddick was born at 
Harbor Grace, Newfoundland, on July 
81, 1846, and after graduating in his 
chosen profession of medicine, entered 
the Montreal General Hospital as sur­
geon, becoming one of the chief sur­
geons of that institution in 1874. In 
1898, when the Royal Victoria Hospi­
tal was formed, he became its chief 
surgeon, and a few years later consult­
ing surgeon.

In 1890 he was appointed professor 
bf surgery at McGill University, al­
though he had previously lectured on 
that subject for several years. He 
was Dean of the Faculty of Medicine 
from 1901 to 1908, and was subse­
quently appointed a governor of the 
university. For many years he was 
chairman of the Medical Board of the 
Royal Victoria Hospital, an<j was also 
first president of the Alexandra Hospi­
tal for Infectious Diseases, being one 
of the principal factors in the devel­
opment and success of the latter insti­
tution. _

WESTERN FARMER REDUCES

A Toronto bond dealer, who has 
spent some weeks in the ftrairies, re­
ports a moderate improvement in the 
condition of the agricultural commun­
ity, attributable to the bumper crop 
with which the West was favored in 
1922. He said that, Speaking generally, 
the Western farmers would realize 
enough from the season’s harvest to 
meet not only current expenditures, 
but to enable him, to reduce outstand­
ing obligations by fifteen to twenty per 
cent. The farmer, therefore, has not 
been able to fully solve his financial 
problems^ but he is placed in the posi­
tion of carrying on without incurring 
the disheartening handicap of fresh 
obligations as has been the case in the 
past few years, and is therefore more 
inclined to take an optimistic view of 
his situation and 'prospects. Another 
favorable crop would enable the farmer 
to re-establish himself on solid ground. 
As for the cities, there was a direct 
move in the direction of economy and 
retrenchment, and for this reason the 
finacial standing of the average urban 
centre had materially improved.
