days—consequently any v'sitors to our city
will not expect us to be open on that day.

“4 There is not a single boat-or train
that runs regularly between this port and
any other that arrives on Sunday fore-
noon, and as far as the residents of Vie-
toria are comcerned, we have heard no com-
plaint from them in regard to closing; in
fact, we have canvased our patrons, and
they say: “By all means close.”

“5. The daily routine of a barber’s ‘life,
coupled with the long hours, is very try-
ing on the young men who embark in the
trade, to say nothing of the old timers;
and then take into vonsideration the fam-
ilies of  the married portion! They think
it very hard that they cannot have the
compédnionship of their husband and father
one day in the week.

“From the judge’s report, with a max-
imum head (the reservoir inlet being cov-
ered, and the river at full stage), of 50.25
i feet, the discharge equals 721,450 gal-
lons per diem.

A. Clerical Etror,

Low Service Reservoir,

Under this important heading Mr.
Hawks says: “In the matter of thé ad-
visability of building a low-service reser-
voir, the time seems to have arrived
when such a reservoir has become & ne-
ecssity. Through the excessive use of
water for irrigation and like purposes ‘in
the summer season, and through the
waste of water from allowing taps to
run to prevent freezing during cold snaps
in the winter season, the delivery of the
14-inch main into the high service reser-
voir has been exceeded, and npon many
occasions thé reservoir has been drawn
down, upon several occasions has been
drained, and has placed the city water-
works at a disadvantage and the city at
great hazard from fire. This must not
be permitted to continue, or one of the
primary reasons for co_nstimcting such
works and one of the great advantages
to be derived from such works, the re-
duction of fire risks and consequent:sav-
ing on premiums to the community, will
be lost.”

Hawks then submits plans and
profiles, together with, an outline . of a
