He recommends the cultiva-
tion of the tree as a house plant. He
has a three-years-old plant in an eight-
inch pot, which remains at a height of
about five feet, without losing the fine,
large leaves of the iree.

The present will bef a_memorable
year in astronomical histefy—a year of
rare planetary conjunctions, of great
solar convulsions, and a year distin-
guished by the mnear approach of two
great comets. Two other events remain
to be observed. The first is a transit
of the planet Vulcan. It is predicted
that this planet, whose existence is still
a matter of doubt, will cross the sun’s
disc on the 12th or 13th of October.
The other event is a transit of Mercury
over the sun, which will occur Novem-
ber 7th.

Satisfactory evidence shows that 2
great fire must have occurred in the
out-croppings of a Nova Scotia coal
district at a remote time. From the
number of annual rings borne by trees
growing over the spot, it is estimated
that not less than three hundred years
have elapsed since the fire was extin-
guished.

The Modern Uses of Steel

At present there is but one sound reason
why steel should not universally replace
iron with advantage, and that is, that in
some cases it is cheaper to employ iron.
Statisticsshows us that theenormous quan-
tities of steel now manufactured have but
little, if at all, affected the production of
wrought-iron. It is, however, I am con-
vinced, but a question of time. When the
day comes—and every day brings us
nearer to it —when steel will be manufac-
tured as cheaply asiron, then will wrought
iron be a thfng of the past among the great
civilized nations.

One word as regards the employment of
steel made by these modern methods fox
cutlery. Cutlery manufacturers would
tell you that it is useless for the purpose;
nevertheless, on the Continent it is very
largely used, and in this country to a con.
siderable extent. I do not hesitate to
assert that, with suitable ores and proper
care in the manufacture, steel well snited
for cutlery can be made both in the open-
hearth and the converter. The essential
in the ore is that it should not contain
phosphorus; with but a trace of phosphorus
present, a good cutting edge could never
be obtained.

If we glance back for a moment to review
our history, we shall see that the open-
hearth processes embody thesame principle
as the first process by which steel was pro-
duced, viz., the mutual action of carburized
iron and oxid of iron on one another, and
the Bessemer process is, after all, though
a splendid offspring, only the nataral de-
scendant of the finery process,the origin of
which, as we have seen, was due to modis
fications in the primitive blast-furnaces.
There is perfect continuity throughout,
and, after all, what more natural '— Pro-

Torktows Centennial-—Salutizg the
British Flag.

One of the great events of the lasg
week in the United States,was the Cen-
tennial Celebration of ‘he Surrender of
the British Forces at Yorktown, Vir-
ginia. It was attended by a French
delegation, sent to participate in the
honors of the day as partial inheritors
of the glory of the achievement which
marked the 19th of November 1781 as
a red letter day in the history of Ameri-
can Independence. President Arthur,
Secretary Blaine and others prominent
in the Government of the United States
participated in the celebration. The
President’s address was as follows :—

Upon this soil a hundred years ago our
forefathers brought tc a successful issue
their heroic struggle for independence,
Here and then was established, and as we
trust made secure, upon this continent for
ages yet to come, the principle of govern-
ment which is the very fibre of vur politi-
cal system, the sovereignty of the people.

The resentmments which attended and for
a time survived the clash of arms have
long since ceased to animate our hearts.
It 18 with no feeling of exultation over the
defeated foe,that to-day we summon up a
remembrance of those events which made
holy the ground whereon we tread. Sure-
ly no such unworthy sentiment could tind
a harbour in our hearts, so profoundly
thrilled with the expression of sorrow and
sympathy which our national bereavement
has evoked from the people of England
and their august Sovereign; but it is alto-
gether fitting that we should gather here
to refresh our souls with a contemplation
of the unfaltering patriotism, sturdy zeal,
and sublime faith which achieved the re-

¢ Canada for the Canadians” has
been raised to the questionable dignity
of a party watchword by our Conserva-
tive friends, who, according to Ottawa
telegrams, have been meeting in a frag-
mentary kind of way as a cabinet to
consider who shall be Governor-General
during the proposed absence of the
Marquis of Lorne in England.

England, and leave of absence was
witheld from His Excellency by the
Imperial authorities in consequence.
Sir Patrick must return before the
Marquis can leave. It, therefore, ap-
pears that the Canadian Cabinet was
considering a matter over which it has
no control, and as it is composed, sub-
stantially, of the gentlemen who engi-
neered the Impeérial Acts relating to
Canadian affairs, it is proper to infer
that they paid very little attention in
1866-7 to such trifling matters as pro-
viding for the proper occupancy of the
Governor-General’s position in emer-
gent cases. Itis a most extraordinary
condition of things that our Governor-
General cannot leave the Dominion un-
til another Imperial personage is im-
ported to take his place. The principle
underlying this arrangement seems to
be that Canadians are not to be trusted
entirely to themselves—a doctrine
which must have received the assent of
Sir John, Bir Cbarles Tupper, Sir
Leonard Tilley and others of the present
Dominion Cabinet, when they rushed
us into the Union and the two latter
gentlemen joined in the Confederation-
at-any-price craze. ‘‘Canada for the
Canadians,” Canada’s Protective Policy,
and Canada’s .importation of Governors
are striking exemplifications of the con-
sistency which characterises our *‘ Con-
servative ” leaders.

A rising in Ireland will be unjustifiable,
because Ireland could never separate from
the Kingdom without causing her own
ruin. Ireland needs the support of Eug-
land. Irishmen would perceive this 1f
they were not mad.

The Land League has been proclaimed
illegal. The proclamation warns all per-
eons that the Irish National Land League,
or by what other name it may be called,
is an unlawful and criminal association,
and that all meetings to carry out or pro,
mote its designs or purposes are unlawful
and criminal, and will be prevented and
dispersed by force. The proclamation
warns the Queen’s subjects connected with
the League to disconnect themselves from
it,and to abstain from giving further coun-
tenance to it. All the powers and re.
sources at the Government’s command,
the proclamation says, will be employed
to protect the Queen’s subjects in the
free exercise of their lawful obligations
and to save the process of law on the
execution of the Queen’s writs from hin-
drance or obstructions. Tt calls upon all
loyal subjects to uphold the authority of
law and the supremacy of the Queen inm
ireland.

When the news reached the land
leaguers’ Dublin office of the Govern-
ment’s proclamation, a hurried council
was held, the books and documents were
secured, and letters from the country were
destroyed. Many books and papers were
carted to a place of safety, the lights were
extinguished and the doors were locked.
The executive officials decamped fearing
arrest.

A largelyattended conference of tenant
farmers was held in the Town Hall, Bally-
mony, County Antrim, on Thursday last,
and passed resolutions expressing their
grativade to Mr. Gladstone and the Liberal
party for their services in connexion with
Irish land legislation.

It appears that Mr. Patrick Ford of New
York, who edits a paper called the Irish
World is one of the gentlemen who are
engaged in the work of encouraging out-
rages in Ircland.

Tho Character of the Coming Winter.

Mr. Vennor writes as follows:—
Were we to judge of this by our migra-
tory birds this autumn, many of which
have arrived unusually early, we should
be inclined to suspect the approach of a
very severe winter. Un the other hand,
and jumping skyward, if we are to be-
lieve what English and American scien-
tists tell us about the activity on the sun’s
surface and the number and magnitude of
‘““sun’s spots,” we feel disposed to an-
nounce the probability of a continuance
of heat or warmth and periods of consid-
erable disturbances for the winter of 1882,

The early arrival of northern birds,
such as shore larks, Lapland longspurs
and pinegrosbeaks, was this fall followed
almost immediately by a frosty wave dur-
ing the first week of October; Lut this
was of but brief duration, and had the
birds known more, they need not have
fled with such precipitancy from their
northern haunts.

In my own experience I have ncver yet
found the movements of birds worthy of
consideration in a weather point of view,
except, indeed, as foretelling the approach
of such a temporary ** cold snap” as that
we have recently experienced, and which
of itself indicates the very reverse of an
early and severe setting in of winter; for
early cold and bluster, in general, is not
lasting, and is almost invariably followed
by an open term.

As to the activity of the sun spots, and
the great magnitude of some of these at
the present time, there can be no manner
of doubt, but that such conditions should
affect the weather around our earth must
be as yet a mere matter of conjecture.—
If it could be proved that the sun spots
had any connection - with the heat and
drought of last summer on the American
continent, we might naturally infer, from
the increased activity of these and their
growing proportions, a high average tem-
perature for the winter months. Disre.
garding, however, these sun signs and
comm'utious, I would here state that there
were other sigus, and from very different
sources than those just mentioned, of the
approach of the ¢ hot and dry summer” of
1881. These may or may not yet be gen.
erally accepted by meteorologists; but,
notwithstanding, they were sufficient to
enable me to give a very early notice of
what proved to be ‘“a very hot and dry
season.” I refer to weather cycles, or the
recurrence of similar weather conditions
at irregular,but ascertainable intervals of
time. Into this oft-mooted subject it is
not my intention, at present to enter, hav-
ing devoted considerable space to it in my
almanac for the coming year.

This hot and dry season has now passed,
and a winter of some sort has got to be
experienced. Some say it will be this,
and others that, but none can give any
clear reason for their statements—it is all
vague conjecture. Perhaps the majority
of prognosticators hug to the severe view
of the winter on the very unreliable prin-
ciple of opposites,- or—which is the same
thing —the law of general compensation,
as regards heat and cold, drought and
precipitation ; forgeting that in this very
principle the past summer was linked
more closely to the winver of 1881 than it
can possibly be to the winter of 1882.—
For, in order to fulfil this law of compen-
sation, a great deal of both heat and dry-
ness was required to make up for the cold
and precipitation of last winter. The
year 1881 thus gives us a very marked
example of annual compensation. It
closes with accounts well squared, and
leaves no balance to be brought forward
into the books of 1882. Consequeatly,
_we must turn to some other source for our
‘“ probabilities” for the approaching year.
And, here comes in the value of a good
array of past records of the weather and
weather charts, By means of such we
see that periods of unusual cold or heat
have in the past usually extended
over more than a single season. We
note a great number of couplets and
even triads of years of similar weather, and
but very few, and these widely separated
in which intense cold or great heat was
confined to a single year. By closely fol-
lowing the action of the weather generally
of the present, and at the same time posses-
sing a thorough knowledge of its general be.
havourin the past, the observer intuitively
conceives whatis required for the fulfilment
of Nature’s laws for an approaching period
or seasons. Distinct and definite reasons
for his conclusions he may not be able to
give, if suddenly called upon, but he, not-
withstanding, adheres firmly to his impres_
sions conocerning the future, and is gener-
ally correct. Supported thus by such re-
cords of bygone years aud carrying in my
mind a clear view of the ups and downs of
the twelve months just passingaway, Ilook
still to a further continuance of the warm
waveon our continentduring the approach
ing winter. Broken, this may and will be,
by waves of low temperature, but these
will be but of brief duration as compared
with the protracted periods of mildness
and warmth. As usually happens in such
winters, there may be an advanced and
severe term of cold and snow as early as
October, or November, If 8o, look out for
an open ** Christmastide,”

Thus, though disregarding the sun and
sunspot theory, Iam compelled to predict
an open winter.

The dis-
cussion placed the British side of the
house in the rather humiliating position
of having to listen to a good lecturing
from the other side.

Northumberiand County Court.

Northumberland County Court opened
at Newcastle on Tuesday, 18th inst., His
Honor Judge Wilkinson presiding.

There being no criminal business, no
Grand Jury was summoned.

The first cause was The Toronto Reaper
and Mower Co. vs. John Hesford ; E. P.
Williston for Plaintiffs, A. A. Davidson,
Q. C., for Defendant. This was an action
brought on a special count for non-delivery
of notes for a mower sold by C. S. Ramsay,
as agent of Plaintiffs to defendant. The
sale out of which the case arose took place
in 1878,and the bargain was that on deliv-
ery of the reaper before 20th of July in
that year defendant was to give to plain-
tiffs two notes for $42.50 each, payable
reepectively on 1st July, 1879 and 1880.
The mower was delivered on 17th July,
1878, and defendant signed upon the back
of two notes payable as arranged,a mutua)
agreement. between himself and plaintiffs
that said notes were payable in hay at
$15.00 per ton, oats at 50 cents per bushel
or partly in hay and oats and partly in
cash or in either of these commodities.
Plaintiff did not, however, sign the notes®
which were proved to have been placed
for collection in the Bank of Montreal,
plaintiffs name having been affixed to them
as signature by Mr. Rameay. On the
trial the notes were mnot produced by
plaintiffs agent, though cdpies of them
were. As the ground set out in the case,
which was for non-delivery of the notes
agreed upon, were not proved in the evi.
dence adduced by plaintiffs,the latter were
non-swited.

The next cause was that of Richard
Quigley vs. R.'P. Whitney, an action for
work and labor performied in the.woods—
lumbering—and riversdriving, Mr. Twee-
die for Plaintiff and M& Davidson Q. C.,
for Defendant. The Plaintiff claimed
that he had worked five and a half months

in the woods, forwhich, by arrangeménts:

with Mr. Whitney, he was ta get$l5a
month, and;fifteéni-days river.drivingior
which he clnrged $1.50 a day. Hengpod
Mr. Whitney $15.50 when he went %o
work and had, subsequently, got goods at
the latter’s store in Northesk, but he dis-
puted prices charged.

On the part of Mr. Whitney, it was
proved by himself and other witnesses that
when defendant pressed plaintiff to pay
his original debt, the latter offered to go
to work for him, but defendant—Mr.,
Whitney—did not want him, telling him
he was not a good man to work. Aftera
time, however, he sent him to the woods
in boss David Tozer's camp, telling him
he might work until the amount due was
paid, snd Mr. Tozer was to fix the rate
of wages. Quigley went to the woods,
having first, with Mr. Whitney’s consent
obtained more goods at his store, and
worked as stated. Tozer allowed plaintiff
wages at the rate of §12 a month and evi-
dence of different witnesses went to show
that rate to be fair, considering what
other men were paid, plaintifi being an
indifferent man, sometimes doing thesame
kind of work as a lad at the camp anda
good man’s work being equal to two such.
Quigley swore that two or three months
after he went to work, he told boss Tozer
he intended to claim $15 a month, but
this Tozer denied in his testimony.

Respecting Quigley’s account Mr.
Miller of Mr. Whitney’s store, swore that
the items and prices of the account were
read over to Quigley, when a settlement
was made in the spring and that Quigley
said they were all right.

On the other hand, this was denied by
Quigley, who swore he could get different
articles, such as boots, linders, etec., very
much cheaper in Sutherland & Creaghan’s
and other Newcastle stores.

Mr. Whitney's statement of the account
between himself and plaintiff showed that
instead of there being anything due to the
latter, there was still a balance of $3.22
due to him.

The jury rendered a verdict for defen-
dant for $3.22.

The next case was that of Alexander
Wilson vs B. Bielovacichi. Mr. Tweedie
for plaintiff and A. A. Davideon, Q. C.
for defendant.

Plaintiff is a licensed pilot of the Mira-
michi and defendant was master of the
barque Vugale. The action was bronght
to recover pilotage under regulation 4 of
the Miramichi pilotage authorities, made
under 36 Vic. Cap. 54. This regulation,
briefly stated, provides that any pilot
offering his services, as such, within the
pilotage district, to any vessel bound for
the Miramichi—excepting coasters etc.-—
and no other pilot being on board, shall
in the event of being refused be entitled
to pilotage from such vessel.

1t appeared that Plantiff spoke the

vessel—a foreign one—on 3rd, of August |

last outsile the limits of the pilotage
district, or to the eastward of Entry
Island in the Guif of St. Lawrence. He
followed her, however to a point about
tep miles west of Entry Island, which
b&u‘ht him within the district'and ;gdn
spoke Lim. He offered his services as
pilot both times of speaking, and was re-
fused, the defendant saying he did not
want a pilot, did not want any
thing to do with plantif and
did not intend to take a pilot until he got
to Miramichi Bar. There was no pilot on
board at the time plaintiff offered his
serviges. Plaintiff_also proved-that the
vessél cafhe to Chatham and loaded.
= M#; Davidson, for defendant, asked for
a non-su#t on different grounds, among
which were, that the plaintiff had not
shown he was a resident of Northumber-
land, as required by Pilotage regulation
2 ; that he was not shown to be owner of
a part of a licenséd Pilot boat as required
&e. ; that there was nothing about the
boat in which plaintiff was when he spoke
the defendant’s vessel to indicate she was
a Miramichi Pilot hoat ; that it was not
shown plaintiff offered his 'services as a
Miramichi Pilot ; that he dfd not produce
his license as required by law ; that the
Miramichi pilotage limits cannot extend
beyond three miles from the entrance of
the Miramichi River ; that there is no
legal authority for the making of Pilotage
Regulation 4, and- Regulation 4 is not
inding on the Master of a foreign ship}
that the payment of Pilotage dues may
be compulsory.but not the employment of
pilots; masters of foreign going vessels are
not compelled to employ pilots, even
within the three mile limit ; that no per-
son but Pilétage authorities can sue for
the recovery of Pilotage. Many of these
points were ruled against, the Court hold-
ing that in respect of the ownership and
character of boat. residence of pilot, etc.,
the plaintiff was answerable, if wrong,
elsewhere. The Court proposed to Coun-
sel that they agree to take a verdict from
the jury on the facts proved in regard to
tender of services, etc., and to have the
question of non-suit reserved for the
Court above on the objections stated by
Mr. Davidson.

Mr, Davidson, however, said he would
agree that a non-suit be granted with
leave for the plaintiff to enter a verdict
for pilotage claimed if the non-suit would
not stand.

As Counsel could not agree about the
matter His Honor instructed the jury that
they must take it that the Pilotage Regu-
lations of the Miramichi were regularly
made, and if they were satistied plaintiff
offered his services to defendant within
the Pilotage District—no other pilot being
at the time on board—they must give a
verdict for the pilotage claimed.

A verdict for Plaintiff, for the amount
of pilotage claimed,was accordingly enter.

Mr. Davidson gave notice of motion for
a new trial.

The Court adjourned on Saturday unti]
Wednesday (yesterday), when the motion
for new trial of the last case and two ap-
peal cases were to be heard.

on the same_ground, where His Honor
Judge Wilkissen also opened his roomy
offices to the Board for the transaction of
its business during the day.

Sir,—Permit me briefly in your paper

to refer to the work and claims of the,

British American Book and Tract Society
which has since 1867, through its Depoai:
tory, Tract distribution and colportage,
done so much good to aid the Church in
the Province of New Brunswick, Nova
Scotia, Prince Edward Island and New-
foundland, in its soul-saving work. It is
a Union Seciety including in its member-
ship many of the most devoted christian
men from all evangelical churches in these
Provinces. Its object is to diffuse a
knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ an
the Redeemer of sinners among our own
people by the circulation of the Bible
and of such religious books and tracts as
receive the approbation of all evangelical
christians.

Its work is missionary in its nature
striving to do good to all men as it shall
have opportunity, but carrying the gospe |
to the perishing as its special object, seek-
ing them out in the highways and hedges,
not waiting for them to come in. Itis
benevolent in principle and aim, seeking
simply to do good to souls, supplying the
needy gratuitously with saving truth

through d from christ Its

]

colportage work combines the two great
instrumentalities for doing good—printed
truth and personal prayerful effort.
These united have a mighty power for
good, and constitute the most effective
agency for Home Mission work.

From the Depository, 133, Granville
Street, Halifax, have been sold to clergy-
men, Sunday Schools and others, books
valued at $115,000 and Periodicals worth
$38.000, besides books valued at $122,000
through colportage. A large and varied
stock from varivus publishing houses in
Great Britain and the United States is
kept on hand. The books are carefully
guarded and can be very safely used for
Sunday Schools. Catalogues will be fur-
nished upon application to the Secretary.

Tens of thousands of tracts are distribut-
ed throughout the Provinces by Y. M. C.
Association Committees, Pastors and
voluntary tract distributors. In Halifax
alone, last year 20,000 English and 2,000
foreign tracts were given to 2970 meu in
211 vessels. Thése were supplied gratui-
tously by our Society. The same good
work i8 going on in St. John, Charlotte-
town, St. John, Moncton, Pictou and
other places. Who can esiimate the iu-
fluence for good of these silent but faith-
ful messengers ?

Colportage is the chief work of the
Society. 1t is to support this very bene-
volent branch of the work that books are
sold in the Depository, and donations are
received. Siuce 1867 in the Provinces, 87
colportenrs have been employed whose
united services have equalled 124 years,
18} yeais of which labor has been perform-
ed in New Brunswick. Grants of books
to the needy have amounted to $9,000, of
which $1,900 worth was given in this
Province. Books worth $215 were given
by Messrs. Patterson, Tweedie and Wade
in the Province last year. The Society’s
colporteurs have always with a liberal
hand belped the needy, and poor Sunday
Schools, families and individuals have
great reason to bless God for bibles and
good books freely given them. 'I'he Socie-
ty has circulated more than 175,000 copieg
of the Scripture,and placed by sale or gift
in more than 1300 Protestant homes (104
of which were in New Brunswick) the
Word of God where previously it had not
been found. It has thus proved an in-
valuable auxiliary to the Bible Society in
its excellent work by seeking out those
who were destitute. It must be carefully
remembered that those who require bibles
and good books most, will ncver seek
them in book stores. The pecple must
get the books at their doors,and an earnest,
personal effort must be made by the col-
porteur to interest them in the books.
How 1s it that the traveller finds these
good soul-saving books in hundreds of
Protestant and Catholic homes from
Campbellton to Richibucto? Just simply
by the patient, prayeiful efforts of Mr.
Tweedie and others in breaking down in-
difference and often positive hostility, and
as the years have flown gradually cultivat-
ing a taste for religious reading. This is
the work that places these counties and
every church in them under deep and last-
ing obligations to the British American
Book and Tract Society,and which makes
it desirable on the ground of self interest,
that they should give with a liberal hand
to continue and extend the colportage
work. St. John, Fredericton and St.
Stephen have given liberally to sustain
this good work and it is to be hoped that
the eastern sections of the Province,
which have especially reaped the benefits of
the work, will soon claim the honor of
generously aiding it. It is pleasing to
know that through the agency of the
Local Tract Socicty so many excellent
books are furnished at a low rate to Sun-
day Schools and subscribers. We cannot
but be thankful that books are thus cir-
culated. In the work which this Society
is unable to nndertake, let all join hands
and with shoulder to shoulder and heart
to heart, resolve that we will not rest
until the destitute and unenlightened sec-
tions of our Provinces are blessed by the
self-denying labors of the godly colporteur
who as an angel of mercy scatters leaves
of healing and comfort in every home.
Let us thank God that through the col-
poatage work of our Society more than
one hundred tons of choice books have
been placed in homes as colporteurs have
made 310,000 family visits, 51,250 of which
were made in this Proviuce ; that these
missionaries have addressed 7,000 religious
meetings and offered prayer or held reli-
gions conversation with families during
129,000 visits ; 12,450 of which were made
in New Brunswick.

Our Society since its organization has
not only expended donations received
for colportage and all it could spare from®
the commercial branch of work ; but it
has drawn largely from the capital fund to
sustain the colportage work. On account
of over-expenditure n this way, the
Society is able to employ but few colpor-
teurs this year ; but donations are rapidly
increasing and the people show that they
are unwilling to have the work discon-
tinued. Other men will be placed in the
field next year. What man,to whom God
has given wealth will furnish in whole or
in part the $350 required to support an
additional colporteur? Please remember
that the good bLooks will go on teaching
after the colporteur and donors have
mouldered in the dust.
