WinnNIPEG, June 10.—A Vancouver de-
spatoh to hand contains an interview with
Mr. Edward Blake on the political situ-
ation.

Whilst it
gave little encouragement to the Conserva-
tive party, - it was not an assuring docu-
ment for the Liberals, but such were his
conviciions that, as an honest man and
answerable to his God for his every
action, he could never discoverhow it
would be possible to frame a trade policy
which would be favorable to foreign
nations and exclusive as regards the
Mother Land. He was free to confess
that he foresaw increasing trouble arising
from the unfortunate condition in which
the farming community now was. Firs'-
class farms had not depreciated in value
greatly, as these were generally owned or
purchased hy persons of means. Not so,
_Jbowever, with lands of inferior quality,,
since for these there wag no demand nor
were’ they worked profitably. He was
not in public life now, politically speak-
ing, and did not wish to give any opinion
concerning the outlook, or Sir John's
probable snccessor. Any person occupying 4
the position of First Minister would not
find it as easy an office as many supposed
it to be. 1t was difficult to forcast what
might take place.  For the present he
had no political aspirations, nor had he
any idea of again entering the House
Commons.

Despatches from Mozambique announce
that a feeling of great excitement prevails
there. owing to the fact. that Chief
Gonveis, with 40,000 followers, has re-
volted againet Portuguese aathority in
favor of a British protectorate. Gouveia
rules over the territory between the
Zambesi aud the Pungweeyvers. The
Portuguese authorities are hastily de-
patching troups to quell the revolt.

Lord Charles Berosford, one of the
popular hesoes of the British navy, is
fortunate in his opporionities. A little
while ago he was appointed to the com-
mand of the ironclad Unexpected, and at
the end of last month he found himself
off Java. A westerly gale sprang up and
the French cruiser Seignelay caught with-
out any steam, dragged her anchors and
was driven on a sand bank, where she
was in danger of guing to pieces. Al-
though she drew nearly ninetesn feet of
water she was diiven into shoal water
only ten feet desp. Nobody - supposed
that she counld be saved, but Beresford
worked his own ship as closely inshore as
he dared, got out his steel hawsers .and
chain cables, set all his men to work, and
with-the assistance of the French eailors
managed to float her, without serious
damage, in fifty-two hours. The next
day u French squadron, arriving in hot
haste, had nothing to do but congratulate
the English ‘and French officers. One
feature of the affair was the gallantry of
an Arab hoatman named Sueilman, who
not only swam a long distance through a
heavy sea to the stranded vessel with an
offer of assistance, buc also swam ashore
again, according to the published ac-
counts, with the captiin’s wife on his
back. Why the captain thought it neces-
sary to risk his wife’s life in 'this fashion,
or how she came to be tkere, is not ex-
plained. °

Of the great prime ministers of Eng-
land there is only one that can be com-
pared with Sir John Macdenald for the
length of his admitistration—Sir Robert
Walpole. He is the first of the premiers
of the House of Hanover, hie first ap-
pointment to the sopreme office in the
realm dating just after the acceéssion of
George I. He was hlead of the Cabinet
from October 10, 1714, till April 10, 1717
—just two years and six months. After
the brief atterpt to govern of the Hon.
James Stanhope and the Earl of Sunder-
land, he resumed office on the 20.h of
April, 1720, apd continued in power till
February 11, 1742—neaily twenty-two
years, or, in all, twenty-four years and
three months, The time during which
Sir John Macdonald was absolutely at
the head of a government under the
Union and under Confederation abnut
equals, while the period of his virtual
supremacy surpasses this  protracted
ministerial reign. . Henty Pelham ruled
for nearly eloven years; Lord North, for
wore than .twelve years; the Eurl of
Liverpool for nearly thirteen. No later
English Premiec has been more than six
or seven - years . the head of the nation,
and, if we seek for parallels to 8ir John’s
long and efficient tenure of the reins of
power we must seek them abroad in sach
careers as Prince Bismarck’s, Herr Tisza’s
or Count Taale’s, not one of which, how-
ever, equalled in daration the ruls of our
late Premier.—[Montreal Gaze‘ue-

Havrrax, June 12.—The Arctic ex-
ploring steamer Kite with Lieutensnt
Peary’s party, who are to.discover the
northern border of Greenland, . now
supposed to Le near the pole, was at
North Sydney to-day. coaling, and will
leave for Diszo, Greenland, in the morn-
ing. On reaching Greemland the party
will divide, Lieuteaent Poary’s people |-
wintering at Whale S>und and procseding
north next spring and the ' others, repre-
senting the academy of natural science,
toexplore the . Greenland coast as far
north as the 77th parallel. The most in.
teresting person on board is Mrs. Peary,
a handsome woman of twenty-six who
accompanies her husband. Fifteen months
will bs taken by this frigid t.ip and during
that time she will remain at the winter
quarters for three months. Nextsummer
she will be there in company only of her
negro servant who is not like'y however,
to stanc the climate, as he already
shivers night and day, and his jaws so
chatter with the cold that his teeth have
become loosened, Peary explored Green-
land five years ago, and hisJtheory is that
the interior of Greenland, covered by an
ice cap one mile thick in places, is quite
smooth back from the coast and affords
an easy means of reaching the extreme
north by sledges.

It is safe to say that there
were few Cauvadians, either resident or
travelling in England wbo did not attend,
and there was also present a large repre-
sentation of the American colony in Eug-
land. Many distinguished people who
had met Sir John while travelling throngh
the Dominion, journeyed from distant
parts of Eogland, Bootland and Ireland
to be present. Her majesty the Queen
was represented by Lord Waldegrave; the
Prince and Princess of Wales by Major
General Ellis, and the Dake of Edinburgh
by Colonel Oulville, of the King’s Royal
Rifle corps. Both houses of parliament
were largely represented, among the-dis-
tingnished legislators present being the
Marquis of Lorne, Lord Knutsford, W.
H. Smith, fizst Lord of the treasury;
Bir Richard Temple, Messrs. Colomb,
Stavely-Hill, Baden-Powell and - many
others. The Dean of Westminster con-
ducted the service assisted by the cinons
and other abbey clergy.

The Leng Ritual Contost.

LoxpoN, June 10.—The long ritual cor-
test has reached its climax in the appeal
against the judgment of the Archbishop'cf
Canterbury, The charges against the Bis-
hop brought in 1888 were eight in number.

First—The use of the mixed chalice, or
the consecration of wine, with which some
water had been mingled.

Second—The mixing of the water with
the wine during the services:

Third—Taking the ablutions, that is,
pouring the wine and water into the chalice,
pouring water on the paten at the end of the
communion service, a:&;fwrward drinking
such wine and water in#he face of the con-
gregation.

Fourth—Standing during the whole com-
munion service down to the ordering of the
bread and wine before the prayer of conse-
cration on the west side of the holy table
instead of on the north side thereof—briefly,
taking the eastward position in the first part
of the service.

Sixth—Caueing the Agous Dei to be sung
immediately after the consecration prayer.

Seventh—The nse of lighted candles on
the commaunion table during the service.

Eighth—Making the sign of the cross to-
ward the congregation while pronouncing
the absolution, and also during the benedic-
tion in the communion service. x

Argument on these points lasted over nine
days, and thé archbishop reserved judg-
ment. The momentous judgment was at
last delivered at Lambeth Palace on Nov.
91, 1890. The Archbishop of Canterbury
decided : First, that the Lishop had offend-
ed by mixing the chalice during service;
second, that by administering the mixéd
chalice he had not offended ; third, that by
drinking the ablution he had not offended ;
fourth, that by taking the eastward position
during the first part of the communion ser-
vice he had no# offended ; tifth, that he had
offended by so standing during the conse-
cration prayer as to cause the manual acte
to be invisible ; sixth, that in allowing the
Agous Dei to be sung after consecration of
the elements he had not offended ; eighth,
that in making the sign of the cross during
absolation or benediction he had offended.

The Bishop of Lincoln’s supporters had
some reason to ba satistied, seeing that out
of the eight charges tive were decided abso-
lutely in favor of the bishop, -and that the
general tenor of the deliverance may tend
to remove a widely existing suspicien that
the observance of certain ritual customs
means “‘Romanism.” The  anti-ritualist
party, represented by the Church assoocia-
tion, were greatly chagrined, - and lodged an
appeal before the privy council. They ap-
pear confident that the judicial committee
will reverse the judgment and viodicate
what they deem Protestant principles and
Protestant practices.

All
their personal effects and several tons of pro-
visions were also taken to the island, which
will from now on be used exclusively as a
lazaretto, ¢. leper colony. All cases of lep-
orsy, as soon as diseovered, will be promptly
dealt with, and the patients removed to the
island.

‘Al of them made strenueus odjections to
leavingthe city, although for the past
month they had been anticipating the day
of departure. To prevent any bf them
from escaping a guard was placed over the
house on Lisguard strest where they had
been living. They dreaded the fate in store
for them, and tried hard to avert what
they regarded asa fearful punishment, So
filled were they with terror regarding their
fature that one of them, Ng Chuag; just
before the.steamer left the dock, geized a
large, sharp, carving knife and attempted to
cut his throat. He was prevented from
accomplishing self destruction by Sergent
Walker, who disarmed him affer a stroggle.

Darcy Island is situated about 20 ‘miles
from Victoria, and is one of the San Jusn
archipelago. It has an area of about 200
acres, and is a beautifal spot. This island
was uniphabited, and was reserved by the
provincial gov t. It was selected by
Mayor Grant and Alderman Holland as an
sppropriate location for s lagaretto. The
building is a strong and substantial fram

house, divided into six good-sized rooms,e

each of which opens on a covered porch,
Each apartment has a cooking stove and
table, an iron bedstead with spring mattress
and plenty of bed-clothing. Each of the lep-
ers has a-room to himself, and all are sup--
plied with abundant utensils for housekeep-
ing. Rice, sugar, flour, meat, bacon, pota-
toes, dried fish and every imaginable deli-
cacy dear to the Celestial appetite are piled
up in the apartment utilized as:a general
storeroom. Nothing has been overlooked;
even opium was provided, and when tke
miserable wrecks of humanity found out
they would not be deprived of their soothing
drug, they laughed and chatted gleefully.

They told Ah Wing to tell the anthorites

and their friends that they were very much
pleased. Tools of every kind, fishing tackle,
garden seeds, and a great quantity of cloth-
ing were left them. They were instrueted
how to raise the flagin ocase of distress or
should they require assstacce. Thé flag
pole is about 60 feet in height, and is placed
on a hill where it ean be seen by every pass-
ing vessel. When everything had been put
ashore, the poor unfortunates were bidden
good-by and the boat steamed out for Vie-
toria. The lepers, happy over their good
luck in being so. well provided for, stood on
the beach and smilingly waved good-by to
those on board. The city authorities will
visit the lepers periodically aud see that
their wants are supplied.
