The popular conception of the
close of a war is the signing of a
peace protocol; followed by fire-
works, joy-bells, and the immediate
Cessation of hostilities. As a mat-
ter of fact, nothing is further from
the actual truth. Great conflicts,
waged by hundreds of thousands of
armed men, seldom, if ever, termin-
ate, as does an ordinary stage play,
with the formal ringing down of the
curtain.

_The great Civil War between the
Northern and Southern States of
.@merica. for instance, which cost the
lives of 1,200,000 men, and involved
the direct expenditure of more than
$3,000,000,000, was cnded (on pa-
per) by the surrender of the Con-
federate General Lee to Grant at
Appomatox court house in Northern
Virginia, on April 9th, 1865. Yet
on May 8th, ncarly a month later,
we find the Confederate general,
""Dick” Taylor, fighting merrily in
Alabama; and it was not until the
26th of the same month that the
surrender of General Kirby Smith,
in Texas, marked the final cessation
of hostilities on land. On sea the
fighting continued months after-
wards. The Confederate priva-
teer, Shenandoah, alone destroyed,
during July and August, some thirty
Federal merchantmen. One of the
most valuable of her prizes she tow-
ed into Liverpool in triumph on
Novnmber‘ﬁth, and her commander,
Captain Waddell, was dumfounded
when informed that the war had been
officially declared at an end some
seven months previously.

FRANCE DIED HARD.

Not infrequently it happens that
hostilities are well nigh indefinitely
Prolonged, owing to the stubborn-
ness of the defeated party. On Sep-
tember 2nd, 1870, the late Emperor
of the French surrendered at Sedan
himself and his army to his ene-
mies, the Germans. ‘'My brother,”
wrote the unhappy man to the King
of Prussia, ‘‘not having been able
to die at the head of my troops, I
lay my sword at the feot of your
Majesty.”’

With Napoleon there surrendered
83,000 officers and men, together
with seventy mitraillouses, 400 field-
pieces, and 150 fortress guns. And
this was in addition to 47,000
Frenchmen who were killed, wound-
ed or taken prisoners during the
fighting which proceeded the capitu-
lation. When the news of this un-
paralleled disaster was telegraphed
abroad, everybody thought that the
war was at an end; and when, some
weeks later, Metz surrendered, peo-
ple were sure of it. This latter was
an even more terrible blow to France
in one sense than was Sedan. Be-
side Bazaine himself, there capitulat-
ed to the Germans Murshals Canro-
bert and Le DBoeuf, sixty-six gen-
erals, about 6,000 officers, 173,000
men, including the Imperial QGuard,
400 pieces of artillery, 100 mitrail-
leuses, and fifty-three cagles or stan-
dards. This was on October 27th,
and forthwith the foreign correspon-
dents and attaches with both armies
prepared to pack up their traps and
depart. ‘‘There can be no more redl
fighting; France has received her
death-blow.’” Such was the univer-
sally accepted verdict. Yet, as we
all now know, some of the fiercest
and most dramatic battles of that
campaign remained to be fought;
and it was not until February 16th,
when the gallant Belfort garrison
marched out with the honors of war,
that the fighting was even nominal-
ly at an end. The actual last shot
was said to have been fired by a
franc-tireur at a German patrol near
Issy on May 17th, the very day be-
fore the treaty of peace was ratified
by the French National Assembly.

280 YEARS OF WAR.

A war, especially a guerilla war,
is ended only when the last. armed
irreconcilable has fired his last shot.
Viewed in this light, it is quite pos-
sible for a state of war to never re-
ally end; or, at all events, for it to
continue for centuries. Crete, for
example, though nominally conquer-
ed by Turkey in 1660, never really
submitted, and to this very day is-
olated bands are said to be still in
arms against the phantasmal sov-
ereignty remaining to the Sultan un-
der the Convention of August, 1901.

Few campaigns have had so sudden
or so dramatic a termination as that
which, in 1868, we waged against
King Theodore, of Abyssinia. It
was not until about four in the
ternoon of April 16th that the or-
der was given for the British to
carry by assault the strong hill-
fortress of Magdala, the King’s ‘capi-
tal and residence; yet before the
night fell all was over. Theodore,
just prior to the rush of the storm-
ing party, had divested himself of
the gold=brocaded mantle which he
had worn earlier in the day,
which he seomed to think made him
o mark for the rifles of our sharp-
shooters. This he gave to a favor-
ite servant,

A few minutes later the leading
files of the 88rd burst open the main
entrance of the palace. ''Fly for
your lives!”’ cried the unhappy mon-
arch, addressing a few retainers
who had remained faithful to the
end. °‘‘As for me, T will never fall
into the hands of an enemy.’”” Then,
drawing his pistol, he put the muz-
zle into his mouth, and fell dead.
So the war ended.

Ministerial Bad Faith in Fishery
Matters.

There is much reason for the feeling
that those in charge of Dominion fishery
administration care little for the main-
tenance of the salmon and trout
fisheries of New Bruunswick, at least,
although they must be fully sensible ot
the fact that the greatest firmness is
necessary in refusing to open up new
opportanities for bringing about the
gradual extinction of these valuable
natural of the try, as has
practically been done along the Atlantic
coast of the northern United Suates.

The regular diminution of the num-
bers of salmon and trout frequenting
Canadian rivers flowing through par-
tially settled areas led, years ago, to
the adoption of & restrictive policy in
regard o net-fishing. The netting of
trout was everywhere prohibited about
fourteen years ago, and a most incon-
siderate measure, the netiing of
salmon all over Canada in non-tidal
waters, was ordered by act of the
Dominion Parliament about the same
time.

The fact seemed to be borne in
apon the Minister of Fisberies of that
period that the business of netting
salmon and trout was overdone to such
an extent as to endanger the existence
of those fish. Neither the minister,
however, nor anyone to whom he could
readily look for advice, appeared to
think it necessary to go to the trouble
of judiciously applying a restrictive
policy. They seem to have found it
easier not to inform themselves on the
subject. Their location and its environ-
ment at Ottawa was far away from the
habitat ot the salmon and sea-trout and
they thought it sufficieat to neither
know nor care enough about the matter
to obtain such information as would
enable them to act intelligently in the
premises. They simply caused a pro-
hibitive act to be passed, regarding
salmon, which applied o non-tidal
waters of all lengths and widths,
while they refrained altogether from
making any attempt to remedy, even
by restriction, the excessive nes-fishing
for salmon which was beicg done in
comparatively limited semi-tidal waters.

Afterwards, the inequality and in-
justice of their policy became manifest
and they were induced to lessan a few
of the semi-tidal nets, which had been
licensed in defiance of the Fisheries
law, and it became the well understood
policy of the two ministers of fisheries
immediately preceding the present one
that no new salmon net stand, in New
Brunswick at least, should be licensed.
This was the position of the matter
when Sir Louis Davies resigned the
office of minister of fisheries to accept
a Dominion Supreme Court judgeship,
and was succeeded by Hon, Jumes
Sutherland.

Meantime, the question as to
whether the provincial Government
should assnme the administration of all
the hore fisheries—as they have

&
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Ahnnviﬁ not be sounded for ten days frem this
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the right to do under the latest decision
of the law officers of the Imperial
Privy council—came up between the
local and federal suthorities, and the
New Brunswick government consented
that the Fisheries department at
Ottawa, for the present, at least, should
continue to administerall the fisheries.
save those of the inland waters still
ungranted by the Crown.

The New Brunswick government, it
is to be assumed, did not suppose, wheu
they consented to this arrangement,
that the Fisheries department at Ottawa
would behave in bad faith and depart
from its former declared policy %o thein-
jury of the provincial interests. But that
is precisely what Minister Sutherland
has done. He has, whether wittingly
or not we caunot say, started out on a
policy of licensing salmon nets 1n waters
where they were not allowed by former
ministers for many years because they
were so near tide-heads as to capture
the fish after they had Lacaped the coast
and harbor nets and had practically
entered upon the ascent of the fluvial
portions of the rivers.

This may seem - to Minister Suther-
land s matter of small moment, but it
is an important one to the people of
New Brunswick, at least. He might
as well proclaim the doctrine that it
does not make any difference whether
the salmon have a reasonable chance o
ascend the rivers or not. Short-sighted
tidal-net fishermen,who act as if it were
right to intercept and capture every
salmon that comes on the coast, do
not seem to realise that if they had their
way no pareant fish would leave their
eggs on the barsscores of miles sbove
tide water, no fry would be produced
and the salmon fishery would become
extinct in a very short time. Former
ministers learned that if the fish were
not afforded a chance to get past the
tidal net—if they were prevented from
getting above tide-heads—our salmon
fishery would be like that of the coast
of Maine, which was destroyed by
the practical blocking of the rivers by
nets —non-tidal and semi tidal. Minister
Sutherland appears to be one of the
school of netters, and we regret to realise
it.

Respecting the metting of trout,
which continues to be almost unre.
stricted in many pluces on the North
Shore, although the law forbids it, it
seems that the Department’s officers,
including Inspector Chapmau, are not
free from blame in the matter. The
Inspector appears to be impressed with
the idea that Professor Prince is not in
favor of preventing the netting of trout
or their destruction, generally, on the
| ground that trout eat salmon-eggs. The
| writer has heard the Inspector and also

s prominent Miramichi fishery over-
seer enunciate these views on the alleg-
ed autherity of Professor Prince, and
we make the matter thus publicly
known in order that the provincial
authorities and the ' people who own
these fisheries, may know the attitude
of the Ottawa Fisheries department
towards them. Every person who
realiscs the value of our salmon and
trout fisheries, and would bave them
preserved as sn asset of the Province
which is being lessened in valne every
year by the administrative indifference
and bad faith to which we have referred,
ought to join in protesting until a
better state of things is brought _about.

A Find Involving Historical
Suggestions.

Mr. John B. Forrest, of Rock Heads,
was in one of his fields the other day in
conectien with his farming operations,
and, having some time on his hands from
his usual employment as a mason and
stone-catter, he decided to ‘‘sink” a
moderately-sized bowider which had long
interferred with his ploughing at that
patticular spot.

His brother-in-law—Mr. D. Williston
—was doing the ploughing, and was
present at the overturning of the bowlder
into the hole they had made forit. The
removal, under these ordinary circum-
stances, of the stone, however, was quite
an episode, for, at the bottom ef the
earthen “buwl” vacated by it werea
pnmber of coins, some of which Mr.
Forreet hus shown us. These coins are of
silver and copper. One—au old silver
disc with a copper ha’penny partiatly
imbedded in it—is British of 1811. Ochers
wclude a penny of the 2ad decade of the
last century, and several copper ha’pence
of about even date.

Tae burial of the coins under the
vowlder on Mr. Forrest’s properiy may
possibly be accounted for in this way :—
Haviog been recovered from his burued
habitation by former vwner, or some loot-
ng person after the great Muamichi fire
of 1826, when they had cvoled atter being
partially fused, they were buried uader
the ruck, as a location which could be
sfterwards easily identitied. The fact that
they remained there for more than
«eventy-five years—unrecoyered, suggesta
that their *‘funeral director’ either failed
to find the place of their sepulture, if he
looked forit, or wandered away or died
without recovering his deposit in mother
earth,

Mr. Forrest is to be congratulated on
his unique experience and good luck in
connection Wwith his interment of the
bowlder, which evidently covered objects,
the history of whose possessors and their
experiences before and after the interment
uuder the bow!der, would form an im
portant and interesting chapter of Mira-
michi history.

Substitutes for Spruce.

(New, York Commercial.]

Back in the spring of 1898 a Maine
manufacturer of paper predicted that, ac
the rate at which the spruce foPest lands
of the United States were then being de-
nuded, there wouldn’t be ‘‘a stick of
spruce timber as big as a beanpole in five
years.”

“Well, four years of that five are up
already, and the pulp people tell us that
it will probably be many years yet before
we exhaust all our resources of epruce for
the making of wood pulp. Still, an ares
as large as Rhode Island is stripped of its
spruce every year to supply the mills that
make newspaper alone ; and many of the
manufacturers think it is none too early
to begin experimenting with other
material for paper-making to supplement
the spruce supplies, and even to take
their place if we cannot grow crops of
spruce fust enough to meet the demand.

Some good use is found every year for
plants that were supposed to be uselgss,
In the museum af the botanical garden
are specimens of rugs and other articles
made of a variety of sedge that is found
widely in our northern states,

This grass was supposed to be worthless
a few years ago, but somebody discovered
that it supplies a good, strong fibre, and
to-day it is being turned into binder
twine, rugs and other things that are
worth having.

Two materials new to paper making
are now attracting attention. One is
bagasse, the( refuse of the sugar mills,
which hitherto has been pure weste, ex-
cept a small part of it used as fuel.

A paper mill in Texas is now using
bagasse to make paper, and the product
is aaid to be excellent. It is predicted
that the day is soop coming when all the
bagasse from our southern sugar cane
ficlds will be used to make paper; thus
bagasse will be another of the waste
materials diverted from the waste heap
and turned into a source of wealth,

Another kind of paper material is rice
straw, very little of which is now used
except tu provide bedding for cattle. It
has been known for a long time that good
paper could be made of thie materisal, but
for some reason it has not been utilized to
any extent. There are great possibilities
befure Louisiana and Texas in the manu-
facture of paper from these two new
materials,

All che same it would be folly to permit
onr spruce forests to become exhausted.
Ths timber that in sent to the mills for
pulp wood should be replaced by snother
Itis
getur g rather late for any woodsman to
renove a crop of timber without the
sligh @+t idea that a later generation will
take anocher crop from the same ground.

Cwn.ds is the great preserve of the
whole woild for future supplies of pulp

planting, as with any other crop.

Hints to Apple Growers.

DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE,
OrTawa, JUNE 24, '02.

In the older parts of Ontario, such as
the counties of Middlesex, Perth, Oxford
and Brant, as well as a portion of Huron,
where the best apples grew in times gone
by, to-day there is a great neglect of
young tree planting as well as of pruning,
and the natural tesult is & diminutien in
the quantity of apples grown and a decline
in the quality of the fruit produced,
Now in Grey, in the northeastern psrt of
Durbam, and in the eounty of Northum-
berland, the young orchards are just
about equal to the older ones in number,
showing that planting is there going on
vigorously,

In the former cases there is no doubt
the trees were planted from some twenty-
tive to forty years ago, when there was no
exact knowledge of, and, perhaps, but
little experience, in varieties—when early
apples were in demand, when the soil was
vew, when insect pests and fungous
diseases were rare, and when the only
skill required was simply to take the fruit.
Under these circumstances the business of
apple growing was exceedingly profitable ;
but there sonn came a glut of the earlier
varieties. They were not suitable for the
export trade, eo that assoon as the home
market was sapplied there was no further
call for them, The soil lost something of
its virgin freshness ; the trees would not
grow 8o well ; and with the increased
number of trees there came a quadrupled
increase in fungous diseases and insect
pests. Not unly was there a falling off in
the demgnd for the particujar variety
they were growing, but there was anin.
cressed difficulty in growing any variety ;
hence farmers got the idea that there was
no money to be got out of apples, and
they let their orchards run wild, they
allowed noxious insects to multiply and
fungous diseases to run their courss, with
the inevitable resalt that the orchards
were almost ruined.

In the Georgian Bay district, however,
it is not difficult to persuade farmers that
orchards can be made to pay ; but every-
one should understand that to be a suc-
cessful apple grower he must choose
suitable varieties, adopt clean cultivation,
pursue systematic pruning, spray at the
proper time in the proper manner with
the proper solutions, and direct careful
attention to cover crops. ‘‘Where ignor-
snce is bjiss 'tis folly to be wise” is not
in the scienge of hqiticulture, This the
Dominion Department of Agtigulture is
trying to instil into the minds of fruit
growers by means of lectures and object
lessons. Mr. A. McNeul, acting chief
frut inspector, is engaged in this work,
and this is how he teaches the young idea
how to grow fruit successfully, profitably,
and ready for sale. He arranges s
meeting in a central locality and spends
from hslf ap hour to an hour in-doors
lecturing and answering all sorts of ques-

tions put to him by growers and others. |
Then he proceeds with his audience toa i
near-by orchard, where he commences an |
expedition in search of noxious insects
aod fungi. Having discovered a pest

next proceeds to preparo his Bordesux
mixture, and then sprays the iufested '
parts with the fo ce pump, taking care to '
demoustrate as well as to explain the dif.

Mer. McNeill found in -his receat tour
through the couunties alresdy named »
general belief that there were no insects
this year doing any damage. His magni-
fier soon discovered hosts of insects. The
oyster-shell bark louse is very prevalent ;
the cigar case bearer in some districts was
quite numerous ; the tent caterpillar was
in evidence but not seriously ; and the
canker worm iu some localities was very
plentiful ; but for multitude the bud moth
simply swarmed. The result of finding
these pests where they were supposed to
be conspicuous by their sbsence, so struck
the farmers that Mr, MeNeill could have
sold a gruss of magnifiers ou the spot. It
was an object lesson that will never be
forgotten ; it was nature study in 1ts most
tangible form ; it was that praoctical
experimenting which leads to the conver-
sion of the desert into a feuitful field, and
clothes the dismal prairie with a world’s
grain yield.

It does not always fall to the lot of &
Goverpment to witness the good resulis of
missionary zeal ; but here in Cansds we sre
constantly resping where we have sown, and
Mer. MoNeill reports that the result of the
forward policy of the Minister of Agricul.
ture has already 10 the fruit vection led
farmers in the older portions of Oatario to
abaodon their former slovenliness and to go
in for clean civilization ; while in the vewer
districts the fruit growers themselves so
sppreciste what has been done to help them
that they have become living exponents of
the same polioy.

Tosecure and maintain profitable apple
ocultivation sfter following out the work
Decessary, everytbing depends upon the
variety caltivated. The grower muet pro.
duce whet the market requires ; the market
will no longer be content to adapt itself to
the whinie of the grower. No matter how
hesithy or prolific & tree may be, if the fruit
be not of the right variety it is valueless.

Undoubtedly winter varieties arc those
that are paying best,

The four varieties of apples that are
receiving the most attention now are Bald-
wins, Ben Davie, Greeniogs and Spies. As
thess varieties ocover only the fall and
winter month+ it is certainly not wise to
overlook entirely the early sorts; because
there must spring up s market for the
earlier sorts as voon as the others have g t
the mnarket securely,

Top grafting has received a great deal of
sttention this spring. The average farmer
thinks there is some mystery about grafting,
80 it is very gratifying this year te fiud him
wmenuble to culture on the point. It is
gratifying to discover how many farmers ‘are
takiog up grafting, for where it has been
put into practice it has been eminently
successful. One Oatario farmer who had
mever grafted a tree in his life, after ’hurmg
Mr, McNeill's lectare some time ago, top
grafted a large number in his orchard, and
his losses were under three per ceut. of the
oumber grafted,

Grafticg should be made & part of every
boy’s education. Notwithstanding all the
cure the nurseryman oan give to his stock,
serious mistakes will be made in the vari-
eties, and if for no uther reason than that
every lad should know how to perform so
simple an operation as grafting

Trees bave individualism just as snimals
bave, and for reasons that we cannot explain
one tree with apparently no better ohance
than another growiog by ite side, of the
same variaty, will be prolitic while the other
is comperatively barren,

The best orcharde of the fusure will be
those that are planted with some hardy
vigorous stook like our Tallman Sweet, or
Macmahon’s White; and when these have
formed a stock ahead at two or three years
old they may be top grafted from selected
trees:

As the nurserymen practices propagstion
he exercises no discrimination, because his
cuttings are from productive and mnon-
productive trees alike, and more often than
not they are taken from trees that have not
come into bearing at all, sonsequently he
must perpetuate a good many poor speci-
mens,

The man who top grafts has sn opportun-
ity to examine s thoussnd trees, and,
selecting the best, can top graft his whole
orchard with the confident expectation of
having nearly all his trees approach very
near in merit than one in the thoussnd that
he selected for his grafting.

One resson why top grafting csonot be
recommended to the average farmer indis-
oriminately is that he cannot be always
induced to do the work at the proper time
or in the proper time. He cannot always
be trusted in the matter of selection, and
he is too spt to be careless and indifferent,
lqaviog the greater number of his trees no-
grafted to the serious detriment of the
symmetry of the orchard.

The new church of St. John’s congrega:
tion, Chatham, which has been nnder con-
struotion since about August, 1900, when
excavation for the foundation was begun, is
to be opened for public worship on Sunday
vext. Tho structure is of wood and of
unique but handsome design, in which the
gothic order predominates. The illustration
of its eastern front facade on Cuoard street,
which we give herewith, will convey a bet-
ter idea of its general exterior features than
any description we might make. The
Wellington street facade, although not so
long as the esstern, is equally handsome,
while a view which takes in thie front and the
western aide with its octagnal corner tower
and apee, is even more imposing and p'easing
to the eye. Indeed, the church has a massive
and handsome appearance from all points of
view aod is amongst the hest of its clasy in
the province, Its general dimensions are :

The bssement is exoavated to a depth of
about five feet under the whole building,
sud there is a solid masonry wall rising
ashler-fuced three feet above the general line
of the surface, and on this foundation the
structure of the churoh rests,

As the illustration shows, the angles and
coruers are buttrevsed and the walls relieved
by an ornamental belt-courss, the towers
ending in pinnacles and finials,

The main entrance is through a gothic
porticoed devrway in the base of the main
tower, corner of Cunard snd Waellington
streets, A handsome flight of steps leads
up to the maseive osnken double doors which
open into a spacious vestibule, There-is also
an entiauce in the smaller tower on the west
corner fronting Wellington street and one
through a dvorway io the southern tower on
Cunard street leading into the BSunday
school wsection, and still another for the
pastor, sunday school superintendent and
members of the choir in the western side of
the church opposite to the general sunday
school eutrance. Thesv three mioor door-
ways are all hooded,

The walle and buttresses are covered with
sawn shingles which are laid on in three, two
or one thicknesses to ench course, depending
upon the working ous of the design They
are colored with oll of smoke, the door and
window trimmioge snd the wide bels course
being white, This combination of wibrk nd
ovloring yives to the walls & massive effuct,
with a suggestion of rustic design. The
rouf, or roofs, are colored in bronzs green.

The main portion of the church 18 octagon-
ol in form 58x58 ft. aod its principal roof
terminates ut a clerestory, which is pieraed
by thitty-two small gotbic windows, and
above this ie the olerestory roof which is
also ootagonsl, and relieved by pediment
windows, There are three sets of large

" " "
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The aisles and platform are handsomely |
oarpeted. The ocarpets were the gift of
the Christisn Endeavor Bociety who were
sided by the **Willing Workers,”

The waiuscotiug of the nave extends up
the walle four feet from the floor and ie of
elm, moulded wo as to give it a very rich
effect.

Provision is made for the addition of

gallery around eix of the octagon sides
should it ever become neccessary, but its
absence in no way mars the harmonious and '
pleasing effect of the interior, |

Leadingoff from the main body of the |
church, and separated by s moving panelled
partition of the full winth of one of the
ootagon sides 23 feet—is the Sunday school
room which is 33x55 feet and handeomely
finished, It has & epacious assembly room
sud tive oluss stalls, open in front and hav-
ing dividing partitions between them which
are on the slignment of the church platform,
80 that when the moving partition is raised
those in the Sunday school rvoms and those
in the churoch may be addressed from the
platform with equal facility, On the west
side of the S8unday school room fs that of the
superintendent, with & movable wooden
soreen, whioh, when opened, places him in
view of the scholats, 8o that he may addreas
or direot them.

Next to the superintendent’s room is that
of the pastor, aud there are private doors by
which he and also members of the choir may
resch their places without passing through
the body of the church,

The maio entrance to the Sunday wschool
portion of the building is through the
Cuuard street door, which leads into a
vestibule,from which,besides the door of the
Sunday school room fs one leading to the
library and another to an inner vestibule
where the mechanisms for operating the
electrio light and ventilating registers are
looated.

There are to be two furnaces in the base-
ment—one each for heating the church and
Suaday school, Here also will be a kitohen,
lavatory and fuel rvom.

The church was built from desigus and
specifioations of Messrs, E liott & Hopson,
architeots, of Halitax., Mr, James Troy, ot
Newocastle, one of the moat thorough master
builder of the Province, was the contractor
for the whole work, which he has personally
superintended from the ground upwards,
The structure, throughout, is a oredit to his
meohanioal skill and painstaking fwithfulness
in ex=outing the work,

The building of this church by St. John’s
coungregation, which is uot a very large one,
is a0 illustration of what oan be done under
the impetus of zeal and enterprise in & govd
wotk, Too much cannot be said in praise of
the energy, in tustry wud self-denisl which
have characterised all concerued in the under:
taking, from the pastor, Rev. J. Morris
MaoLean, down to the humblest member of
the ocongregation. The ocommiteess under
whioh the new churvh was built were :

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STRAWBERRY RECIPES.

Strawberry Sun Preserves. —It is
a curious fact not well known to
scientific folk, and model housewives
that the direct action of the sun is
at once surer and more satisfactory
than that of any other known heat.
A tradition well known in Virginia
cookery is how to preserve straw-
berries in the sun in place of over
the stove. Thoe berries treated after
the following recipe are both richer

‘and more perfect than those prepar-|

ed other ways. The object of

the
glass is, of course,

only that of con-

.centrating the heat while the pecul-'

far purity of the sweetness combined
with the succulent redness in this
sun-cooked preserve gives a sugges-
tion of some oriental conserve., The
berries seem to be permeated with
tho sun’s sweetness in addition to
their own, and the syrup becomes
rich, pure and clear. The Virginia
rule requires three-quarters of a
pound of sugar to a pound of straw-
berries. The sugar is mixed with
Just enough water to wet it and put
on to boil, It is to be taken oft
before it thickens much and poured
over the strawberries. Then the ber-
ries are set in the sun two days,
covered with a pann of glass. They
are occasionally stirred., On the
third day pour off the syrup and boil
it again. It will be found much
thinned by the juice of the fruit.
While boiling drop in a lump of al-
um the size of the top of your little
finger. Pour the hot syrup over the
berries and set in the sun again un-
der glass. The next day pour all
into the preserving kettle and boil
until the berries plump up. Then set
in the sun again for a day. The
next morning sealt and preserve in
small jars with brandied paper on
top. Strawberries preserved in: this
manner never mold or ferment, They
are excellent for roll pudding, for
filling tarts, for layer cakes, to
serve with custards and can be eat-
en for any meal when a sweot is
required,

Strawberry Preserve. — Measure
fine large berries after hulling them,
To each quart of berries allow a
quart of fine, white sugar. Put the
fruit and the sugar in a preserving
kettle in alternate layers. Let the
berries and sugar stand over night,
In the morning cook slowly without
stirring until the liquid is clear and
the fruit soft. Skim thoroughly and
pack in jars. Heat the jars by fill-
ing them with water, then stand the
pan on the range and let the water
heat slowly. By this means all dan-
ger of cracking will be avoided. Fill
the hot jars with the preserves to
the very brim; then screw on the
tops loosely and let stand until cool.
When cool tighten the tops and store
in o’ cool closet,

Strawberry Jam, — Hull the fruit,
then weigh it and allow one pound
of sugnr to each pound of fruit,
Mash the berries and put them in a
preserving kettle with one-guarter of
the sugar. When the fruit boils add
another quarter of the sugar, boil
again, add a second quarter of
sugar, and repeat the process until
the entire quantity is exhausted,
Then let the fruit and sugar boil to-
gether until the jam hardens on the
spoon when exposed to the air. Pack
in jare as directed for the preserved
fruit.

Canned Strawberries, Fill a
quart jar with large, ripe berries,
from which the hulls have been tak-
en; fill the jar with cold water; then
pour it hot again into a measure.
For every twelve jars to be put up
use thirteen of these measures of
water and in it dissolve six pounds
of sugar. Pack the jar with berries
as closely as possible without mash-
ing them, Fill each jar up to the
shoulder with syrup, cover it loose-
ly with the lid and set in a large
boiler, which should have a closely
fitting wooden bottom pierced with
holes. If set on the metal bottom
the jars are liable to crack. When
the boiler is full of jars pour in cold
water up to theri shoulders, cover it
and set it on the fire, At the same
time put the surplus syrup in a
saucepan and allow it to become
hot. ,As soon as the water in the
boiler begins to boil note the time,
and when it has boiled for eight
minutes remove the boiler from the
fire. Take out one jar at a time,
fill it even with the hot syrup in the
saucepan, fasten it airtight and put
it back in the boiler. When all are
filled and covered let them stand in
water until cold, then store in a
cool place until wanted.

Strawberry Jelly. — To condense
and preserve the berry §avor for use
when the fresh fruit is not to be
had, allow three pounds of sugar
and the jui(e of one lemon to each
quart of strawberry juice. Stir all
together until a clear syrup is form-
ed. Fill jelly glasses with metal
gerew tops with syrup and proceed
as directed for canned strawberries,
letting the water boil thirty min-
utes in place of eight. -

HINTS TO HOUSEKEEPERS,

When wooden tubs or pails have to
stand for some time, instcad of fill-
ing them with water, which is suve
to become stagnant, try painting
them over with glycerine. The wood
will not shrink until the glycerine
dries on and that will not happen
for months,

If the tea kettle, or a pan or basin
boils dry, pour boiling water into
it; never cold water. If done at
once this will prevent cracking.

Sometimes an wmbrella that be-
gins to show tiny ecracks and pin-

 holes may be mended at home. Open

the umbrella and hold it up to the
light. Mend the holes on the inside
with black silk courtplaster cut
slightly larger than the holes. Sun
umbrellas and parasols are more
effectively mended in this way than
umbrellas, which sometimes require
a repetition of the mending after be-
ing thoroughly wet.

Many ‘‘mysterious fires’’ might be
traced to the gnawing of brokeh, un-
lighted matches thrown into waste
paper baskets, by rats or mice. Al-
most equally dangerous is the care-
less habit of dropping the burnt
match before the fire is entirely out
of it.

In adding flour to gravies, always
use a flour-dredger and there will be
no lumps in the gravy.

When the seats of cane chairs be-
gin to sag, turn them upside down
and wash the wrong or underside of
the cane with a strong lather of
soapsuds in which vou have put o
little vinegar., When thoroughly
snturated, wipe off the minoisture and
set aside till perfectly dry, and the
seat will be as firtn as when new.

A correspondent eays gilt frames
can be cleaned by rubbing, gently,
with balt of a juicy onion. Set a-
side for an hour or two. Avniv a

cloth wet with topid rain water, then
dry immediately by pressing with a
moft linen cloth until dry.

Cooking with sour cream is nlwayms
a little 'ticklish’’ because the cream
varies 8o much in acidity, Half a
level teaspoonful of soda dissolved
in n teaspoonful of hot water to au
cup of cream is o foir average al-
lowance; if the crewn is very sour
increase the quantity of soda, and if
very thick, the amount of water,

Jggs for winter use are most eani-
ly kept in dry salt, They are fully
as good as the limed eggs, and much
less trouble to fix,

TO WASH BLANKETS,

When washing blankets one should
use goed homemade soft soap, if it
i» possible to procure it, and then
;you can be suce that it does not
contain resin, which hardens the
5ﬂbren in wool, This is true of all
flannels, and so a little homemade
soft soap should always be kept on
hand during the season when they
must be washed, Use neither soda
nor potash in the water, for they in-
| jure flannels almost as much as ro-
| 8in, If the water is hard, soften it

Dissolve

| with ammonia and horax,
| the soap in the water instead of put-
| ting it on the blankets. With LRQM
!precuutlona either hot or cold water
{may be used, but be sure to rinse
;the blankets in water of the same
temperature as that in which they
| were washed, It is a good plan to
| wash them on a very windy day, for
they are always fluffier if snapped
"until nearly dry, and this is not
easily done by hand,

Blankets should never be put away
dirty., 1f they mre not badly soiled
they may be hung on the line for
several days in succession, and thus
| become cleansed sufficiently for pack-
| ing. If they are new, and have not
{ been used close to the body, they
| may be cleansed with gasoline; but
in most cases they should have a
good washing in soap suds.
