“Pusmive Tuza —The great
brewers of New York City are pushing
their evil business. Their method is thie.
They select a locality where they deter-
mine to establish a saloon. Here they hire
& room, farnish it, stock it with liquors
and engage a man lo take charge. They
then take a chattel mortgage on it all, as
security. Io thie way ver many of the
saloons are virtually run by the brewers.
To show the extent to which this is carried
on, the Voice publishes a list of these
mortgages taken by the brewers of New
York during eight weeks. Oae brewing
firm took or remewed ninsty-nine eudh
mortgages in this brief time, smounting to
$65,953.  About 400 have been taken or
renewed by the brewers altogether. It will
thue be seen that the saloon business is
backed by all the power of the brewing
interest. The struggle to suppress them
oan scarcely hope® for success while the
breweries are allowed to run at full blast.

Missionaries on Furleugh.
¥o. X:I,

Brindisi has one of the flaest harbors in
Ttaly. Or more properly it has two: the
outer large and well-sheltered, from which
large ships go through s marrow passage
into what may be called a natural dook.
The “Rome” was drawing wore than
twenty three feef, but. the glided softly in
and was moored 1o poats on the side of the
principal street. All baggage bad w0 be
examived, the chief article for which
inquiry was made being tobacoo, aa it is &
government monopoly in Italy. Dealers
have a special license to sell tobacoco, salt,
and postage stampa, all of which are found
in the same shops.

A large number of passengers landed,
snd 0on lett 02 the mail train for London,
We and o few others who were to tarry
by the way started about dark for Naples,
& who'e night's ride. It was daylight when
we reached the west side of the peoinsals;
and we had a view of the picturseque bay
and town of Sarento. From that to Naples,
a distance of about twenty miles, the
scenery is grand. The road winde round

"deep ravines clothed with groves of oranges,

pomegranates and olives, with villages
perched on the tops or terraced sides of
bills, many of the houses beariag the
appearance of comfort, if not luzury, We
reach the Bay of Naples, several miles
from the oity, and the train runs sloog the
shore of that beautiful sheet of water on
our Jeft, with Vesuviue quietly smoking
his morning pipe on our right.

Iiis no wonler the Neapolitans are
prond of their city, It isindeed beautiful.
One cun sit for hours together on some
point overlooking the oity and barbor and
enjoy withoat fatigne the fine panorama.
Its bay with many ewmall boats @nd an
1 ocvan stewme, its green hills

and villas with Veeuvias Jookisg down
threstoningly over then, its islands of

‘M-Mmbnghn;ulhm

unite in forming & picture of rare beauty.
Itis well, however, to see Naple:s as a
whale, and not wander round the narrow
streets for a close inspection. "The houses
are large, and high scarcely serves to
express the distance the upper stories are
from the earih;or their nearness to the
clouds, That is each house seen from its
own front street, for the whole city is built
on the side of a hill, and the tiers of houses
rise one above another like the seats of an
amphitheatre, so that the firet floor of one
dwelling mway overlook the sixth of its
neighbor immediately in front. To go
from one street to another parallel with
the bay it is necessary o olimb = lorg
flight of steps or go up & zigxag road. The
streels running up the hill are particularly
nArrow, many net more than len feel in
width, and yet in addition to the ordinary
purposes of » street, tLey serve as worke
shope of various kinds. On one side &
shoemaker or s tailor is busy, on another
& warherwomen is plying ber art, sad a
little further on some culinary operation
ia in progress, such as preparing vegetables
for cooking or divesting & poor chickex ot
itefentbers. And yet passérs by do vot
seem to object or fiel disturbed. Ii is
ueedless to say that guch stréets are filthy
Ithink it is Mark Twain who saysitis
very fortunate they are »0 narrow, for if
they were twice as wide it is to be presumed
they would hold twice as much dirt which
might have injarioup effects. And ye: we
weie told that previons to the cholers,
four years ago, they were much woise.
Bince then an abundaat supply of excellent
water has been brought into the city, and
& reformation is in progress.  Then every
morning and evening cows aad goais are
led along from door to door to supp'y
customers with milk. In India euch is
necessary in order to obtain a pure article,
Ididootinquire why it was done in Naplee,
but the custom is, to say the least,
suggestive,

Nothing about Naples is so grasd as her
voloano. It is about twelve miles from the
oity. Many years ago & geod rosd was
made to what is called the Observatory,
sbout one mile from the foot of the cone
and two thourand feet above the sea level.
Five years ago s German company com-
pleted this mile of road snd constructed »
ra'lroad up 10 the cons, . It ia worked by
 slationary engiue st the foot by mesns of
& wire rape passing round & great wheel at
the top. The price of a ticket to he con-
veyed from the city to the dop int venty-five
francs. If visitors decline what is
considered the orthcdox way of visiling
Vesuvius, & charge of five francs is made
for passing over the road from_ the Obser-
vatory to the cone, and eighteen more for a
ride up in the cars. We chose to dispense
with all regulations sad paddle our own
canoe, A party of mive of us hired two
oarriages to the Obeervatory for thirty
fraacs & oarriage. Arriving there, only
four would dare to attempt the climb., We
followed an old path mear the company’s
road, and reaching the cone clambered up
as best we could, It is nearly two thou~
sand feet in perpendicular height, and the
ascent varies from sn angle of thirty-five
to sixty. Much of the way your feet sink
deep into the soft ashes, and you make
alow progress; again you step en a piece
of Java and it slides dowa under your foot,
perhaps further down the mountain than
you were s moment before. The best
progress is made over large boulders of
lava, and thess can be found vearly balf
the distaace. Our party consisted of &
winister from Australia, a large strong
man, & young girl of fourteen,a boy of
twelve, and the writer. Our youog friends
got very tired sud had to rest very of'en,
and 8o we were two hours getting to the top.
Hed they not been with us the climb could
have been made in ao hoar and & half,
But all our efforts wers rewarded by the
grandeur of the scene. Ii was fur beyond
snything we had imagined, ™ The crater is
s grest basin-shaped cavity on the top,
perbaps three hundred feet in diameter,
Near the ceatrs, of JthisJand sbout finty
feet below the rim, is the great bole twenty
or thirty feet across, from which it throws
forth & shower of red-hot lava accospanied
by elouds of white smoke or vapor every
minute or so. If the interval is longer the
explosion is prcportionally greater. The
sound ie like the roar of diatan( cannon,
We could ounly glance over the rim snd
sad then retire to avoid Rthe falling lava.
Nearly all fell back into the basia, but
sometimes piedes fell‘several *scores of feet
outside. Oae great mass waslthrown into
the air, and we oounted three minutes
hefore it fellTbaok into that great furnace.
It was grand and awful beyond all deseriy-
tion. The descent i1 an easy matter, and
we ran down in about Afteen minutes. We

remained st the Observatory till after il

dark, The white vapor took the appesr-
ance of lame, the bursing lava of immense
sparks. Reluctantly we tarned away, and
it was nearly ten o'cloak when we rattled
through the streets of Naples to the hotel.

This isalio
the sule mode of transportation. All ovr
goode and provisions, and eve yloing we
bring from the hone land, must be carried
this way, in loads not to exoeed 60 Ibe, in
weight ; even the steamers 1hat are now on
the upper river and our iron horsee—all
have been (ransported in the same way It
looks like & very laborious way ot (arvisg
o livibg ; but it seems quite easy for s man
to asoend and descend very ateep wountairs
with his load, They generally go in cara~
vans of from ten to thirty men, headed Iy
o foreman, wnd make verylgood ‘time, ard
sre prepared to help each other over rivers.
Thie is gener slly done by finding & shallcw
place, and fording it.

When I first came in company with these
people, I saw they were intelligent and
bright, ready (0 leara snything that I
would sbow them, with as much resl wi'=
lisgnees #s any people would. They at
first want to know who are their friends.
Those on the cosst bave been decerved by
white men s0 much that it is no wonder
they hesttate and want o know if & person
is a friend ; while I fled those upcouatry
more willing to belic ve so IZfollow the any®
inge of & white man,

I bave now travelled over 2000 miles cf
Qougo water, beieg the U per Cungo sod
its tributaties, In this [ have witnessed
woat all kinde of hesthen life hataretote
seen in this westers part of tLe Congo Free
State, and have not oren W our place yet
where we were not-welcomed by a large
company of people, wanting us lo come
among them as s0)n as they koow we are
their friends. It is now getting eo that
when we are coming ia night of & town,
and the people kn)w that it is the “ Henry
Reed” steamer, they no longer fear to come
out in cnaoces to meet us. They come om
board, and bring us such lrnelu:bl food as
that part of the codntry affard), We pay
them in cloth, bexds, or brass wire or
courses, for these are} the principal cur
rency of the coantry, I have,after landirg
safely,gone to their homes and vieiied them
in their modes of living, and examived
their hcusehold goodsJand in most cases
must say that they are far from being &
low, degfaded people, aa they are supposed
by some to be, I fiad them 10 be generally
industrions. Some manufacture a cloth
from grass, others make fine floor mats,
while others engage]in’the manufacture of
earthen bowls, pots, kettles, water jugs,
vases, flower pots, sod even pipes for smok-
ing tobacco. I aleo hear that in a section
which has not been visied by wuiie people
that iron, is exiensively worked. I have
seen many tools made there,and they seem
to be not daly good iron, but ma fe by good
workmen. I saw ome floé wpear that ap~
pesred 10 be of superior stee , I oave als)
seen meny fioely-made tools of iron and
copoer from up the Wells river, which
indicate that tnat part of Afries is very
rich in these metels, Iaw told that there
sre large quantitiea of metals in many
varta of the Jongo Basin,

There are many things that will even
aally briog in white wen as traders. Bus
the main thing needed now is helpers in
the vineyard of the Lord. The labor hea
scarcely begun. Millioos are in need of a
word 10 ocVeer them on their way, as they
snopally leave the shores of Time.

O what a sad sight it is, as we leave &
owa with bundreds on the Manks, each

numbers may inorease and not diminish,

This list should also awaken our serious

concern.  There is rcom for twenty-seven
men 0 be sent forth and still many
vacancies are left unsupplied. This

emphasizes the fact cf the destitution of
the preaching of the gospel which abounds
among our churches. There are quite a
vumber of fields which have todepend upon
this ttadent labcr for a few montbs in the
yeer. The labors cf theee dear and earnest
brethren are much bleseed on flelds of
this kind ; but much of their work ia lost
because not followed up. The many
churches and fields destitute of preaching
for so large a part of the year, claim a
large share of our eympathies and should
be remembered in our rrayers.
