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Pha Dhiiskes at The disaster at Frank, in Alberta,
on April 29, is one of the most
Frack. disastrous in Canadian history.
Frank is a coal mining town of about jo00 inhabi-
tants on the eastern slope of the Rocky Mountains,
fifteen miles from Crow’s Nest Pass, fifty miles east
of Fernie, and fifty-four miles west of McLeod. It
appears, that at am early hour in the morning, a
prodigious land slide from the top and side
of Turtle Mountain, one of the peaks of the Rockies,
which tower far above the village and coal pits,
buried the mine and part of the town of Frank under
a mass of rock. It is estimated that eighty three
lives were lost. Themagnitude of the land slide is
seen when it is known, that it will take 2000 men,
two months, to repair the C. P. R. track. Help is
being sent by the Government and towns in the
vicinity.
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The Trans-Canada S0 much is being said -and
written about the Grand Trunk
Raltwhy. Pacific Railway and the Mcken-
zle and Mann system, that the Trans-Canada Rail-
way project has been almost forgotten. But the
scheme ofthe proposed railway is far from being
dead. The directors have had three engineering
parties surveying the route all winter. Their re-
ports are most favorable. The proposed line is one
of the most direct which can span the continent.
Comparatively few people know anything of the
vast stretch of Canadian possessions extending from
Quebec to James Bay, thence to the northern end of
Lske Winnipeg, and on to Fort Simpson, on the
Pacific coast. Yet this is the route of the Trans-
Canada Ry., and is of the gréatest importance from
an Imperial point of view. The proposed line will
run considerably to the northward of the other
trans-continental lines, although passing through
part of the finest belt of wheat lands. The engineers
at work along the proposed line report fine timber
lands, and magnificent deposits of coal, iron, copper
and gypsum. Fort Simpson, the Pacific terminus
of the line, is said to have the finest harbor on the
Pacific coast, north of 8an Francisco. The climatic
observations along the line of route are very favor-
able. A branch lineto Winnipeg will bring that
town 256 miles nearer an ocesn port than itis at
present. The directors of the Trans-Canada Ry.
fignre upon & freight rate from Winnipeg to Quebec
for the wheat of Manitoba and the North West
Territorles, which will be a saving of several cents
a bushel on the present rates. In view of the pos-
sibility of an Anglo-Japanese alliance, and of a great
trade between England, Canada and Japan in the
near future, it is interesting to note that the distance
from Liverpool to Yokohoma via Trans Canada, is
shorter by 720 miles, than by any other lines. The
Trans-Canada Railway isone of the possibilities of
the near future.
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The world seems to have reach-
«d a period of progress in medi-
cal sclence. The antitoxin for
diphtheria recently discovered has proved most suc-
cessful, and it is now believed that physicians can
successfully fight that dreaded disease. Amongst
the #till more recent discoveries is that of an anti-
typhoid serum, obtained by Dr. Allan Macfadyen,
Director of the Jenner Institute of Preventive Medi-
cine, in London. This announcement has attracted
great attention. Typhold fever is so constant and
terrible a scourge to the human race, that the dis-
covery of a specific for it wounld be one of the great-
est benefits possible. Dr. Macfadyen found, that by
crushing the microscopic cells of the typhoid bacil-
lus in liquid alr, the intercelluar juices can be
obtained apart from their living organism, and that
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these juices are highly toxic. By injecting them in
small repeated doses into a living animal, its blood
serfm is rendered powerfully antitoxic and bacteri-
cidal, that is to say, it becomes an antidote alike to
living typhoid bacteria, and to the poison that may
be extracted therefrom. It is also announced, that
Dr. Willlam Councilman, professor of pathological
anatomy in the Harvard medical school, has discov-
éred the germ that causes smallpox. He claims
that®the cause of smallpox is a protozoa, the lowest
form of animal lite, and this is responsible for the
highly contagious character of the disease. Thus,
we are gdvancing in the right direction, but there is
still a wide field yet undiscovered.

The cause of the British reverse,
Beitain in Somaliland, which occurred in Somaliland
on April 17, seemed to be over confidence and rash
ness on the part of British officers leading native
troops. In this case, a small reconnoitring force of
about two hundred men was practically wiped out by
the Mad Mullah and his troops.

Banks. We have somewhat the
same system in Canada, but the people do not pat

ronize it as they do in England, perhaps, the reason
is, because we have such a fine and complete system
of banking. In England, they are buildinga gi

géntic structure in South Kensington as headquar

ters for this system. The bullding covers a little
over four acres of ground, has been four years under
construction, and costs about $1,350,000. In 1861,
this system of Post Office Banks was established

In 1880, provision was made for the savingsof the
humblest, by the introduction of slips to which un

used penny postage stamps could be attached, and
which, when filled with stamps representing one
shilling in value, would be accepted as a deposit of
that sum-—this being the minimum. At the pre-
sent time not far short of $500,000 is saved by this
means annually. In the same year, facilities were
provided for the investment of small sums of money
in Government stocks through the Post Office
Savings Banks, and in 1884, a plan of life insurance
and annuities was added to the ordinary business of
the department. Since then other extemsions to
its service have been made. During the forty years
of its existence, the administrative staff of the bank
has increased from twenty persons to 3,062. There
are no fewer than 9,000,000 depositors, and 15,000,-
000 deposits and 6,000,000 withdrawals are made in
the year, through the 14,000 P. O. banks now in
existence.
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The recent demands of Russia
upon China in reference to Man-
churia are the most flagrant breach of faith ever ex-
hibited by a civilized nation, and have aroused
Japan,England and the United States. A year and
a half ago, Russia agreed with the other powers con-
cerned in suppressing the Boxer uprising to with-
retire from Manchuria, and

The terms of evacuation are as follows : First,
There shall be no new treaty purl'é and no new
foreign consulates in Manchiria, Second, The.cus-

These swamps are covered with forest trecs of the kinda
thet grow in salt water, and at spring ti'es are surround-
od by it from » depth of two or three luches to as many
feet. But every bigh tide leaves a deposit of mud by
which the land is gradually raised till it becomen
suitable for cultivation, If the trers are down: end the
trunks and branches left on the ground the progress
tows:d a field is minch more rapld. In some of these
plains there may be a soil of fifty feet and downwards of
the richest guality. One of the several services we try to
render the Karens is to get gracts of land in these
swamps. with remiseion of taxes for several years. Iam
pow gettinz grants wi'h ex+mption for eleven years Of
course'no Karen could by himesll i1d his way through
the varions reqn'réinents necessary to effzct this

All over these swamps a'e hil'sor patches of high
ground just like the is'ands on the const,  There are also
high rocks withont a haudinlof soll, corresponding to
the rock islands in the sea. Instead of birds their dark
caverns are inhabited ‘by innumerable bats. Fiom the
roofs of some of these caves hang the most beantiful
stalactites. How 1 wich I conld get one dowh avd send
it to Wolfville. 1 may some day.

This great expavse-of swamp is intersected by rivers or
rather inlete swarming with fish aud prawus, and a Bur-
man prefers getling bis living from the sea to the labor
of cutting down trees and making s fisld. A Bhuddist is
not supposed to take the life of anything. even the small-
est iusect, but he argues that be does not kill the fish,
He simply removes them from ‘the water, avd if they
choose tn-die be is not resronsible. Here is a carrled on
the making of that vile thing. guapee, the Burman word

for pntrid fish,  Almost all Burmans an' Karene eat this ©

terribly offersive thing at every meal, and it is no doubt
one of causes of so much sickness_snd so mauny early
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deaths. Thisls the case among Karens particalarly, as
they have so muny other injurious habits. The Burmans
are & little more cleanly, How this strange custom ever
orlginated seems to be s mystery, but some light is thrown
npon it when it ls krown that it is never eaten, probably
ennnot be eaten, till it is plentifully mixed with red pep-
pers. From these the drog capsicun, is extracted. Rotten
fish only destrove the body, but red peppers are most in-
jurlous in other reepects. No dotibt the evil one had this
in view when he introduced the custom. For many years
we have not allowed it in our school and to this we attri-
bute our almost entire immunity from sickuness which is
such a burden in other schools. Up to the present we
are aloue in this reform,

Since I began this trip, almost a month ago, I have
seen a good deal to enconrsge. We have never had so
many paplls in our jungle schools. After the mecting of
onr Assoclation in Jauuary we sent out twenty-seven of
our best boys and girls to teach *uring vacation. Some
of these have more thau fifty pupils, scores of them from
heathen fam'lies. The books we use are cathechisms of
Scripture teaching and so these children learn much of
ths vanity of ido'atry and of cur duty to serve God. I
have biptiz.d sixteen, all bright, young people and all
abatainers from tobacce. Irdeed some haye never used
this irjarious thing, no more than children of clean
familles at bome The two last villages I have visited
were entirely heathen when we came to surma. The same
can be said of the village in which cur Assdtiation was
lately heli. Now ‘here is & fairly large church and.able
to entsrtain nearly six bundred visitors from Thursday
till Monday with lack of nothing., What has God
wrought ?

A Sabhath on tour {sa very busy day. Indeed the
services ngln Saturdey afternoon when every Kiaren
church bas a meeting. Saturday is often called “‘prepara-
tion day."" Early Sanday morning a meeting is held for
prayer and conference, usnally led by a Karen, but the
mirsionary is supposed to take some part. About ten
the preacbing service by the misslonsry followed by
examination of candidates for baptism and other matters
and often continues three or fourjhoura, At about five,
baptism gervice and later the Lord's Supper.

Rev. Dr. John Alexander Dowie, the Divine Healer,
and founder of the Christlan €atholic churchin Zion,and
the seif styled Eiljah the restorer, is a amall man of three
score years and ten, hale and vigorous as & youth, bald
headed, with bandy lege, a high brow and pleasant face,
mustache and luxuriant whiskers, and pictured in his
clerical robes réminds ove of the famous picture of the
prophets of Israel. If measared by his achievments he
{s one of the most remarkable men of this or any past
sge. eclivsing Mohomet and the founders of Mormonism.
The press, the palpit and the people with ore sccord are
in battle array against him, and in many respects mis-
represent bim. He is denounced as a false prophet, a
base and uuscrupulous imposter, seeking only his own
aggrandizement and enriching himself wi h the tithes
and offcrings exacted from his followers. .In this he is
only reapiug what he has sown, for in vu'gar abuse he
scandalizes every one ontside of Zion, and in turn is pald
back in his own currency. For want of space it is not my
puip se, now, to write much of his religions doctrines.

Forty-two miles north of Chicago, on the west side of
Lake Michigan, in sbout two years he has built a city
with & uniqae popalation of twelve thonsand, snd rapidly
increasing every day. [t has several fine buildings that
are gems of architecural neatness, of which I may name,
the college, the Elijah Hospital, a grand fire proof hotel
of 630 rooms, Zion City Lace Factory, and the Shilo
Tabernacle. He does a large banking business, and has
a flourishing department store with a post and exprees
bueiness all over the country. Not a foot of the city is
owned by any one except Dowie who is ** monarch of all
he surveys,” The land is leased in iots for eleven hun-
dred years, expiring January 1st., A. D.3000. In the
dream or prophecy of this remarkable man, Zlon City is
only the first of such to be planted all over the world,
"and culminating with their capital in Jernsalem. At this
date of 3000 years he prophesies that the Christian Catho-

lic church will be the one charch of the world, wicked-
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ness be no more, and that Christ in his second coming
will be here and give éternal blessings tosll, In hispur-
chase of the land, in the drafting of the charts of incor-
poration, and the development of every depvartment of
the city of which he {s general manager, he has availed
himeelf of the services of the shrewdest and most com*
petant specialist he could secure The laws of the city
are iron clad, and s» fixed that no change can ever be
made in them, not even by the State Legislature, and by
these laws, these four articles of commerce are for ever
prohibited ; pork, tobacco, intoxicating liquors snd medi-
cal drugs, gambling dens, brewrles, distilleries, honsea of
ill-rame, dance halls and lodge rooms for secret societies
are also prohibited He denounces sickness, drugs and
doctors as the works of the devil, and preaches that all
secret societies, have the same parentage, and that all the
ministers of the world ontside of Zion, belong to the
same fraternity. Recently in this village with two ven-
erable ministers sitting at my side, in a Dowle meeting,
I heard one of his distinguished preachers call all the
preachers of the world outside of Zion liare and scaley-
wags, I will quote a few lines from Dowie sermons,
entitled,‘* Secret Societies Exposed and Condemned,”’
preached in the presence of thousands in hie great
Auditorium in the city of Chicago, which may give an
idea of the style and spirit of the man,

There is not any use fighting over these old battles in
old Jerusalem; we have gotto fight them in Chicago.
(Amen) Ministers preach eloquent sermons about
Panl fighting with beasts at Ephesus. I wish they would
fight with beasts at Chicago.  (Amen).

Lots of beasts here to fight. There is the Roman
beast and the Secret Society beast ; there is the tobacco
beast and whiskey beast; there are all kinds of dirty
beasts rouadahoat Chicago —aot to spesak of the pig
(Laughter).”” Again, ““Nobody comes into Zion who
brings medicine with them, or if they do, either the
medicine go or they go, and no body gets into Zlon who
smells—yon know how, (Laughter) VYom S***kpota!
Yon dirty s***kpota! There is one house you can't get
into. No beerpot or s***kpot can enter Zion home any-
how. You have to go somewhere else.” For the sake
of decency, the stara in place of letters are mine.

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G _.apses of the Prophets.

Many men of the different periods of the bistory of
Israel bore the name Joel All that we know of Joel the
prophet is gleaned from the roll of his prophecies, and
that is little indeed. He was the son of Pethuel, a man
otherwise noknown to us, From a study of the prophe-
cles of J>2l w2 lean that hs was almost certainly a
Judean and an inhabitant of Jerusalem. He was well
acquaaiated with the gervices of Jehovah's temple. It is
impossible to read his prophecies and not be impressed
with his culture and lite ary skill, His book {sa fine
specimen of pure clats ¢ Hebrew.

DATE OF JOKL
Nowbere in the Scriptures are we definitely informed
as to the time when Joel lived and prophesied. The
date of bis prophecy becomes, therefere, purely a gnes-
tion of litersry and historical criticlsm. This depart-
ment of research, in contrast with textual or lower criti-
cism, has bheen rather unfortunately called Higher Criti-
clsm Many guestions in the Higher Criticism of tbe
Old Testam-nt bave decided thenlogical bearings but
the dats of Joel has little to do with debated qnestions in
theology. One may be a decided conservative, and hold
that Joel is one of the latest of the O'd Testament prop-
hets, or & radical critic, aud accept the early date of-Joel.
The arguments in favor of a very early date for Jael are
stated in an admirable manner by Prof. Kirkpatrick in
“The Doctrine of the Prophets,” Prof. Drirer argues
strongly for a late date iy his ¢ xcellent short confment-
ary on Joel and Amos. O-elll aud Kirkpatric¥ se'm to
this writer to have the bsst of the axgumem,'lﬁ-ncc we
locate Joel in the reign of Joash of Judsh, about 830 B.
C., according to the revis d chronology. Daring the
minority of Joash the wood priest Jeholada directed
Judah's policy. At such atime it wou'd be natural to
appeal to the priesis to lead the people back to Jehovah,
The absence of alinsion to any king in Judih wou'd be
easy to arccouat for. [t sesms more likely aleo that
Amos gnotes from Jel than to suppose that Joel is
quotingy from Amos for the phrases in common
seem more thoroughly imhaled in the coatex: ia Joasl,
e Amos takes ai histext a quotat'o from J+el.

TRRRIBLE DEVASTATION BY LOCUSTS AND DROUGHT

Read the first chapter of Joel and note how terrible the
distress in Judah must have been. Locusts have swept
over the country aud barked the very trees of the field.
All the crops have been destroyed. Wine and oil, wheat
and barley, vine and fig-tree have been involved in one
common ruin, I i« time for the ministers of God to gird
theniselves with sack-cloth a»d assemble the people of
the land in the temple of Jehovah to entreat his mercy.
A terrible drought hes followed on the heels of the
locusts. The beasts of the field pant in mnte appeal to
God.

This picture reems clearly to refer to a literal visitation
of locusts and drought in Jadah.

YRT MORE TERRIBLE VISITATION AT HAND

The prophet sounds an alarm in Z'on, annonucing that
‘“‘the day of Jehovah'' is at hand. This significant
phrags always points to s me signal manifestation of the
justice of God. Joel pictures it asa day of darkuess.
Jehovah hes a migh'y army on the point of invading the
land He likens the locusts to horsemen and their noise
to the rattling of chariots or the crackling of fire in a
stubble-field. They advance in serried ranks, each oue
moving forward in his own path, and no weapons can
check their conrse.

CALL TO FASTING AND PRAVER,

Hesr the words of this earnest prophet as he addresses
the people of Jerusalem : ‘' Vet even now, saith Jshovah,
turn ye unto me with all your heart, and with fasting,
and with weepirg, and with monrning, and rend your
heart, and not your garments, and turn. anto Jehovah
your God ; for he is graclous and mercifal, slow to anger,
and abupdant in loving kindness, and repenteth him of
evil @822, 13). Joel emphasizes the element of sor-
row in repentance. It is evident thet he does not over-
look that change of mind ard reformation of life which
must be included in all genunine repentance. While.call-
ing upon th: people to assume the outward garb of
mourning, he points out clearly that God wishes the
heart to be rent in deep penitence rather that the gar-
ments.

JRHOVAH HAS PITY ON HIS PROPLK.

Evidently Joel’s call to prayer did not ¥o unheeded.
The priests assembled the people brfore the temple and
entreated the favor of Jehovah, Joel 2 :18 is the divid-
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ing line bstwesn threat and promise. The terrible

s3arge of locusts and drought brouzh: the people to
repentance and reformation of life. Joel had encouraged
them to trust in the mercy of their Gyd. ‘‘Then was
Jebovah jealous for his 'and, and had pity on his people.””
This verse is to be interpreted as a hiatorical statement.

tronbles to me, but 1 dou't remember that you ever told
me yon were troubled about that
lait awake at night thinking about it, did
you! ° But I suppose you like the way the
Methodists baptiz: — pouring a little water
on the head and baptizpg unconscions infants.”
‘No sir,”’ she said with emphasis, *'I do not hold to that
sort of thing at all; I am a Baptiet still, all except close
communion ' The pastor continned - * You surely must
believe in falling from grace, and I supp-se yon like the
plan of having & preacher taken from you and another
8#nt without you having any say in the matter ' ‘ No,
sir,’’ she said, *'I hold to the old Baptist doctrine, ‘once
in grace always in grace,' and I-told my hosband the
other Surday, I conldn’t see why Methodists did the v ay
they do sbout preachers. We had a good man here last
year ; everybody loved him ard we bad no doubt but
that the bishop would let us have him again, but without
one word sbount it here comes a boy that can't preach at
all, and nobody likes him. Itell you Iam a Baptist
still, all but close communion,”’ and her eyes flashed
with indignation as she told of the wrong that bad been
done the people by the change of preachers. * Now,"
sald the old pastor, ‘‘we won’t ‘alk any farther about
this, but it does seem to me yon have gotten yourself
into a fix abont this church business. When you were a
Baptist yon were satiefisd with everything except one,
and that co>nlda’t have bothered yon much ; now, that
you are a Methodist, you are pleased with only one thing
and diseatisfied abont everything else the Methodists
teach. Now, my child, the next time anybody asks you
why you quit the Beptists, tell them honestly, you
sacrificed you convictions to be with your husband,
Don’t persuade vourself and try to make others believe,

The ‘‘Baptists Still’’ are a strange set, What to do
with them and what is to become of them is a purzler,
They are not happy in their church relatiovs, and are not
often sstisfied.

Asa rule they
are failures as church membere, and are not of much
account except by way of count, Their hearts are not
with the people they bave joined. The fact is they are
very poor material with which to bulld churches. Ag-
gressiveness s not ome of their characteristics. They
have no morsl backbone. The species is of a jelly.fish
variety. The great apoetle said to the Ephesian Chris-
tisne—"And having done all te stand.” There conld
bave been no ‘‘Baptists still”’ among those to whom he
wrote, because thess people can t stand.

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brother'’ to violate his conecience, is one of the noblest
applications of the law of love to Christian conduct. Bat
in studying the classical passage, expounding this duty,
which forms the topic of our Sunday School instruct'on
this week, we need to exercise some care in determining
exactly what manner 6f person the ‘‘weak brother,’” to
whom Paul refers, may be.

For one thing it is tolerably clear that no one can
properly be called ‘‘weak,’ who, having clear and de-
cided views as to the uprighteonsness of a certain course
of action, will not be influenced to disobey hin conscience
by the examp'e of others. Such a man is strong, and
hence he 1s not con'emplated in this passage, and he
perverta the teaching of Paul when he uses it as a
ground for enforcing his consclence upon others. He ls
not {u the slightest danger of heing Inflaenced to vlolate
his conscience by the example of avother. Bat the
‘“‘weak’’ man Paul {= thinking of s actually and Hteral y
weak.  He has convictions of daty, but he has a5 little
personal force that he is esslly induced to vialate them
Seelng & good man doing what be conld not do without
violsting his consclence, leads Lim actually to do the
thing he helleves o be wrong  He has so lHitle pelf
polse and lodependence that hie weakly violates his sense

of daty, because he sees another m-n dolng what he
thinks ia allowable

Agaln, no one cvn properly be called » ' 'weak hrother'’
who eeeks to make his ¢ ‘neclence regulate the condnet

The moment

a man shows that he feels so deeply and keenly ahout
some soclial practice, or some matier of casulstry that he
is bound to bring others to his way of thinking and act-
ing, sud makea himself generally disagreeable untll be
does 80, he shows conclusively that he is in no danger of
being influenced to his soul's peri! by the exumple of an«
other. Such a man is not in any sense ‘' weak.'' O1the
contrary he is very strong, and the only sapplication this
passage has to fim is to the exact opposite of what he
imagines. Instead of anthorizing him to enforce his con-
sclence on other people it teacher him to deny the «xer-
clse of this propensity for the sake of other prople.

8till further, no one can properly be called 'a weak
brother,” who is not absolutely sincere in hia scruple of
conecience  He must be of irresolute moral character,
he must be very mod s' in the expression of his notions,
and he must be absolutely sincere in them. If he is not
sincere, instead of being *‘weak’’ he is digshonest. There
ia ground for suspicion that some people have manufac-
tured slleged scruples of corrclence for the express pur-
pose of lesdisg others to abridge thelr legitimate liberty
by nnt effending them. In other words, the reruple must
actually be one of conscience, not of propriety or taste
or self-opinionated perversity or oddity A man who is
actuated by these motives is not in the siightest dsnger

of being mislead by arother’s exsmple. He does not
answer in the least to Pnl’s ides of the ‘‘weak brother™

For the really '‘weak brother ' Piul was moved by the

tenderest consideration He wruld go to extrame
lengths in self-denial in order not to harm him by bis
example. But at the s.me time he would not permit the
‘‘weak brother'' to dictate to him for a8 moment what he
should or should not do. His self-deniil must be vol-
untary and prompte¢d by love, not enforced, and pre.
scribed by law

The student of Paunl's letters is impressed with the fact
that in his mind the " weak brother "’ was defective ard
abnormal. His constant exhortation is to be strong. As
some are physically blind, crippled, anaemic and defi-
cient in brain power, there are ** weak '’ Christians, But
weakness is not a thing to be prond of And if any one
feels like laying down the law to others on the ground of
his ** weakners,”” his first duty is to submit to morsl
regimen by which-he may becotine ** strong.'’ - Kx

During the meelinge of the Ecumenicil Conference
beld fu New Yok 1950, it was my good fortune to bea
guest io the home ot Mr. Wallingford on Ninecty-second
s'reet,

I had known Mr. Wallingford for several years in a<ort
of pablic way, as a generous giver to varlous objects of
phi antoropy ; as a trustee of more than one educa'ional
institution, and as & zealous friend of mission work in
America and in other countries

Hi« invitation to spend the week of the conference
with him ia his own home wrs accepted with unusnal
pleasure—a pleasure which grew with each day of my
visit.

The beauty of the home was not dependent on ita state-
ly proportions, its rich furnishinge, or the works of art
which I fonnd there, though these were noteworthy, but
on the family life. <

1o the library was a portrait which attracted my eye
as often as I entered the room—the portrait of a youvg
man mot more than thirty, not handsome, with no look
of special intellectnal or other power, so far as I could
see. It was the face of what might be called an ordinary
young mau, Notasou, There is but one son iu the

family, and he ig an only child. ~ I found mys:'f growing

Coming in late one evening, Mr Wallingford stopped
in the hall for a few moments, and I, passing on fnto the
library before bim, stopped in front of thix portrait fora
more careful study of the lines of the face.'

Prayer Mecting Topic—May 102

What does the Story of Zsccheus Teach U:? Luke 19
I-10

Our Saviour's purpose here is, as expressed in verse 10
to reveal clearly to the self-right<ous Pharasee his grand
and only purpose in coming into this world—to esave the
lost. This he i'lusirates in a very unothodox but very
practical way. He saved one scknowledged to be lost,
The lesson may easily be gathered about, the three per
sonalities mentioned, viz., the seeker, the critic and the
Saviour,

(1). Zaccheuns finde his counterpart in many hungry,
dissatisfied souls—men who would see Jesna. The worid
is not 8o hard as we sometimes think, and if we will en.
qulre of men, we will find scores who, though enmeshed
io the business of life, wonld gladly know of onr Lord.

Three thinge about Zaccheus,

(a). He sought to see Jesus. No man ever honest'y
sought the Saviour without finding him, and it ls pro:
bable that no man was ever saved who did not seek a
Saviour. See Matt. 7: 7 and John §5: 40.~

(b). He overcame difficuities—'* climed a tree.”” He
who is easily discouraged may never be saved. We per-
severe in our search for other things ; why not in religion.
Most men at some time start heavenward but many find
it easler to jostle with the crowd than to climb, and so
are never saved.

(c). He found the Saviour seeking him. We may not
know who takes the initiative in salvation, but of this we
may be sure, Jesus will always meet us half way. Rev.
3; 90,

(2). The Critic we may psss over as of litile conse-
quence, except to say that pone who pride themselves on
this moral superiority can besaved. There is no caste in
religion, all are sinners. Loke 18: (1.

(3). Of the Saviour we may say two things here.

(a). Hia presenceindnces a noble life. There is some
uncertainty as to whether this restitution and philanth-
rophy began at this hoor or had already been going on
on the part of Zaccheus—the former is the more probable
—but certsin it is, that these were good foundation prin-
ciples on which to build a noble Christian manhood.
Christianity makes honest men ; Christianityjmakes phil-
anthropic men. Matt. 5: 7, James 2 : 15-18.

(b). His presence brings salvation and joy. Zaccheus
was saved because he received the Saviour joyfully. Our
Lord will have no unwilling captives. Salvation is ounss
to receive or to reject as we will. We are his servants,
but like Ellen’s captive are held by the golden chain of
love. His presence brings joy just as the summer brings
flowers, as the sun brings day, as the birds bring song.
Pe. 16: 11, E. L. STEEVES,

There is good in any man wbo is glad to see Jesus,
Evil cannot gndure the presence of Jesus, The men who
brought thqh s'nful woman to Jesus, as related in the
eighth chagter of John, all slunk out of Jesus' prerence
as soon as they began to feel the force of it, Their mean,

eelf-righteous conduct, sprivging from no real hatred for
or pity for sinners, seemed utterly contemptibie and de-
spicable in the presence of Christ, and they escaped from
it. If any man wants to see Jesus, aud is glad to hear
him speak, there is good in that man.

Something gocd is sure to happen when Jesus visits a
man’s home. He cannot go anywhere without earrying
blessing with him,

No home can be without Jesus and not be distinctly poor-
er for it ; snd we can perceive aimost invariably whether
he is in a home or not by the ** feel ' of it, and the evi-
dence of his presence in some tenderness or enrichment
which he always brings, and he alone,

None of us need be denied the privilege of seeing Jesus
and of having him in our home, Ziccheus wasa little
man, A tree helped him. None of vs ia 8o small or so
obscure thet something cannot 1ift us into the sight of
Jesus.  Indeed, the blessedness of his having gone away
is that now trees are not need «d for Hitle people, and the
privilege of entertaining him is not codfined to one home
in ove village. To every heart and every home he can

22: 1) He at once offered this,
but, in addition; half ot his gocds to the poor. When
the Saviour and salvation come to men, however, they
ceage to calculate such things meanly. They feel a bitof
the spirit of the Father, who gives good measure, pressed
do=n, runniug over. The resl secret of the want of be-
nevolence and generosity in men {s that they have not
got what Ziccheus got. Let the Ssviourin, and the
wealth will fly to the enda of the earth in his service,and
flylng, will be multiplied. ‘‘There is that scattereth, and
increaseth yet more.”

The Son of man is abroad looking for men little and
big. He seeks them, and he seeks them to save them
from the ipjustice of keeping wrongfully acquired weslth
from meanness and sin, from themselves, and from the
evil one. Has he seen uns yet? Are we looking for him
horing to be seen? or are we behind Zacchens’s tree,—
votup it? ‘Ard, found of him, are we joining in his
search for others to save, heart'and home ?

Let us keep to the ways where Jesus passes.

To see the Saviour i3 to put one’s self where the Say-
iour can see.

The Jews who murmured because be had gone into a
sluner’s home were akin to the elder brother of the prodi-

gal son. Let us belp the Saviour 1o find sinners, and not
criticise him becarss he tries to do so.

These all make d gogd beginning, but still
the garden is paichy, great spaces are to he  filled
in, borders of tiny de icate blossoms, - sweet peas
and roses in the Mission Band corner, with asters
and dahlias. for the older societies ; and for the dear,
white-haired ones, who can no longer come to the
meetings and do the active work, pure white lilies,
bending a little on their stalks but sweeter than all
the rest Don ‘'t be-disconraged if it is a little place
Of course, you can't expect guite so big a show
from a tiny spot, but some of the prettiest gardens
1 have seen have been bright little cottage door
yards, running over with bioomy, and in some of
our httle churches we find our most intelligent
missionary workers, our finest bands, €hoose the
‘gight time-for making your garden Work up the
soil and wait tili the frost is out-of the ground before
you sow your seeds. - Sunshine takes the frost out
and real (riendliness. and sweetness are the best
preparation for enlisting people for missiong.

NOTES RY THE SECRETARY.

Moravian Missions is a new illustrated record of
missionary work, published at 32 Tetter l.ane, Lon-
don, England.

In the Jannary number is a specially interesting
article on ‘‘How Moravian Missions Began.’”’ It
recounts the beautiful story of Count Zinzendorf’s
visit to the Danish Court in 173: and his meeting
with Antony Ulrich, the West Indian negro slave,
and his pathetic appeal for his benighted people.
Zinzendorf was electrified by the persuasive en-
treaty of this converted native and returning to
Herrnhut at once, arriving &t 2 a. m., he tound the
‘Single Brethren’’ keeping up the prayer vigil, and
he told the thrilling tale. He was addressing a
company of martyrs ; scarce ove of the refugees in
Herrnhut but haa suffered persecution: for his faith,
Leonard Dober. for example could not get the
vision of that West Indian slave out of mind; to
him it was a new Macedonian cry, So it was with
Tobias I.eopold, and hearing that no man could
reach these slaves unless himself a slave, they were
ready to sell themselves into bondage so0 as to work
by their sides. The sacred ‘‘lot”’ was appealed to,
and Dober drew a slip bearing the words, ‘‘Let the
lad go ; for the Lord is with him.” All doubts
were thus laid at rest as to the will of the Lord, and
on Aug. 21, 1732, at 3 a. m., the first two Moravian
missionaries left Herrnhut for the West Indies.
The story has been often told, but after 170 years

has lost none of its old charm. The work of Morav-
ian missions for 1893 will require an outlay of
$425,000 | The little seed has truly grown to a
great tree,

Dr. Ashmore writes : Among our mission assets
to-day we reckon not only the number we already
have, but also the multitudes we are soon certain to
have. Here in China, for example, it has been
long wotk, and hard work and up-hill work ; but
now the abundance of those Gentiles is beginning
to come in. In one province alone—that of Jukkien,
the applicants for admission in the past year amount
to 20,000. Of these some 5000 have already been
accepted. A little while, yet a little while, and we
shall see marvels of grace in China. And this is
the word that comes to us to-day from so many
mission fileds. They are whitening for the harvest
on every hand. Where are the reapers?

The biographer of Phillips Brooks ventures to
exclaim, *“What a loss to the church if Phillips
Brooks, had become a forelgn 'missionary ! Presi-
dent C. C. Tracy of Anatolia Colege takes
up the assertion and makes an apt and force-
ful reply. “Hold!” he says, et us think a
moment., How much greater was Phillips Brooks
than the Apostle Paul? And we too exclaim,
““What a loss to the church-—and the world —if
Saul of Tarsus had not become a forelgn mission
ary ! If he or such s he, had not forsaken all to
