"*UNG LIBERALS DEAL WITH
THE LATE NOMINATIUN.

©Ool. Tucker is Not Thelr Choloe—They OL-
Ject to the Convention and Say 1. Was Not
Legal—Some of the Arguments Used
Agalnst the Colonel’s Caudidature.

Lieut. Col. Joseph J. Tucker has buck-
led on his sabre at the call ot the liberal
couvention, to enter on a-cimpaign as the
candidate for the city and county of St.
John. The battle has begun already a1d
the shots are whistling through the air, but
they do“not come from the ecemy. The
fucilade has been started from the camp of
the young liberals.

The convention to nominate Col. Tucker
was held Tuesday night. The object
was stated to be to’ nominite a lib-
eral candidate in the place of the
late C. W. Weldon, but if the call had
simply read ** to endorse Major McLean's
choice of Col. Tucker” 1t would have about
hit the mark. That was what the meeting
was for, and that was what it accompl shed,
despite the kicks and protests of the minor-
ity. The latter had va'id grounds of ob-
jection, but they got no chance to state
them. Chrirman Lockhart knew what be
was there for, and did just what the com-
bination wanted him to do.

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NOT FOR THE SOUDAN.

Without a doubt, the polite refusal of
the British government to accept the ser-
vices of the Eighth Hussars for active
service in the Soudan is a ditappointment
to the colonel in command, if not to others.
It will, however, be on record for all time
that the offer was made and made in
earnest, and that the gallant cavalry
regimert would have gone to the front
had the auswer been an acceptince
instexd of a declination. - This is
something to be reco~ded in the archives,
and next to raslly goiog to the Sruian it
gives all the glo-y that any reasonahle
man can desire.

How the British government might have
vi-wed the offer, it left to itself, is a mat-
ter on which there is snd must contious to
be variible speculation. Uafortanately,
from the colonel's point of view, the cffer
bad to go tbrough the channel, of
the Canadian authorities and General
GasCOIGNE, ths cffiter in commind,
gave his opinion that this, the crack cav-
alry regiment of the Dominion, could not
be spme1 for service abroad. This s-t-
tled tbe matter and the Hassars will stay
at bome, though none the less true to their
motto of “Regi Patrizeque Fidelis.”

It is understood that the profer of the
services o' the Hussas for service ina
foreign land wis made by Col. DomviLLE
on his own r:sponsibility, and that even
M sjor Markaay, the second in command,
received his first intimation of the matter
when the newspapers annouccad that the
offer hid been made. It therefore speaks
volumes f)r the discipline of the Hussars
that without being asked in advance wheth-
er they would likeit or not, they were
realy and willing to go to war simply be-
cause their commandiug officer thought it
would be the right thing tor them to do so.
For there is no doubt that, had the cffer
been accepted, they would have gone.
Not one offi:er or man would have held
back when the call came for ac tion.

For all that, and with all due credit for
th ir z :al and patriotism, it is possible that
some of the body are as well pleased with
the resuit of the offer asthey would bave
been bad they been ordered to the front.
Such an order would bave come in the
na‘ure of a surprise to som> ot them who
are busy men in their civil vocations. The
colonel, it is tru>, would have had to make
a sacrifice in common with his subordinates,
for it would have been out ot the
question for him to have been
engaged in a military campaign
in the Soudan and a political campaign in
Kings county at one snd the same time.
Nor is it probable that his high patriotism
would have so impressed the voters of
King’s that they would have elected him to
parliament in bis absence with even more
ballots than a personal canvass would have
ensured Li'm had he remained at home.

It would have heen an equally serious
matter for Major MarkmaM to have  bad
to patk his portmintern at short notice
and' leave the Sun Printing Company and
the- St. John conservatives on the eve
of a general election. The Mijor would
have gone, of course—he could birdly have
avoided domng so with honor—but it would
have not only been a loss to the Sun and
the party, but a serious inconvenience
to the Major himselt. There are no daily
papers in the Soudan, and wbile this would
be a reliet to the Msjor in not baving to
hustle around for pay day, still he would
hardly be content with baving to wait
weeks for the news that is coming to him
now by mail and wire every hour of the
day. It would have been & severe test
of his patience about the time the gen>ral
election was going on. The Major is
probably not lamenting, as the Colonel
is, that General GascorGNe thought
fit to advise the Imperial authorities
in the matter.

And there are others. Ald. McRosgIE,
for instance, is & captain in the Hussars,
and only a little while ago he was 1 doubt

whetber the increasing vol of his' busi-
ness would permit him to atiend to civio
duties this year. To leave this busi

may send a regiment, as the cable reports
it has offered co do. Whether, in such
case, the Hussars would be the regiment,
through 1ts having already volunteercd, or
whether a regiment of foot might b> better
spared than such a distinguished corps, is
& matter yet unknown. In any case, the
order to march will probably not be for
some time yet Should the Hussars go
there is no fear but that they will distinguish
themselves. and should they not go they
will always be held in honorable remem-
berance as hiving been the first in Canada
to volunteer to aid the mother country in
her time of need.

Here is a teacher who never makes
you feel the nettls of the pedagogue and
here is a gentle physician whose pall is in
honey. He knew and loved Thomas

(the only kind well worth baving). He
painted Ragby School and Rugby School
Days, and put one more book on the im-
morta! shelt where moth and mildew are
slow to find their way.

Your ministers are
the most impracticable people in the world!”
Ghost of Thomas Hnghes! would you not
be put to the blush before so wise a spirit ?
What & pity for the world if this man shall
be constrained to remain a lawyer all his
lifetime ; when, bad he entered the ministry
the scholar might have been ousted and the
orpbaninstalled :

Yet shall ono hesitate to render an opin-
ion, for fear he may not express the ul-
timate wisdom on the topic? The least
odium attaches to errors of opinion and of
judg when panied by modesty
in him who entertains them and a con-
sientious desire to arrive at truth.

Ernest Hart, D. C. L., has been lecturing
in London recent!y on the **Art of Living™!
1t seems a little strange, because I fancy,
we conceited end of the century people
who have such exalted ideas of our own
cleverness, thought we knew all about the
art of living, as well as most of the other
arts ; but Dr. Hart thinks othermse, and
says that at the end of 5,000 years very
few of us will und d even the el
tary principles of comfort and h:alth.

we bave bad so lirtle benefit out of the
5,000 years. Why some of us have only
lived & week or two and the oldest person I
ever saw wasn't 90, so I don't think it is
‘quite fair to credit the present generation
with the whole number, and then blame

" enormous amount of experience those
years represent. I am quite § sure
that most of uvs do the best with th®
limited means at our disposal fand

ideriog the many disadvantages under
which we labor, we succeed as well as can
‘be expected, but the difficulty 1s, that just
a8 soon as we bave got the matter down to
- science and reached the aga of eighty, or
ainety, we are obliged to give up all our

;nddmly from the art of living to the un-
pleasant necessity of dying. So what can
be expected ot us? But to return to Dr.
Hart. He devotes especial attention to the
art of going to bed.

-appearing as scarecrows clad in our hideous
night gowns, should there be any hidden
alarm during the night.

May Irwin, now appearing in *The
Widow Jones” and the pioneer in many
similar stage crez2s (she was the first singer
to meke ‘‘After tbe Ball” popularin New
York city), started the ball in motion with
“‘Mamie, Come Kiss Your Honey Boy,”
surg in ,'The Country Sport.” Later Fay
‘Templeton in **Excelsior Jr.” sang and
‘made popular* ‘I want Yer, Ma Honey.”
Then Flora Irwin, May's sister, in *‘Gentle-
'man Joe” sang ‘“‘Honey, Does Yer Love
Your Man?" Oneot the features of *‘A
Black Sheep” at Hoyt's theatre is the sing-
ing of the plantation song by Jeannette S'.
Heory in the third act *“Love Me, Honey,
= Do"

Though this requirement is not essential,
plantation songs with a cake walk chorus
nowadays to be entirely successful should
include in some part of the title and or-
tainly in the chcrus the word ‘*honey” ; and
2o that word in part as well as to the charm
of the music is due the popularity ot the
song rendered by George Evans and by
Willis P Sweatnam, *1'll Be True to My
Honay Boy.”

OLUB PRINKS AND RAINE'S LAW.
gomeo Problems lnTu and Finanoe that
Now Confront Clubmen.

Drinks are going ‘o be higher at the
clubs atter the Raines law goes into effect.
The profit on wines and liquors is impor-
tant to every considerable club, and $800
a year out of that profitis an item worth
considering. As prices now are there 1
only a small margin of profit pn most club
wines, but a somewhst larger one on
whiskey and mixed drinks. Itis a prob-

‘lemin nearly every club to give a good

dinner, wine at 25 or 30 cents a balf bottle.
All sorts of devices are resorted toin order
to do this at & small profit. One club
used to buy an imported claret of fair
quality snd dilute it with & small percen-
tage of water in order to sell the wine at a
profit with the dinner.

Whiskey varies in price from 10 to 25
cents a drink in New York clabs. Most
clubs give a fair whiskey at 10 cents, and
8 better one at 15, 20, or 25. There isa
profit of 30 to 60 per cent, on whiskey at
these prices, quality corresponding with
price. A drink of whiskey in a club is
rather larger than the average drink at a
public bar, because most clubs send the
drink of whiskey to the consumer in a tiny
decanter holding enough for the man that
babitually takes a big drink. There are
from filteen to ot these d
in a quart of whiskey, and at this rate there
is a good profit ona fair whiskey at.10
cents per drink. But there are only about
twelve cocktails in & quart of whiskey, and
cocktails are sold in most clubs.at 175 cents
each, or 25 cents for two. Time and in-
gredients considered, there is a rather light
profit on cocktails at this rate. The profit
on cocktails made mostly of gin is perhaps
rather smaller. The profit on some other
mixed drinks is larger, especially summer
punches. The profit on good sherry at 15
cents per glass, the usual price in the clubs,
is not great. There is a fair profit on
domestic beers, and perbaps a smaller one
on imported beers and ales.
wTue probability is that alter May 1
dhiskey will not be less than 15 cents a
wrink at the clubs, and that cocktails will

o longer be sold at 25 cents for two.
Claret at 25 cents a half bottle will be of
rather poorer quality than heretofore, and
perhaps more native claret will be con-
sumed. The imported ales will probably
2o up five cents per bottle in some clubs,
and mixed drinks generally will contain
poorer liquors than at present. Cham-
pagnes, which are considerably cheaper in
the clubs than elsewkere, will go up, -and
80 will some other imported wines. Every
club of good standing takes pride in fur-
nishing only good whiskey, so that the
quality ot this domestic drink will not be
debased.
