the president power to enforce coun-
tervailing tariff rates on all commo-
dities of commerce against any nation
refusing to deal with the United States
on g reciprocal tariff basis,

The amendment proposed would in
many respects take the place of the
maximum and minimum clause in the
Payne-Aldrich tariff law, but Senator
Smith advocated a provision that
would be broader than that, one that
would give the president the authority
at any time to interpose against any
nation which might discriminate
agalnst the groducts~ of Un!
States the  sAme
acted on Ameérican g0O
clause in the tariff bill, it was argued,
would plase the United States in a
position to defend the country against
any unreciprocal action or attempt to
shut off its foreign trade.

Discussion of the proposal was
spirited, strong opposition developing
at once, Among the senators who at-
tacked the idea were Senators O
man, Reed and Martine. The debate
was waxing warm when the caucus
was forced to recess for the afternoon
session of the senate, and it was re-
sumed tonight,

After the battle over free sugar and
free wool had been won yesterday by
the administration forces, senators
opposed the schedule which would ex.
tend the time when the sugar and
wool schedules are to become effec-
tive after the passage of the act.

Senator Ransdell hase an amend-
ment to extend the date of the sugar
schedule until February 1, 1914, per-
mitting sugar planters and refiners to
get rid of this year’s crop without the
burden of the decreased tariff. This
has been referred to the majority of
the finance committee for considera-
tion, The committee will recommend
some form of amendment later to the
caucus.

Other suggestions propose to sus-
pend the operation of the sugar duties
for three months after the passage of
the bill and that the rates on manu-
facturers of wool be made effective
ninety days after, and the free raw
wool provision sixty days after ensct-
ment of the law.

London, June 2 Suggestions of
possible highly interesting develop-
ments werq introduced today in the
“fight for the millions,” as the public
call the suit over the will of the
late Sir John Murray Scott, who left
nearly $5,000,000 to Lady Sackville,
a relative of a former British minis-
ter at Washington.

The Right Hon. Frederick E. Smith,
counsel for those who are trying to
break the late Sir John Murray
Scott's will, mentioned an alleged
secret visit to the baronet's house by
Lady Sackville, when she was seen
at the drawer of a desk in his library.

Major Arbuthnot, a friend of
Scott’'s would, sald counsel, testify
that on his arrival to dine with Scott
one evening he opened the door of
the libra and saw Lady Sackville
and Miss Sackville just shutting a
drawer of the writing desk. Major
Arbuthnot is said by counsel to have
withdrawn, but while he was still in
the hall, Lady Sackville opened the
door a little and glanced around. Then
she and her daughter left the house
in what appeared to the Major a very
hurried and unusual manner.

When Major Arbuthnot later saw
Sir John Murray Scott, he mentioned
that he had seen Lady Sackville in
the library. Scott immediately be-
came intensely agitated and broke
into a perspiration, ejaculating “My
God, it's Incredible.” Scott had no
idea that Lady Sackville was in the
house. He believed she was at her
residence, Knole Park, Kent, at the
time, according to Attorney Smith,
who said that the Sackvilles were
known among the Scott family under
the nickname of “the Locusts,” while
in the servants’ hall Lady Sackville
was referred to as “the earthquake.”

Tke frult erop report issued by the
Dominion Department of Agricultpre
on June 14 says the outlook in New
Brunswick is for a medium crop of
apples, not sufficient for home con-
sumption,

“The weather conditions of late,”
says the report, “can hardly be said to
have been favorable to frult growers.
The excessively warm weather the lat-
ter part of April and the first of May
Wwas succeeded by cold weather that
has continued until the present time,
giving a marked setback to vegetation
of all kinds, In addition, there have
been several rather heavy frosts, no-
tably on the nights of June 7 and 8,
affecting Ontario, Quebec and the
Maritime Provinces. The exact effect
of this frost is hard to estimate.
Though several correspondents report-
ed the frost to be the heaviest they
had ever experienced in June, yet the
general reports from these regions for
apples at least, would indicate that
little harm had been done. It appears
certain, however, that the frost will
undoubtedly lessen the prospects for
all kinds of fruits. In Ontario, the
Southwestern Peninsula appears to
have suffered somewhat more than the
Niagara district.

The weather, though bright, was
much too cool for ideal pollenization,
At some points in Quebec and the
Maritime Provinces blossoming was
delayed on the early flowering varl-
eties, such ag cherries, plums and
pears, and the bloom for all kinds of
fruit trees came on almost together,
All correspondents complain that the
weather has been too dry for first-class
growing conditions. The general effect
in Bastern Ontario will be to put the
fruit crop from one to two weeks later
than normal. In British Columbia also
the weather has been backward,
though May would pass as rather a wet
month there. Correspondents report
that in the last few days the weather
has turned very warm and a tempera-
ture as high as 85 degrees is reported
in one case. Frost has also been re-
ported from several districts, though
no great injury is yet perceptible,

MANCHESTER STREET RAILWAYS

From the annual report of the city-
owned street railways of ;\Iancheste-r,
England, recently issued, it appears
that the total length of the system
figures up to over 188 miles of single
track. The gross capital expenditure
is roundly $10,000,000, and the total
revenue for the year was $4,420,000.
Working expenses came to $2,780,000,
leaving a gross profit of $1,640,000.
After meeting all charges for interest,
redemption of debt, contribution to
street improvement, and local and Im-
perial taxation, $480,000 was carried
to reserve, renewals and depreciation
account and $500,000 handed over in
aid of rates.

The population served by the Man-
chester street railways is nearly a
million. The passengers carried for
last year were close on 200,000,000, In
connection with the system the city
carries on & parcel delivery service,
the growth of which has been phe-
nomenal. In 1907 the number of par-
cels carried was 141,715, last year it
increased to 1,189,143, while the re-
ceipts grew from $8,400 to $63,000 and
the profits from $1,326 to $17,840.

THE PASSING DAY

HELEN KELLER.

Helen Adams Keller, the wonderful
blind and deaf girl who has become
famous throughout the world_because
of her triumph over infirmities, will
celebrate her thirty-third birthday to-
day. It has been persistently report-
ed that Miss Keller has been engag-
ed to teach Prince Jaime, the deaf
and dumb son of King Alfonso of
Spain, “Miss Keller,” said a 'r(-('eu(
dispatch from Madrid, “has arrived at
the. Royal Palace, and during the next
few months she will teach the unfor-
tunate little Prince in the way she
taught herself years ago.” This report
has since been completely denied, and
friends of Miss Keller declare she will
spend the summer in Massachusﬂts,
except for a lecture trip to Michigan,
and in October next will begin an ex-
tended lecture tour.

Miss Keller was born in Tuscumbia,
Ala, June 27, 1880, the daughter of
Capt. Arthur H, and Kate Adams Kel-
ler. She is descended on her father’®
side from Alexander Spottswood, a
colonial governor of Virginia, and
through her mother is related to the
Adams and Everett familles of New
England. She has been deaf and blind
since the age of nineteen months. At
the age of seven she was placed in the
care of Miss Anne Mansfield Sullivan,
and under her loving tuition the
tongue of the deaf girl was loosed, the
eyes of the blind girl opened, and her
mind awakened, while her soul was
inspired with a desire to be of use
to her fellowmen. The seeds of edu-
cation sowed with such ifficulty
found a soil fertile with tafent, per-
haps with genius. Miss Sullivan, the
teacher to whom Miss Keller pays
such a tender tribute in her wonder-
ful “Story of My Life,” is now Mrs.
John A, Macy. It is at Mrs. Macy's
home at Wrentham, Mass., that Miss
Keller will spend the summer.

Montreal, June 26—There was lit-
tle life to the market today, although
not much weakening in price. London
showed a good deal of uncertainty
and apparently the Huropean ex-
changes are waiting for some more
definite assurance of an end to hostil-
itiés in the Balkans. The most pro-
nounced advance in the local list was
in Montreal Tramways, which jumped
to 175. At the meeting of the di-
rectors of the Montreal Tramways
held this morning, the directors
placed the stock on a 10 per cent
dividend basig by declaring a dividend
of 2 1-2 per cent for the quarter, pay-
able the 1st of August. This is the
first regular dividend declaration on
the common stock of the Montreal
Tramways and it is Interesting to re-
call that the rate s precisely the
same as was formerly paid on the
common stock of the old Montreal
Street Railway before the present
crowd took control. An interim divi-
dend of 5 per cent was declared in
March last, payable May 1st, but this
in no way indicated that the regular
dividend would be when it came to
be paid.

Canada Cement was rather easier
at 27 1-4, as compared with 28 yester-
day forenoon. There were rumors of
an additional bond issue, and it was
even stated yesterday that the Royal
Securities Corporation had taken
$1,750,00 more. This rumor was de-
nied this morning although it was
admitted that an additional issue had
been under discussion.

New York, June 26.—Yesterday's

Cables were somewhat dis-
appointing as to futures, and many
thought they would have been more so
had it not been for the snustaining
influence of the demand for July-
August by straddlers who had sold in
the local market yesterday. The spot
sales in Liverpool dropped to 6,000
bales, which is not a favorable fea-
ture, A ‘favorable Habersham King
review helped the setback, but selling
was restricted by the fact that private
conditiong figures so far published
are showing less than the expected
improvement in the crop outlook
since the end of last May. Rumors
that the Natlonal Ginners' Association
made the condition 81.8 per cent, were
denied by President Taylor, who ad-
mitted that the report was out, but
said they were not yet ready to make
the figures public.

RUSHING WORK ON
VALLEY RNILWAY

Grain Commissioners, Here Yesterday, Interviewed by Mem.- Contigcrors- P b fiave 100
bers of Board of Trade Council, and Agree to Place In-
spector Here—Will also Look After Shipments of Hay.

A matter of considerable impor-
tance to the port of St. John was con-
sidered yesterday at a conference be-
tween the OCouncil of the Board of
Trade and two members of the Do-
minion Grain Commission, when the
need of having a grain inspector sta-
tioned at St. John during the season
of winter navigation was discussed,
and the commissioners acknowledged
the force of the arguments presented
to them by stating thdt they would
have an inspector stationed here next
winter.

In addition to inspecting all kinds
of grains the inspector will inspect
shipments of hay from this port.

From the provincial point of view
the decision of the Grain Commission
to have an official inspect hay ship-
ments is of considerable importance,
not only because the province is a
large exporter of hay, but because in
the past shippers have been obliged
to settle many claims made against
them on the ground that the hay ship-
ments were not up to the quality
they were supposed to be.

Last winter as a rgsult of represen-
tations made to Hoh. George E. Fos-
ter, Minister of Trade and Commerce,
the Grain Commission sent an in-
spector to St. John for some time,
but next winter an inspector will be
stationed here as long as the season
of navigation lasts.

The members of the Grain Com*
mission who were in the city yester-
day were R. Magill, the chairman, and
Commissioner J. P. Jones. They were
accompanied by their engineer, C.
Howe. After the conference with the
Council of the Board of Trade they
were entertained at luncheon at the
Union Club. In the afternoon they
inspected the C. P. R. elevator on the
West Side, and were then taken in
automobiles to Courtenay Bay, and
shown the harbor works in progress

complete understanding of what has
been done and what is needed to im-
prove the facilities for handling grain
here, and will no doubt use such in-
fluence ag they possess to direct the
grain traffic in winter to St. John.
“I am no politician,” said Mr. Ma-
gill, “and don’t like to express opin-
ions. But I may. say that Canadian
ports are not getting as much of the
grain traffic as they ought to. A very
large percentage of the grain export-
ed from Canada goes through Ameri-
can ports, mainly because Canadian
ports do not have the facilities for
handling it as cheaply as American
ports do. As to what is needed to
Increagse the grain traffic through St.
John I have nothing to say; the busi-
ness men here know more about that
than I do, and they can be trusted
to urge such developments in port
facilities as may be necessary to as-
sure the port obtaining a larger
share of the grain traffic. One thing
you need is factlities for loading
tramp steamers with grain. It is not
enough, that you provide facilities for
loading the regular liners. It ought
to be possible for a tramp steamer
to come here and load a cargo of
grain in three or four hours.”
While on the West Side the Grain
Commissioners made special enquiries
about the facilities for conveying
grain from the elevators to the ships,
and it is understood they will make
recommendations to the Public Works
department in regard to the arrange-
ments for grain conveyors from the
present C. P. R. elevator to No. 5 and
No. 6 berths, as well as to the ar-
rangements for loading grain from
the elevator now undenconstruction.
The Commissioners have been on a
tour of ingpection for over a month,
and were in Halifax before coming to
They have jurisdiction over
2,600 licensed grain elevators in Can-
ada, and control a staff of 300 inspec-
tors, scattered all over Canada.
Speaking of the possibilities of Can-
ada as a grain producer, and the im-
portance to Canadian ports of secur
ing the control of the grain traftic,
Mr, MagiH pointed out that only about
one-tenth of the land of Saskatche-
wan suitable for grain production was
under cultivation, and that with the
settlement of the three big prairi
provinces the exportation of grain
would be increased many times.
