their rescuers, but thd acclaim grew
into a mighty roar of rejoicing as the
news spread over the British world.
When the relieving column entered
Ladysmith the troops were accompan-
ied by many war cofrespondents,
among them the gifted American au-|g,
thor, Mr. Richard Harding Davis, who
painted a touching word picture of
“the pitiful contrast whicl\ the two
tones presented.”

“The men of the garrison” wrote
Mr. Davis “were in clean khaki, pipe-
clayed and brushed and polished, but
their tunics hung on them as loosely
as the flag around its pole, the skin
on their cheek-bones was as tight and
as yellow as the belly of a drum, their
teeth ‘protruded through parched,
creacked lips, and hunger, fever, and
suffering stared from out their eyes.
They were so ill and so feeble that
the mere exercise of standing was too
severe for their endurance, and many
of them collapsed, falling back to the
sidewalks, rising to salute only the
first troop of each succee-ﬂng regi-
mnt of the relieving force.”
That the defenders of Ladysmith
were able to stand at all was remark-
able, and a tribute to their iron wills,
as for months they had been reduced
to a scanty diet of horseflesh, with
only occasionally a small dish of corn
starch, with which bluing had become
mixed.
The British ferce which Sir George
White led into Ladysmith consisted
of some 1,000 men, with forty-eight
guns. The Boers immediately invest-
ed the place with over 20,000 men.
All railway and telegraphic communi-
cations were «cut off, and there follow-
ed the terrible siege of 118 days, fever
and starvation adding to the horrors
of a continual bombardment. During
the early period of the siege a sortie
resulted in the death or capture of
2,000 of the defenders. Of the re-
maining 9,000 troops, 600 were killed
or wounded, 350 died from disease,
and at one time or another during
the siege two-thirs of the troops were
incapacitated by illness. During the
latter part of the siege the food and
hospital stores were well night ex-
hausted, and enteric fever and other
sicknesses ravaged the wasted bodies
of the devete soldiers, yet not a word
was spoken of surrender.
Easy-chair critics, have bitterly crit-
icised Sir George White for his de-
cision to shut hmself up in Ladysmith,
but he could not know relief would be
so long in coming, and he did know
that the abandonment of Ladysmith
to the Boers would have entailed a
great loss to British prestige. Cer-
tain to be damned whether he did or
didn’t, Sir George had to follow his
own judgment, and, right or wroug
from the military viewpoint, he made
history that will endure.

Geraldine Farrar, most wonderful
of American operatic prima donnas,
was born in Melrose, Mass, thirty-
two years ago today.

WNUAL REPORT

600 Patients in Provincial
Hospital — Steady De-
crease in the per capita
Cost.

The annual report of Dr. J. V. An-
glin, medical superintendent of the
Provincial Hospital, Lancaster, shows
that at the beginning of its last year,
ended October 31, there were 585 pa-
tients in the institution; 173 were ad-
mitted, fifty-six died, and ninety-seven
Jeft the hospital, and the year ended
with exactly 600 patients in residence,
of whom 134 are at the annex.

The daily average number in the in-
stitution during the year was 591, or
twenty-nine more than in the previous
year, and fifty-five more than five
years ago. It will thus be seen that
the number of patients is steadily in-
creasing. More patients entered last
year than in any previous year. The
number was 173, and the highest pre-
vious figure was 164. Of those re-
ceived last year, eighty-two were men
and ninety-one women. There has been
a net increase of forty-seven patients
in the mumber present in the last two

years.

Mr. Emmerson succeded in gefting
complete and separate records of the
receipts and expenses of the suburban
trains,

“Yet Mr. Gutelius told us the trains
did not pay,” added Mr. Carter. “If he
did not have records of the receipts
and expenses how did he know the
trains did not pay?”

Passenger Receipts.

Mr. Carter went on to say that while
the information secured by Mr, Em-
erson was not complete it justified the
contentions of the suburbanites. /.-
cording to the statement he had re-
ceived the outward suburban passun-
ger traffic, other than that of the Sus
sex trains, had been increasing rapud-
ly. In July, 1910, the first year the
service was started the receipts from
outward passengers were $786! in
July, 1911, the receipts were $1,038.
In August, 1910, the outward passen-
ger receipts were $682, and in August,
1911, they were $1.( No information
was given as to receipts for August
in 1912 or 1913. In December, 1910,
the receipts were $251; in December,
1911, $448, and in December, 1913,
$806, a big increase. In January, 1811,
the outward passenger receipts were
§241; in January, 1912, $341, and in
January, 1914, $594.
At Rothesay station the passenger
receipts were $5,687 in 1910; $6,355 in
1911; $6,378 in 1912 and $7,063 in 1913
At Hampton station the passenger
receipts were $10,029 in 1910; $10,511
in 1911; $11,015 in 1912 and $13,272 in
1913,
In addition to the passenger receipts
the railway also obtained the follow-
ing receipts from freight at Rothesay:
1910, $3,075; 1911, $3,403; 1912, $3,731;
1913, $3,868. \
Mr. Puddington—Those  figures
would not fairly show the receipts
from freight delivered at Rothesay. A
Good deal of freight for here would
first go to St. John.
In conclusion Mr. Carter said they
should seek the assistance of the
Board of Trade in their efforts to ob-
tain their rights.

J. M. Robinson.

J. M. Robinson, president of the
Board of Trade, said he felt certain the
board would give them every assist
ance in their power. After a confer-
ence with a number of suburbanites he
had sent a telegram to Ottawa, urging
the restoration of the service and had
received in reply a copy of the tele-
gram which had been sent from Ottawa
to Mr. Gutelius, and which practically
instructed the general manager to re-
store the service. In reply to this, Mr,
Gutelius had evaded the telegram from
Ottawa by saying that he had given in-
structions to provide that the freight
train would be run on time in future.
“We then sent word,” said Mr. Robin-
son “that nothing but the restoration
of the entire suburban service would
satisfy the people.” (Hear, hear.)

Cream Trade Affects The Cheese Industry

Woodstock, N. B.

(The Journal of Agriculture and Horti-
culture.

A great change is coming over the
dairy situation in Eastern Ontario.
It is not so very long since every
pound of surplus milk over and above
what was required for the towns and
cities was turned into cheese and
shipped to Montreal, there to be load-
ed on the great ships to be transport-
ed to the English markets, But dur-
ing the past few years the amount of
cheese sent to the Old Country has
shown a heavy decline in quantity and
this year the official estimate of the
trade gives the shipment for 1913 as
166,844 boxes fewer than 1912. The
cauges of this decline have been con-
sidered by the Dominion dairy com-
missioner Mr. J. A. Ruddick, to be the

ceeded that pald by cheese factories
and the goods went to the place where
thy would fteh the best prices. There
is necessarily very little sentiment in
trade and this is shown particularly in
many phases of the Eastern Ontario
dairy business.

The latest development in the dairy
situation has been caused by the in-
troduction of the United States’ new
tariff ruling which opened the gates
for the free Imtroduction of Canadian
dairy products, This even in so short
a time has led to great changes. No
sooner was the mew law in force than
the Canadian gide was flooded with
enterprising mea from across the line
who wished to purchase everything
they could inthe way of milk, cream,
or butfer. The chief demands

rapid growth of Onmtario’s towns and
cities, -which have absorbed so much
more milk,, and the very extensive de-
velopment of the ice cream trade.

We believe that comparatively high
wages must be paid before farm labor
of suitable quality can be secured. The
present scale of wages for this labor
is entirely inadequate in view of the
demands made upon it in comparison
with requirements in other industries.
For example: A fireman on a railroad
engine received from $80 to $1.30 per
month, while no greater skill is requir-
ed to fire one of these engines than
to feed and manage a good herd of
stock. A street car conductor receives
from $75 to $90 per month, and cer-
tainly no greater skill or ability is re-
quired for such work than to handle
three or four horses and a self-bind-
er. At present from $30 to $35 per
month and board, or a total of from
$15 to $50 per month, is considered
very good wages for farm hands.
