Great Loss to St. John.

Should this scheme of the
efficiency experts go thiough it will
mean .that about twenty people now
employed in the deparimente of. the
Post Office Inspector and Supt. of
Ratlway Mail Service, will be obliged
10 hunt new positions. A few of them
may be calied o heip out in the Mone-
ton eoffice. ‘That will all depemd on
what Mr. Somebody of Nowva Scotia
has to say about it. It will also take
away from St. John the business end
of these departments and land it at
Moncton. .

Fourteen are now -employed in . the
department of the Post Office Inspec-
tor here and they are a busy lot. They
have always been kept busy and per-
formed faithfu] service. Many of them
are meq of families and the new plan
looks disastrous to them. The Su-
perintendent for New Brunswick of
the Department of Postal Inspector is
not to be disturbed for a time, it is
said, He is to remain here, and will
be alowed a stemographer and one
clerk with which to carry on. It is
further stated by Dame Rumor that
the Supt. of Rallway Mail Service,
now presided over by Dawson Mec-
Kemdrick who has ten in -his depart
ment, will be wiped out entirely.

Those familiar with the situdtion
say that the only possible saving that
cap be effected is in the doing away
with duplication of reports between
the Railway Mafl and Postal Inspec-
tor's Department. Sometimes ' thése
departments “are obliged to make re-
ports on the same thing. Nothing very
arduous or serious.

Free Kindergarten,

When the matter of the introduc-
tion of free kindergarteéns in the pub-
lic schools was introduced, Dr. Bridges
stated that the primary teachers who
reported the system had an adverse
influence on discipline in the primary
departments. He himself with an ex-
perience gained in his 26 years work
in the schools was utterly, opposed to
the kindergarten.

Their introduction would mean ac-
comodation for 1,200 more pupils in
schools already taxed for accomoda-
tion. . To adopt the kindergartem the
sanction’ of the Board of Education
would * first be required, and them le-
gislation. With the exception of U.
S. A. no country had adopted kinder-
gartems as part of the school system.

It"was moved that the Board for-
ward a communication to the superin-
tendent of education etating that ‘the
Board was not at the present time in
2 position to favor the adoption of a
free kindergarten system in the pub-
lic schools,

Dr. Bridges read his report en the
salaries of «the -female high school
teachers. He: stated that so far as
he knew teachers on the staffs of
High Schoois in all cities of Canada
received salaries considerably in ex-
cess of those paid the teachers of re-
gular grades, There was a marked
difference between tlie salaries paid
the two classes of teachers in Omtario
and in the West.

In &t. John there were 15 women
teachers om the High School staff, all
of excellent ability, nine college gradu-
ates,-and, all possessed of high li-
censes.

Hive of these teachers receive less
than §1,000, an amount less $40 than
that paid the women teachers of grade
7. He recommended that the women
teachers of the High School's reguest
for a re-adjusiment of salanies be
glven immediate attention.

Matter Discussed.

Trustee Nagle opposed the opening
of the salary question if all salaries
were not to be considered.
