Mr. Editor : There has appeared in the 
Evening Globe an article referring 
rs selling goods by fraudulent means, 
which it would, perhaps, be desirable, for 
for the information of business men, to 
explain. The prominent firm seem to 
have for their guidance in purchasing 
what other houses buy, instead of using 
their own judgment. Previous to their 
giving me an order, they went to the 
trouble to enquire whether or not the 
other houses had bought the goods. A 
business man does not require such lnfo;- 
mation to enable him to decide os to whe­
ther he'will buy goods or not, and will 
not be guided by other houses ; but, most 
of all, a business man and gentleman will 
not revenge himself or pacify his jealousy 
of other houses by playing the informer.
