Arriving in Ireland, Mr. Stewart 
round thaf his patrimony had been 
diminished to $5,000 by bad specula- 
tions ot his guardian. This circum­
stance led him to adopt the advice of 
Mr. Chambers, and when he returned 
to New \ork his entire patrimony 
was invested in insertions and scallop 
trimmings. The two friends deter­
mined to go into business together, 
Stewart acting as salesman while 
Uiambers made the outside purchases. 
No. 283 Broadway was advertised ‘to 
let,’ the rent demanded being $375, 
a id it was determined to take the 
place, and this is the way A. T Stew­
art began his great career and laid the 
foundations of his trade.

Mr. Stewart’s purchases were most­
ly made at auction, and he soon ac­
quired the reputation not only of be­
ing the best judge of laces iu New 
5 ork, but of selling the best goods at 
the lowest prices. At the auctions 
ne always bought the ‘sample lots,’ 
or what were called ‘ tnmbfed lots.’
1 he name arose from the fact that at 
great1 shelf sales’ samples were flung 
upon the table betore the auctioneer, 
which the buyers stretched, pulled 
and handled until they were otten 
soiled and torn. It was Mr. Stewart’s 
custom to stand near to the auctioneer 
and as he Invariably purchased the 
sample lots, which seldom wont for 
more than half price, he took all the 
,:a.r?. lhem’ especially the laoes, 
winch it was in his powor to give.—
U was such purchases as these which 
he conveyed to his little store, and es 
he was very expert In redressing up 
gloves, laces, hosiery, &c., he would 
soon make his sample lots equal to 
the original goods. Then followed 
the triumph ot the patient tradesman. 
Ho could undersell anybody at that 
trade, of coarse, and ladies of fashion " 
were not long in finding out that fact. 
lit this modest way he worked along 
slowly, but surely, and being regarcf 
ed on all hands as an honorable, at­
tentive and industrious beginner, he 
sooq secured not only a profitable but 
a tashionable trade.

I rom this, Stewart prospered and 
opened other stores. The following 
description of one will recall a familiar 
object to nearly all who of late 
have visited New York :

THE TENTH STREET STORE.
