The Rev. George Osborn read the Re­

port of the Society’s operations, beginning 
with the Missions under the immediate di­
rection of the British Conference -

Germani.—A few weeks since the ven­
erable founder of these Missions departed to 
his eternal rest, after a painful and protract­
ed illness. For many years Mr. Muller had 
labored with great zeal, fidelity, pnd pru­
dence, for the salvation of bis countrymen ; 
and badfgutbered around him a large com- 
t*py of bis children in the faith who aie»

provide for their spiritual necessities will 
prove a trying and difficult task ; and in or­
der to aid them in the discharge of it, the 
Committee have requested the Rev. VV. 15. 
Pope to vieil the Mission in the course of 
the year, and report on its state and pros­
pects. They will, after receiving this re­
port, and all such further information as Di­
vine providence may enable them to obtain, 
make the best arrangements in their power 
for the preservation of these highly interest­
ing Societies in the position which they have 
hitherto occupied, and for their edification 
and increase.

Spain.—In the judgment of Mr. Alton, 
the state of the Mission is now mor£ gratify­
ing than it has been since the Crimean war.

Malta.—Mr. Allen reports most cheer­
ing ly of the prospects of the work of God. 
During the year they have been favor­
ed with frequent manifestations of God’s 
presence and blessing in their Class and 
Prayer Meetings, In one regiment alone, 
in which, on ifs arrival from England, there 
ww not, so far as mould he ascertained, « sig- 
glo pious soldier, there are now more than 
thirty under religious impression*, nod many 
of thrift eewletoht follower* of Christ, lint 
not only Imre soldiers hsnefifted by Mr, Al­
len's efforts, but also snffors, and -note few 
of the inhabitants. A Loved>»*l held on 
Christmas llay, and a Watch-night service 
at the close of the year, were special seasons 
of grace, and several believed tu the saving 
of their souls. There are thirty-four full 
and accredited members, and four on trial 
for membership, being a net increase of 
twenty-two, after making good numerous 
losses by removals, See.

Ceylon and Continental India.— 
Passing by the Singhalese District, it was re­
marked on that of Tamil—u The past year 
has been rich in proofs of the divine guar­
dianship find blessing. While the adjoin­
ing continent has been the scene of unparal­
leled calamities and sufferings, our island 
has been preserved in peace, and the various 
evangelical agencies have suffered no inter­
ruption. Both with regard to the health of 
the brethren, and the condition and pros­
pects of the work on the several stations, we 
have special cause for unfeigned gratitude 
and renewed devotedness. While we are 
cheered by many tokens ot the gradual ac­
complishment of the gracious purposes of 
God respecting the people of this land, we 
would consecrate ourselves anew to our 
work, and again solicit a continuance of 
your fervent sympathy and prayers.”

Madras.—The general aspect of the 
work in this District is thus described,— 
We cannot more appropriately commence 
our annual record of Mission operations 
than by offering our unfeigned thanks to 
Almighty God for his mercies to us during 
a most eventful period. .The wide spread 
revolt that, has desolated the plains of 
Northern India, though not directed mainly 
against Christianity aed k^r Ministers, has 
with a ruthless hand bereaved many a 
pe iceful Missionary community. Perhaps 
there is not in this country a single Protest­
ant society, except our own, that is not tail­
ed upon at the present season, to mourn 
over some of its agents, victims to Hindu 
and Mussulman barbariiy. But we confin­
ed to Southern India, where happily licenti­
ousness and cruelty have been fe.-trained 
and moderated through the benign influence 
of Cbrislienity, we have laboured on in un­
interrupted security. Not one of our stations 
has been, even for a moment, disturbed ; 
not one of our brethren has been cut off, nor 
has any unusual opposition been manifested 
to tbe preaching of the Cross.

We desire, as a section of the Christian 
Church, to give our unqualified contradic­
tion to the statements industriously circulat­
ed in some quarters, that Missionary opera­
tions have mainly or partially contributed to 
the disastrous events that have recently been 
enacted in this land. Nay, we go farther, 
we assert that Christianity, small as is its 
root in India, has been the salvation of the 
empire. Our convictions are founded not 
upon theory, but on an intimate acquaint­
ance with natives of all classes, their habits 
and views. It is with great satisfaction and 
gratitude to tbe Almighty that we learn a 
similar persuasion has possessed the public 
mind in England.

Mr. Stephenson, referring to his work 
among the English soldiery, says—In March 
last the left wing of H. M’s. 53rd Light In­
fantry, in whkh we had a small society, re­
moved from Bangalore to Madras. We 
had looked forward to the arrival of our mil­
itary friends with much pleasure, hoping 
that they would form a valuable accession to 
our strength. Our hopes, however, were 
doomed to sad disappointment. Daring the 
march our troops were attacked by cholera ; 
many of them died on the road, and more 
reached Madras in a dying state. Among 
these was John Coles, a pious Class Leader, 
who in his last hour expressed himself as 
full ot peace, trusting in the Lord. Ihrco 
of the members of our Society were, also re­
moved to a better world. W e frequently vi­
sited the hospitals in which the sick and dy­
ing soldiers were lying, and met with several 
who had been connected with our church at 
home, or in this country. Nearly all of 
them appeared much affected by the pre­
sence of death, and thankfully listened to 
the words of exhortatidn and prayer.' 
Scarcely did the disease among tbe troops 
abate, before tbe regiment was, in conse­
quence of the insurrection in the North,em­
ployed in almost incessant duty, and then 
removed from Madras. ..... In the native 
work there has been little numerical in­
crease, but no declension.

A mere allusion was made to China, 
which had received special attention on Sa­
turday.

Southern Africa.—Cape of Good 
Hove.—Soon alter the last Anniversary, th 
venerable Barnabua Shaw entered into h.s 
everlasting rest. In him the Society has 
lost an old, highly valued, and very "- 
fui Missionary, whose name and fobors 
have been associated with it in the mem­
ories of many of its supporters ‘ from their 
youth up;” and whose Christian simplicity, 
diligence, meekness, and love, won ie 
hearts of men, whether in England or in 
Africa. “ It was very pleasing,” says one, 
“ to see so many Ministers of ditfereut de­
nominations at tbe funeral Presbyterians, 
Episcopalians, and Independents, seemed to 
give each other the right hand of fellowship 
liver the remain* of one who loved them all,

j gonistic to none but the enemies ot the cross 
of Christ.”

The Graham's 7own English Circuit has 
more than a hundred candidates on tria’ for 
membership, (including not a few cf the 

| boys of the grammar-school,) and tbe spirit- 
! uni state of the Society is highly encourag- 
| ing. The Kaffir Circuit has b-uen favored 
in like manner, and about a hundred and | 
forty natives profess to bave found, or to be 
seeking salvation : those who have believed ; 
giving pleasing evidence of the reality of ! 
their profession, by bringing forth the frui ? j 
of good living. The Sunday Schools arc in- j 
creasingly efficient. The number of adult 
heathen bapiized is 33.

In Fort Beaufort Circuit, three or inure 
military stations are visited, and the servi es 
conducted there have been attended with the 
most gratifying results. • “ There is,” says 
Mr. Chapman, in a letter dated January 15, 
1858, “ something very touching and thrill­
ing in the simple experience of these men, 
most of whom have been recently convert­
ed, as they recount the godless deeds of their 
taiiy days i the sorrows they occasioned 
their parents nr friends i ftps manner m 
whieh tiod found fhetw ont fn <be t-t f 
wfldornos*. stopped litem in the m** of 
their sinful earner, convinced then» of ?-©, 
foought them to Christ, made o,mi pit 
takers of *is pardoning mrtry, and foi d j 
them with pence and joy through helical 
Truly England owes a deep debt of gru'i- 
tude to God, and to the Methodist Min : •: - 
ary Society, for many of her own suns re­
covered from the haunts of v ce, resfon d tn 
the Church, and made heirs of eternal life.” 
Six native congregations in this Circuit Lave 
been supplied with regular Sabbath service* 
by the aid of Native Local Preachers, a d 
with good results. “ A few Sabbaths a to,” 
says Mr. Chapman, “ I baptized six adults, 
leaving us still a good number on trial.”

Heuld Town continues to prosper 
under the care of Mr. Ayliff. Fiity-e-ght 
adults have been baptized ; the c:,mmuoi- 
c .nta are sometimes as many as three hun­
dred ; while the chapel, which is calculated 
to contain six hundred persons, is ofeui 
crowded to excess. Of alt the five oui-.-ra­
tions the report is favourable. The Indus­
trial Ins itutinn was formally opened in M - . 
when the proceedings were ot a very i:.' v- 
esting character. The day choron was too 
anniversary of that on which the peep e 
had, thirty years before, voluntarily plue :d 
themselves under British protection. Alt. r 
the religious services were ended, a gn at 
meeting was held, at which an address to 
her Majesty the Queen was adopted, .aed 
signed by tbe Chiefs. In this affecting do­
cument they acknowledged their obligations 
to British rale, and speak of that increase 
of the people which ie the rarest test to 
their prosperity. From 10,005 in 18-8, 
they have grown to 40,000 in 1857. I hey 
enumerate the kindness shown to them by 
successive Governors of the Capo Colony, 
and conclude thus :—“For this tve ail thank 
thee Great Queen because it is th" u.:. t . 
arid thy people that we live. V, thons 
thee and thy people tor thy iv.litn... to ;?. 
We will continue to keep thy lav,--; we w it 
continue to obey the authority of the land. 
We will continue to love and to pray lor 
you and your family befoie Go t." A 
Kaffir translation cl “ Godjsave the Quei 
was then sung by the whole o.-semi, y ; and 
f. feast having been spread, the pv-p glad­
ly partook of it, waiting, however, ns i< 
noted by tbe newspaper from » Licit we 
copy, until a blessing had been asked. A 
tea meeting, at which seven hundred nuts, 
partook, closed the proceeding* of ibis mem­
orable day.

At Issseyton, the industrial school ut Jvr
the care of Mt. Bertram, is thus leport ii on 
in a letter :—We have the carpenter’s de­
partment in full operation, with native I I 
of the Abatembn as apprentices. IV e ho; e 
ere long to have the waggon-makers’ -i - 
p triment also as a branch.

Ccttag-s ot 
a superior kind are in existence, and others 
in course of erection. These are living 
evidences of the progress of civilization 
among those who noi many years ago w ;<■ 
called “ barbarous Kaffirs ;" and sli^ :L'. 
machinery will, we trust, develops the Chris­
tianity already introduced, and prove the 
truth of the apostolic saying, ’• G-dlme.-s ‘ 
profitable to all things.” . -

In 
the evening, as if to reward the :p->-. 
which the people had displayed in too 
morning, God poured out hi* Spirit and 
began a work which is deepening and wide­
ning still. A number have already fount 
peace with God, and the daily morns. , 
prayer meetings which were then ono:Hi­
ed, continued to be attended by ."•> mu-iy 
two hundred at a time, tunny of whom h-t.v 
to come some miles.”

The Watson Institution at Mount vo«c 
contains nine students, who at the .a*, ex­
amination showed that they are using their 
advantages in a satisfactory manner ; aud 
exhibit some sensibility to good impr-ssion*. 
Three have left the Institution during the 
year, two of whom have been employed as 
Native Schoolmasters in a neighbouring 
Circuit, and have given satisfaction in the 
discharge of their duties.

The Report of the alisiion Press em­
braces tbe following list ot work;- comple­
ted:—Old Testament, Part I., Genesis 
Joshua, 1,000 copies, of which nearly 300 
have been bound ; Kaffir hymn-book, 2,000 
copies ; South African Christian Watchman, 
430 ; Free Church Hymn-book, 1.000 co­
pies. The list of works in the pres* com­
prises a third edition of the Kaffir Second 
Catechism, and a volume of Laws and Cus­
toms printed by order and for the use of the 
Govemmept. The total number of pages 
printed in the year is 714,670.

The new English Chapel at King W d- 
liam's Town has beep at length completed, 
and was opened on the 1st of November.— 
Almost every sitting lias been taken, and of 
the £2,350 whieh it ha* coet, only £300

the opening, daily meetings for prayer were 
held, and subsequent events showed that 
prayer had not been made in vain, twenty 
persons professing to obtain a sense of the 
divine favour in. a few weeks. In the Na­
tive Department there has been progress.— 
A new Chapel is now become an imperative 
necessity, and a piece of ground on which 
it may be built has been given by the Go­
vernment. Nine adults have been baptized 
during the year.

In the Natal District, Palmerton is spoken 
of pleasingly. Through the influence of the 
Gospel, the large tribe of Fhku has been 
.-aved from the infatuation which has spread 
through Kaffirland like an epifemic. Every 
». ffjrt has been made to immee them to fol­
low ihe advice of Umluhkasa, but in rain. 
The chief and people bave replied, * Let ns 
hear first what oar Missionary will say." 
At one time war appeared Inevitable by rea­
son of the aggressive sad irritating conduct 
of the neighbouring elans ; bat hitherto 
peace has been preserved, Th* Chapel is 
crowded, and might be enlarged wkh«dvan- 
laget a aratows influence ettends the ordfe 
risei-RS, and twenty adults bare, after due 
pwWtofi, f/totn baptised during the year,

!>y the Committee, whe held him in high 
esteem, and by the churches for whose benefit 
be laboured with unfailing devotion and con­
stancy to the close of bis days. . . . Amid 
many difficulties and discouragements the 
work in France goes steadily forward. A 
small increase in the number of members in 
the South District is by no means the most 
hop; iul sign.

Eastern, British American Confer­
ence.—The present year surpasses all pre- 
\ i iu* one* in tbe history of Methodism in 
these Colonics in the number, extent, and 
power o! the Revival* of the work of God, 
Theoe gracious visitations of the blessed 
spirit cf God, have, during thd progress of 
the year, developed themselves at so many 
points as to form an almost unbroken chain, 
along wi:U the holy fire has been communi­
cated from the centre to the circumference 
of the Conference. At several places in 
New Brunswick, Nova Scotia, and New 
found!and, copious showers of blessings have 
come down, like rain upon the mown grass, 
making the wilderness to rejejee and blos­
som as the rose.

Canada.—The Canada Conference has 
Missions among the Indians which report an 
Increase of 146> during the year, and Mis­
sions among the French Canadians. Of 
the last named, they report that two Missi­
onaries have suffered publicly from the at­
tacks of the devotees of Rome, and all have 
been threatened ; but tbe wrath of man 
Las been made to praise God ; and instan­
ces of true regeneration are not isolated bat 
«efficiently numerous to encourage persever­
ing effort. It s satisfactory that among the 
cg.-nt* are, men once ardent promoters of
1 be i alias creed. The Domestic Missions 
are largely increased and increasing.

Australasia,—The Missions of this 
Conference in New Zealand, the Friendly 
i-lands, and Feejee exhibit an increase of
2 331 m. mbers, wiih 3,222 on trial for 
membership, The native Missionaries are 
20 In number, 7 of whom are in full con­
nexion. The native contributions in the 
Friendly Islands have reached tbe gros* to­
tal of/l,594 18*.

K ferring to the printed Report for fuller 
information, the Committee concluded with 
the follow ing observations :—

The Society’s last Report closed with a 
communication from a large body of Missi­
onaries in India, containing a very powerful 
appeal in favour of the extension of Mis­
sions in that country. Before the month of 
May closed, that document received a com­
mentary on which neither its writers nor 
readers could have calculated, and a series 
of events had begun which has made India 
the prominent topic of thought and conver­
sation in England during the greater part 
of the year. To detail these events, or to 
discuss their causes, would ’be out of place 
here. It i* in their relation to Christian 
Missions that they claim attention to-day. 
They have made India's need of the Gospel 
potent and notorious. That which might 
have been to many a matter of faith, has 
now. become a matter of sense ; Moham- 
medan’sm and Brahminism stand out before 
the world in their true characters ; and the 
desolated homes and bleeding hearts of 
thousands of oar countrymen attest the mel­
ancholy truth, “ With their tongues they 
used deceit, their feet are swift to shed 
blood, destruction and misery are in their 
way*, and there is no fear of God before 
their eyes.” These sad events have also 
d--moustrated in several interesting, and 
some very ccn piciou* instances, the power 
end value of true religion. They have also 
ft rved to rekindle Missionary zeal, and 
have drawn forth much Christian liberality 
with a view to repair past losses, and to 
multiply the agencies which are se obviously 
and urgently needed.

The duty of the Committee to India at 
this juncture has been much and anxiously 
considered. It had long been felt by many 
that this vast field had not hitherto received 
its due proportion of the means of the Soci­
ety, and when such a call for new effort on 
ifs behalf arose, it was felt that a continu­
ance of past neglect would be wholly inex­
cusable.# That the Society’s operations 
should be strengthened and extended in 
India, was the universal determination.— 
Whether this object could be best secured 
by determining beforehand the limit* of the 
pr6posed extension, by proposing to send a 
specified number of Missionaries, and by op­
ening a Special Fund to enable them to do 
so, is a question upon which some differen­
ces of opinion might naturally be expected to 
exist, The Committee, however, having 
respect to all circumstance* of the case, to 
the wants and claims of the whole work en­
trusted to their care, and to the desirable­
ness of continuing free from a burdensome 
debt, such as that whieh has been Intel;

Letter from Rev. Wm. Butler.
Visit to the King — Queen — Degradation

—Sepoys—Mohammedanism — American
Missionary—dial! of Audience.
Befor* leaving Delhi we wished to see 

tl.il king. We were obliged to procure a 
qritten permission to do eo ; but our friend* 
kindly obtained this tor u». There hsd 
been no restriction on the public curiosity, 
till a gentleman, who had lost MVeral rela­
tives by the mutiny, went lately to see the 
king, and, losing control of hi* feelings, lie 
used sucli laintimge as put the old men in 
“ bodily fear ” for his safety. This, with 
no doubt other reasons, led to hi* being kept 
a close prisoner, and an interview permitted 
only in presence of the officers of the guard 
and file magistrate who baa him in chlu-ge.
I have seen several very untrue statements 
m the English papers as to the condition 
and style in which the ca'ptive monarch i* - 
kept ; 1 will therefore state the facts clearly 
and fully as I saw them. The place of his 
residence is a small house of three 'rooms, 
in a garden. The king and his son occupy 
one room, the queen, 1er daughter, and 
young son occupy another, and the attend­
ants the third. Accompanied by the officer 
and Mr. Ommanney we passed through a 
guard of the Rifles and entered the room 
where the king was sitting, oroes-Ieggtd, 
after the oriental fashion, on a ebarboy, 
with cushions on each side to lean upon.—
And this was the famous “ King of Delhi !" 
ivi.at a mockery his string ol -oanding titles 
seemed ! This was the great “ Abozulfer,
Seraj thodeen, Mohammed, liabadoor, Shah 
Badbliah, G ha zee, The Ornament of the 
World, Tbe Asylum of the Nations, Em­
peror of Hindosstan, Just, Fortunate, and 
Victorious!” How ridiculous sound* the 
translation of these titles ! “ Tbe Hero !”
“The Luminary ot the Faith !” “ The King 
of the King of Kings!” The hoary old 
sinner looked up us l entered the apartment, 
doubtless to see it I would salute him ; but 
1 was in no humor to salaam to j, murderer, 
whether royal or ignoble. 1 had just come 
from the staircase of his own palace, where 
wiih his privity, and probably by his very 
order, that line man, Simon Fraser, tbe 
commissioner, bad been assassinated ; tbe 
second brother of that family killed within 
those palace wall*. The marks of the tul­
wars that cut him down are still deep in the

fascinated. “ I found,” said she “a fat grea- 
sy-iooking woman of perhaps forty years of 
age, with a light olive complexion, squatted 
down on the floor eating something out of 
a lota. Her eyebrows were colored with a 
black arch, carried down to the middle of 
the nose.

sacrifice to this rebellion. What one short 
year has done I Many of these “ princes ” 
are now filling the graves of traitors and 
murderers, while others of them are awaiting 
their trial and doom in the Katwallie of this 
city.

And this wretched old man was then sur­
rounded with imperial state, and living on 
an income of $750,000 a year ! Well might 
be now exclaim, as did the Rajah of Bullub- 
gorb, on his trial last week : “ Twelve 
months ago I occupied the topmost branch 
of prosperity and honor ; but in sn evil 
hour I lent my ear to other counsels. In 
my folly I sawed asunder the bough that 
sustained me ; and this is the result !"

Here is a guilty, fotsaken, penniless king ! 
a gazing-stock to the world. What a 
change !

11 Bat yesterday the word of Oser might
. Hate stood against the world ; now lies he there,

And none so poor to do him reverence !"

The feelings with which we contemplated 
him, were a stange mixture of interest, pity, 
and contempt. Your readers will remem­
ber the reflections of the Countess of Bles- 
hington, when she met the mother of the 
fallen Napoleon, leaning on the arm of the 
ex-King of Westphalia, as they wandered 
pensively among the ruins of Rome.

This case, too, add* another illustration of 
the poet's thought :

* He who hen worn a crown, g
When lees then king » lese than other men,
A Mien stir extinguished, leaving blank
Its piece m heaven "

But in the instance before us there seems a 
lower depth of degradation than ever crown­
ed head reached before ; a profound guilt 
that forbids sympathy, and which thus tears 
away from the wretched outcast the last re­
fuge of the miserable. How significant is 
the general feeling of the very soldiers that 
guard him! I heard words as I passed 
them, “ not loud bat deep,’"implying what 
pleasure it would give them to have five mi­
nutes free use of the old scoundrel,” as they 
styled him. I don’t wonder they feel so, for 
the very reason set forth' in the speech of the 
American ambassador, at the great meeting 
in London. Humanity is sick of the crimes 
that this creed 4ms foeiered into life.

When these brave soldiers fought with 
the Russians at Sevastopol, or the French 
at Waterloo, they did not fight with robbers, 
with perjured miscreants, with house-break­
ers and destroyers of churches ; no, they 
fooght with noble foes, whose hands they 
could afterward grasp in honor and amity. 
But when they louglit with Sepoys, they 
fought not only with rebels but with cove­
nant-breakers, with treacherous blasphe­
mers, women-killers, and child-murderers ; 
with “ bloody men,” whose hands it wrpuld 
be pollution to touch. They instinctively 
look upon this old king as the source and 
impersonation of these unutterable crimes 
and sufferings", and hence they seem to 
think they are degraded by being made jail­
ors over such a wretch. How different are 
these feelings from those that would animate 
them in being required to mount guard 
over such fallen monarchs as Louis Phil- 
lippe or Napoleon.

Mohammedanism has tried to sink the 
female character to the lowest degradation. 
But this very feature of their creed and 
character has led to a rebound which is in­
flicting a terrible retaliation. God is now 
vindicating and avenging woman upon a sys­
tem which has so cruelly aimed to insult 
and injure her.

A tew days ago my friend, Rev. J. S. 
Woodside, American missionary at Dehrab, 
was over here. He went to see the king, 
and, being well versed in the language, he 
took the opportunity of conversing with him 
and the queen on Christianity. The old 
mao assented to the general excellence of 
the Gospel, hot stoutly declared it was done 
away by the Koran ; as Moses and the law 
were abolished by Christ and the Gospel, 
so, he argued, Mohammed and the Koran 
had superseded Christ and every previous 
revelation. Brother Woodside calmly but 
firmly told him so far from this being the 
case, Mohammed was an impostor and the 
Koran a lie -, and that unless he repented 
and believed in Christ, and Christ alone, 
without doubt he must perish everlastingly. 
He then proceeded to enforce upon his 
bigoted hearers the only Gospel sermon they 
ever heard.

It was a privilege in such a moment, 
when this blasphemous usurpation, arrested 
by the hand of God, and about to be hurled 
from all its aspirations of supremacy over 
the mind of India, that a minister of Jesus 
Christ should, in his presence, ring as it 
were the knell of its hopes, and alter those 
truths as the last imperial representative of 
Oriental Mohammedanism was bidding a 
•* long farewell to all his greatness," and the 
political powers of his system was sinking,

“Like Lneifer,
Never to riee eg*in."

Returning through the palace courts, we 
parsed the beautiful “ Hall of Audience.”

Hamilton’s condition, comfortably circum­
stanced in a worldly point of view, and 
living in the warmest affections of his kind 
and loving partner and two promising chil­
dren, life had many attractions, a d although 
the contemplation of eternity and the near ap­
proach of its solemn realities had no tendency 
to alarm his fears or disturb his peace, bo 
firm was his reliance on Christ, yet such are 
the feelings of nature, that it was not till all 
hopes of recovery had left him,, that he 
calmly laid all upon the altar, saying, “ 1 
give them up to thee." Having thus by grace 
relinquished every tie to earth, he seemed 
to have his mind sweetly drawn out to hold 
communion with his God. Seldom has it 
fallen to our lot to witness more calmness in 
view of death than he was enabled to mani- 
fast as his end drew near. In him was 
truly verified the truthfulness of the Psalm­
ist’s declaration, “ They that trust in the 
Lord shall be as Mount Zion, that cannot 
be moved.”
. He was accustomed to converse freely 
on the subject of death, and the happine-s 
of the blest in heaven ; and frequently as he 
awaked from sleep would the language of 
praise fall from his lips. In this happy 
frame of mind he continued to linger lor 
many weeks, but waiting the sommons that 
would introduce him to the bliss of those be­
fore the throne.

It was cause of gratitude on the part of 
his friends, and especially his now sorrowing 
partner, that no waudering of mind marked 
the progress of his disease'; to the last liis 
mental faculties seemed to remain unimpair­
ed, although his body was wasted to a mere 
skeleton. What is the physical strength 
of a man when disease has fastened upon 
it ? As the tender plant yields to the 
breeze, so does the strength to the power 
of disease. As we gazed for the last tiroo 
on the wasted form of our departed frier d, 
we felt very sensibly the frailty of our na­
ture; but we also rejoiced in the power of the 
Gospel as we saw its effects so visibly 
manifested, enabling him to exclaim just as 
he lingered on the brink of death,

The promised land from Pisgah’s tup 
I now exnlt to see,

My hope is tall ! O, glorious hope 
Of iaimortahty !

Such was the peaceful end of our beloved 
brother Hamilton. He was much respecte d 
by the community, and highly esteemed by 
his brethren in the church. We sympa­
thise deeply with his bereaved iamily, and 
hope that they may find that the religion 
which sustained him in death, affords them 
abundant consolation amid the afflictions of 
life.

We have just committed to the silent 
grave the mortal remains of Mrs. Theo- 
philcs Clark, of Wilraot Creek, who died 
on the 14th inst., of consumption, leaving 
a kind husband and five small children lo 
mourn their great loss.

Letters on the Protestant Alli­
ance,

The following letters by the Reverend 
Professor King, which we copy from the 
Promettant Protector afford most valuable 
explanations to.which we Invite the special 
attention of our readers.
To the Editor of the British Colonist 

LETTER FIRST.

Halilax 13th May, 1858. 
Sib,—In your paper of Tuesday, the 4th 

current, the Editorial article is occupied 
with Batters of controversy between your­
self and the Editor of the Presbyterian Wit­
ness. What may have been previously 

ritten on either side I do not know, as I am 
not in the practice of reading either of the 
papers, and it is only this particular article 
of yours, that lias been brought .under my 
notice. Leaving therefore the Presbyterian 
Witness to maintain its own cause, which I 

have no doubt it is perfectly able to do, 1 
hare to request, that, as a matter of justice, 
you will allow me space in your columns to 
correct the very gross misrepresentations 
which you have circulated with respect to 
the Protestant Alliance, ol which I have the 
honor to be a Vice-President, and to speak 
for myself as to a matter in respect of which 
yon take it upon you to say—“ This we 
affirm, in reply to to the Witness—neither 
Mr. Forman or the Rev. Messrs. King and 
Churchill will say that they themselves at­
tended the committee meeting at which the 
Alliance documents were adopted and or­
dered to be first published."

Although not unaware of the difficulty 
•• of convincing a man against his will,” and 
not very sanguine, therefore, in my expec­
tation that those who have been so eager to 
asperse the Protestant Alliance and its 
office-bearers, will be induced, by anything 
that I may write, to desist from their calum­
nies ; yet there are others who may be more 
open to conviction, and, at all events 1 owe 
it to the interests ol Protestantism and to 

ly own character, as a minister of the Gos­
pel, to meet yonr assertions by such a state­
ment as ehallUeave no one at a loss to under­
stand how little regard for truth must charac­
terize the person who will venture to reessert 
some of the positions which you have main­
tained in the article to which I am now ad­
verting.

1. As to what joy call “ the political or­
igin and character of the Alliance.” It was 
at their meeting here in June, 1855, that the 
Free ^synod of Nova Scotia were favored 
with the presence of a deputation from 
the Presbyterian Synod of Nova Scotia 
with a view to the promotion of friend­
ly intercourse and co-operation in mat­
ters of common interest. A deputation' 
of which 1 was a member, was appoint­
ed by onr Synod to wait upon that Sy­
nod in return, and also to form a com­
mittee for conference with any committee 
which that Synod might appoint for the 
matters referred to. The Presbyterian Sy­
nod had had a similar correspondence with 
the Synod in this Province, connected with 
the established Church of Scotland, and the 
result was, that the committees of the three 
bodies met in Halifax on the Gth day of 
February, 1850. The principal business 
which then engaged the attention of these 
committees, was the state of Dalhousie Col­
lege. and the desireableness of having it 
erected into a Provincial University. On 
this subject we were favoured with an inter­
view with the Governors of Dalhousie Col­
lege. Other topics, however, were stated 
in the circular that brought us together, and 
we.*e actually taken up, such as Sabbath 
des relation, the evils of intemperance, and 
the religious condition of the laborers on 
the railway. “The attention of the com­
mittee was also called to the state of religi­
ous education in the elementary schools of 
the Province. The committee are strongly 
impressed with the importance of having the 
Bible taught in the common schools, and re­
gret to learn that in some localities, where 
Pre-byteriaoism prevails, the instruction of 
the young in scriptural knowledge is not so 
general as could be desired.” Again—“ The 
committee proceeded to consider the aggres­
sions of the man of sin.” Definite action on 
those matters, however, was necessarily de­
ferred until another opportunity, as some of 
the members had come from a great distance 
and the matter of Dalhousie College had 
occupied nearly the whole of three days.

As Convener of our committee, I reported 
the proceedings to our Synod in 1856. A 
com mittee was again appointed. Immedi- 
atebr after the rising of our Synod, I went 
to E ngland for some months ; but in the 
cour- e of the following winter, when my 
alien uon was directed to the propriety of 
bavin g another meeting of the committees 
called, I found, on looking at the printed 
minut'»s of onr Synod, that in consequence 
of some inadvertence in not naming a Con­
vener, onr committee could not be formally 
summatied. It so happened however, that 
a meetifg of the Halifax Presbytery of the 
Presbyterian Synod, brought together a 
considerable number of the brethren of that 
body, about the beginning of March, and it 
was agreed that although unable to act in an 
official character as committees of onr re­
spective bodies, we should avail ourselves of 
the opportunity thus .presented for confer­
ring together as individual ministers, on the 
subject of popery, upon the consideration of 
which we bad formally entered. No doubt 
a change in the government had now taken 
place, and it might have been thought that 
men who had been desirous of moving in 
that business when Mr. Young was at the 
head of the administration, would be equal 
ly willing to remain quiet, now that Mr. 
Johnson had succeeded him. And such in 
all likelihood would have been the case, if we 
had been what we are falsely charged with 
being, political partisans. But we had high­
er and more sacred objects in view. Cir­
cumstances connected with the recent chan, 
ges only showed more clearly, what was but 
too manifest before, that whichever of the 
two parties, into which the politicians of 
the Province seem to be divided, might be 
in power, Popery was the influence that 
kept them in their places, turning to her 
own advantage their miserable party or 
rathef personal differences ; and it wm felt

order to stem the tide that was setting in 1 
so strongly.

Accordingly, on the 4;b of March, 1857 
a number of Ministers of the three Pres-1 
byterian Synods in this Province met to » 
consider what in the circumstances, might ! 
appear to be their cqorse of duty; and, 
after mature consideration, they resolved 
unanimously, *' That, while disclaiming all 
intention to interfere in secular or party 
politics, this meeting is of opinion that it 
is absolutely necessary for Protestant cler­
gymen to give open expression to their 
views regarding the present claims and ! 
power ot Popery in Nova Scotia ;” and 
that “ it is very desirable to proceed 
without delay to the formation of a Pro­
testant Alliance or Association.” This 
was immediately seen to be a matter in 
which other denominations might take as l 
much interest as Presbyterians, and accor- ; 
dingly it was agreed to adjourn the meeting I 
for two days, in order to give an opportu-. 
nity for inviting the co-operation of minis- j 
tors of all Protestant denominations. At j 
this adjourned meeting, held on the 6th of ! 
March, and which was attended, among , 
many others, by the Rev. Mr. Freeman, it i 
was moved, seconded, and unanimously i 
agreed to, “ That this meeting resolve it- j 
self into a Society to be called the Protes­
tant Association of Nova Scotia.” A com­
mittee also wm appointed to draw np a dis­
tinct statement of the objects and a draft of 
the constitution of the Society.

Aware of the danger to which we were 
exposed of having a party colonriqg given ! 
to our proceedings by keen partisans on 
either side of Provincial politics, and deter­
mined to keep ourselves clear of all parti­
sanship, it was thought advisable to open up 
a correspondence with the London Protes­
tant Alliance. We accordingly received 
various documents from them, particularly 
one paper setting forth the objects of the 
Alliance, aed the means to be employed 
which, with a few slight alterations, render­
ed necessary by the difference of our cir­
cumstances, we adopted as oar basis. The 
very first porpose which this basis engages 
us to, for the accomplishment of the objects 
of the Alliance, is, “To awaken Christians 
of various classes, and of different opinions 
on polities and church-government, to such 
a sense of Christian patriotism as shall lead 
them, in the exercise of their constitutional 
privileges, to regard the interests of Protes­
tantism as a chief object of their concern, 
keeping minor an merely political differ­
ences in subordination to this great end,"— 
Another paper, containing suggestions for 
the lormation of branch Associations, we 
adopted in like manner. The second paper 
happens lo be drawn up in the form of a 
letter, and this appears to be the letter 
which has frightened out of their propriety 
certain Honorable members of the govern­
ment. Bot whatever alarm these sugges* 
lions may create in the minds of men who 
are not disposed to subordinate their party 
politics to their religion, they are worthy of 
the Christian character of the men by whom 
they were originally issued, nor will they 
be disrespectfully treated by any one entitled 
to the character of a Christian patriot in 
Nova Scotia.

You may reiterate against me what you 
have already asserted against the Witness, 
when you say, in speaking of our circular, 
“ The first page, headed 1 objects,’ is all that 
has been copied from the English Alliance.” 
The facts of the case, nevertheless, are as 
1 have stated. It was on the 21st of May 
iMt that we adopted as our own these docu­
ments with the necessary alterations, and 
so fixed our constitution ; and it was not till 
several weeks afterwards that we invited 
laymen to join the Association. Our Al­
liance, therefore, is neither more nor less 
than an affiliated branch of the London 
Protestant Alliance ; so that you and your 
leaders in the government are only making 
yourselves ridiculous by the trumpery cry 
of party politics and persecution which you 
are raising against the principles of a so­
ciety, at the head of which stands that dis­
tinguished philanthropist and Christian pa­
triot, the Earl of Shaftesbury.

Expecting that your sense of justice will 
secure an early insertion of this in the Co­
lonist, and that some further space will be 
allowed for correcting other very gross mis­
representations,

SECOND LETTKK.

Halifax, 1 bth May, 1858.
Sir,—Yesterday afternoon 1 received your 

note, in which you declined to insert my letter, 
* which appears to be the first of a series, uptil 
the whole have been submitted.” You then fa­
vor me with your advice, that I should take the 
trouble to inform myself as to what had been 
previously written ; and you close with an accusa 
lion that in my letter I have “ carefully evaded " 
the real point at issue, namely, whether the 
names of gentlemen were published to the world 
in connection with documents which they had not 
previously"seen, and without their consent being 
first plained. Your advice I am not disposed to 
follow, because it involves some trouble that is 
altogether unnecessary for the accomplishment 
of my present object ; and I indignantly repel 
your charge of erosion, either intentional or unin­
tentional. 1 did not take up the matter you refer 
to, because I did not come to it, my former let 
ter, which you know is but the firs; ol a series, 
being occupied with your groundless allegation 
that the Protestant Alliance bad its origin in 
party politics. It would indeed be scarcely worth 
while defending the Alliance from the charge of 
party politics, if we were to sit down quiet afier 
all under the heavier charge ol “ fraud and 
forgery.”

As to this notorious charge of *' fraud and 
forgery," it was rashly raised by the Provincial 
Secretary, who seemed to forget that he had a 
character to win ; it seems to have been gravely 
sanefioned by tbe Attorney General, in forget­
fulness that ho bad a character to lose; and it 
has been, at least down to the number of the 
Colonist which forms tbe ground of my present 
correspondence, pertinaciously admitted by you, 
in fbe face of evidence of iu groundlessness which 
ought to have satisfied any candid mind. Under 
the protection pf that liberty of ipeech which, in 
order lo the unlettered transaction of the public 
business of the Province, is so juoperly secured 
to the lieuse of Assembly, the Provincial Secre­
tary so far forgot himself as to leave the nffiject 
that was under discussion before the House, and 
to email with the odious charge of “ fraud and 
fargery " those who could not possiblyte present 
to defend themselves ; and the Attorney General, 
who from his standing and experience both as a 
lawyer and a legislator, should have known bet­
ter, was not ashamed to help on tbe cry. Tbe 
matter seems to have been taken up as one that 
cookl have only one aide. Had they not letters 
from two individuals of respectable standing in 
society?—two ministers of tbe gospel ? Why 
sboeld there be any necessity for wailing to hear 
the ether side ? Ot course there ceuld be mm.

r

The letters of these ministers contain matters 
that require explanation and investigation, they 
constitute a basis rather narrow for the super 
struetcre that must be raised upon them. In 
raising that struetcre we must assail the charac­
ters of men who have hitherto maintained a re- 
spectacle standing in society, a goodly propor­
tion of them too ministers of tbe gospel, and, it 
the truth were folly known, it may beali of them 
have a right to that protection which our govern­
ment is bound to extend to all who live in obedi­
ence to our laws, and who are conservative of 
our glorious constitution. These things may be 
but it suits our present object to hold that they 
ate not, and therefore upon the authority of tbe 
letters of these two gentlemen, we maintain that 
here is a case of “ fraud and forgery."

Let us then look at these letters. The first in 
order is that of the Rev. David Freeman. 1 
have not myself seen the letter as it appeared in 
tiie Chris!can Messenger but the following extract 
from it has appeared in various publications, and 
is enough for my present object :—

“ I bold strong sentiments against Papal er­
rors, and do not hesitate on all proper occasions 
to express them, yet I would not wish to lend 
my influence lor political purposes. Though my 
name is pledged as a member ot tbe society ; yet 
it was placed on the committee without my know- 
iedge. These facta 1 have stated for the inform­
ation of my brethren who may leel an interest in 
tire matter. Unless they have good assignable 
reasons fqr tbe adopting the ‘ memorial,' they 
would do well to ponder whether its principles 
would not in tbe end, be subversive of liberty."

There are two points here that require to be 
noticed, first, the dissatisfaction which he now 
expresses with the principles of the Alliance ; 
and, second, his allegation that his name was 
placed on the committee without his knowledge. 
In dealing with both these points, I pledge my 
own character as a man of truthfulness and in­
tegrity for tbe correctness of every statement 
that I now make.

At that meeting which, in my first letter, I 
have noticed as held on tbe 21st May last year, 
and which was attended only by ministers of the 
gospel, Mr. Freeman was present. The princi­
pal business of tie evening was disposing of the 
report of a sub committee whieh had been ap­
pointed to examine tbe document received from 
tbe London Protestant Alliance. Tbe report re­
commended the adoption of three of these docu­
ments, the committee exercired its own judg­
ment in the case, and after carefully examining 
those documents, it unanimously adopted the 
first, which Is now known as tbe basis, and tbe 
second, which is the letter containing suggestions 
for the lormation of branch Alliances, leaving the 
third, which was a paper containing answer» to 
objections against the lormation ol an Alliance, 
for further consideration. Mr. Freeman, at least, 
had ample opportunity of knowing to what prin­
ciples he wss pledging himself; nor had he any 
difficulty, so long as he was left to bis own unbi 
assed judgment. Thns far there was no fraud 
practised upon him. But was not his name put 
upon tbe committee without his consent ? and 
was not that “ forgery ?"

After laymen had been invited to take part 
in onr proceedings, and did actually attend, 
much time was lost ere we could get into a pro 
per state of organization, in consequence of onr 
unwillingness to proceed to the filling up of offi­
ces without the presence of those who might be 
appointed. At length however, when it was 
evident that they could not be all present at one 
time, at a meeting held on tbe Dth of November 
last, Mr. freeman being then present, it was re­
solved to proceed lo tbe immediate appointment 
of office-bearers. The general committee was 
first appointed. It embraced all tbe members 
wbo were then present and some who were ab, 
sent ; but these latter, by an expressed under­
standing, were not to bo held as actually mem­
bers until they bad been communicated with, and 
had actually consented to hold office. Out ol 
this general committee were then chosen a Pre­
sident, two Vice Presidents, two Secretaries, 
and a Treasurer. These latter office-bearers, 
therefore, were members ot tbe general com­
mittee, independently of the special office which 
they might bold as President, or Vice-Presi­
dent, or Secretary, o.r Treasurer. An acting 
committee was alro appointed. Mr. Freeman 
who really acquiesced in the arrangement ac 
cording to which he was made a member of the 
general committee, stated some difficulties as to 
the office of Secretary. But these were got 
over, and ho entered upon the duties of the 
cilice. It is true, alter a few weeks, he tendered 
h.s resignation on the plea of want of time ; and 
the resignation was reluctantly accepted, wtjen 
on a second application, he persisted in bis re 
fusai to continue to act as Secretary. But there 
was no word of dissatisfaction all this time, nor did 
be ever resign his place m the general com 
mittee. So tar from this, at the very time that 
be finally resigned the office of Secretary, he 
wrote about a piece of business which, bad it 
not been for a necessary engagement elsewhere, 
he would have personally brought before the 
committee. Perhaps Mr. Freeman has bad time 
now to understand that the party politics are to 
be found, not with the Alliance, but with the 
men wbo have, so unhappily for him, Interfered 
with his better judgment. Is this your case oi 
“ fraud and forgery ?"

Ah ! but listen to Mr. Jardine. Has not he 
a tale to tell of liberties used with his name, 
and a Iraud practised upon him by an office­
bearer of the Alliance ? By all means, let us 
listen to Mr. Jardine. Writing to Mr. Ander­
son, one of the Secreiaries of the Alliance, be 
says:—“ A lew weeks ago I was requeu ed to 
become a member of the Protestant Alliance, 
but objected, on the ground that 1 had heard 
that it was partly political in its tendencies.— 
Having never had tbe opportunity of attending 
a single meeting, or examining for myselt tbe 
objects contemplated, 1 received on the occasion 
referred to, the most solemn assurance that the 
Alliance eschewed politics altogether, and that 
the sole and only aim was the organization of a 
religious society, exclusively for tbe mainten- 
nace and defence of Protestant truth. Acting 
on this information, I allowed my name to re- 
main on the committee, though it bad been 
previously placed there without my permission 
But on reading tbe circular issued by tbe Alli­
ance committee, I find that I cannot endorse all 
the sentiments therein contained, and that its 
compilers, by opening a door lor the introduc­
tion of politics, have, as I conceive, either ex­
ceeded their powers, or certainly violated the 
expreas condition on which I promised my co­
operation -” And therefore be withdraws.

Now, in the first place, there is as little of a 
“ forgery" here as in the case ol Mr. Freeman. 
Mr. Jardine indeed aays that his name was pre­
viously placed on the committee with hi» per- 
mission. But that is simply a mistake of his.— 
-He and some other» who were not present when 
the committees were appointed, were as already- 
explained, named as persons to be on the com­
mittee, if they themselves gave their consent. Il 
was not our nomination, but his own consent, 
that made him a member, and be himself tells us 
that he did give his consent Where is the 
“ forgery ?”

Bat Mr. Jardine tells us that the principles 
of the Alliance were misrepresented to him, and 
that it is a political Association. If he is deter-

general politics and party politics is so cleat lv 
stated, he had better consult ibe Attorney Ge- 
neral. He knows tbe difference. And now 
that it is coming to be pretty well understood 
that we are just an affiliated branch of tbe 
London Alliance, perhaps neither the one nor 
the other may be so strenuous, as yon seem still 
to be, in maintaining “ the political origin and 
character of tbe Alliance.”

There is still something, not evaded, but re- , 
maining to be taken up in a third letter, lor 
which, as a matter of justice I c'aim space in 
your columns.

Their saying that it was 
done by tbe committee (or such c! them as were 
presefit) is not to the point. Me have shewn 
that many of tbe so-called committee - knew 
nothing about it, until after it was sent to the 
country.’! And in your note to me of Friday 
last, you say the real point at issue is—“ wheth 
et tbe names of gentlemen were published to the 
world in connexion with documents which they 
had not previously seen, and without their con­
sent being first obtained." I take leave to differ 
from yon altogether, as to this latter mode of 
stating what is at issue between ns. In my opin­
ion a point at issue, between us, and it is an im­
portant point is what was dLcussed in my first 
letter, namely, your groundless charge that onr 
Protestant Alliance had a “ political origin and 
character.” A second and still more important 
point at issue between us is what I discussed in 
my second letter, namely, was tbe Provincial 
Secretary warranted, even on Ibe authority ol 
letters from two ministers ol the Gospel, and 
without farther inquiry, to raise that cry ol 

fraud and forgery,” in which the Attorney 
General supported him, and which you are wil­
ling to keep up. It is a matter something dif- 
lerent that now claims our attention, although 
it is not improbabe that tbe particular mode ol 
expression which you have employed in your 
note to me may have been adopted under the 
impression that, were it conceded to you that tbe 
facte are as you allege, then at length tbe 
charges of “ fraud and forgery" are completely 
established.

Let us attend first to the facts. You are 
quite sore that neither Mr. Forman, nor Mr. 
Churchill, nor I myself, wlllssy that we attended 
the committee meeting at which the Alliance 
documents were adopted and ordered to be first 
published. Mr. Chârchill certainly was not pre­
sent Indeed I ramer think he has not yet been 
present at any off our meetings. His numerous 
calls of duty otherwise have prevented him from 
attending our meetings, but he has encouraged 
us by the expression of his cordial sympathies, 
and by his acceptance of the office of Vice Presi­
dent. With respect lo myself, I have no hesita­
tion in staling that 1 did attend the meeting, nol 
indead at which the Alliance documents were 
sdopted and ordered to be first published, as il 
these two distinct things must n-ceesarily have 
been done at one meeting, but the meeting, in 
tbe first place, at which these documents, as re­
ceived from London, were first brought under 
our consideration—in tbe second place, the 
meeting of special" committee appointed more 
lully to consider these documents,—iathe third 
place, that meeting which I have noticed in my 
first letter as held on the 21st of May, still alien 
ded only by Ministers, and Mr. Freeman being 
one of them, at which the report of the special 
committee was given in, and which, by unani 
mous judgment, adopted the basis and the letter 
of suggestions—in the fourth place, the meeting 
noticed in my first letter as held on the 7th of 
July, when laymen first attended, and when tbe 
basis already adopted by the Ministers was sub­
mitted to them, and unanimously adopted—in 
the fifth place, a meeting held on the evening ol 
the 4th January last, when tbe documents, em­
bracing an address prepared by the acting com- 
mittee and approved of by tbe general commit­
tee, were ordered to be printed and circulated, 
as soon as tbe acceptance of office by a particular 
individual should be ascertained. 1 can tell you 
also, bolh from personal knowledge and from the 
Ministers, that Mr. Forman our President, was 
present at the meeting of fhe 7lh July, when the 
constitution was anew submitted to tbe meeting 
and unanimously adopted. He was also present 
at tbe meeting of the 4 th January, when tbe 
printing of tbe documents was ordered.

Still further, tbe general committee having 
come to the conclusion that it would be right to 
bave certain documents which had been already 
approved of, printed and circulated, intrusted 
this matter to fhe acting committee. That act­
ing committee, as the general committee have 
publicly certified, and particularly the Secretar­
ies, discharged with tbe ofmost fidelity tbe duty 
that was intrusted to them. These circulars 
were intended principally for those at a distance, 
and, in consequence, many of the members in 
Halilax had no immediate opportunity of seeing 
them. For my own part, I did not see one oi 
them until several weeks afier they bad been is­
sued. Persons so situated, if questioned about 
it, as I was myself questioned about il, might 
very naturally answer that they had not seen 
tbe “ circular” ! that term be.ing applicable to 
the whole printed paper, as well as to the ad­
dress in the second page which is headed “ cir­
cular." Immediately the cry of “ fraud and for­
gery" is reiterated by men who seem to lie in 
wait, not for what may aid in coming to the 
knowledge of the truth, but to by bold of any 
expression which they may turn, however un­
fairly, to their own purposes. And in order to 
make sure that there shall be a conviction ol 
“ fraud and forgery," even where it may be evi­
dent that all has been regularly transacted by the 
committee ; yet if an individual may have been 
absent from any of their meetings, Ibe whole 
proceedings, according to your doctrine, must b# 
held as null and void. You come in with your 
dictum, “ Their saying that it was done by the 
committee (or such of them as were present) is 
not to the point. We have shewn that many ot 
the so-called committee knew nothing about it 
until alter it was sent to the country." Butin 
whatever terms of insolence you may write 
about the “ so called" committee, you and the 
Province, may yet come to know that it ia poa- 
eessed of vitality.

Now that we have looked at tbe facts, what is 
the principle on which you would convert them 
into a ground of charge against the Alliance, 
and endeavour still to keep up the cry of “ fraud 
and forgery.” Do you mean gravely to main- 
tain that the circular must be a “ fraud and for­
gery," because, although ordered by the com- 
mltttee to be printed and circulated, some of the 
members may not have seen it after it was print­
ed, and before it was circulated ? I would like 
to have a distinct answer to this ; because il

Tint British Search or American

Vks-.fi s__The Washington correspondent of
the N. V. Commercial Advertiser, in writing up­

' jt would not be siypising if Mr. Clingman and 
Others who are fiecrce for the abrogation of the 
Clavlon-Bulwer treaty, should now propose the 
abro -atii* <jt article 8th ot the Asbburiod treaty, 
which contains the mutual agreement lor tbe 
suppression ol the slave trade. There is no 
necessity tor that, for it does not affect tbe 
question of the right of visit or search ; but some 
of the Southern men have heretofore found fault 
With this article, and tbe stipulation for the main- 
tenauce ol a tquadron on tbe coast of Africa.

Affairs Committees. While this Administration 
carries out one portion of the Mucroe doctrine, 
a*td opposes entangling European alliances in 
reference to the affairs of this continent, it will 
not assuredly forget the other principle of the 
same school of politics, and resent to the last 
hazard the right of tearch claimed, never mind 
for what purpose, by England or any other 
power, against our,shipping.”

From the Pacific —By the arrival of the 
steamer Star of t be West, we have our Califor­
nia, Oregon, and Sandwich Island files of the 
latest dates.

The news is not important, and is briefly 
shadowed foith in the telegraphic despatch upon 
tbe first page. Tbe accounts from Oregon con­
tain wonderful stories of the gold discoveries in 
that region. The Puget Sound Herald says :-

“ The Hudson. Bay Company at Victoria have 
received within tbe last month about one hun­
dred and ten pounds of gold dust from the lo­

ans. Tliis was obtained merely from surface 
diggins, without tbe aid oj anything more than 
tbe rude articles—such as pans and willow has- 
kets—possessed by tbe Indians.

Colonel Filzhue bas not had a man to work for 
him the past six weeks; all his hands have left. 
Numerous desertions have taken place) from 
the military posts on the lower part of the Sound. 
Parties are arriving daily on sailing vessels from 
San Francisco, bound to the mines.”

Another fearful tragedy connected with fill- 
busteriim bas been enacted in Sonora, from which 
place dates have been received in San Fiancis- 
co to March 17. The San Francisco Herald 
is informed by its Guaymggcorrespondent^! the 
total defeat of the Gandara troops. Jesus Gan­
ders, brother to Governor M. Gandara, com­
manded tbe defeated party, and was himself kill­
ed in battle. Some ot his principal officers were 
taken prisoners and shop The Gindarist party 
had a short time previous to this engagement at­
tacked and captured a village not far from G nay- 
mas, and after taking the place set fire to the 
church, in which there were a hundred or more 
wooten and children, all of whom were buried 
to death. This outrage is perhaps attributable 
to the Yake Indians, who were tbe allies of tbe 
Gandara party.—American Traveller.

The End of the Mormon Rebkllton.- 
The St. Louis Republican in giving the. late 
news from l Tab, which has been reaching us 
for some days by telegraph, says :—

The news which we make pub ic this morning, 
of tbe termination of tbe Mormon rebellion with­
out bloodshed, will be bailed with joy all over the 
country It has cost a large sum of money, and 
not a little suffering on the part of the forces at 
Camp Scott in preparations to put down this re­
bellion ;. but it has shown that the Government 
is capable of extraordinary efforts, and ot punish­
ing insubordination, even upon its remotest fron­
tier. Tbe news wiH, so soon as it is authenticat­
ed, put a stop to further military movements in 
that direction. Supplies may be needed, and 
will probably be sent forward lor tbe subsistence 
of tbe troops now in Utah Territory, but all other 
preparations will be suspended, and the troops 
which have been concentraikI at Fort Leaven­
worth and Jefferson Barrack- will again be dis­
tributed to their old posts. Vast expenditures 
have been made in getting icady for this expe­
dition, but the supply of provisions, munitions of 
war, horses and animals, will not be lost to the 
Government, amk a tremendous draft ujion the 
treasury will be stopped. The early termination 
of this expedition will make a ma’crial difference 
in all Mr. Secretary Cobb’s estimates for the de­
mands upon the treasury tor a year to come. It 
will make also a very material difference in tbe 
calculations by individuals of their profits under 
contracts with tbe Government, but they will 
have to submit to this disappointment.

We take it as certain, also, that the President 
will not avail himself of the power given to him 
to calhinto service the three regiments ot volun­
teers authorized by a law of the present Con­
gress, and here will be a Wring at once, of $4,- 
500,000. These curtailments in tbe anticipated 
demand upon the Treasury come most oppor­
tunely, and will make in the aggregate, a differ­
ence in the year's expenditure, of at least 
fifteen millions of dollars.

Another Camp Heeling at Wal­
lace!

An eight day’s Camp Meeting will be held 

D.v, on the Camp ground, Head of the Tide, 
Wallace Circuit, to commence Tuesday, Clh

At it is necessary that persons attending from 
a distance should lodge on the ground, the fol­
lowing directions for building temporary tents 
are given for their assistance :—

No. 1.
A Tent for a family of five or six persona, or 

two small families-—Take 53 yards of Cotton, 
cut off 30 yards, divide them into four strips of 
equal length, and run the four breadths together. 
This will form a covering for the roof and sides. 
For each end, cut ofl, and run together, three 
strips, tbe middle one 3 yds., and tbe other two 
each 2J yds. in length. They should be so stitch­
ed that one of the pieces may be rolled up to 
make an entrance. Let the remaining 6 yds. 
be divided into two equal parts, which should be 
run together for a screen, and furnished with 
tape, loops, and cord. Frame 11 ft. 3 in. a 8 
ft. 9 in., 5 ft. post, 3 feet to ridge-pole.

No. 2. ^
A Tent for three families.—Let three families 

furnish each a share of 23} yds. of Cotton — 
Take two ot the shares and cut ofl from each two 
pieces, each yds. in length, and lay them aside 
for tbe ends. Then cut tho remaining pieces 
into two equal strips, each a yds., and join tbe 
four breadths together—this will cover the roof 
and sides. From tbe third share cut two pieces, 
each 4} yds., run them together, Snd furnish 
with loops and cord, for a screen. Cut the re­
maining piece into four equal parts, each 3* yds. 
then, for each ot the ends run together four of 
the strips just cut, the middle pieces each Sjj 
yds., and the other two 2} yds. in length. The 
middle pieces should be run together a yard 
from the top, leaving a place open below for an 
entrance, and the seam should be run an inch 
back from the selvage. Frame, 11 ft. 9 in. m 11 
ft 9 in, 5 ft. post, 10 It 10 in. to ridge-pole.

No. 3. *
A Tent Jor five or more families.—Let five 

families furnish each 20 yds. of Cotton. Take 
three shares, divide each into two equal strips, 
and.run tbe six breadths together. This will 
cover the roof and sides. The two remaining 
shares will make the ends and screen. Thus, 
take from each of the two shares, and run toge­
ther your strips, tbe middle pieces each 4} yds., 
and the other two 3} yds., in length—seam them 
as above. Let the two pieces which remain, 
each 4 yds. be run together for the screen, and 
furnished with loops and cord. Any additional 
number of shares of 20 yds. may he added by 
dividing each into two equal strips, Ad joining 
them to tbe piece forming the roof and sides, 
each additional share adding six feet to tbe 
length of the tent. Frame 11 ft. 9 in. x 17 IL 
9 In., 0 ft post, 12 ft. 6 in. to ridge-pole.

No. 4.
“ A Society Tent" for eleven families.—Let 

eleven families furnish each a share of 20 yds. 
Take five shares and divide each into two equal 
strips, and run tbe ten breadths together, this 
will form the roof. Take two shares, cut from 
each 1} yds., which will be required for the 
gable, and seam tbe remaining pieces together. 
This will cover a side and half ot each end.— 
Then lake Hoo other shakes, cut from each 3} 
yds., which will also be required for the gable, 
and run tbe remaining pieces together in like 
manner. This will enclose tbe Ollier half of 
tbe tent, leaving aty entrance at each end. Tbe 
two remaining shares should be cut each into 
three strips, two 7 yds. and one 6 yds. Now 
run together the following breadths which .have 
been cut, viz :—at 1}, 3}, 6 and 7, in such a 
manner that they will cover tbe gable, tbe se ams 
running horizontally. Let the two strips which 
remain, (7 yds. each) be run together for the 
screen, and furnished with loops and cori— 
Frame 20 It. m 29 ft. 6 in., 6 tL post, 173 feet 
ft. to ridge-pole.

The tents may be made of such Factory Col­
ton as may subsequently be wanted for fai niiy 
use. The Cotton should be a yard wide, that 
the above calculations may apply. The t enfs 
should have an entrance at each end, and be: di­
vided into two compartments by a screen.

It will be necessary tor the persons having 
tents to be provided with $natirasses, (straw may 
be had in the neighbourhood,) ami blankets, two 
lanterns, with sufficient quantity of candles, and 
provisions for eight days.

Persons from a distance desiring to have lx lard 
and lodging on the ground, will find accommoda­
tion.

We are happy to annonnee that one of the 
Provincial Tents will bo on the ground, so that 
ample shelter will be afforded in case of rain, to 
persons attending tHe services from the surround­
ing country.

Pasturage for horses can be had in tbe neigh­
bourhood by applying to Mr. Wat. Harrison or 
Mr. Josh. Holmes on the grounds.
