Any even numbered section of Do-
minion Lands in Manitoba, Saskatche-
wan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26,
not reserved, may be homesteaded by
any person who is the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years of
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec-
tion of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for entry must be made
in person by the applicant at a Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-agency
for the district in which the land is
situate. Entry by proxy may, how-
ever, be made at an Agency on cer-
tain conditions by the father, mother,
son, daughter, brother or sister of an
intending homesteader.

The homesteader is required to per-
form the homestead duties under one
of the following plans’

(1) At least six months’ residence
upon and cultivation of the land in
each year for three years.

(2) A homesteader may, if he so de
sires, perform the required residence
duties by living on farming land own-
ed solely by him, not less than eighty
(80) acres in extent, in the vicinity
jof his homestead. Joint ownership
'in land will not meet this require-
ment.

(3) If the father (or mother, if the
father is deceased) of a homesteader
has permanent residence on farming
land owned solely by him, not less
than eighty (80) acres in extent, in
the vicinity of the homestead, or up-
on a homestead entered for by him
in the vicinity, such homesteader may
perform his own residence duties by
living with the father (or mother).
| (4) The term ‘“‘vicinity” in the two
'preceding paragraphs is defined as
meaning not more than nine miles in
a direct line, exclusive of the width
of road allowances crossed in the
measurement.

(5) A hamesteader intending to
|perform his residence duties in ac-
cordance with the above while living
with parents or on fanning land own-
'ed by himself must notify the Agent
ltm’ the district of such intention.
| Six months’ notice in writing must
' be given to the Commissioner of Do-
minion inds at Cttawa, of intention
ito apply for patent.

The Socialists deny this. Some of
them dream of an impossible Utopia
in which nobody will be poor. Others
seek to abolish poverty by confiscat-
ing capital without regard to the fact
whether it has been honestly or dis-
honestly acquirea Such a proposal
is, of course, utterly immoral from
the standpoint of Catholicism

As the term is now used, Socialism
is synonymous with ‘‘collectivism.”
The French Socialists call themselves
“Collectivists.” The word ‘‘Social-
ism’’ appears to have been first used
by Louis Reyband, a French writer,
in his work, Etudes sur les reformao

teurs contemporains ou Socialistes
modernes We do find the word
used in England until after 1830, B

fore 1840 it was used extensively by
the followers of Robert Owen The
phrase ‘“‘Social Democrat’ was hrs
