the animals is taxed to the utmost, to make pro­
vision for their refreshment between mealtimes by 
hliving water taken to the field, if it is not 
veniently near, so that the horses ma'y he given 
;l drink in the middle of the forenoon or after­
noon. A couple of barrels of water may easily 
be taken along on a stloneboat when the team 
goes to work, and this readily solves the problem 
of how to make the necessary provision 
feel that, they must have water to drink when 
needed, and their demand for it is usually ac­
ceded to without protest. Horses cannot speak 
for themselves, but their need in t.liits legat'd may 
he (piite as urgent as that of men, anil it is 
economy, as well as humanity, to supply them. 
The horses must fail in condition if deprived of 
water when wanted, and. besides, they are liable 
to drink too much after long deprivation, and 
thus contract illness that may lead to their 
death and a serious loss to the owner. Preven­
tion is always bettor and generally cheaper than 
cure, and in this matter to ho forewarned shun hi 
be to he força rim'd.

The ova of the parasite 
passes away in tlie animal's droppings, which be­
come washed into the stagnant water, from 
which, in too many cases, animals have to depend 
for their drink. The ova there hatches and as­
sumes its larval form, which, if taken up by the 
sheep, again completes its life cycle. .It is, there­
fore, evident to tlie thoughtful flock master how 
import ant it is not only to supply fresh running 
water to their animals, but also to fence or drain 
such sources of contamination to insure the safety 
of their stock.

The Wild Flowers of Prince Edward 
Island.

HV ELSIE K. MATTHEWS. ALHERTON, I*. F. I.
As I have opportunity for seeing only a small portion of 

this Province of Prince Edward Island, the number of flowers 
I shall write about will he limited. As soon as the snow is otl' 
the ground in spring, and the sun begins to shine warmly on 
fields and woods, the pipk and white Miditowers begin to 
develop their buds, and they are out in bloom about the 
middle of Mav; but if the spring he early, they are out in April.

My favorite wild flower is The g old el f-TOTt.W vlvi ft i grows best 
in damp places in the woods. The plant grows to the height ot 
about one foot. and the tlower, which is yellow, extends for 
about three inches along t he top.

The marsh marigold resemble* very much our garden 
marigold, and it gets its name on aceouim of its growing in 
marshy places.

Tin* dandelion grows in our country very profusely if 
allowed to, and, as il spreads very rapidly, it soon becomes an 
enemy to any tiller of the soil. Ils I lower i- yellow, and -ome 
times grows as large as a tifty-rent piece.
