Honourable Gentlemen of the Legzslatwe C’ounczl and
Gentlemen of the House of Assembly ;

The internal tranquillity of the Province, and the present security of its Frontier enable
me, after a recess of unusual length, to meet you in Provincial Parliament. The POStPONement o spesch.
of the present Session has been induced by the pressing and paramount duties, in which many
of you have been engaged, connected with the public defence, and the administration of Justice.
But we have now an opportunity to turn our attention to devlsmg measures for the peace,
welfare and good government of the Colony, free from the paralyzing suspicion of internal
treachery, or the exasperating influence of Foreign aggressions—and upon this happy result
.of the zeal, constancy and bravery, of the loyal Upper Canadian people, under the most trying
.circumstances, I offer you my hearty congratulations.

The situation of the Province is so novel and peculiar, that I feel culled‘upon to exceed
the ordinary limits of a Speech at the openmrr of Parliament, in order to reviéw recent occr-
rences, and to trace eHects to their causes, asa gulde to ptesent and future lecrlslatlon

‘England at peace with all the world and relying 1mphcxtly, not only on the loy'tlty of her
North An1er1can Sulgects, but on the faxth of treaties, and the cxrstence of most friendly relations
with, the Umted States, had gradually w1tl1drawn most of her tloops hom this Contment

Encouraged by.this absence of military power, the chscontented in Lower Canad't, after
.a long and vexatious Parllamentary opposition, and an obstinate rq]ectlon of every concrllatory
-effort on the part of the Government, at last broke out into open rebellion; and incited by
.their example, the disaffected. in this: Provmcc, confidently relying on :1551stance from the
neighbouring I'rontler, and secure, in the event of failure, of finding an asylum thcre, made 2
sudden attempt to overthrow this Government, and to sever the Cauadas from the Palept Stute.

But notwithstanding the reasons I had for placing confidence in this information—the
secrecy observed by the consplrators—-the extreme wickedness and rashness of the proposed
measure—the silence of the frontier press, before so clamorous—and the quiet of the frontier
towns, at one time so agitated—were well calculated to cause the numbers and resources of
the conspirators to be underrated and to induce a belief that the presumptuous prOJect of
invading Canada would not be attempted.

After a short while, however, further proof was given that a conspiracy was actually
organized, and that the combination extended along the whole line of the frontier, from east
‘to west. I thought, however, that the accounts broucrht to me must be exaggerated: and that
the parties named as being accomplices, could never have so far compromlsed their characters,
as to have countenaced such a scheme; and though silently proceeding to make some essential
preparations for defence, I still did not entirely rely upon the statements which were at that
time made to the Government.

But as the information I continued to receive became more minute, and proceeded from
various quarters, I could no longer doubt that the confederacy comprised a body of many
thousand persons, whose numbers and resources were daily increasing: and what constituted
the most revolting and alarming feature of this odious transaction was, the positive dec]aratlon,
that many persons of wealth, and not afew public functionaries in the frontier cities and towns,
had intimately connected themscl\ es with this criminal alliance:

As the crisis drew nearer, strangers, w 1thout ostensible business, and under varlous pre-
tences, were discovered to be scattered through the Province. It was ascertained that constant
intercourse was kept up between the lodges of conspirators in the United States, and théir
adherents in Canada.  The hopes of the disaffected appeared suddenly to revive. . The
intelligence from various quarters conveyed to this Government became more definite, shewing
the 1'nmcdnte intention of the enemyv to be the destruction of the British Steam-boats, and
the seizing by surprise and sunultaneous]v, several posts within the Canadian boundaries, where,
the disloyal might rally around the invaders assembled in arms, and procure remf'orcements
and supplies from the United States, without the risk of any collision with the American
Authorities. An insurrection in the Lower Province was to be the sxgnal for hostilities all
along the line. |

Under these circumstances, I took decisive measures to give immediate confidence to the
country, and to ensure the security of the Province: and in now meeting you, although I
deeply deplore that Her Majesty’s faithful SubJects have been exposed to the greatest priva-
tions and hardships, and to the severest domestic injuries, I nevertheless enjoy Lhe satisfaction
of believing, that owing to our state of preparation at every point, the loss of valuable lives has
been lumted the moral character of the people of Upper Canada strikingly e\hlblted and a
spirit roused. throughout the Province, that will long survive passing events, and great]y tend,
to the future strenoth securlty, and tranquxllxty of the Countx

After all the preparauons that were so many months in progress and after the ehpendlture
of such large sums of money, voluntarily contributed, as are generally given reluctantly even
for nanoml objects, the consplrators and revolutionists were so entlrely overawed as to have
limited their operations to one attack upon our frontier, near Prescott, and to another in the

-vicinity of Sandwich.. Nota Subject of Her Majesty joined them after their landing; in both
attempts they were signally defeated—and the result was the destructlon or c%pture of nearly
“the whole of the banditti.

In alludmg to these events, 1t is 1mpo=s1ble for me to pralse too highly Lhe rrallantry of

‘the Militia, the ﬁdehty and prompt services of the Indian ‘Warriors, and the  patriotism of a

- vast majority of the Inhabitants of this Province, who have consplcuously vied with each other

‘in the manifestation of a devoted attachment to our Most Gracious Soverewn——of an enthu-
siastic affectlon for. thelr Counn y—-and of deep re(rard for their revered Constltutlon

’ " Our great securlty aaamst danrrers resu]tmd f'rom a combmatlon between the dlsaﬁ'ected ‘
in the Provmce, and their confederates among the populatxon of the contlguous country; con515ts
in our h'tppy union with the, British Empne ‘"The main. foundauon of the hopes of discon-
‘tented ‘persons in this- Provmce, and of their forelgn supporters, has been a mlschlevous notlon/ |
industriously propagated, that England would desert her transatlantic possessxons in theu- hour
of' dxf‘ﬁculty and dangel—-that whenever the machmatlons of mternal traltors or threats of“v
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external hostility, might render the protection of these Colonies burthensome, the assistance
of the Mother Country would be withdrawn, and their loyal inhabitants left alone to support
a most unequal conflict. - This false and pernicious opinion has given encouragement to
treason—influenced the conduct of the wavering—excited the apprehensions of the timid—
and cven put to a severe test the constancy of the loyal and resolute. - It has turned t,hc tide
of immigration from our shores—transferred the overflowings of British capital into other
ch'muels—lmpaned public credit—depreciated the value of every description of property—
and in a word, has been the prohﬁc source of almost all our public calamities.

- Recent events, however, have clcally demonstrated, that the fidelity of the mass of the
people of this Province is not to be shaken by the severest trials. Experience has also proved,
that under all circumstances you may confidently rely on the fostering care of the British
Empire; and I have been directed by Her Majesty to convey to you the most posmve
assurances of Her continued protectlon and support.

At the same time, 1 do not wish to msplre you with a belief, which I am very far from

cnteltammg, that the dangers with which we have been threatened areatanend. The hopes
of our enemices have cer L’uuly ‘been greatly humbled, and their schemes disconcerted, by the

My ardent desire is, that keeping in view as closely as you
can, the true spirit of the object for which these lands were originally set apart, this embar-
rassing question may be settled on equitable principles, in a manner satisfactory to the com-
munity at large, and conducive to the diffusion of religion and true piety throughout the

Province.

Sccond only in importance to the subject of the Clergy Reserves, is that of General
Education. A system of sound and religious instruction for the rising generation, ought to be
cstablished under every Government, and is most particularly requisite in a young Country
in the situation of this Province. I therefore strongly recommend to you a careful revision
~of the cnactments relating to the Common Schools; and the carly adoption of some plan
calculated to sceure the assistance of properly qualified teachers.

I am commanded by Her Majesty’s Government, again to bring under your consideration
the surrender, to your disposal, of the Casual and Territorial Revenues of the Crown; and 1
