There has been no suggestion 
that any American law has been vio­
lated. While neithe. Secretary Lan­
sing nor Dr. Dumba would discuss 
their interview, it was understood the 
ambassador contended that his letter 
contemplated no violation of Ameri­
can laws nor offense against Ameri­
can institutions. No steps, it was 
said, had been taken to execute the 
Austrian plans, but Dr Dumba had 
received returns make known 
a new decree of the dual empire de­
claring its nationals ameninable to 
martial law for helping in the manu­
facture of munitions for an enemy.

It was understood Dr Dumba con­
tended that co-operation in executing 
the law’s purposes merely fulfilled the 
duty of an ambassador responsible 
for protecting his nationals. There 
was no denial, however, that Austria- 
Hungary’s representatives would not 
hesitate to handicap their enemies’ 
efforts to get munitions, although 
they had no desire to injure Ameri­
can interests.

The ambassador is expected to con­
fer shortly with Secretary of Labor 
Wilson. He is working on plans for 
an employment bureau to care for 
men who leave munitions factories, 
and wants the co-operation of the de­
partment of labor.

HAD SIX-INCH GUN 
Washington, Sept. 7.—Several de­

spatches bearing on the Hesperian 
were received at the State Depart­
ment to-day. One of these contained 
a joint affidavit by Captain Main and 
two other officers of the Hesperian, 
in which they asesrted their belief 
that certain fragments of steel which 
were found on the deck proved to 
them “indubitably” that the Hesper­
ian was torpedoed. They declare the 
torpedo struck the ship about eight 
feet below the water line and that the 
explosion was followed by a strong 
odor of high explosive. They also as­
sert that there was a six-inch gun on 
board, which had been painted a ser­
vice gray and would not have been 
conspicuous even at short range, and

The text of the communication fol- A FINE STORY — A despatch from Amsterdam Sept­
ember 3 said it was reported in Ber­
lin that Admiral Von Tripitz would 
resign and be succeeded by Admiral 
Von Pohl, now chief of the admiralty 
staff and commander of the Baltic y 
fleet.

It has been persistently asserted 
that Von Tirpitz had come into ser­
ious conflict with Chancellor Von 
Bethmann-Hollweg over the submar­
ine campaign, which the admiral in­
stituted in retaliation for the British 
blockade . Their differences of opin­
ion came to a climax with the sinking 
of the Steamer Arabic with its result­
ing menace to the friendly relations 
between Germany and the United 
States.

The chancellor and the minister of 
marine visited Emperor William at 
the front and the monarch was said 
to have sustained Dr. Von Bethmann 
Hollweg in his demands that the sub­
marine policy be modified for poli­
tical reasons. It was after this con­
ference that it became known that 
Von Tirpitz proposed taking a vaca­
tion and the inference was drawn by 
the foreign press that this was a sub­
terfuge adopted either to cover his 
retirement by order of the Emperor or 
to hide his own chagrin at being over­
ruled in a policy which was popular 
with the German people.

PART OF MOVEMENT.
The attack upon the German posi­

tions along the coast is regarded as 
closely connected with the great 
tillery activity that has been ,n evi­
dence for more than two weeks 
along the western front. Yesterday the 
artillery fighting was particularly pro­
nounced in the sectors north and 
south of Arras to do serious damage 
to the German works.

North and south of Ypres there was 
also violent cannonading, the British 
batteries contributing their share to 
the great bombardment that is in 
progress along the whole line.

nnilK sole head of a family, or any male 

over 18 years old, may homestead a 
quarter-section of available Dominion land 
in M uiitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap- 
pli'-nnt must appear in person at the Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for 
the J district. Entry by proxy may be made 
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but not 
Sub Agency), on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months' residence upon and 
' ultivation of the land in each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of 
at least" SO acres, on certain conditions. A 
habitable house is required except where 
residence is performed in the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader in 
good staruling may pre-empt a quarter- 
section alongside his homestead. Price 
$3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six mouths’ residence in each of 
three years' after earning homestead pat­
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. Pre­
emption patent may be obtained as soon 
as homestead patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who li is exhausted his home­
stead right, may take a purchased home­
stead in certain districts. Price $3.00 per 
•awe. Duties- Must reside six months in 
•each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and 
'erect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation is subject to re­
duction in case of rough, scrubby or stony 
land. Live stock may be substituted lor 
cultivation under certain conditions.

From Reporter to Briga­
dier-General.

Announcement comes from the 
front that Colonel E. W. B. Morrison, 
D.S.O., of Ottawa, at present com­
mander of the First Artillery Brigade, 
will be promoted to Brigadier-Gen­
eral and succeed General Brustall in 
the command of artillery for the First 
Canadian Division.

It is a long call from reporter to j 
Brigadier-General, yet Morrison has 
made the grade, and entirely upon his 
own merits, into the bargain.

In early life he was on the repor- 
torial staff of the Hamilton Spectator, 
and in that capacity was here upon 
the occasion of the unveiling of the 
Brant Memorial in Victoria Park. 
That was in 1886—twenty-nine years 
ago—when C. B. Heyd was mayor, 
and the directors were I. Cockshutt, 
A. Cleghorn, R. Henry, Alex. Rob­
ertson, Lieut.-Col. Gilkison, W. Pat­
erson, M.P., H. McK. Wilson, W. 
Buck, Dr. Digby, A. J. Wilkes, W. 
Watt, J. H. Stratford, Dr. Henwood— 
G. H. Muirhead, Secretary. All have 
passed away with the exception of 
Mr. Henry, now a resident of Wind­
sor, Mr. Muirhead, now of Toronto, 
and Messrs. Heyd and Wilkes, still 
residing here. Percy Wood, the 
sculptor, also long since passed to 
the Great Beyond.

At the period named Morrison was 
a bright young member of the fourth 
estate, and his progress in the jour­
nalistic field was deservedly rapid, fin­
ally becoming editor of the Ottawa 
Citizen. He always had a liking for 
military matters in the artillery 
branch, and went to South Africa and 
got the D. S. O. for a notable defence 
of his guns there. He also incidental­
ly wrote the best series of letters re­
garding that struggle, afterwards pub­
lished in book form. He was director 
of artillery in the branch of the mas­
ter-general of the ordnance at Ottawa 
up to the outbreak of war. He was 
made a lieutenant of the C.F.A. in 
1897| a captain in 1904, major in 1905, 
a lieutenat-colonel and appointed to 
the militia staff in 1913. He com­
manded the composite team of the 
Canadian Field Artillery competing 
with the British artillery team at Pet- 
awawa in 1907. He is president of the 
Ottawa South African Veterans’ As­
sociation, and an organizer of the Boy 
Scout movement. Recently Colonel 
Morrison was admitted to the hospital 
at Le Fougnet, suffering from injuries 
sustained when his horse fell on him.

The sanitary conditions under which the food is cooked are here visualized as they can never be in the most 
highly-colored folder, aud on the opening day the attendants had a busy time explaining to the lady visitors how this great railway had made it 
possible to cook two eggs where only one had been cooked before. The skill of the chefs is illustrated also by a display of pastry and confectionery,

Washington, Sept. 8—A grave is­

sue has arisen between the United 
States and Austria-Hungary as 
suit of a statement made yesterday to 
Secretary Lansing by Dr. Dumba, the 
Austrian Ambassador at this capital. 
At a conference between the Ambas­
sador and the Secretary of State, Dr. 
Dumba is said to have informed Mr. 
Lansing that in writing the letter to 
Foreign Minister Burian suggesting 
measures whereby the Bethlehem 
Steel and other munitions plants 
might be embarassed by the with­
drawal of Austro-Hungarian work­
men he was acting in accordance 
with instructions issued by his gov­
ernment. The letter was found on the 
person of J. F. J. Archibold by Brit­
ish authorities in London last week. 
It now develops that the document 
in question was not a suggestion or­
iginating with Ambassador Dumba, 
but a report submitted on orders 
from Vienna.

In the opinion of officials, the Dum­
ba letter, in the light of the state­
ment made yesterday by the Ambas­
sador, becomes a question for discus­
sion between the two governments.

“This trade union congress, whilst 
expressing opposition to all systems 
of militarism as a danger to human 
progress, considers the present action 
of Great Britain and lier allies as, 
completely justified, and expresses 
its horror at the atrocities, which 
have been committed by the German 
and Austrian- military authorities, and 
the callous, brutal and unnecessary 
sacrifice of lives of non-combatants, 
including women and children, and 
hereby pledges itself to assist tne 
government as far as possible in the 
prosecution of the war.”

The reso’ütion, which was entitled 
“Great Britain’s action ... justified,” 
was adopted by a vote of 6oo to 7.

Paris, Sept. Slicing Alfonso of 

Spain has had to abandon plans tor 
a visit to America because of the war, 
he told Senor Cevillier, an Argentine 
journalist, during an audience at 
which the conflict now raging was 
freely discussed.

“It is quite impossible to prophesy 
when the war will end,” the monarch 
is quoted as saying in a review of the 
conversation printed by the Espana 
review. “It was my pet dream to visit 
America, but I shall not be able to 
go for years. When the war is over 
the work here will be enormous. To 
hasten reforms we shall have to ab­
andon all outworn forms and if I do 
not deceive myself, the role Spain will | 
have to play will be such that her 
progress, which hitherto has been at 
snail’s pace, will be increased to z 
tremendous speed.”

The same prcfgrcfss may be expected 
for all humanity if the war results in 
general disarmament,” observed Sen­
or Cevillier.

“Ah, no,” returned King Alfonso, 
"After the war nations will arm more 
than ever. When one sees a country 
like Beligum neutralized by agree­
ments of all nations, eventually find­
ing no other defence than her own 
armed force, it is easy to understand 
that other countries, big and little, 
realizing that to exist it is indispen- 
sible to work in times of peace and 
surround tbemselve- with the most 
positive guarantees.”

“Does not your majesty think the 
lower social orders will exercise pres­
sure on the governments to prevent 
them from increasing the burden ol 
armed peace?” asked the interviewer , 

“I think, and you may repeat this,” 
replied the Spanish ruler, “that Social­
ism will become daily more govern­
mental and the Socialists will obtain 
satisfaction for their more just aspir­
ations by legal methods, without hav­
ing to use violence, but I think also 
that as they evolve they will find out 
they have been deceived by certain 
politicians who have made of inter­
national pacificism, a banner on which 
they haVe lived. j

“Even the pacificists will recognize 
after this war that while the instincts 
of human- nature remain unmodified 
there are1 no better safe-guards tor 
right in international question^ than 
foresight and strength. Besides af­
ter the war. there will be tip unem­
ployment. G>n the contraÿÿ'thcre will 
ue work for all and if*will be neces­
sary to work. T-hÿ ,W@rId will con­
tinue to be what It. island in ten or

Sept. 6th, 1815.
To the Editor of the Courier:
Dear Sir,—

Kindly allow me a few remarks on 
the above question,

A few years ago a condemned 
school was rented by the School 
Trustees and without any organized 
system children were picked from' the 
Hill and sent there to the detriment 
of their health. We were told then 
that the congestion made it necessary 
but that a school was to be built on 
the hill and arrangemens were to be 
made by the city for the children to 
be sent there.

Now Sept. 2nd brings the report of 
the Educational Board, distinctly stat 
ing that the condition of the Central 
School may be injurious to the health 
of the children. In the face of such 
a report they are trying to enforce an­
other Change, and if so. is it not up to 
the Board to find safe conduct for the 
children ' as the people of the Hill 
firmly objeevto the level crossing for 
the scapegoats to take the place of 
the favourites who arc to be sent to 
the sanitary schools.

The popplaion of the Hill is nearing 
the 3,000 mark; (arid if the city does 
not think they are^up to the task of 
giving fairv play, let the educational 
tax go 19'the county and I think they 
would be able to look after it, and 

: keçp up the disorganization of 
h school and scholars. Surely we 

do not" want a scrap of paper to that 
effect?
