Alguire farm aboat two niiles east of
this village, until 1886 when owing to
his sons failing health they removed
to Wellington street, Athens where he
resided until the day of his death.
Several years ago a cancer com-
menced eating away the end of his
nose, but by surgical skill this was
kept from advancing very rapidly.
Within the past few months another
and more rapidly growing cancer
became troublesome on the side of one
of his eyes. This however wag not
the causc of bis death, as that was
caused by genoral debility.  Mr.
Carss’ family consisted of six sons and
one daughter, of whom John the eld-
ost resides in Athens, Henry, a com-
mercial traveller and Ogle who lolds
the honorable position of Mayor of tho
town of Smith's Falls.
