New York, April 12—"I positively
and o phatiezlly deny the assertions
that any conf ssion has been made
by me except one, and which.is the
only one that will be made. The or-
iginal confession 1is the one given to
The New York Journal. It alone is
genuine. All the others are untrue,.’
g0 writes H. H. Holmes, the self-con
fessed murderer, under date of yes-
terday to The New York Journal,
which to-day prints the ‘‘confession’
in full

D tective Geyer writes a foot note
as follows: 1 have read the confession
and find that it is fully corroborated
by the evidence obtained by in
the investigation conducted by me
through which Holmes was detected
and convicted.”

Holmes' story is lengthy, occupying
more than three pages of The Journal.

In the intréductory Holmes writes:
“During the past few months the de-
sirc has been repeatedly expressed that
I make a detailed con on of all
the graver crimes that have with such
marvelous skill traced out and
brought home to me. 1 have been triéd
for murder, convicted, sentenced, and
the step to my execution upon the 7th
of May, namely, the reading of my
death warrant, has been carried out,
it now seems a fitting time, if
ever, to make known the detalls of the
twenty=seven murders  of  which It
would b useless to longer say I am
not guilty. In the face of the over®
whelming amount of proof that has
been brought together, not only in
one, but in each and every case, and
because in this confession I speak only
ol cases that have been thus investi-
gated, and of no other, I trust it
will ngt give rise to a supposition that
I am’still guilty of other murders
which I am withholding.

“A word as to the motives or causes
that have led to the commission of
these many crimes, and I will proceed
to the most difficult and distast ful
task of my life, the setting forth in
all its horrid nakedness the recital of
the premeditated killing' of many be=
Y and the uasuccessful attempt
take the lives of others, thus brand~
ing myself as the mos table
criminal of modern times, ask so
hard and distasteful that beside it the
certainty that in a few days 1 am to
be hanged by the neck until I am dead
scems but a pastime.

“No cause save the occasional op-
portunity for pecunlary gain occas-
siored my crimes, and In advancing it
at this time 1 do not do so with the
expectation of a mitigation of public
condemnation, or that it will in any
way read in my favor. Had this been
my intention, I should have constdered
it at the time of my trial and had it
used as my defence.

“All criminalogists who have exam=
incd me here seem to be unanimous
in the opinion they have formed that
while committing the crime these ab-
normal symptoms W¢ not present,
but commenced to develop aft.r my
arrest. Two y<ars ago I was thoroughs
ly examined by four men of marked
ability, and by them pronou ed as
being both mentally and phy cally a
ncrmal and healthy man. To-day 1
have every attribute of a degenerate;
a moral idiot. Is it possible that the
crimes, instead of being the result of
these  abnormal conditions, are in
themselves the occasion of the degen-
eracy?
“The first taking of himan life was
a torturing thought This, it will be
understood, was before my constant
wrongdoing. I had become wholly deaf
to the prompting of conscience; for
prior to this, 1 beg to be be lleved in
stating that I had never slnned 8o
heavily either by thought or deed.
Later, like the man-eating tger of the
tropical jungles, whose appetite for
blood has once been aroused, 1 roamed
about the world seeking whom I could
destroy.

“Phink of the list that follows—men
and women, young girls and innocent
children, blotted out one monster's
hand, and you, my reader, of a tender
and delicate nature, will do well to
read no further, for 1 shall contiggic Lo
the end, if he be charitable, will say
in the words of the district attorney
who when the evidence of all these
many crimes has been collec ed and
placed before him by his trusty assist-
ants, exclaimed : *God help such a
man.l’

“If uncharitable or only Just, will he
not rather say : ‘May he bve utteily
damned, and that it is almost =ufficient
to cause one to doubt the wisdom of
Providence that such a man shoul
have so long been allowed to live 7'
If 8o, 1 earnestly pray that this con-
demnation and censure may not ex-
tend to those whose only crime has
been that they knew and trusted ; aye,
n some Instances loved me, and who
to-day are more deserving  ( the
world’'s compassion than censur

Holmes uses a to cover the
individuality of those who were his
associates in crime.

After telling with grusome detail of
twenty-five persons he had murdered
by burning them alive, suffocating
them with gas, poisoning them, and by
milder but sure methods, the fiend pro=
ceeds |

“I now, with much reluctance, come
to the discussion of the murders of
Alice and Nellie Pitezel, whose deaths
will secm to many to be the saddest

both on account of the-terribly

ss manner in which they were
accomplished and because in one m-
stance, that of Alice, the oldest of
these Children, her death was the last
of the wrongs suffered at my hands.
Here, again, 1 am tempted to éither
pass the matter by without speaking
of it, or to altogether deny it, but to
what purpose ? .

“These children, after boarding m
Detroit for about one week, reachead
Toronto, and were taken to th Albion
Hotel, where they boardeé until they
we killed. Upon Oct. 20, 1 hired tne
8t, Vincent-street house, havipg the
leage made in the name of H. M. How-
ard, In ‘order to avert suspicion as
much as possible in case an investt-
gation followed, Between 5 and 6 p.m.

“1 immediately took them to
the St. Vincent-street * house, and
compelled them both to get within the
large trunk, through the cover of
which I made an opening. Here I left
them until 1 should return and at my
leisure. kill them. At 5 p.m. 1 borrow=
ed a spade of a neighbor, at the’same
tim: called on Mrs. Pitezel at her
hotel. I then returned to my hotel and
ate my dinner, and at 7 p.m. went
again to Mrs. Pitezel’s hotel, and aided
her in leaving .Toronto for Ogdens=
burg, N.Y. Later:than 8 p.m. I again
returned to the house where the child~
ren were imprisoned, and ended their
lives by connecting the gas to the
trunk.

“Then came the opening of the trunk
and the viewing of their little black-
ened and distorted faces.Then the dig-
ging of the two shallow graves in the
basement of the house, the ruthkss
stripping off. of their clothing, and
their burial without a particle
of covering but the cold earth which
1 heaped upon them.

“Consider what an awful act this
was; these little innoo:nt, helpless
children, the oldest being only 16 years
of age, a puny and sickly child, who to
lcok at one would believe much young-
er; consider that for eight years before
their death I had been almost as much
a father to them as though they had
been my own children, thus giving
them a right to look to me for care
and protcction, and in your righteous
judgment let your bitterest curses fall
on me, but again, 1 pray, on me alone.
There is little more to tell. The next
was passed in burning the children’s
clothing, and in resting from my ter-
rible night's work, and upon the 27th
1 called an expressman and had the
trunk” removed from the house, and
after giving the keys to a neighbor
went away never to return.

“From Toronto I went to Ogdens-
burg, and form there to Burlington, Vt,,
where I hired a furnished room for Mrs.
Pitezel's use, and a few days prior to
my arrest in Boston wrote her a 1
ter, in which 1 directed her to car
a bottl: of dynamite that I had pr
viously left in the basement, so ar=
ranged that in taking it-to the third
story of the house it would fall from
her hands and not only destroy her
life, but that of her two remaining
children, who 1 knew would be with
her at the time. This was my last act,
and happily did not have a fatal ter-
mination. - The eighteen intervening
months I have passed in solitary con=
finement, and in a few days am to be
led forth to my death.

“It would now se¢m a very fitting
time for me to express regret or re=
morse in this which I intend to be my
last public utterance for my firre-
parable shortcomings. I do so without
the expectation that <¢ven one person
sho has read this confession to the
end will believe that in my depraved
nature there is room for such feelings.
I fear to expect this would be to ex-
peet more than would be granted, and
1 can and do refrain from calling forth
guch a criticism by openly inviting it.

At the inquest to=
day, at which a verdict of suicide was
found, a boy testified that @uring the
night he was awakened by a sharp
noise, but concluding that a window
had fallen went to sleep again. No~
body else in the hot¢l heard the pistol
gshot.

Straight, fair hair, acoording to the
type of the head it is found upon, H
accepted, iIf uwpon an intellectual head,
as indicationg a gentle, amiable and
refined disposition. The same hair upon
an ill-formed, stupid head indicates a
dull, phlegmatic temperament. Take,
for examples, the high-bred, fair-halr-
ed Englishwoman and the flaxen-
haired, stupid German or Swedish
peasant.

A marked difference in* color be-
tween the hair and eyebrows denotes
untrustworthiness.

Red hair of the real brick red is
held to mean cruelty and perfidy; on
the other hand, the brownish red hair,
particularly if curly, accompanies a
gentle, loving and very trusting dls-
position.

That the condition of the halr Is
affected by the emotions has long been
conceded. Insane people give evidence
of acute mania by the rough and
bristling condition of the hair.

1s sald he rarely recovers; on the other
hand, when the halr of a patient
grows soft and smooth, it is regarded
as a sure Indication of mental improve-
ment.

An abundance of strong, crisp, black
or brown hair i{s accepted as denoting
strong vitality and passion. If light,
fine and abundant, self-control.

That the character of the face may
be changed by wigs of various styles
is understood by professionals. Re-
finement will always call for silky,
fine hair; beauty and loveliness for
waviness or curls; stupidity for a
shock of coarse, rough brown or black,
and savage ferocity for straight, wiry,
black head covering. Hence the clas-
sification of stage wigs as legal, virtu-
ous, peasant, lover, villain, doctor,
ete.—Chicago Chronicle.

ATOMS OF ELECTRICITY.

Calculation That Seems Incomprehensible
to Average Intelligence.

Have you any idea what an
of electricity” would look, feel,
or smell like ? In short, have
mind that is capable of imagining
what such an infinitestmal division of
the incomprehensible “fluid” would be?
We think not. The writer has spent
his life ""delving in the realms of the
wonderful.” Yet he is free to confess
that he has no more of an idea what
an atom of electricity would be than
he has of what is to be understood by
the words “soul” and '“eternity.” But
there are those who have been spend-
ing hours, days and weeks exploring
and Investigating in the bottomless
ocean of electrical mysteries, and who
have arrived at some startling com-
clusions. That such a thing as “‘an
atom of electricity” exists has heen
believed in by a number of eminent
electrictans and philosophers, among
them the honored Heimholtz and our
own Thomas A. Idison. Working on
the theories advanced by the former,
Prof. Richarz, a well-known European
investigator, has made some experi-
ments In that line that have startled
even the electricians—men who come
in daily contact with things of the
most wonderful nature. According to
a recent determination of Prof. Rich-
harz, the smallest possibly quantity of
electricity—that which may properly
be termed ‘“‘an atom'— js such that
430 multiplied by 1,000,000 three times,
that is to say, by the cubic of a mil-
fion, will give the number of atoms in
a cowomb of electricity,—St. Louls
Republic.

-High-The Daring Atuictic Feats

Other Royal Women—An Em-
press’s Curious Feats. 2

You may not have heard, but it is
true, that Empresses and Queens have
often achieved distinction by equew-
trian feats that one does not expect
b to witness except in a circus, A cer-
tain royal lady won renown as one
of the foremost conjurers of Europe.

It is a remarkable fact that a cer-
tain type of nose is characteristic of a
certain race of peoyle. Snub-nose
races have equally undeveloped intel-
lects; while the long, well outlined
nose belongs to the nations of advanc-
ed civiliaztion.

It, of course, goes without saying
that there are, so to speak, misplaced

Sub-rection 5 of section of the
Ontario Game Protection Act, 1893, is
hereby repealed and the following sub
stituted therefor.

No common carrier or other person
shall transport or have in possession for
that purpose in this province after the
same has been killed any wild deer, or
raw skin thereof or any venison, safe
only from the Grst. day of November
to the twenty second day of November
in cach year, unless accompanied by an
atlidavit that the same was hunted and
taken during the open season, and
unless there be attached thereto oue of
the shipping coupons  belonging to the
license authorizing the shipper to hunt
or kill decr as provided by this Act.

The 3aid license to hunt deer and the
shipping coupons thereto attached may
be in the form set in the schedule to
this Act, and shall be printed on strong
manil'a paper, and shall be issued by
the Chief Game Warden und the
Wardens upon application therefor.

Every person engaged in the hunting
or killing of deer shall on _request by
any person whomsoever, at ull reason-
able times, and ‘a8 often as reasonably
requested produce and show license to
the person making the request ; and if
he shall fail to refuse to do so he shall
forfeit any such license he may possess,
and shall if found hunting, taking, pur-
suing killing, wounding or destroying
any deer animal, and on proof of such
request and failure or refusal, be deem-
ed to have violated the provisions of
this section.

Auy person offending against any of
the provisions of this Act shall be
labie for each offence to a fine not ex-
ceeding %50 wnd not le s than 20,
tocether with the costs of l!l'nﬁt‘t‘lllil)n,
and in default of immediate payment
of such fine and costs shall be impris-

column were two wire nails 5-32 inch
in dlameter. The electric fluid melted
the two nalls instantly. To melt lron
in this short time would be impossible
in the largest furnace now In exlst
ence, and It could only be accomplish-
ed with the aid of electricity, but a
current 200 amperes- and-a potential
of 20,000 volts would be necessary.
This electric force for one second re-
presents 5000 horse power, but as the
Mghtning accomplished the melting In
considerable less timé, say 1-10 of a
second, it follows that the bolt was
50,000 horse power.—Dr. Grottewitz, in

MBASUREMERTS OF FITZSIMMONS'S BABY.

Dr. J. F. Whitmyer, of New York,
made an expert examination of Robert
Fitzsimmons, jr. The little fellow s
only three months old, but to the un-
tralned eye he looks a child of six
months or more.

He is unusually bright and intelMd-
gent for one so young. An ordinary
baby wonrld have resented as entirely
unwarranted the physical examination
and handling neécessary to obtain ao-
curate measurements, to which he was
subjected a few days ago. When
roused from an afternoon nap he smil-
ed and was In the best possible humor,
a condition seldom met with when &
baby's sleep has been Interrupted.

According to present indications this
lttle fellow 1s destined to become a
good specimen of the physically per-
fect man.

He welghs fourteen pounds, which
is just three pounds more than the
average child of his age. His head Is
round and well shaped—not irregular,
as Is usual in a young child. It mea-
sures sixteen tnches. The eircumfer-
ence of an ordinary head ts fifteen and
one-fourth inches.

His height, or perhaps I should sayp
his length —for he was measured while
lying on his back—Is twenty-six
inches, actual measurement. The term
“actual measurement’” ls used because
the child was really measured. Moth-
ers, as a rule, are superstitious, and
will alow a baby’s measuremént to
be taken in only one way. That is
to place the baby on its baock upon a
table, on the surface of which two
marks are made, indicating the length
of the little one. The distance between
the marks 18 then measured. The
hetght of an average boy baby of
three wonths 18 about twenty-two
incdhes, so that young ‘“Bob” s about
four inches taller than the usual run
of bables.

Hypnotism.

Upon the-etening of the 14th in:t.,
the Rev. Mr. Stillwell, of Frankville,
delivered an interesting lcctire npon
Hypuotism to the Lpworth L azue of
the Methodist Church. Mr. Stillweli
conclusively demonstrated that he was
qualified to deal with hypnotism in its
relation to history and science.

In his introduction, the lecturer
stated that hypnotism was under-
stood and practiced as an art long
before the Christian ern; that loug
before the advent of Christ, men clauim
cd possessien of a divine power through
which they were able to *influcnee
other minds and produce striking
vesults ;" that after the advent of Christ
hypnotism came to be regar led as not
of divine origin, but rather a form of
witcheraft proceeding from the Kvil
One.

After fully explaining the art of
necromancy, in  which was clearly
shown the untrustworthiness of hypnot-
i-n as an agent of sorcery, the lectuver
proceeded to a consideration of the
latest scientific additions that have been
made to the subject. Due credit was
given to Mesmer of France for having
introduced a more elaborate method
of hypnotising than that exerci~ed be-
fore his time ; to. Brown of England
for truly explaining the prindiples and
simplifyipg the technic of hypnotism ;
and to Liebault of France, who, in
1866, expanded upon the obscrvations
of Braide.

It was Mesmer that formulatid the
dotrine of the * Magnetic Fluid,”
which, proceeding from the magnitiser,
and spreading itself in space, could
veceive all impnlses of motion, and im-
part them, Mesmerism was the pro-
duct of a charletan, whose belief in its
powers was_founded. upon the most
arrogant principles ; but mesmerism has
done good, and a_ better study of the
principles really involved in it has
vesulted in our comprehension of
' hypnotic suggestion.

; Braide demsontrated that a magnetic
| fluid dors not exist, and that hypno-
tism and the phenomena attached to it
are purely subjective in nature ; that
is to say,they are attributable to extern-
al influences upon the nervous system.
| By these two men were evolved Mes-

merism and Braidism—the former
fslse, the latter true,

L}I»mu!t published a work in 1866,
in wWhich he enlarged upon the. ob-
| servations of Braid. He was the first
| to show that optical, auditory, or
tactile stimuli were unnecessary to
| bring about hypnosis, “but tbat. im-
| pressions from outside, the suggestions
‘Um( sleep myst and will occur, are
| perfectly gufficient.” Bernheim, of
| Nancy, brought the work of Liebault
to light, and added® much to the lat-
| tor's discoveries.
| An important point made by Mr.
| Stillwell,—a point that is obvious to
]l medical workers,—is that hypnotism
| becomes a -factor of utility mainly on
| account of the fact that post-hypnotic
| influences aye demaunstrable, and it is
upon this line of suggestion that
LGlmrcot and Forel, in the Saltpetriere
(Charity Hospital) of Paris, have done
so much valuable work in the depart-
ment of functional nervous diseases,
