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PUREST Cin WATER 
FROM SOUTH BASIN

And This is Where the Sandsucker Has Been 

Working For a Month.

No Cause for Alarm, and No Need to Boil Water 

For Domestic Uses.

The report of Professor Amyot, the 
Government analyst, of Toronto, on sarii- 
ples of water taken from the lake and 
filtering basins, was received by Dr. 
Roberts, Medical Health Officer, this 
morning. Colon bacilli, streptococci and 
staphylococci are entnrely absent from 
all the samples. The south basin, which 
the famous sand sucker has been clear­
ing out, is the only one entirely free 
from all bacilli. In the north basin 
(which has not been touched yet), in the 
samples from two taps near the centre 
of the city, and from the lake, colon ba­
cilli, which are of the typhoid family, 
are found. Professor Amyot adds that 
there seems to lie some seepage in the 
basins, and that five of the specimens 
show infection from bacteria of intes­
tinal origin.

“If the report showed the presence of 
streptococci with the colon bacilli it 
would show the water was badly con­
taminated,’ said the doctor. "There is 
nothing in the report, however, to alarm

The basins cannot.be blamed, the doc­
tor thinks, because the report shows the 
colon bacilli in the lake, which would 
allow it into the basins when either of 
the intakes were opened. The number of 
parts of chlorine in a million is 10 in 
the north basin, 11 in the south basin ; 
10 in the taps and 8 in the lake. The 
fact that the south basin, in which there 
are no colon bacilli, shows the highest in 
this test, is accounted for, the doctor 
thinks, by the stirring up of the weeds.

Asked if, in view of the fact that the 
eoltn bacilli was shown, if he would ad- 
vine. people to boil the water, he said:

‘They may boil it as much as they 
like, but I do not advise it. There is 
nothing in the report to alarm me, and 
the best indication ,of it is the typhoid 
report. Only tw'o cases have been re­
ported this week.”

Dr. Roberts showed .the report to

Mayor Stewart at noon, and told him 
he considered it as good as the one re­
ceived last year. The doctor explains 
that the sample taken from the south 
basin, which showed no bacilli, was not 
taken from the part that had been clean­
ed, but from in front of the sucker, 
where it was stirring the water up. He 
is at a loss to account for the fact that 
this water, which was colored and agi­
tated, showed no bacilli. Last year only 
one sample from the city taps showed 
colon bacilli. The samples this year 
were taken from the Board of Health of­
fice and Dr. Bingham’s office.

WORKMAN WASHED THROUGH 
A NEW YORK CITY SEWER.

Went So Fast He Didn’t Have Time to Look at 
the Scenery—Rescued at the Harlem.

New York, Sept. 26.—John Hoffman, 
55 years old, an employee in the Bureau 
of Sewers, was dropped into a five-foot 
sewer in Third avenue near 128th street 
owing to the breaking of a rope and 
shot through the sewer to its terminus 
at Harlem River and 131st street. That 
he came out alive is considered remark­
able.

With several other employees, Hoff­
man was at work repairing the main 
sewer. They had almost finished their 
labors when a heavy -rainstorm started. 
Hoffman was down in the hole about

four feet above the swiftly flowing 
water. Around his waist was a rope, 
which was held by the men in the street 
above. As the water poured into the 
various sewers, leading into the main 
pipe, the water rose higher, and the 
rope broke and Hoffman fell into the 
water.

His fellow workmen instantly dashed 
up the avenue to 131st-street, where the 
sewer runs into the Harlem River. He 
landed near a boat-house, swam to it 
and held on until a polipeman and work­
men rescued him. After being given dry 
clothes he went home. He told the po­
licemen that he went through the sewer 
so fast he “didn’t have time to look at 
the scenery.’

HUR0NA AND MONGOLIAN 
ARRIVE IN PORT AT QUEBEC.

Mongolian Passengers Safe on Board Hurona— 
Extent of Damage to the Boats.

Quebec, Que., Sept 26.—The steamer 
Huronia, which was in collision with the 

Mongolian, arrived in here about 4 
o’clock this morning. She is anchored in 
the stream. Mr. Reaford, the agent of 
the Thompson Line, will reach here this 
afternoon. The Huronia afterwards will 
proceed to Montreal. She may subse­
quently return to this port. The vessel 
has not a full cargo, ami it consists prin­
cipally of iron, etc. The extent of the 
damage the Huronia received is not 
known yet. The vessel’s stem is some­
what damaged. She had on hoard all 
the passengers of the Mongolian, who 
disembarked at Quebec this morning, all
well. .

The Mongolian arrived in port at 9.30

o’clock this morning. The collision oc­
curred on Sunday night, in the vicinity 
of Point Amour. The Mongolian was 
struck on the port side, forward. She 
is making water in the fore peak only, 
and her pumps are able to keep it under 
control. Her passengers, 38 in number, 
were transferred to the Huronia as a 
precautionary measure. The Mongolian 
received the greater damage of the two 
vessels. As the water is only in the fore­
peak, it is reasonable to suppose that 
her cargo has suffered little, if any. 
damage. The vessel has also on board 
380 head of cattle. If the damage is not 
tooi extensive, and she is not drawing 
too much water .the Mongolian will be 
sent to Montreal, as it would be diffi­
cult to find accommodation here for such 
a large cargo and so many cattle.

FRANK E. WALKER 
CALLED SUDDENLY.

Prominent Business Man Died While On a Visit 
in the Old Country.

He Had Served City in a Number of Important 
Public Positions.

FRANK E. WALKER, * «
Heau of the prosperous housefurnishing firm, the Frank E. Walker Co., who 

died suddenly in London, England, where he recently went for a visit, 
accompanied by his daughter.

Mr. Frank E. W^kef ls dead. The 
information that one of Hamilton’s 
brightest and most progressive business 
men and good citizens had passed away 
was received here this morning by his 
son, and it quickly spread throughout 
commercial circles and caused expres­
sions of profound regret by all who knew 
tho deceased.

Mr. Walker died in London, Eng., dur­
ing the night. So a short cablegram 
from Miss Ethel Walker, who went with 
her father on the continental trip, to 
her brother, Mr. Frank Walker, jun., 
stated. As Miss Walker was alone in 
London, young Mr. Walker immediately 
went to the Bank of Hamilton, and had 
the manager cable the bank s Ivondon 
agent to render her any assistance pos­
sible in her distressing position. Mr. 
Walker asked for further particulars, 
and it is possible he may leave for Eng­
land to-morrow to accompany Miss 
Walker and his father’s remains back 
to Hamilton.

While the announcement came as a 
terrible surprise to the community in 
general, his family and physician knew 
he was in poor health when he left here

so an enthusiastic motorist and has had 
one or more autos since that sport be* 
came popular. Football was a sport that 
found favor with him and he was presv 
dent of the Hamilton Rugby Club for 
one year. He was a good supporter of all 
kinds of sports and was a member of 
most of the athletic clubs. It was largely 
through his liberality that Jack Caffery 
was sent to Boston to run in the Mar­
athon race on the first two occasion* 
that the crack runner brought glory to 
this city.

Mr. Walker always took an active part 
in political and municipal affairs and 
was always at work in a way that he 
thought would benefit the city. He 
was elected to the Council Board in 1900 
by a large majority, representing Ward 
6. He represented the same ward in 1901 
and was the Conservative party’s candi­
date for Mayor in 1902, but he retired in 
favor of Col. Hendric, who had aspira­
tions for public office. Mr. Walker was 
then appointed to the Parks Board, where 
he found the duties more to his liking 
than those of a city father. He has done 
good work on that Board and it was 
largely through him that the Mountain 
drive took def inite shape.

| ter, brother, or sister of an Intending home-

| An application for entij or inspection made 
| personally at any Sub-agent's office may be 
j wired to the local Agent by the Sub-agent, 
at the expense of the applicant, and if the 

| land applied for is vacant on receipt ot the 
I telegram auoh application is to have priority 
| and the land will be held until the neces- 
' #ary papers to complete the transaction are 

received by mall.
In case of ••personation" the entry will be 

summarily cancelled and the applicant will 
forfeit all priority of claim.

An application tor Inspection must be 
made in person. The applicant must be eli­
gible for homestead entry, ana paly one ap­
plication for inspection will be received from 
an Individual until that application hes been 
disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry Is In good 
standing and not liable to concellation, may. 
subject to approval ot Department, reTTp- 
aulflh it In favor of father, mother ►on. 
daughter, brother or slater, if eligible, but 
to no one else, on filling declaration of ab.ui- donment.

_ Where an entry Is summarily cancelled, 
or voluntarily abandoned, eubsequent to u>

| stitutlon of cancellation proceedings, the ap­
plicant for Inspection will be entitled to prior 
right ot entry.

Apollcant* for inspection must state !n what 
particulars the homesteader is In" default, 
and If subsequently the statement, Is found 
to be incorrect In material particulars, the 
applicant will lose any prior right of re­
entry, ehould the land become vacant, or if 
entry has been granted it may be summarily 
cancelled.

DUTIES—A eettler Is required to perform 
/he conditions under one of the following

(1) At least six months' residence upon 
snd cultivation of the land In oac.i year dur- 
tae the term of three years.

(2) If the father (or mother, If tho father 
Is deceased), of a homesteader resldc-F upon 
a farm In the vicinity of the land entered 
for by such homesteader the requirement na 
to residence may be satisfied by such person

(3) If the eettler has his permanent r^l- 
dence upon farming land owned by him In 
the vicinity of his homestead, the require­
ment may be satisfied by residence upon such

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST 

LINING REGULATIONS.
-COAL—Coal -mining rights may be leased 

for a period of twenty-one years at an an­
nual rental of $1 per acre. Not more than 
2.660 acre.s shall be leased to one Individual 
or company. A royalty at the rate of five 
cents per ton shall be collected on the mer­
chantable coal mined.

QUARTZ.—A person eighteen years of age, 
or over, having discovered mineral in place, 
may locate a claim 1,600 x 1,690 feet.

The fee for recording a claim Is $5.
At least $100 must be expended on the claim 

esch year or paid to tbs mining recorder in 
lieu thereof. When $600 has been expended 
or paid, the locator may, upon having a 
survey made, and upon complying with other 
requirements, purchase the land at $1 per

The patent provide» for tho payment of a 
«royalty of 2)4 per cent, on the sales.

Placer mining claims generally are 100 feet 
square; entry fee $6, renewable yearly.

An applicant may obtain two leases to 
dredge for gold of five miles eich for n term 
of twenty years, renewable at the discretion 
of the Minister of the Interior.

Th'e lessee shall have a dredge in opera­
tion within one season from the date of the 
lease for each five miles. Rental $10 per 
annum for each mile of river leased Roy­
alty at the rate of 2X4 per vent, collected on 
the output after It exceeds $10,000.

Peter Ray Appointed Commi**ionef

This morning found the county coun- 
cillors of XX entworth in their accus­
tomed places at the Court House.

Peter 
Ray, XX'aterdown, was given an oppor­
tunity to re-enter county life, as he 
was appointed commissioner of the town 
line between East and XX'est Flam boro, 
over which there have been many dis­
putes. Councillors Emory and (-age 
were the. ones who put the motion 
through.

,, Mr. Robert Morton And Mr. George 
XX’ebb were present and Spoke for a few 
minutes. They desired that the Coun­
cil should stop the work of quarrying 
in the vicinity of the mountain brow 
drive. The stone is being used by Bar­
ton township, and Mr. XX’ebb was of the 
opinion the work was spoiling, one of 
the prettiest drives in America. No 
action was taken.

The extra appropriation of $680 asked 
for by the road superintendent to com­
plete the work for this year on the 
Green rond caused quite a little discis­
sion, Those who ate fixing up the load 
have ithdertaken to do more work than 
they have money for, and consequently 
the road ns it stands now needs repairs 
badly before the winter sets in. Cvi.n- 
cillors Emory, Cage and Malcolm strong­
ly opposed voting more money after the 
appropriation had been eXpmd ‘d. The 
rest of the councillors decided that the 
work would have to be done, and they 
voted $1,400, of which $600 is to be spent 
on the Stone>r Creek road, $630 on the 
Green road, and the balance to pay the 
overdrafts on the other roads.

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BORDEN DISHONORED.
At Vancouver on Tuesday Mr. R. L. 

Borden delivered an address that must 
forever stamp him as disingenuous and 
insincere ,and deprive him of the evi­
dently unmerited reputation that his 
friends have given him for openness of 
heart and honesty of purpose. In Van- 
coux-er Mr. Borden, who up till last year 
did not cease to join in the chorus of 
Tory censure of the Government for its 
delay in taking advantage of thè British 
treaty with Japan and bringing Canada 
under it, sought to lead his hearers to 
believe that the Government was guilty 
<>f doing a grave wrong to Canada by 
accepting that treaty, andi that it had 
been adopted against his desire. Mr. 
JBorden never hinted that he and his 
party had urged its adoption, and that 
parliament without a single dissenting 
voice had voted for it! Instead of doing 
"that, he charged the Government with 
".creating an unpleasant serisÉMOn herç,” 
and “imposing on the people” this treaty 
*• with ' all knowledge of; the conse­
quences”, didinot-atop^ti^^tai» de­
ceit, but went on to-iturinufiBite-r-according 
to à despatch inToronto# Wdrld— 
that the Japanese immigration into Brit­
ish Columbia was due to Mr. W. T. R. 
Preston being in Japan; although he well 
knew tliat the immigration objected to 
has not been from Japan, but from Ha­
waii!

It is pitiful to think that a political 
leader, whose friends have claimed for 
him the virtues of candor and high-mind­
edness, should be found resorting to 
such contemptible tactics, and seeking by 
false insinuation end suppression of the 
truth to make cheap political capital 
out of a course of which he not only ap­
proved, but censured the Government 
for not earlier taking. It is a depth of 
degradation to which no honorable man 
would care to descend. His insinuation 
ns to Mr. Preston being concerned with 
the Japanese immigration is so manifest­
ly absurd as to lead one to doubt the 
World’s report that he made it.

But Mr. Borden’s attempt to help his 
party in British Columbia by sacrificing 
his reputation for candor and truthful­
ness to the prejudice of the hour in an 
attempt to pose as the would-be guard­
ian of the Province from a flood of Jap­
anese immigration, made easy,, if not en­
couraged, by the other fellows, will fail. 
Exposure cannot long lag behind such a 
fatuous and dishonest effort. Even al­
ready, along with the report of Mr. Bor­
den’s poltroonish effort, comes the fol­
lowing from Vancouver:

The Dominion immigration agent, Dr. 
Monroe, has notified all steamship and 
transportation companies carrying Jap­
anese to this city that no Japanese Will 
-be admitted to Canada unless they car- 
17' passports made out specifically to 
Canada. This stops the dumping of Japs 
in British Columbia from the Hawaiian 
Islands.

If this, regulation proves to be effec­
tive as to Hawaii, there will be a speedy 
end to the inflow of Japanese. There is 
no alarm over emigration from Japan 
to Canada. The Japanese Government 
does not encourage it, but limits it 
strictly under agreement with Canada, 
to a small number each year to whom 
passports are issued. Br. Borden’s op­
portunity to attitudinize in the centre of 
the political stage will be brief; but he 
may live long to regret that for the hope 
of a little dirty party capital and the 
temporary applause of the ignorant lie 
should have bartered a reputation for in­
genuousness and regard for honor.

GREAT BRITAIN AND RUSSIA.
The meeting on Sept. 5 of King Ed­

ward and M. Isvolsky, Russian Minister 
of Foreign Affairs, at Marienbad, seems 
fo have been the last step toward the 
better understanding between Great Bri­
tain and Russia brought about by the 
treaty signed on Aug. 21. The treaty’s 
text has not been given to the public, as 
Official ratifications have not been ex­
changed, but it is generally regarded as 
tiearing away apy fears of difficulty 
oxer spheres of influence in Persia. It 
is thought that northern Persia will be 
left to the commercial exploitation of 
Russia, while the southern portion will 
fall to Great Britain, Thibet and Af­
ghanistan being neutralized. Of the 
agreement thus arrived at the New York 
gun says:

The whole spirit of the treaty indi­
cates that henceforth the signatories will 
treat each other with the confidence and 
friendship xvhieh characterized their 
trlations from 1812 to 1H28, when they 
vo-opcrated first against;the empire of 
Napoleon I. and subsequently against 
Turkey on behalf of the Greek aspirants 
ïor independence. British and Russian 
Warships, it will be recalled, fought side 
bv side in the battle of Navarino, which 
destroyed temporarily the Sultan’s naval 
power. A first rift within the lute came, 
•however, a little later, when the British 
Government expressed disapproxal of the 
capture of Constantinople, which was 
threatened by the successful invasion of 
the Balkan peninsula by a Russian army 
Under Generul Diebitseh. For the next 
half century Britain was the most in­
flexible opponent of Russia’s designs on 
Turkey, to thxvart which the former 
power entered upon the Crimean war, 
and later insisted that the Berlin Con­
gress should minimize the prize of the 
victory gained by Russia in the xvar of 
1877-78.

There has been a great change in Brit­
ish feeling since those days. Jxird Salis­
bury, who accompanied Lord Beaeons- 
field on the mission to Berlin, and re­
turned to tell the British people that 
they had brought back “peace with 
honor,” acknoxvledged that on that occa­
sion, as in the preceding Crimean xvar, 
Britain had “backed the wrong horse.” 
The Turk has cost Great Britain much, 
and has seldom for any lengthened 
period ceased -to trouble Europe. Even 
now he is causing difficulty, and shed­
ding blood. An understanding in which

r

Britain, Russia and Germany share looks 
ominous for him. It may mean that if 
he does not walk very straightly and 
circumspectly, he may be expelled from 
Europe.- And few would pity his fate. 
Too long has he been a blot on the 
civilization of the world, and progress 
xvould gain by his being xviped from the 
map of nations.

FRANK E. WALKER DEAD.
The news of the sudden death of Mr. 

Frank E. Walker, in London, England, 
will be a shock to his many friends in 
Hamilton, xvho so recently saw him 
moving about among them. It had been 
generally known for several years that 
his health xvas not the best, and he had 
not confined himself closely to business, 
but be had done much trax’clling, and 
xvhile in the city he appeared to be tak­
ing a good deal of pleasure out of life. 
Mr. Walker xvas a comparatively young 
man, and had a wide circle of friends, 
among xx'hom he was very popular. He 
had serx'ed the city as alderman, and 
xvas at one time mentioned as a Mayor­
alty candidate, and at the time of his 
death was a Parks Commissioner, in 
which position he was diligent in pro­
moting ithe mountain boulevard scheme. 
He was an getive Conservative politician, 
atid oneof the local /License Commiesion- 
«#**. He leaves a xvidoxv, one son and- one 
daughter, who will have wide sympathy. 
Miss Walker was travelling with her fa­
ther at the time of his death.

Officer, says that while the population 
there has increased, say, 33 per cent, 
during the past six years, the death rate 
from typhoid fever has increased ex­
actly 200 per cent.

It would give them a saultary 
surprise if Canada were to checkmate 
them by preventing them from getting 
a supply save in the form of the finished 
paper. Why should they object to their 
own prescription?

Notice is given of the application to 
Parliament at its next session for the 
amendments necessary to the Radial 
Railway charter to enable it to extend 
to Niagara and Detroit. The measure 
was talked out by Toronto influence last 
session, and it is not improbable that 
anti-Hamilton interests will oppose it 
again. The character of the opposition 
of last session, however, was so plainly 
factious and dishonest that Parliament 
may give less heed to it on another occa­
sion.

SCHOOL CHILDREN’S HEALTH.
We do not know what the School 

Board is going to do about the medical 
examination of the dhildren under its 
charge, or whether It is going to do 
anything. But when we read about the 
good work that is being done by boards 
of health in other places, we cannot but 
wish that some action were taken. In 
Philadelphia, for instance, there is a 
rigid medical examination of all the 
school children, and it is stated that 98 
per cent, of the livea of the scholars 
who becolme critically dll during tip 
school term are saved. Hot only is 
every school house In the city visited 
each school day by- a physician from the 
Bureau of Health, but every child en­
rolled in the schools Is given a thorough 
examination by one of the 60 school 
physicians at least once a year. Diph­
theria, perhaps the disease most feared 
by physicians caring for children, has 
been combatted by the Board of Health 
demanding that every teacher look with 
suspicion on every sore throat among 
children attending school. The free dis- 
tribtuion of anti-toxine has greatly aided 
the bureau. If the child’s parents are 
too poor or too mean to purchase the 
drug, one of the physicians sees that the 
the child is properly cared for. Teachers 
have also been instructed as to the 
symptoms of scarlet ffever, and are urged 
to examine every child who returns to 
school after suffering from the disease.. 
In this xvay many children xvhose par-1 
ent* thought they were well have been 
sent home again until all signs of the 
disease had disappeared, as the period 
of coiwalescence is more dangerous than 
any other time. Dr. Beatty says:

Of the 135,959 children examined last 
year xve found 15,836 who needed glasses. 
\Vv informed the parents, and in almost 
all the cases they provided glasses for 
their children. In rare cases the parents 
refused, and teachers have been known 
to buy glasses for such pupils. Last 
term 35,314 children were found in need 
of some medical attention. The system 
used by the bureau is as simple as it is 
thorough. Each day the medical in­
spector xisits the schools in his district. 
Children xvho complain of not feeling 
well or who, the teacher suspects, are 
ill are examined by the 'physician. If 
ill the child is sent home xvith a note 
stating the nature of the illness, and if 
the trouble be serious he advises the 
parents to at once call in the family 
physician. When the child is suffering 
from a contagious disease the parent is 
informed how long the child must keep 
axx'ay from school. As soon as the child 
returns to school the physician again 
makes an examination. A record of 
every case is kept by the physicians and 
a child receives as much attention as 
an adult could expect from the family 
physician.

Fire drill and annual sports are all 
very xvell in their way. But the health 
of the children should not be. neglected. 
Are the trustees keeping this in mind?

RUSSIA PACIFIED.

Terror and Death Combine to Make It 
Quiet.

Of late it line been proclaimed official­
ly that order reigns in Russia. It is un­
deniable that even threats of industrial 
strikes are heard no longer; that.mut­
inies have ceased in the army and navy; 
that agrarian outrages have become reln- 
tively few, mid that xvhen they occur 
they are punished xvith ruthless severity. 
The alleged massacre of .lews at Kislii- 
neff on Sept. 8 has been denied by the 
Government, and it is possible that the 
original reports xvere exaggerated. That 
the comparative tranquillity, however, is 
due not to acquiescence in the existing 
regime but to terror is evident from the 
statistics published on Sept. 12 in the 
Slovo, a thoroughly trustworthy news­
paper of St. Petersburg.

It appears that during the recent revo­
lutionary agitation no fewer than 19,144 
of the Czars subjects xvere’ killed; sui­
cides and the sufferers from formal sen- 
tehees of death not being counted. To 
the anti-Jewish riots are ascribed 7,962 
deaths ,to the disturbances in Armenia 
4,540, while of mutinies there have been 
2,193 victims. To agrarian disorders are 
attributed 533 deaths. So much for the 
homicidal xvork chargeable to the Gov­
ernment and the reactionists. The revo­
lutionists, on their part, haxre assassinat­

ed eighty-three Generals or Governors, 
sixty-one prefects and 8,079 subordinate 
officials. Distributed geogrnphicaly, the 
dentils have been moat numerous in 
European Russia; next in Poland and 
southwest Poland: then in the Caucasus; 
then in tiie Baltic provinces, and lastly 
in Siberia. Not even Finland, in spite 
of its recox'ei’ed autonomy, has been un­
scathed.

Such has been the cost in human life 
of the nominal suppression of Russia’s 
latest revolutionary movement. The 
published death list is a ghastly record, 
and it will be held to justify awful repri­
sals should the next uprising against
the Czar’s Government prox’e successful. I ... „ , , .

REBUKES JURY.
REMARKABLE ENDING OF MYRTLE 

COLLISION CASE.

Cook Found Not Guilty—Hit Counsel 
pleads That Mistake Was Not Crime 
—The Jury Take That View and 
Refuse- to Convict on the Only 
Charge the Judge Would Permit to 
Go to Them. i

Whitby, Sept. 25.—“I hope, gentlemen 
of the jury, if you should happen to be on 
a train when there is a collision and you 
are injured that perhaps your ideas of 
the duty and care of officials will 
change.”

These were the words with which 
Judge MacMahon greeted the verdict re­
turned by the jury to-night, after nearly 
three hours’ consideration, acquitting 
Conductor Fred P. Cook on the charge of 
manslaughter in connection with the 
Myrtle collision case. The verdict 
came as a complete surprise to everyone 
who had heard the evidence in the case, 
not excepting the prisoner’s counsel, Mr. 
T. C. Robinette, K. C. Judge Mac­
Mahon summed up strongly in favor of 
& conviction, and his remarks to the 
jury show his opinion of the verdict.

Cook was immediately discharged, the 
Judge making no further comment. A 
statement made by the foreman of the 
jury after the adjournment of the 
court would show that the verdiqt was 
returned on purely sentimental grounds. 
When the jury first retired ten were 
in favor of acquittal, their reason being 
that in the event of a verdict of 
being returned the sentence would 
the basis of the charge of manslaughter 
and that Cook would be too heavily pun­
ished for his mistake. It was not until 
the last minute that the last of the 
two jurymen who stuck out for convic­
tion on the grounds that the definite 
rules of the company had been broken 
by Cook was persuaded by the major­
ity to agree to acquittal.

During the afternoon the Grand Jury 
returned a true bill against Despatch- 
er Wilkinson for criminal negligence, but 
it was decided to let that case stand 
over until the next Assizes, Wilkinson 
being released on his own bail of $400.

Cook was indicted on four counts: 
the first of which amounted to a charge 
of manslaughter, while the fourtfl 
charged him with having, through the 
omission to perform an act he had un­
dertaken to do, caused grievous bodily 
injuries to. Charles Jones and Henry 
Howe. Before any plea was entered 
Mr. Robinette took exception to the 
fourth count. The Judge said he did 
not think the prisoner could be indict­
ed on the last count at all, the case 
concerning the deaths of two persons 
and not merely their injuries.

The Judge—He is either guilty of 
manslaughter or he is not guilty of 
anything, for ' death resulted. Before 
charging the jury, I will consider the 
question. He can be tried under the 
common law of England without refer­
ence to the statutes for manslaughter.

Mr. Arnoldi, in his opening address, 
strongly dwelt on the fact that Cook 
and Kyle were fully notified of the num­
ber of the train they were to pass at 
Myrtle. That train was number 1,488. 
Another train altogether, numbered 
1,492, was .passed there, ‘and Cook 
thinking it the train recorded in hie 
orders went on, with disastrous results.

the latter holding that Cook had been 
guilty of no crime. He had made a 
mistake as to the trains he was to meet 
and had admitted it. but it was doubt­
ful if the law ever contemplated prose­
cution in such a case. Let punishment 
begin higher up with the C. P. R. cor­
poration. The operator at Myrtle had 
so many duties that he was away from 
his keys four hours that day.

Mr. Justice MacMahon, in summing up, 
said it was only by strict adherence to 
the rules of the company that the lives 
and property of the public can be pre­
served, and if rules are not honestly 
lived up to a passenger’s life is liable 
to be endangered at any moment. Pro­
ceeding he said: "It is not an error of 
judgment, but a neglect of duty with 
which this man is charged. If it were 
a question as to the adoption of one 
of two methods of doing a thing and an 
accident resulted it would be an error 
of judgment, and a man would be free 
of responsibility. But here is a positive 
order to do a particular thing, and it 
appears to me that it would have been 
the simplest thing imaginable to have 
adverted to the order in his possession 
and to have prevented the dreadful loss 
of life which occurred.” His Lordship 
directed the jury that the only count 
which they were to consider was that in­
volving the charge of manslaughter.

BOLD BID FOR LIBERTY.

Prisoner Caught After Breaking Out at 
Portage la Prairie.

Portage la Prairie, Sept. 25.—Joseph 
VTynn, Dauphin, Man., who is awaiting 
his trial'in the local jail on a charge 
Of having attempted to murder Joseph 
Storey, at Grand View, made a bold 
bid for liberty this afternoon. In the 
absence of tire guard he by main 
strength forced apart two iron bars 
guarding the window.

It was therefore necessary 
that provision should be first made for j 
the meeting of 1,488 with the second 
section of train 50, and for that lie call­
ed up Mnnvers, where the trains were 
to meet, and notified the operator. Then 
he tried to get Myrtle to provide for 
the meeting of 1,488 and the third sec­
tion of train 50. He failed to get Myrtle, 
and went on to send train orders to the 
operator at Locust Hill.

Wm. Henry Ivory, the despatcher who 
succeeded Wilkinson, told a dramatic 
story such as one oftencr hears in melo­
drama than on the stage of action. Wil­
kinson, it will be remembered, said noth­
ing to him of having been unable to tell 
Myrtle that trains 759 and 1.488 must 
cross there, although a book was pro­
vided for the entry of just such matters.

SEWED ON HEAD.
DOCTORS SAVED LIFE OF MAN 

ALMOST DECAPITATED.

Bernard Rush Was Badly Injured in 
Elevator Accident—Largest Muscles 
of Neck Snapped—Over Twenty 
Nerves, Muscles and Blood Vessels 
Had to be Sutured.

New York Sept. 25.—Three sugeons 
at St. George’s Hospital had a hard 
struggle yesterday to save the life of a 
man who was almost beheaded by an 
elevator in a building at No. 213 Front 
street. The patient, Bernard Rush 
while taking a load of fish from the 
first to the second floor, clipped and be­
came wedged between the floor and the 
platform of the elevator. The elevator 
was stopped in time to save his lit ad 
from being torn from the shoulders. At 
the hospital it'was found that in addi­
tion to the large muscles of the neck 
being severed, several small arteries and 
veins were separated, l'he patient was 
conscious throughout the operation, 
which was performed without anaesthe­
tics of any kind. Rush was powerless 
to move his head because the largest 
muscles of the neck - were snapped in

The physicans worked over the pati­
ent for nearly three hours, sewing to­
gether blood vessels and various struc­
tures of the neck. The jugular vein 
and the windpipe were not seriously in­
jured. The neck was cut from car to 
ear as cleanly as though it was done by 
a razor. * •

According to the % physicians, more 
than twenty-two blood vessels, nerves, 
muscles, veins and arteries had to be 
sutured. The operation was a tedious 
one, some of the vessels being so small 
that the finest catgut had to be used.

The physicians said that the only 
thing that saved the man’s life was that 
the head was forced backward. If it 
had been thrown forward it would have 
broken the spinal cord and several of the 
vertebrae, causing certain d£ath. The 
man is expected to recover.

Persia Divided Into Spheres of Influence 
—Russia to Deal With Afghanistan 
Only Through Britain—Integrity of 
Thibet Guaranteed.

London, Sept. 25.—The text of the 
Anglo-Rusasian convention was made 
public by the Foreign Office to-night in 
conformity with an agreement for 
simultaneous publications in St. Peters­
burg and London. The time originally 
tixed for this publication was September 
26, but it was louud advisable to hast­
en it by one day.

The agreement is divided into three 
heads—namely, Persia, Afghanistan and 
Thibet. Concerning Persia, Great Bri­
tain undertakes not to seeK for herself 
or support iu the interests of her own 
subjects or those of a third power poli­
tical or commercial concessions in the 
northern part of the country, while 
Russia gives a corresponding under­
taking concerning the south.

Concerning Thibet, it i*> agreed that 
the territorial integrity of this country 
shall be respected, and that both Great 
Britain and Russia shall abstain from 
intervention in the internal administra­
tion of Thibet, treating with her only 
through the Chinese Government.

TROLLEY CAR
FOR WOMEN.

Device Planned That Would Make 
Them Get Off Correctly.

Impossible to Alight from Steps 
Backwards.

Buffalo, Sept. 26.—If women will per­
sist in getting off street cars backward— 
facing the rear instead of the front— 
why, mechanical means of heading them 
the other way must be adopted, that’s 
all.

Many a man has felt cold shivers, 
even on a summer day, through wit­
nessing the accident-inviting method of 
women leaving the car.

Now and then they have seen one 
thrown from her balance by a sudden 
start of the car, flung more or less 
heavily to the street.

But now a man of Columbus, Ohio, 
proposes to make women alight as 
they should; he has been worried so 
long by their actions that he set his 
wits to work to devise a remedy.

The remedy presents to them much the 
same proposition as causing the rabbit 
to climb a tree—it’s against their nature, 
but they just have to do it.

XVhen the inventive Columbus man 
had perfected his face-to-the-frant de­
vice, he took it to the officials of the 
railroad company in that city.

After looking the thing over they con­
cluded that it might do; that is, if 
anything would. Of the last they were 
not entirely hopeful, but they con­
cluded to try the proposed plan. So they 
equipped one of the open summer cars 
with the device and sent it on its 
experimenting way.

Something really ought to be done, the 
officials acknowledged, as the habit of 
alighting backward, they say, is respon­
sible for more accidents than all other 
causes. If the new device is successful, 
it will be placed on all the cars.

It is a very simple one. The car now 
equipped is a summer car, open at the 
sidesi Formerly a passenger on leaving 
the car. found two hand holds—one on<j 
either side of the exit—as she left.

Both are still there, but only one— 
that on her left—is available. That on 
her right is covered by a shield so that 
it cannot be grasped by anyone from 
that side.

On the other side it is uncovered and 
may he used by one lenvine the car 
from that exit, grasping it with the left 
hand.

Catching hold of the rail with her left 
hand, the passenger must necessarily 
turn her face in the direction the car 
is going. That, of course, enables her to 
keep her feet in case the momentum of 
the car is sufficient to disturb her equil­
ibrium in alighting.

On the other side of the car the same 
arrangement of the hand-hold and 
sheaves is made, except that it is re-

Claim Agent B. B. Davis, of the com­
pany.

“Holding her skirts in her left hand, 
the lady must use her right hand in 
steadving herself as she alights. With 
that hand she can more readily lay hold, 
in ordinary cars, upon the rear hand­
hold. Supporting herself in this way, 
she must turn her face" to the rear ns 
she steps to the ground.

“If the car happens to be moving ever 
SO little as she does so, she is almost 
sure to fall. She must have some 
support as she alights, and the device 
we are experimenting with compels her 
to use the rail on her left.”

The company is keeping a record of 
accidents on this ear, which list will 
be compared with those on other similar 
cars that, are not so equipped.

If statistics show that the device does 
what is claimed for it by its inventor, 
the company will equip all of its cars, 
both summer and winter, with it. The 
cost will not he groat-*- probably not 
more than $5 per ear for summer cars 
and much less for closed cars.

ALL-RED LINE.
GOVERNMENT MAKING A STUDY 

OF THE LUSITANIA.

Phe Project Meeting With Encourage­
ment, Although the Imperial Gov­
ernment Have Made No Announce­
ment Yet.

Ottawa, Sept. 25.—The Government 
.‘s closely following the reports and 
.•omipents of experts on the success of 
he Lusitania, with a view to gaining 
iiformation as to tlie feasibility of 
■stablishing a twenty-four or twenty- 
five knot Canadian Atlantic servie^ y 
.•ontemplated in the all-red line pro­
ject. If the new steamer proves to bo 
the success anticipated, an additional

stimulus will be given to the. proposi­
tion to place a similar line of'steamers 
on tiie route between Canada and Eng­
land. So far no further word has been 
heard from the British Government re­
lative to the amount of the subsidy 
they are prepared to grant for tile 
establishment cf the fast service. The 
Imperial authorities are still consider­
ing the question of relative cost and 
advantages, and no definite offer from 
London is expected for some months yet, 
probably not until early next year. It 
is stated here by those who are in close

SERIOUSLY HURT 
AT CAYUGA FAIR.

MATTHEW HALL, OF NELLES’ COR­
NERS, RUN OVER YESTERDAY.

Waà Watching Highland Dancing When 
• Horseman Drove on Track and He 
Did Not Hear Warning.

A serious accident occurred yesterday 
afternoon in Cayuga, at the Hnldimand 
County fair, when Matthew Hall, of 
Selles Corners, was knock down by a 
horse and rig that were being driven 
on the race track by Mr. John Farrell.

The accident happened while Master 
Gordon Flett, the Highland dancer of 
this city, was performing before the 
thousands in the grand stand.

Mr. Hall had gone out on the race 
/track between the grand stand and 
where Master Flett wqs dancing, so that 
he might see the dancing at closer 
range. There were hundred* on the track 
at the time, and the sight of the horse 
approaching at a high rate of speed 
toward the throng, caused consternation. 
Those on the outside of the crowd, shout­
ed to the rest to get out of the way, as 
Farrell was comme Vbry quickly, and 
did not show any signs of stopping. The 
crowd quickly scattered, but Mr. Hall, 
who evidently did not hear the cry of 
Warning. Mr. Farrell, by this time was 
so close to Mr. Hall that he did not have 
time to pull up hi* horse. The front 
wheel of the carriage knocked Mr. Hall 
down and the rear wheel on the same side 
passed over him. He lay stunned on the 
track for a moment, and then the crowd 
rushed to his assistance. A doctor 
wa* present and at the time, said there 
were no bones broken. The injured man 
w*s lifted to a nearby carriage and tak­
en into town. Half an hour after the ac­
cident, Mr. Hall was unconscious. It was 
believed that he was injured internally. 
Late last night Hall regained conscious­
ness and was driven to his home. It is 
expected he will recover.

Another slight accident occurred just 
before the closing of the fair, two rigs 
coming together on the track, and as a 
fesult a young lady in one of the car­
riages was thrown out and had her leg 
Severely injured.

DREYFUS RETIRES.
The Man Who Wat Degraded and 

Banished as a Traitor.

Paris, Sept. 26.—The retirement from 
the army of Major Alfred Dreyfus has 
been gazetted in the form of the nom­
ination of an officer to the poet last held 
by him, that of commander of artillery 
at St Denis.

Major Dreyfus is the former captain 
of artillery, who was sentenced on a 
charge of treason, to imprisonment on 
Devil’s Island. The reason for his re­
tirement is given as ill-health.
