Sentenced to Death.

Forr Wm.uu, Ont Dec. 7.—Pre-
vost’s trial for the murder of Debin and
Carriere 1n a piggery. back of Port Arthur
in. February last, was continued in the
court house of that town yesterday. Mr.
Johnston, Q. C., of Hammond fame,
prosecuted; Mr. MacKay, of Sault Ste.
Marie, for defence.

Many local witnesses were examined
by the prosecution, and the evidence.
agreed throughout. The strongest for
conviction was Madame Gauthier, the
prisoner’s late companion. They swore to
Prevost having shot both men in their
shanties and then set fire to them, hav-
ing previously removed the victims’ be-
longings. :

The prisoner’s own defence was good,
but when attacked by Mr. Johunston, it
fell to bits, Sevaral doctors were exam-
ined to prove insanity, but to no pur-
pose.

In summing up, Chief Justice Armour
charged heavily against the prisoner.

The Jury retired at 11.20 o’clock,
From the start they were almost unan-
imous in their dicision. One man from
the country held out for seventy minutes.
Then he gave in.

The jury brought in a verdict at 1
o'clock this morning as follows:

First: We, your jurers, find that the
prisoner, O. Prevost, is capable of cou-
ducting his defence and giving a line of
defence to counsel;

Second: We, your jurors, find that the
prisoner at the time the crime was com-
mitted, of which he is charged, was sane
and responsible.

Third: Guilty.

If
vou have only to walk across the room.
do it in an upright attitude. If you
have only to. stand and converse with a
friend in the street, on the road, at a
party, get voursalf so accustomed to the
upright attitnde that vou will fee! un-
comfortable in any otber. In time un
upright hahit will be established. and
constant attention to it will not be re-
quired.—Dietetic Gazette.

Frank G. Carpenter, who is now in
Buenos Ayres, writes the Brooklyn Eagle
that the Argentine Republic is growing
in population faster than any other re-
puplic in the world. Buenos Ayers, its
capital and principal city, is about forty
miles in circumference, and during the
Iast five years its real estate transactions
have amounted to more than $400,000,-
000. Its population is increasing at the
rate of 100,000 a year, and though it is
nominally & Spanish City, it is rapidly
becoming Anglo-Saxonized.  Mr. Car-

penter’s letters from Peru, Pategonia and,

from Buenos Ayres show that the average
Canadian or Yankee is distressingly ig-
noraat of what is going on among his not
very distant neighbors in the South. The
principal street in Buenos Ayres has al-

ready cost 10,000,000 gold dellars, and-

when finished, Mr. Carpenter, says it will
be one of the grand avenues of the. world.
‘We have a good deal of pride in our cities,
onr public buildings, onr farms and our
horses and cattle, but the Buenos Ayres
would look upon all these things with
contempt. Says Mr. Carpenter:

““Talk to & man in Buenos Ayres about
his city and his head swells out at once
till it is as big as a football. He thinks
that the sun and moon rise and set for the
Argentine alone. He 'don’t’ care for
strangers, and the only heroes he wor-
ships are those who live here,” and he
quotes one of its leading citizens as say-
ing: “I don’t beleve there is a man in
Europe or America who .could stir up the
average person here by coming to visit
us. I doubtif Li Hung Chang would
attract notice in Buenos Ayres from any
one but the sellers of lottery tickets, who
you know, are after every pew arrival.
All we want to know is whether you
speak Spanish and whether you  are con-
vinced that Buenos Ayres is the greatest
¢ity in world.” '

Spicy News Items Gathered by
Gazette Correspondents.

To Eprror QuEeNs CouNTy GAZETTE.

When we ask the question “What is
manuring” many of our practical farmers
smile, but it is a positive and well known
Tact that large sums of money are wasted
every year through improper manuring,
and distinctly shows us thac the correct
answer to this question is of the greatest
importance to Canadian farmers. In or-
der to manure correctly and successfully,
we have to keep in view the fact that all
kinds of plants require phosphoric acid,
nitrogen, potash, lime and magnesia.

All plants do not require these in equal
proportions, but require them in different
proportions, and we must see that these
are in our soils and available in - sufficient
quantities at the time the plant is ready
to assimilate them. We must not lose
sight of the fac. that most soils contain
sufficient potash, and that by growing
leguminous plants—such as clover, vet-
ches, etc., we can get our soils stocked
with nitrogen from nature’s unlimited
store, which costs us nothing. For the
complete developement of plants they re-
quire, as a rule, manuring with phosphor-
jc acid. Why? Need I say, when all the
higher agricultural authorities of the
world agree that the most important fac-
tor in farming is to haye our lands well
supplied with phusph;&qid for the pro-
duction of good, harvests.\_The yield of
our crops is in proportion to the amount
of phosphoric acid applied. All lands
that are (in a sense) sour in character and
not producing as they should will have to
have phosphoric acid added to tone them
up and bring them to their height of pro-
duction. -

The reason I particularly mention phos-
phoric acid more than any of the other
elements thatare essential to good har-
vests is that all crops require and remave
considerable quantities of this constitu-
ent from our soils, which is used for the
construction of the bone of the

animals and people of our Dominion, .

our soils containing very small quantities
" .of this constituent.. If we get a good
phosphoric manure, that is suitable to
supplement farmyard manure, and its ac-
tivity continues for three or four years
with proper use, we can get increased and
satisfactory returns for a comparatively
small outlay on our farms. The pro

ducts of our farms will not only be in-
creased in quantity but in quality as well.
Considering the outlook for our Canadian
products in Great Britain, does it not
stand us in hand to produce the very
best quality of farm produets we can? In
the matter of creamery butter, why is it
that-the Danish article has commanded a
much higher price in Great Britain than
has ours? My answer is—that in the pro-
duction of the Danish article the require-
ments of the cow were studied thorough-
ly, so that she might produce the quality
as well as the quantity. :

We have got to consider this matter in
all branches of farming. We have got to
feed the animals on our farm the very
best of food, food that is rich in flesh
forming constituents, fatty matter and
phosphoric acid. . We have got to feed
our soils with good food the same as our
anmals. We have got to study the re-
quirements of our soils from a practic-
al as well as scientiful standpoint, and
after we have so done, put our ideas in-
to practice and thereby make our soils
produce to their utmost und not only
have the quantity but the quality as well.

Many of our farmers apply manures
and filth of variens kinds, not consider-
ing why they are doing it. The butter
trade of our Dominion can be developed
to an almost unlimited extent with Great
Britain if we will but study the require-
meunts of the dairy. The Canadian apple
‘trade can be largely increased with Great
Britain if we but study the requirements
-of the orchard. "We must not lose sight
of the fact that apple trees have require-
ments that have to be attended to in or-

-der to make them produce the best fruit. '

They need to be fed with proper food,
.and one of the principal elements neces-
sary for this is phosphoric acid, in which
most of our soils is deficient. This is es«
.sential to produce the quality, color,
flavor, fineness of grain and size. This
applies to all kinds of fruit. The caring
for fruit trees and the fertilizing of them
.cannot be carried on ‘in a careless way.
We must supply them with phosphoric
acid to insure a good harvest.

An extensive trade can also be done
with Great Britain in poultry. At pres-
-ent the bulk of the poultry comes from
France and Ireland to supply the English
market. Why not divert this trade to
this Canada of ours? It is the same in
this branch as the rest. We have got to
.adogt a proper system of feeding and pre-
paring the poultry for market They re-
quire food rich in flesh forming constitu-
ents and fatty matter.

We most of us consider our farm-yard
manure the principal manure. It con-
‘tains phesphoricacid potash and nitrogen.
They act mechanically, I may say, distri-
buting the elements or properties equally
.and gradually, and at the same time pro-
duce humus in our soil. We find farm
yard manures containing the constituents
necessary to plant growth present in min-
«te quantities, but not in such propor-
‘tions as required by the plants. I do not
wish to underestimate the value of farm-
yard manures in any way, or without
seeking to do so displace it from the
JPposition of the principal manure, but Ido

say, however, that they are insufficient |

even when used abundantly, and that it
is an absolute necessity to use artiticial
aides where the inportance of high and
profitable farming is recognized. Har-
vests may be improved and doubled in
quantity for many years when we use a
good phosphatic manure. We must have
agood phosphatic heart in our soils to
guarantee production. = We have had
wmany kinds of artificial manures offered
us, which have been claimed to supply
this great want, but they have been found
not up to their standard of guarantee.
It has been fully demonstrated by emi-
nent agricultural scientists that we have
a great manurial agent at hand in the
form of Thomas-Phosphate Powder.

A true phosphate, if used properly,
will give us & good phosphatic heart in
our soils. It will restore the phosphoric
acid to -our lands, which has been used,
and is being used, for the construction
and formation of bone. Tt will supply
all the requirements necessary to the
growth of vegetation. It Las been well
named ‘‘Commen Sense Manure” and
“The Farmer’s Friend.” It is of the
highest and of the most vital importance
to stock and dairy farmers. It supplies
that which is essential to cheaper and
better production, of which I have al-
ready spoken at considerable length.

In couclusion I will say -that no satis-
factory crops can be obtained from soils
deficient in phosphoric acid, and that the
Thomas-Phosphate can supply this de-
ficiency.
