HORSES AND HORSEMEN.
OF INTEREST TO OUR READERS.

Question of Breeding.
N6w the question is often asked me, 

“which marks the colt, the dam or the 
sire?” The Arabs have a maxim, that “the 
foal follows the sire.” It is easily to laugh 
at the Arabs ; but, friends, I find on the 
old Egyptian tablets, that are 3,000 years 
of age, the image of the horse that is now 
called the Kochlani in Arabia, the prince- 
liest of breeds there, the same horse, I 
say, that you see in Arabia to-day, find en­
graved on Egyptian sculptures more than 
3,000 years ago, which means, that for 
3,000 years the laws of breeding have not 
only been known, but kept; not only 
discovered, but have been actually taught 
and obeyed to the letter. Now, then, a 
people, whether literate or illiterate, must 
be wise in horse lore, that can trace back 
along a line of 3,000 years of breeding, so 
exact that a strangely colored hair has nev­
er come into the hide of one of their horses ; 
so that a different shaped nostril, a differ­
ent curvature of the eyebrow, has never 
yet been known in that princely breed. 
Therefore, when I find that Arab proverb, 
“The foal follows the sire,” and find that 
my foals do not always follow the sire, I 
say I must look deeper into this matter. 
To account for4-1 gavC/You this thought : 
In the first place, th (/Arabs always select 
their dams with greali&u^ Now, maybe 
that the word “best,” as Applied to their 
dams you do not apply to yours. That is, 
the dams you would consider the best may 
not be the best in t h O'-dytr-oL-tfie Arab 
breeder? May it not be the one that will 
allow its foal to bear the stamp of t he horse? 
I think so. IJiave two dams on my farm 
that could not be sold by a religious man 
for over $300 in a matter of trade, and yet, 
$3,000 could not buy either of them. Why ? 
Three colts have come out of each, and 
every colt has looked precisely like its sire ; 
has put its feet when eating into its oats, 
precisely like its sire ; has smelt of the 
water, and muzzled round it before drink­
ing, precisely like its sire ; has done every­
thing like its sire. The dam simply carried 
it, as a mother holds her baby in her lap, 
and never marked it at all.

Now, may not the old Arabs have such 
facts in mind ? May they not, when they 
laid down the maxim, “The foal always 
follows the sire/’ have had this in mind, 
that there should be no dam bred to a 
sire that would interrupt the sire in propa­
gating himself? I know a man that has 
a mare that litis foaled two colts. He 
bought her for $87. And yet she is in­
valuable. Why ? Because each of the 
colts that came from her are not only like 
the sire in a general sense, but they are 
the sire in mina4 re. In interior habits 
of the stable, in ti.e way they move about 
in the stall, the way they toss their heads, 
and the wqy they feed and drink, they are 
the sire over again.

You may take all my fashionable, high 
bred mares out of stables, if you will leave 
in their places such mares as that, for you 
have eliminated for me in doing it half the 
difficulty out of the problem of breeding, 
namely : the difficulty which the tempera­
ment, structure, and habits of the dirai 
brings to the breeder. For instance, I 
could select an animal that is perfect, one 
that can transmit himself, if he is not 
bothered and interrupted in doing it, by 
the dam. I know I can, I say, select such 
a stallion in New York, in New England, 
and in six or eight stables in the Middle 
States ; and if I can find a dam that will 
not trouble that sire in the offspring, I can 
repeat the sire in every colt. The Arabs 
may have selected their damgrnHluit way.

Now, then, will you sfte-tfte possibility of 
this old Arab maxim being >rue in our 
practice? First, select a dam that simply 
carries the foal, feeding it with its blood 
and milk, but not affecting it at all, and 
then select a horse that has, first the gener­
al excellency you want, then the special 
excellence, and then the power to transmit 
both the general and special excellence, 
and would not the maxim be true, that 
“ the foal follows the sire?”

A QUARTER IN 30 SECONDS.
Soon after Sunol madeherjmle in 2.10J, 

and revealed herself as the Yeer, of Maud 
S. the Sun printed a despatch from San- 
Francisco in which the superintendent of 
Senator Stanford’s farm, and the driver of 
all his trotters, Charles Marvin, was quoted 
as saying that he had driven Palo Alto a 
quarter of a mile in 30 seconds. If that 
actually had been his speed, a reasonable 
calculation,including his unequalled breed­
ing for endurance, he being the son of a 
thoroughbred mare, would have indicated 
him as the fastest trotter in existence. 
All that seemed needed to show it by the 
watch was that varied and difficult com­
bination which is "necessary for all phen­
omenal performances — good day, track, 
horse and luck, luck standing for those 
uncontrollable chances of a horse hitting 
off a great effort, without accident. If 
Palo Alto could trot a quarter in 30 
seconds, a mere consideration of the Stud 
Book was all that was needed, we might 
say, to prove that he could beat Maud S. 
or any other trotting beast.

About a week ago Sunol’s new owner 
went to San-Francisco to see his filly, and 
last night this telegram was received at 
the Sun office :

“ Marvin told me to-day that the fastest 
quarter Palo Alto ever trotted was in 31 î 
seconds. The only horse that he has ever 
driven a quarter in 30 seconds is Sunol.

That puts an entirely new face on the 
trotting prospect. The animal which is 
thus advanced to the solitary honor of 
having carried the dreamed-of-two-minute 
gait over the spaeeBf a quarter of a mile 
is not a matured, seasoned and practiced 
veteran, but a 2-year-old filly. Not so 
many years ago, miles were sometimes re­
corded as “ pretty good for a three-year- 
old,” but now a member of that class turns 
up with evidence of a speed which excels 
that of absolutely every other of her race. 
Unless when two and two are put together 
they make some other number than four, 
we believe that when the scasdn of 1890 
comes around we" shall see thç fastest trot­
ter, of any age, in the four-year-old Sunol. 
—N. Y. Sun.

New York, Dec. 4.—The board of review 
of the National Trotting Association to-day 
decided to give no decision in the Balch 
stallion race until the meeting at Chicago 
next May, unless a special meeting is called 
for that purpose. This is considered by 
the friends of the accused parties as quite 
a point gained. AV#n. B. Wright, of Canada, 
was expelled from the association, and the 
horse John L., of Boston, was excluded 
the association tracks.

The sale of the horse Dudley Buck 2.33, 
removes from the State of Maine one of the 
prettiest trotters seen on the turf, and onfc 
capable of going far below his record. He 
was sold by Mr. Chas. Milliken of Augusta, 
to Jjr. Hall of Boston, who will drive him 
■the coming winter.

Jefferson Davis was born on June 3rd, 
1808, in that part of Christian County, Ky., 
which now forms Todd County. Soon 
after his birth his father removed to Miss­
issippi and settled near Wood ville, Wilk­
inson County. Jefferson received an 
Academical education, and was sent to 
Transylvania College, Ky., which he left 
in 1824 to become a cadet in the Military 
Academy at West Point, where he gradu­
ated in 1828. He •was in the army seven 
years, taking part in expeditions against 
the Indians. He resigned his commission 
in 1835, and, having married a daughter 
of Zachary, afterwards President. Taylor, 
he returned to Mississippi and became a 
cotton planter. In 1845 he was elected a 
representative to Congress on the Demo­
cratic side, where he took a conspicuous 
part in the discussions, being a finished 
debater. While he was in Congress the 
First Regiment of Mississippi Voluhteers, 
then enrolled for service in Mexico, elected 
him their Colonel. He was actively en­
gaged in the attack and storming of Mon­
terey, and distinguished himself in the 
battle of Buena Vista, having remained in 
the saddle a long time though severely 
wounded. In 1847-50 he was a member of 
the Senate from Mississippi, where he was 
appointed Chairman of the Committee on 
Military Affairs, and took a leading part 
in the debates on slavery and States’ rights, 
defending both. In 1850 he resigned his 
seat in the Senate and ran for Governor of 
Mississippi but was defeated. In 1853 he 
was appointed Secretary of War by Presi­
dent Pierce, which position he he held 
until 1857. His record as Secretary of 
War was highly commendable. On his 
retirement from the War Department he 
re-entered the Senate for the term ending 
March, 1863. In the 36th Congress he 
was the recognised leader of the Demo­
crats. Mr. Davis was a candidate for nom­
ination for the Presidency in 1860, but 
failecï in getting it, and in the following 
session of Congress he is said to have taken 
an active part in the conspiracy which4 
planned the secession of the Southern 
States from the Union. He was a leading 
member of the secret caucus of Senators 
from Georgia, Florida, Alabama, Missis­
sippi, Louisiana, Arkansas and Texas, 
which met on the night of January 5th, 
1861, in a Committee-room of the Capitol, 
and framed the scheme of revolution, 
■which was promptly followed by the South, 
and he was Chairman of the Executive 
Committee of those appointed by the 
caucus “to carry out the objects of the 
meeting.” The other members were John 
Slidell, of Louisiana, and Stephen R. Mal­
lory, of Florida. Their plan was to hasten 
the secession of the» Southern States, of 
which South Carolina alone had yet openly 
left the Union ; to call a convention of the 
seceded States at Montgomery ; to accumu­
late munitions of war; to organise and 
equip a force of 100,000 men, and~T§gpy 
to hold on as long as possible to the South­
ern seats in Congress, in order to paralyse 
the Government and to gain time for the 
South to arm and organise. Mississippi 
seceded Jan. 8th, 1861, but it was hot till 
the 21st of that month that Mr. Davis 
made his farewell speech in the Senate 
and departed for home. On Feb. 4th the 
Confederate Congress met at Montgomery, 
when he was unanimously elected “Presi­
dent of the Confederate States of Ameri­
can.” He was inaugurated shortly after by 
Alexander H. Stephens, of Georgia. His 
Cabinet was composed of Robert Toombs, 
of Georgia, Secretary of States ; Leroy P. 
Walker, of Alabama, Secretary of War ; 
Chas. G. Memminger, of South Carolina, 
Secretary of the Treasury; Stephen R. 
Mallory, of Florida, Secretary of the Navy ; 
Judali P. Benjamin, of Louisiana, Attorney- 
General, and Sohn A. Reagan, of Texas, 
Postmaster-General. In 1862 Davis was 
re-elected President for six years. The 
war was fought out, Richmond was taken 
in 1865, and soon afterwards Davis was 
cnptuitd by Federal soldiers. An im­
prisonment of two years in Fortress Monroe 
followed. He was the released on bail, 
and was finally set at liberty on December 
25th, 1858, by the general amnesty of that 
date. The right of citizenship, however, 
wys never restored to him, as he continued 

’ his open advocacy of the principle of State 
sovereignty. After his release Mr. Davis 
visited Canada and England. His death 
at the advanced age of 81 occurred after a 
short illness.
HIGH SPEED ATLANTIC LINERS.

The leading ship builders in the country 
have just submitted to the Canadian Pacific 
company offers for the construction of 
three first class passenger steamers, for the 
Atlantic service in connection with the 
new route to the east. It will be remem­
bered that a week or two ago the Naval 
Construction and Armament company, 
whose works are at Barrow, were commis­
sioned to build three twin screw steamers 
of 7,000 tons, being 440 feet long, to attain 
a speed of eighteen knots an hour, for 
service between Vancouver and Yokohama 
the other sea passage of the route, the 
Canadian Acific railroad carrying the 
passengers from the Atlantic seaboard in 
Canada to the Pacific.

The new Atlantic steamers will be faster 
than the Pacific vessels, having a max­
imum speed of twenty knots, with the 
engines indicating about 10,000 horse 
power, and the boilers, of which there will 
be ten, working at a pressure of 165 pounds 
to the square inch. The intention is that 
the voyage from the south of England to 
Halifax in the winter, and Quebec in the 
summer, should be accomplished in at 

/nost five and one-lialf days. Unlike -the 
Pacific steamers, they will be propelled by 
a single screw, but it is quite possible that 
before the contract is ultimately fixed this 
may he altered.—Engineering.

Sir John Lubbock delivered the intro­
ductory address of the session to the stud­
ents of the Heriot-Watt College, Edinburgh 
on the 15tli ult., and in the course of his 
remarks told the following anecdote:—One 
of Her Majesty’s Inspectors once asked a 
little girl in an elementary school, “ Sup­
pose I lent your .father £100 in June, and 
he promised to pay me back JE10 on the 
first of every month, how much would he 
owe me on the first of the following Jan­
uary?” She at once replied, “ He would

FARMING MATTERS.
HINTS USEFUL TO THE FARMER.

A Wonderful Provision of Nature.
Perhaps there is nothing in nature more 

wonderful than the fact that as the north­
ern limit of their production is reached 
plants become more fruitful. A number 
of years ago a person interested in bee­
keeping conceived the idea that if he took 
bees to Central America, where blooming 
of flowers is pereumal, he would obtain 
a constant supply of honey. The experi­
ment failed, because after the first year the 
bees adapted themselves to the new con­
dition of things and made honey only as 
they needed it for their own consumption. 
The storing of honey is part of the con­
stant straggle for existence and for repro­
duction going on in the animal and vege­
table world, and the efforts put forward in 
this struggle are no greater than the resist­
ance to be overcome necessÿates. In 
tropical regions plant life produces a sup­
erabundance of verdure. Its strength is 
expended in the production of leaves, so 
that its forces are too far exhausted to 
develop seed. When however, a latitude 
is reached where the conditions for lux­
uriant growth are wanting, the plant, as 
if aroused to the feet that its own life is in 
in danger, puts forth all its powers for the 
production of seed, giving as little as pos­
sible to the ornamental and superfluous; 
as exemplified in flowers and cupious 
verdure.

A remarkable illustration of the working 
of the law is seen in the case of wheat. If 
we examine the crop returns published by 
the U.S. Department of Agriculture and the 
official statistics of Canada, we will find an 
almost regular gradation from an average 
of five bushels to the acre in Louisana to 
forty bushels to the acre on the shores of 
Lake Arthabasca in our own Northwest. 
The quality improves aldo, as we go north. 
Wheat from the Peace River Valley in the 

(Northeast of British Columbia won the 
first prize at the Centennial Exhibition, at 
Philadelphia. In our own province the 
best wheat is grown in the most northerly 
countries.
METHOD OF DRESSING POULTRY.

Every one who has been in the habit of 
testing the milk of cows has found an 
unaccountable variation from day to day in 
the percent of butter fat in the milk of the 
same cow, and also that the butter churned 
from the milk of a herd of cows varies 
almost daily. In my opinion these other­
wise unaccountable variations are mainly 
caused by some worry or nervous excite­
ment of the cows. Now this is not a 
theory that I have adopted first and then 
set to work to hunt up facts to prove it 
afterwards. The facts came to my know­
ledge first, and I have labored patiently to 
find the cause. I believe if great excite­
ment will produce very marked effects, 
less excitement will produce similar 
effects, only in a less degree, on the prin­
ciple that if two drinks will make a man 
drank, one drink will make him half 
drank.

A few months ags I brought a seven- 
eighth Jersey cow of a man, who said she 
gave remarkably rich milk. She was the 
only cow he had, and was fed, so had a 
chance to know. The next day after get­
ting her home I tested her. It took 
twenty-three jiounds of milk to make a 
pound of butter. Two weeks after, when 
she had become well contented in her 
new home, I tested her again, and it took 
but one-half the number of pounds to 
make a pound of butter. There had been 
but a slight variation in the daily quantity 
of milk. Two years ago I had a fine cow 
that became terribly excited one day, in 
fact was in a perfect frenzy. The next 
day it took forty pounds of her milk (she 
was giving forty pounds a day) to make a 
pound of butter. These were cows of a 
highly nervous organization. I-could give 
many more similar instances, though not 
all of them so pronounced, but these will 
do.

Now these are some of the facts in rela­
tion to this subject that have come un,der 
my own observation, and they mean some­
thing; they mean that the man who is 
kind and gentle with his cows and care­
ful of their comfort will get well paid for 
it, and the man who is harsh and rough 
and cruel with his cows will find his pro­
fits small indeed. It is very costly baring 
cows brought from pasture on the ran with 
a dog at their heels. The angry milker 
who mauls a cow with his stool and raises 
a general excitement in the stable is knock­
ing, it may be, a dollar out of the owner’s 
pocket with every blow he strikes. You 
may not fully accept this nervous theory, 
but if what I have - said will cause any 
man to think, observe and investigate in 
relation to it, I shall he satisfied, for he 
will learn some things by which he may 
profit immensely.

EXCITEMENT EFFECTING COWS.
One of our subscribers who buys and 

dresses poultry for a local market in a small 
way, informed us recently of a new method 
he had adopted for dressing chickens.

The chicken is either beheaded or knifed 
in the throat in the ordinary way, and is 
instantly immersed in a tub of cold water 
and held there until it has ceased to kick, 
when it is immediately taken ont and the 
feathers will come out by the handful, as 
easily as if scalded.

Care must be taken to hold the chickens 
long enough, but not too long in the water, 
and remove the feathers immediately. The 
skin is not torn or disfigured in any way, 
and the dressed bird presents a particular­
ly attractive appearance.

This was done with spring chickens of 
about four pounds weight. It required not 
over five minutes to kill and dress a bird 
in this way.

Whether the same method would answ­
er with old fowls, ducks, turkeys, etc., we 
are not informed. Indeed, the whole pro­
cess is new to us, and if any of our poultry- 
men subscribers can give us any flirt her 
information upon the subject we shall be 
glad to hear from them. Please try it if 
you have not done so, and report reports— 
Mass. Ploughman.

A great horse passed away at Woodburn 
on Frÿiay, Nov. 15. Belmont was taken to 
Lexington in order that the Pan-Americans 
might gaze upon his shapely form, and he 
caught cold on the journey, which de­
veloped into fatal pneumonia. He was 
twenty-five years old, but wonderfully well 
preserved, and his book was full for the 
coming season at $500. His sire, Alexan­
der’s Abdallah, was the sire of the ex­
queen of the trotting turf, Goldsmith Maid, 
and his dam, Belle, by Mambrino Chief, 
produced McCurdy’s Hambletonian, 2.26J; 
Bicara, dam of Pancoast, and Mayenne, 
dam of Cresendo. The. two streams of pro­
ducing blood which were united in Bel­
mont, furnished a magnificent line of per­
formers and producers. Conspicuous 
among the great sires from the loins of Bel­
mont are Nutwood, Wedgewood, King 
Bepe, Egmont and Nil Desperandum. The 
daughters of Belmont were also producers.

REARING FALL CALVES.

All other conditions being the same, the 
cow that calves in the fall will give during 
the year as much milk as the cow that 
calves in the spring, provided both are 
well fed, watered, sheltered, and cared 
for. If poorly wintered, the cow that 
calves in the fall will l>c so reduced tn 
milk-flow that pasture can have hut little 
effect ; while the well-treated cow will give 
only as much milk during the year when 
she calves in the fall as when she calves 
in the spring. Her milk or its product 
will yield the most profit-when she calves 
in the fall, for then she is at her highest 
production when milk and its products 
command the best prices. This is likely 
to continue as long as the greater number 
of cows calve in the spring.

The fall calf has as much potential profit­
ableness as has the spring calf ; but to make 
it actual, more and better care is required. 
The most critical part of the animal’s life 
is the first six months. During this period 
the spring calf has pasture and favouring 
weather, but the fall calf has neither, and 
must therefore have the better care. My 
fall calves are generally supposed to be two 
years old when they arc only eighteen 
months."' To make them profitable, they 
must have extra care, which gives them 
increased value. I give them full milk 
until they are a week old. Then I change 
gradually to skim milk. After two weeks 
of age, as good a calf can be reared upon 
skim milk as from whole milk, provided 
something is added to take .the place of 
the cream. For this nothing is better than 
oil-meal boiled to a thing jelly. Persons 
not accustomed to its use arc more likely 
to use too much than too little of it.

At whatever season the calf is dropped, 
it is important to get it to eating solid food 
as soon as possible. It will learn very 
readily, if food is kept before it where it 
can see other cattle eating. The calf, like 
young animals generally, is imitative. 
Quite often green feed can be obtained for 
the fell calf. Clover silage is good for a 
fell calf. This also induces it to eat hay. 
Clover-hay is best for young animals. It 
is rich in the muscle-formers. For the 
grain ration, nothing lua's given me such 
good results as a mixture of two parts oats 
to one part corn, and one part wheat bran. 
The com and oats should be ground very 
course; or if ground fine it should be fed 
on hay cut fine and moistened, or it is apt 
to pack in the stomach into masses very 
difficult of digestion. Barley may take 
the place of com, and oilmeal of the bran. 
This mixture should be fed regularly to the 
calf when it has reached an age of two 
weeks. Give the calf all it will eat for 
the first six weeks, but clean out its feed- 
box at least once a day, if it does not.

Do not forget that the calf needs salt as 
soon as its food is changed from full milk. 
It also needs water to drink. This is too 
often neglected. Milk is not sufficient to 
quench thirst. Many a calf lacks thrift 
simply because it has no water. Calves 
should be fastened while eating, or else fed 
separately, otherwise the strongest will get 
more than their share. But it is best to 
allow the calves freedom in a roomy shelter 
when not eating, and to give them outdoor 
exercise when the weather is not severe. 
The more liberty consistent with shelter­
ing, the better. Enough litter to keep the 
calves clean is none too much. — American 
Agriculturist.

A CITY OF PRETTY GIRLS.

the ancient citadel city of Canada. It is 
indeed a fact—no one has ever seen a Que­
bec girl who could be described as ugly. 
It is not claimed that they are all absolute­
ly beautiful, but there is something in the 
clear invigorating air, and perhaps in the 
soil and surroundings of the lofty and 
rocky city, that gives them sparkling eyes, 
brilliant complexions and elasticity of step. 
It is wonderful how easy the Quebec girls 
climb the steep city streets. When they 
are ascending a pavement that slopes up­
ward at an apparent angle of thirty degrees 
they don’t seem to mind it. They don’t 
lag, they don’t seem to get out of breath. 
They just go up as lightly and gracefully 
as any lady can walk across a parlour 
floor. No one can do it and keep pace 
with them unless they have been brought 
up there. The exercise they got is partly 
the secret of their good look. Another 
thing helps. They’re out of doors half 
the time. On a pleasant evening the 
terrace, that broad plank promenade which 
stretches for a quarter of a mile along the 
top of the precipice under the brow of Cape 
Diamond, is crowded with them, strolling 
in pairs and groups, chatting, laughing, 
and perhaps flirting. And what a pleasure 
ground it is. Two hundred feet above the 
waters of the St. Lawrence, and facing one 
of the finest views in the world, which ex­
tends from Point Leri down the river to 
Cape Tourment, and from the gorge of 
Montmorenci, far back among the Lauren- 
tian Mountains.

WHAT THEY THINK ON SMOKING.

Dr. Fisher’s Views on the Nature and
Origin of Inspiration.

“To smoke or not to smoke ” is a question 
which has vexed the minds of many 
clergymen, and an enterprising journalist 
has lately been at work to get the opin­
ion of leading clergymen on the subject, 
and this is the way some of them talked 
about it. Rev. Dr. Talmage used to 
smoke once, but he has given up the 
habit because he thinks tobacco a slow 
poison, nevertheless he is quite willing to 
permit

EVERY MINISTER TO DECIDE FOR HIMSELF
whether he will use it. The Doctor, 
when he did smoke, affected cigars. Rev. 
Dr. Armitage, of New York, thinks tobacco 
and rum arc twin sisters to Satan; but • 
then unlike brother Talmage he never 
indulged in the weed. He thinks smok­
ing, chewing and snuffing savor of blas­
phemy. Rev. Howard Crosby says that 
smoking is not a question of morals and 
he would like every one to do as he 
thinks best about using tobacco. Rev. 
Dr. Collyer thinks that if a clergyman 
likes to enjoy a quiet smoke it is nobody’s 
business, and says

WHEN HE WANTS TO SMOKE HE SMOKES,
preferring a cigar to the pipe, and priding 
himself a little on being able to choose a 
good one. Rev. Dr. Furness, of Philadel­
phia, is eight^eight years old, and he has 
smoked ever since he was a boy. He 
scouts the idea that smoking leads to 
drinking. Rev. Heber Newton says so 
many excellent ministers smoke that he 
cannot think the habit a bad one, yet he 
can neither smoke himself nor endure the 
smoke of others. Rev. Dr. Cuyler, of 
Brooklyn, thinks each minister should 
decide the matter for himself. He does 
not smoke and thinks it does not look 
well for

A MINISTER TO HAVE A CIGAR

in his mouth — that it detracts somewhat 
from his office. Rev. Mr. Fotheringham, 
of Boston, says a cigar is â solace and 
companion and sighs because he cannot 
learn to smoke one. Rev. Morgan Dix 
Curtly says he does not smoke, but would 
if he wanted to and thinks it would be 
nobody’s business. Rev. W. H. Ward, of 
New York, is down on the habit with a 
heavy lot of ajectives. Rev. Dr. Newman 
Hall, of London, says it is dirty, useless, 
costly and unhealthy. Rev. Lyman Ab­
bott says it is evil, physically and moeqlly. 
On the other hand Rev. Dr. Storrs finds 
a good cigar a great help to study and 
reflection. The celebrated Rev. Dr. Bur- 
chard, whose three R’s were so costly 
to the Republican party five years ago, 
says he has smoked for fifty years and it 
has done him no harm. Rev. Dr. McCosh, 
of Princeton, does not like the habit and 
thinks

THE YOUNG LADIES COULD FUT IT DOWN
if they wished. Rev. Canon Farrar, of 
London, says the liking for tobacco is 
artificial and in view of the number of 
natural appetites which must be gratified, 
thinks it unwise to cultivate a new one. 
Rev. Bishop Coxe, of Buffalo, thinks 
smoking costly and likely to lead those 
who practice it into other objectionable 
habits such as the telling of questionable 
stories. Rev. George B. Hepworth, of 
New York, who is both an editor and a 
clergyman, says the journalist in him 
likes a cigar and the ministerial part does 
not object. Rev. Thomas K. Beecher 
says “ don’t smoke,” yet he admits that 
the use of tobacco may be beneficial. Dr. 
Edward Beecher thinks the habit injur­
ious to ministers both physically and 
morally. Rev. Dr. Phelps, of Andover, 
says smoking is a

A HABIT AGAINST NATURE

and consequently one noitdoe encouraged. 
Yet he does not think it Wsin for a clergy­
man to smoke. Rev. MrJjdcCabe, of New 
York, is very much opposed to smoking 
and is glad that the Methodist Church has 
refused to admit to the ministry young 
men who use tobacco. Now here is variety 
certainly—pretty good authority on any 
view of the case one likes to hold.
THE QUESTION OF REVELATION—A CAREFUL

REVIEW OF AN IMPORTANT SUBJECT

is how we may characterize George F. 
Fisher’s first article on “The Nature aud 
Method of Revelation” published in the 
December Century. He sets out with ihe 
statement that “Christian piety cut/ off 
from contact with the Bible would wither 
like plants robbed of sunlight.” All the 
churches he says are agreed that “the com­
plete deposit of revealed truth was with 
Christ and the apostles.” He admits that 
there may be progress from age to age in 
our comprehension of Christianity; but 
claims perfection for the religion itself. “It 
is not the scriptures that made the relig­
ion” says Dr. Fisher “hut the religion that 
made the scriptures. The scriptures of 
both the Old and New Testaments are. the 
offshoot of a great historical movement, 
carried forward to its consummation by an 
agency supernatural and divine, yet a 
movement that is

AN INTEGRAL PART OF THE HISTORY

of our race.” It would be as great a mis­
take, he thinks, to call the literature of 
the French Revolution the revolution itself 
as to identify the Bible with the relig­
ion out of which it originated. Setting out 
with these views, one is not surprised 
when the writer tells us that “Revelation 
is not magic and the lofty plane on which 
the prophets stand was not reached at a 
single bound.” To employ a much used ex­
pression, he finds an evolution in revela­
tion and in the scriptures only one phase 
of the truth. Claiming that the apostles 
and prophets were inspired and that even 
“the historical books are permeated with 
ideas drawn from a supernatural source,” 
lie rejects the idea of plenary inspirtion and 
that “a certain divine assistance” was ever 
at hand to keep the writers from making 
errors.

OF WIIAT AVAIL WOULD IT BE

he asks, unless not only the original writ- 
era, but also amanuenses and transcribers, 
were all to be equally guarded to the end 
of time ?” Adherence to the literal correct­
ness of the Scripture narratives would 
compel the conscientious student to con­
clude that the Christian faith had no real 
foundation, since the Bible ^contains many 
“unessential discrepancies, and Dr. Fisher 
adds that this literal accuracy is “a concep­
tion which the historians themselves do 
not allege.” Indeed no less a writer than 
Luke advanced as the reason why his ac­
count of Christ’s life should be accepted, 
not that he was inspired to write it, but 
because he learned the facts from persons 
who were personally cognizant of them.

Then will come 
the most crisp and interesting selections 
available, and a column or less in which 
under the caption, “ Topics of the Time,” 
some of the phases of current thought will 
be dealt with.

THE PROPOSED DOCK.

If there is a subject upon which the 
press and people of St. John ought not to 
endeavor to be in harmony, it is as to the 
ways and means of securing the much 
needed wharf and dock accommodation. 
Differences of opinion are natural and are 
tq be expected, but the introduction of 
politics into such a discussion is very 
much to be regretted. There is too great 
a tendency in St. John to mix politics up 
with everything, and instead of the peo­
ple uniting to carry out successfully pro­
jects which will tend to advance the 
material interests of the city, there is 
usually some one to scent a political job in 
anything that is suggested. A very gen­
eral opinion prevails throughout the prov­
ince that St. John has lost much by this 
nnhappy characteristic. The Herald 
does not wish to express any opinion as to 
the merits of rival schemes, if indeed 
there are such, but is simply speaking 
generally. It sees a reasonable prospect of 
the accomplishment of what must be a 
great advantage to St. John and hence to 
the province at large. It knows that the 
trade of St. John has already suffered for 
lack of the accommodation which now- 
may be secured. It realizes that delay 
will militate against the result, desired so 
much by all New Brunswickers, that our 
chief seaport may enjoy the great advan­
tages of its geographical situation, and it 
desires to enter its protest against time 
and energy being frittered away in 
useless altercation. In comparison 
with the benefit to ?t. John and 
the province certain to follow from 
providing proper facilities at St. John for 
the handling of trade, the scoring of a 
political point on one side or the othenis 
utterly insignificant. With all interests 
united St. John is none too strong to hold 
her own in competition for trade.

As far as we know the Various electric 
wires in Fredericton are so placed that no 
danger is to be apprehended from them; 
but as many torribté accidents are reported 
from the contact.mf wires or their breaking 
or other means.whereby the Ml force of 
an electric ligM current is diverted from its 
proper .Hnuwin to one which carries de­
struction to life and property—as in the 
case of the recent great fire in Boston, it 
becomes important to enquire if there is 
exercised in the locating of wires a degree 
of care which will reduce the chances of 
danger to a minimun ; for there will al­
ways be more or less of danger attached 
to the handling of the great forces em­
ployed in our advanced civilization. The 
enquiry applies not to Fredcriction alone, 
but to every town in the province, where 
the electric light is used. Mr. Alexander 
Welsh, one of Edison’s assistants says:— 

Wherever you see the big white electric 
light, with its carbons burning, you may 
know that death lurks overhead. Nearly 
every wire you see In the open air is thick 
enough and strong enough to carry a death- 
dealing current. As things arc at present 
there is no safety and danger lurks all 
around us. It may never reach you, or you 
may go on for years unhurt, but when the 
moment comes you arc killed instantly. You 
may touch a wire with your finger, and, 
though you be on the tenth floor of a build­
ing, you may be killed instantly, provided 
that, by moisture or otherwise, the floor be­
comes a conductor. The wire you touch 
may be simply holding up a picture, and yet, 
under these conditions, in connection with 
an iron raft or a hook touching some hidden 
plate, it may convey a fatal current. There 
is no knowing when you may touch the 
current. The further maintenance of the 
overhead wires in their present condition is 
a menace to the life of everybody in New 
York. It is dangerous to touch a wire of 
any kind or even a metal substance. A man 
ringing a door-bell or leaning up against a 
lamp-post might be struck dead any instant. 
It is not alone the electric-light wires that 
may kill you. Somewhere off in another 
street, perhaps miles away, the wind has 
blown an arc-light wire against some con­
ductor, and the danger begins.

Mr. Welsh is speaking of New York, 
but in a certain degree his observations 
apply to Fredericton, St. John, St. Stephen, 
Moncton, Woodstock, Chatham and per­
haps other places in the province. Last 
winter there occurred in this city 
what was fortunately a not very 
serious illustration of the chance 
of contact between wires and the result, 
and as. winter approaches the danger in­
creases. Wires become burdened with 
fleet and sag and it is always possible that 

during the progress of a heavy storm irre­
parable harm may be done. Therefore it 
is of the utmost importance that the 
several companies using electric wires in 
the province.should make the most rigid 
inspection of their lines. Great care has 
been exercised in placing the wires in 
Fredericton, and no doubt in other parts 
of the province ; hut only the most Unre­
mitting attention can ensure safety.

Attorney- General Martin of Manitoba, 
proposés that The Northwest Territories 
shall be united iwith that province u'nder 
one legislature. \At firet thought the pro­
position does _hdt commend itself. Not 
many years will elapse before a large 
population Will find its way into the 
Northwest. Progress in this direction has 
not been as rapid heretofore as was antici­
pated, but it is only a matter of time, and 
not a very long time either, when settle­
ment will extend in all directions through 
that vast country and if it is united into one 
province it will dominate the Dominion. 
Just at present the proposed union would 
not do harm and perhaps do good : but if 
Canada is to remain a confederation the 
equilibrium of the provinces must be 
maintained.

CANADIAN NEWS.
The Week’s Events In Brief - The Creim 

of our Exchanges.

Sir Hector Langevix is alleged to have 
predicted an exciting session of Parliament. 
He was asked by an interviewer .if it were 
true that he and Mr. Mercier werp going 
into political partnership and he denied 
the story and thereupon made the above 
statement. In these days when so much 
fiction finds its way into interviews it is 
as well to take these stories with many 
grains of allowance : but it is beginning to 
look as if the party which hopes to carry 
Quebec will have to make an alliance 
with Mr. Merrier.

BRITISH GOLD.

The statement was recently made that 
the Northern Aroostook Railway company 
had sold out to the Canadian Pacific, 
whereupon a great many unpleasant things 
were said by a Houlton paper, coupled 
with uncomplimentary allusions to the 
corrupting power of British gold. The 
Herald is in a position to say that there 
is no foundation for the reported sale ; and 
as for the allusion to British gold, it will 
strike most people that of all places the 
State of Maine should have the least to 
say upon the subject. In proportion to its 
population few countries have fared as 
well by the expenditure of that commodity 
which our neighbors affect to hold in such 
abhorrence. The Grand Trunk Railway, 
crossing (he state at the point of its great 
est breadth and making Portland a sea 
port of continental importance, the Can­
adian PacifitSpiercing mountains hitherto 
thought impassable and opening a valu­
able region to enterprise, the New Bruns­
wick Railway, without which the great 
development of Aroostook would have 
been impossible, are some of the things 
which British gold has done for the State 
of Maine, and without looking very far 
one might find other interests in which 
the same article has been invested.

It would puzzle tho ablest statistician to 
estimate what Briti/i gold has done for the 
United States. General Butler said a year 
or two ago t hay the investments of Eng­
lish capitalist/ in the Republic amounted 
to at least $2,000,000,000, and he claimed 
that immense amount of property re- 
peepeptjng ihis was the surest guarantee 
that Great Britain would never send her 
fleet to destroVAhe seaboard-cities of the 
Union. The President could,qie said, by 
proclamation declare every dollar’s worth 
of this property forfeited the moment 
hostile gun was fired at New York or Bos­
ton. There is no doubt as to the correct 
ness of this statement : but there is no 
occasion to anticipate such things. The 
fact is however of great importance 
especially in connection with the constant 
stream of money now coming/across the 
Atlantic in search of investments, as show­
ing how closely the true interests of the 
great English speaking nations are inter­
woven.

Not long ago Puck published a cartoon 
in which John Bull was represented as 
conversing with Brother Jonathan and the 
question on his lips was : “What will you 
take for your bloomin’ country, any how ?” 
That things will ever reach the point 
which Puck suggests is improbable ; but 
there seems to be no limit to the wealth 
available in England for investment, and 
it is not a matter of surprise that so large 
a portion of it seeks America. The condi- 
tio» of things on this continent is such 
thatjwithin a generation there must be a 
great appreciation in property of all kinds 
and English investors are, as usual, on 
hand to take up the best chances. This 
closejdentification of English capital with 

1 Ul^d States business will draw the 
countries more closely together and Cana- 
dia^%.in thinking out the future of the 
Dominion must not lose sight of it. Lord 
Saltobàry in his Mansion House speech g. 
year ago set side by side, as entitled to the 
first consideration at yie hands of English­
men, the integrity of the British Isles from 
invasion and the preservation of British 
commerce. I

The statement is made that Sir Charles 
Tupper recently visited Morocco with the 
object of arranging a reciprocal trade 
treaty with that country. While not very 
clear as to the extent and nature of the 
trade which can be done with that far 
away land, The Herald hopes the High 
Commissioners mission has been successful. 
If we cannot get the gilt-edged variety 
of reciprocity which every body in the 
country wants, by all means let us have a 
sample in Morocco.

The Toronto Globe notes with apparent 
approval a growing sentiment among the 
young men of Ontario in favor of inde­
pendence. It thinks that if the French- 
Canadians would agree to abandon the 
connection in Quebec between church and 
state in consideration of a guarantee of 
the privileges secured them by the con­
federation act, the chief obstacle to inde­
pendence would be removed.

A NOTABLE UTTERANCE.

L’Electeur, the organ of the Quebec 
premier, has made a strong appeal for a 
cessation of the agitation which has given 
rise to the Equal Rights movement, as its 
promoters call it. The organ declines to 
believe that this agitation is due to the 
passage of the Jesuits’ Estates distribution 
act; claiming that measure to have been 
seized as a pretext for open hostility to the 
French. If a war of races and of creeds is 
to be avoided, L’Electeur says it is neces­
sary to open the eyes of the fanatics, who 
are exciting the people by appeals to race 
and religious prejudices. The progress of 
Home Rule movement in Great Britain, 
the broadening of public sentiment in the 
United States, especially as evidenced by 
public sentiment in respect to the recent 
Catholic Congress, the peaceful revolution 
in Brazil, the union of great powers in the 
opening of Africa are cited as proof that 
the spirit of the age is one of toleration, 
and in A’iew of this the enormity of return­
ing in Canada to the prejudices and nar­
row lines of thought, which prevailed a 
century ago, is deplored. It is noticeable, 
however, that in the course of its very 
lengthy article, L’Electeur does not express- 
much "hope that the crisis is seeks to avert 
can be avoided. The protest is rather that 
of one who recognizes a collision as inevit­
able and wishes to place the whole re­
sponsibility upon the opposite party. Not 
that Mr. Mercier does not desire the main­
tenance of existing conditions and the 
present friendly relations between the 
majority of English and French Canadians. 
He is doubtless perfectly sincere in de­
precating the exciting of race and re 
ligious animosities, and conscientiously 
believes that the French neither receive 
nor ask more than they are entitled to. 
Quebec has nothing to gain by disturbing 
existing arrangements: The natural de­
velopment of the principles laid down in 
the Imperial act of 1774 will be suflicent to 
satisfy the desires of the most ultra 
nationalist. Neither have the English- 
speaking Canadians any right to claim 
that their French fellow-citizens in desir­
ing that development to go on without 
interruption are disloyal to Canadian 
interests. From the standpoint from 
which they have been educated to regard 
these things they are thoroughly loyal. 
Equally so from their own point of view 
are the promoters of the Equal Rights 
movement. The danger to Canada lies in 
the fact, which L’Electeur speaks of, that 
behind the Equal Rights movement is 
more than a passing hostility to a par­
ticular piece of legislation — a difference 
in principle, which if pushed to its logical 
conclusion, will result in a crisis.

THE OUTLET OF THE WEST.

If we look at the map of North America 
the most Striking'feature will be seen to 
be the great waterway of the St. Lawrence. 
Duluth at the head of lake Superior, on 
the United States side of the boundary, and 
Port Arthur on the Canadian side are as 
nearly as possible in the centre of the con- 
tenent and from their wharves there is dur­
ing the summer an uninterrupted water­
way to the sea. About 15,000 miles of rail­
way are so located that the most convent 
ent point at which they can land their 
freight is at the head of the Lake; and in 
the last eighteen months a great traffic 
has keen developed, which has thus far 
found itv way to the sea from New York, 
going via Buffalo. It is alleged that this 
business, as we.1^ aa *^ie maj°r Par*- °f the 
vast trade which 
further settlemeqt a/1* 
cultivation of the West a*, 
will go to Montreal, as soon r 
makes the preparations licctoi, 
handle it. Montreal is not 
nearer the head of Lake Superior than 
any point in the Atlantic sea-board of the 
United States, but it is also four hundred 
miles nearer Liverpool than New York is. 
Trade is not usually governed by senti­
ment and will seek the most direct 
channels, no matter how many boundary 
lines it has to cross; so that both from 
north and south of the 49th parallel busi­
ness may be expected to flow to Montreal. 
Not only is this the case, but it is among 
the possiblities that the constantly increas­
ing traffic between the central plain of 
America and Europe may, in order to 
secure the quickest possible transportation 
for mails and light freights, utilize the 
harbors of the Maritime Provinces. The 
geographical outlet of the west is by way 
of Canada and on the long round geography 
will carry the day.-

The struggle for the honor of being the 
site of the great exhibition of 1892 is grow­
ing very keen betwéen New York and 
Chicago, and there is a possibility that the 
result may be that neither of them will 
get it. The latest talk of the lobbies at 
Washington is that for political reasons 
the Republicans will give the lakeside city 
the preference. This it is conceded will 
destroy New York’s chances, but will not 
ensure the coveted boon for Chicago ; be­
cause the Democrats will throw their in­
fluence as a party

IN FAVOR OF WASHINGTON

and every vote which St. Louis can influ­
ence will be given, in that event, for the 
capital city. Already the proposed exhi­
bition is exciting interest abroad and it is 
announced that Austria has decided to 
make a great display of her products. The 
occasion will be a notable one, wherever 
the site may be.

It is said that the only questions relat­
ing to Canada now forming the subject of 
correspondence between the Imperial and 
the United States governments are those 
in reference to the Behring Sea and the 
Alaska boundary. An impression prevails 
in most quarters that there is good reason 
to raise a question as to the line between 
Canada and that distant territory ; but the 
members of the Geological survey deny 
this and say that

the boundary is well defined, 

under treaty with Russia, whose, rights, 
and no more, are what the United States 
holds in Alaska. It is not a question of 
indifference, for apart from the danger of 
leaving questions of boundary open, the 
region is one of very considerable value.

Russia is suffering under an attack of 
the influenza. Every one from the Czar 
down has it, and in the case of the Czar it 
has assumed its worst form, congestion of 
the lungs having set in with it. The dis­
ease is something like the epizootic, which 
attacked so many horses fifteen or so years 
ago. It is by no means a fatal disease, ex­
cept in its most aggravated form. A simi­
lar distemper spread over Europe forty-one 
years ago, reaching England where a quart­
er of the population were affected, France 
having it even worse. The fact that on the 
occasion of its last visit.the

influenza was followed by cholera 

has alarmed the more timid and pro­
phesies are made that the last named 
dread disease will come westward next 
summer. It is already epidemic in Persia. 
So serious is the prospect considered that 
the United States is taking great and ex­
pensive precautions. The British Medical 
Journal scorns the idea of there being any 
connection between the influenza and the 
cholera ; but both are doubtless associated 
with certain atmospheric conditions, and 
it is quite possible that medical science 
does not understand the matter.

It seems to he fully conceded that Bis­
mark has failed as a peacemaker and that 
Austria refuses any longer to be controlled 
from Berlin. Count Kalnokv, the Austrian

RECENT DEATHS.

The late Mr. Thomas Morris was buried 
from the residence of his son Harry, Tuesday 
afternoon, a large body of citizens followed 
his remains to the Methodist Cemetery.

Mrs. Stephen Peabody an aged, and highly 
respected resident of St. Mary’s, died at the 
home of her son Isaac at an early hour Sun­
day morning. The name of Mrs. Peabody 
was known to everyone in the locality in 
which she lived and to a very large circle of 
friends throughout the province. Among 
the earliest residents of the place, the mother 
of a large family, most of whom have passed 
away before her, her life was so closely iden­
tified with the history of the place as to form 
a connecting link between two or three gen­
erations. When one or two others of ad­
vanced age have passed away the chain that 
connec ts the past and present will be severed 
and the record of earlier days will become a 
matter of history. The large numbers who 
assembled to pay their last respects to the 
memory of the deceased, from the locality 
in which she lived and died as well as from 
the city, showed the respect in which she 
was held. She leaves a son Isaac and one 
daughter the, wife of Mr. Stephen Dunn of 
this city.

The public were surprised and pained to 
hear of the death at an early hour Tuesday 
morning of Mr. John Babbitt. While Mr. 
Babbitt had been in failing health for some 
time his friends were hopeful that he was in 
a fair way towards recovery. His sudden 
death was, therefore, a severe shock to his 
relatives and friends. The Deceased was 
well and favorably known to a large number 
of people through the country, he having 
been for some years in the jewelry business 
in this city, and since engaged in lumber 
operations in the upriver counties. Mr. 
Babbitt was a young man being in his 45th 
year when he died. He was married to Miss 
Turnbull, sister of Mrs. A. F. Randolph, 
Mrs. Judge Steadman and Mrs. Henry Chest­
nut. Her sad death by drowning some years 
ago will be recalled. His funeral which 
took place Thursday was one of the largest 
and most representative ever seen in 
Fredericton. He was a son of the late 
Samuel Babbitt of the People’s Bank, and 
brother of Mr. George N. Babbitt, Deputy 
Receiver General, and Mr. I). Lee Babbitt of 
People’s Bank.

Few persons had a wider circle of friends 
than Mr. Babbitt. Except for short tempor­
ary absenses, his whole life was spent in this 
city, and his admirable social qualities gained 
him the esteem of all with whom lie came 
in contact. He possessed a remarkably active 
mind, a rare facqJ^K for investigation, 
was a great reader, a deep thinker and 
possessed in a high degree the ability to ex­
press his views. His taste inclined to what 
may be called “applied science,” and his 
mechanical skill, which was more than com­
mon, enabled him to work out many inter­
esting problems.

SPORTING NEWS.

The Ringers Have To Go.

Mr. John McCoy of St. Mary’s the well- 
known breeder of trotting stock, appears to 
be paying pretty dearly, in reputation Mt 
least, for an alleged infringment of the rules 
of the turf. During the races in connection 
with the late Carnival in St. John Mr. McCoy 
drove a rakish looking horse called Stanley 
in two of the races and won first place. 
After the races were over it bêgan to be 
whispered that Stanley was an old ringer 
known as Earle 2:201. The St. John agri­
cultural society, owing the Moosepath 
Park, suspended Mr. McCoy until the money 
should be refunded and fined him fifty-dol- 
lars. Despatches from New York now indi­
cate that the National Trotting Association 
of America on appeal has further extended 
the punishment by expelling Mr. McCoy 
from all National Association Tracks in 
America. The Trotting Association probably 
had no alternative than to follow this matter 
to the bitter end. It cannot be denied that, 
in the interest of healthy and legitimate sport 
every attempt at dishonesty should- be 
promptly discountenanced. As a sportsman 
himself and one who has a deep interest in 
all that tends to the popularizing of the 
track, Mr. McCoy made a great mistake if 
he knowingly entered a ringer. But 
ringers have trotted on the New Brun­
swick track before and tire matter 
treated very lightly—too lightly—no doubt. 
But in view of this fiict, and the claim made 
by Mr. McCoys friends that it has never been 
proved that he knew the horse was a nnger 
when lie trotted him, and the further fact 
that Mr. McCoy has been a fair patron of 
tire turf in past days, and contributed liber­
ally to the success of track meetings in the 
province, it would seem that in place of pass­
ing tire full sentence of the law, a little 
leniency might have been extended and an 
amicable settlement of the matter effected.

Sketch of the Career of the Dead Austra­
lian Champion.

Henry E. Searle Was bom July 14, 1866, 
at Grafton, Clarence river, New South Wales. 
He rowed his first race, which he also won, 
at Chatsworth on Nov. 9, 1884, Then he 
won the light skiff race over a three mile 
course at Harwood in May, 1885. In 
January, 1886, he beat Wallace in a skiff 
race over the three mile course at Harwood, 
but on the sanÆ day the order was reversed 
in a race over the mile course, Wallace beat­
ing Searle. Rowing with outriggers was 
first essayed by Searle at the Clarence river 
carnival in Jan., 1888. Here he beat C. 
Neilson and Heam, the champion of New 
Zealand. After beating Wolf, Searle rowed 
his great race against Stansbury, July 13, 
1888, beating all previous records over the 
Paramatta river course (3 miles 330 yards) 
near Sydney, N. S. W., his time being 19m 
53s. On Sept 14 of the same year he de­
feated Christian Neilson over the same course 
in 21m. 341s. Peter egemp having twice 
defeated Edward Haitian in matches for 
the world’s chaiqpioeship, on May 5 and 
Sept 28, was challenged by Scrale, and the 
race was rowed over the Paramatta course 
Oct. 3, the result being a victory for the 
subject of this sketdXflfe finishing winner 
in 21m. 15s. On DeeXft) Searle won the 
final heat in the international scullers 
regatta at Brisbane, Aus. He next went to 
England to meet William O’Connor of Tor­
onto, who had challenged his title as the 
world’s champion sculler. They rowed over 
the Thames championship course, from 
Putney to Mortlake (about 41 miles), and 
Searle defeated his Canadian rival with ease.

Searle was 5 feet 10 inches in height ; his 
chest measurement was 411 inches, and his 
rowing weight 150 pounds. Dressed in civil­
ian clothes he appeared exceedingly spare in 
build, and did not impress pne as a great 
sculler. Where Searle got his wonderful 
rowing strength was a mystery. He would 
never discuss it, and when asked about it 
last fall he remarked laughing : “Oh, I’ve 
got a new movement that the others are not 
on to yet.” Whatever it was, he was a won­
derful sculler, and if he had a secret it died 
with him. '

M’DONALD ON TRIAL.

Some New Evidence Introduced.

After a considerable amount of difficulty 
the following jury was impanelled to try 
William J. McDonald for the murder of Mrs. 
McCrae :—

About noon on Tuesday last, Solicitor 
General Pugsley who is conducting the 
case for the crown, commenced to ad­
dress the jury. His address occupied over 
an hour. It consisted chiefly of a review of 
the circumstances attending the death of 
Mrs. McCrae, the finding of boxes similar to 
those containing the poisoned candy in the 
store of Messrs. Barker, the actions of the 
prisoner while in the store, his temporary 
incarceration in the Lunatic Asylum, his 
former religious tendencies, and the anti­
pathy lie had formed against clergymen in 
general, his drawing money from the bank, 
and being found with a loaded revolver in 
his possession and about starting for Fred­
ericton when arrested. Dr. Pugsley also re­
ferred to some new evidence which had come 
to light since the preliminary examination. 
This consisted in the finding of some small 
fine combs in the attic by one of the girls in 
Barker’s store. These combs when examined 
were found to be identical with those kept in 
the boxes in which the poisoned candy was 
sent. These combs, Dr.Pugsley argued, could 
have only been placed there for concealment, 
and seemed to him to complete the chain of 
circumstantial evidence against the prisoner. 
The examination of witnesses on behalf of 
tire crown was then commenced.' The evi­
dence so far does not differ materially from 
that given at tire coroner’s inquest and the 
preliminary examination.

FOR PERJURY.

Tire preliminary examination of Michael 
Dorhan for perjury and personation at 
the recent Scott Act election was resumed 
before Police Magistrate Marsh on Wednes­
day. Mr. Jas. W. McCready for the prosecu­
tion and Mr. Danial Jordan for the prisoner. 
Mr. Chas. E." Duffy, Deputy Returning Offi­
cer, gave evidence in regard to the voting of 
the prisoner and the administering of the 
usual oath. Dow Vandine proved the arrest. 
At the conclusion of the case the Police-Mag­
istrate took till Wednesday next to consider 
the case before giving judgment. The defence 
is that no peijury has been committed, as 
by sec. 34 sub sec. 2 Canada Temperance 
Act, the oatli of qualification to be taken by 
a voter should be the one given the Con. 
Stats, of New Brunswick, sec. 4 chap. 48, 
and not the oath laid down under the Do­
minion Elections Act. The case is the first 
one of its kind tried in Fredericton and is 
exciting considerable interest.

THE SHORT LINE SURVEY.
Mr. Vernon Smith, Chief Engineer in 

cliargç of tire Short Line survey has returned 
to fhe city after a few days abseneé in Ot­
tawa. While Mr. Smith is reticent in re­
gard to the probable action of the govern­
ment in respect to the niatter, yet lie does not 
speak by any means discouragingly of 
the prospects of the building of the road by 
the line lately surveyed. The whole survey 
with exception of a short distance in Mr. 
Walsh’s division, is completed and draught­
ed, and the result of the work is most satis­
factory. A comparatively easy and direct 
line has been located ; the engineering diffi­
culties are reported at the minimum, and a 
total saving of thirty-two miles has been af­
fected.
