intimating that Mr.=Ure had disgrac-
ed his position, his country, and his
upbringing. Mr. Ward justifies the
vehemence of Mr Balfour’s denuncia
tion oo the ground that it was neces-
sary, lest a most dangerous untruth
should become generally believed.

Relentless severity was needed to
effect bis purpose,
As acomment on Mr. Balfour’s

later declaration that he bad no per-
sonal feeling against Mr. Ure, but
that be would not and could not un-
say his words, because they were de-
served by the objective character of
Mr. Utre's proceedings, Mr. Ward
quotes from Newman's famous letter
to the late Sir William Cope:
