At present there aro six
different prime meridians in use among
civilised nations—namely, Paris, Greeu-
wich, Naples, Copenhagen, Stockholm
and Christiana ; while the meridians o
Cadiz, Lisbon, Fezro, Rio de Janeiro
and Wishington are also employed ¢t
some extent. The charts of the United
States, for instance, are all based on the«
Washington meridian ; but all the sua,
going vassels of that country find it pr
ferable to reckon by the meridian ot
Greenwich. In point of fact, ove
seventy-two per cent of the whole vcean
tonnage reckon their longitute by Greeu-
wich, while only eight per cent reckon
by that of Paris. This diversity of prime
meridians is not convenient to navigators,
nor is it conducive to accuracy among
geographers. A good many propusale
have been made from time to time for
the determination of a prime meridian
to be common to all nations, Alexaudria
has been suggested as being the place to
which Ptolemy’s observations and com-
putations were reduced. Laplace suy-
gested that line as a prime meridian upon
which it was 12 o’clock when the sun
entered the point of the vernal equinox:
in the year 1250, in which the apogee of
the earth’s crbit coincided with the
solsticial point in Cancer. At the Geo
graphical Congress of Paris in 1875
Jerusalem was proposed, and Professor
Piazzi Smith has suggested the Great
Pyramid. But none of these suggested
meridians possess any practical advan-
tage over any other meridian. Uniform-
ity is the chief thing, and it is satisfactory
now to learn that the International Prime
Meridian Conference has recommended
the universal adoption of Greenwich ;
that selection will certainly least disturb
the actual condition of things.—[Glasgow
Mail.

Household Hints.

A few drops of ammonia will be effect-
ual in removing grease from the dishpan,
and it is & gocd plan once in & while to
add a little to the water used to cleanse
the sink.

While it is conceded by most cooks
that wiuter squash is best when baked,
it 18 always necessary to use judgment
about it, for if the squash is very dry it
is rendered almost tasteless by baking.
In this case it should be steamed.

Stir, and as soon as the in-
gredients are dissolved add two table-
spoonfuls of spirite of camphor ; pujin a
bottle and keep on the toilet table.
Apples that are quite tart are consid-
ered a great addition to a suet pudding,
end will be highly regarded by anyone
who finds that kind of pudding .too rich.
A good recipa is here given : vne cup
of molasses, one cup of sweet milk, two-
thirds of a cup of suet, chopped very
fine, and with eyery particle of equal
size, so that there will be no danger of
lumps, one cup of tart apples peeled and
chopped very fine, one cup of raisins also
chopped, though not fine; two and a
half cups of flour is about the right quan-
tity.

Mix two teaspoonfuls of baking-
powder with the flour, spice to your
taste, add salt a!so. Steam for two hours.
Serve with any good sauce.

A PRESIDENTIAL PALACE.

The White House at Wassimgtion—Its Con-
tents and Cost.

The corner stone of the republican

the ‘“‘pomp and circumstance” of the ma-
sonic ceremonial. President Washing-
ton was present at the head of the lead-
ing men in the administration of the
government, and thousands of enthusi-
astic citzens witnessed the eyent. Dur-
ing the next seven years the graceful
pile, which at this time is second only to
the capitol among the numerous fine
structures in Washington, slowly rose
£rom its well chosen site, the cuntre of a
plot of twenty acres, sloping gradully
down to the river at the rear of the man-
sion. At the end of that time it exhibit-
ed the same exterior as now—two stories
and a basement, & length of 170 feet and
breadth of 86 feet, a large portico of
Ionic columns in the fromt, a circalar
ocolonade at the back and surmounted by
a wide balustrade. The building mate-
rial was Virginia freestone painted white.
Hence the name by which the executive
mansion is best known. Washington
died before it was ready for occupancy,
but 1t wae so nearly omnﬂhted a few days
before his death that he and his wife
made a viait of inspection to it. The cost
of the White house was not large. By
theftime when the hurried expedition
and retreat of a portion of the British
army desecrated its privacy, in 1814, less
than $350,000 had been spent on it.
After that &nplorlble event congress au-
thorixed the expenditure of $300,000 on
ats renovation, It was re-opened Jan.
1, 1818, Large sums have been expend-
ed on the building and its furnishing
sinee that date. It was partially refur.
rished when John Quincy Adams became
occupaat, and wholly with the beginning
of President Grant’s administration. As
it now costs the government $80,000 to
maintain the White house, exclusive of
what the occupant pays out of his salary
of $50,000 for personal servants, house-
hold supplies, horses and carriages, the
difference between expenditures in
the infaney of the republic and in these
days is shown in a striking light. —[De-
troit Free Press.
