Nelson, B.C., Sept, 5—Terrorized by the succession of incendiary 
tires which the small force of city police have been totally unable to 
prevent, a mass meeting of citizens, presided ever by the mayor, today 
telegraphed Attorney General W. J- Bowser, entreating him to send the 
provincial police and a staff of de tectives to take the matter in hand. 
The whofe city is" under a reign of terror now that the (irebug is turn­
ing ips attentions from the Tenderloin to the. rest of the city. In 
nearly every block a watchman is stationed, on the lookout for the 
incendiary, who is exhibiting the greatest, cunning in his outrages. 
Many citizens are sitting up guarding their property with revolvers 
and rifles. Starting on, August 17th the first seven fires were in the 
Tenderiom district, and the bug later attacked the fire hall, the pro­
vincial jail and the city's two biggest lumber yards. On Friday the 
brewery went up in smoke. The damage was estimated at fifty thou­
sand dollars. Late tonight the fire-hug made another attempt n destroy 
the Yale-Columbia yards, in which many million feet cf manufactured 
lumber are- stored awaitinÿ'shipme nt to the prairies. The fire which 
was started in the planer department, was carefully laid, though the 
watchman had visited the building i nly a few minutes before. An old 
straw hat and pieces of kindling were placed under- a stack of hoard 
and used to start the blaze, he watchman made the discovery in time 
to prevent serious damage, here 'S no trace aC the, incendiary.

Bulletin Special.
Montreal, Sept. 5—“Sir Wilfrid Laurier will personally edmbat the 

Nationalist-Conservative alliance on its own fighting ground, in an inspir­
ing address to his compatriots at Coteau yesterday he accepted "the Liberal 
candidature for Seulanges, the constituency represented in the. late par­
liament by Joseph A. Lortie, a follower of Monk and Bourassa. It was 
after midnight when the Soulanges Liberals rang the prime minister up 
at Montreal over the long distance telephone and tendered him the nom­
ination and arrangements were hurriedly made yesterday to break the 
trip to Alexandra and confer with the Soulanges delegates- On arrival at 
Coteau, however, a great, spontaneous gathering of some 3,000 cif his 
compatriots were awaiting him. Amid enthusiastic cheers Sir Wilfrid was 
driven for a mile or more to a large field, Where a temporary Stand had 
been erected. Here ex-Mayor Oliver Andre and J. Mousseau, M.P.P., cn 
behalf of the gathering urged Sir Wilfrid to become their candidate. ‘"You 

"know the heart of Soulanges.” said Mr. Mousseau,” and it is you who can 
iedeem the county from the bad hands into which it has fallen, and carry 
our banner to victory.”

The prime minister was given a reception characterized ay infecti­
ous enthusiasm. Sir Wilfrid spoke in French- He stated that the honor 
was entirely unexpected and came as a surprise when he received the 
telephone message, lie would have preferred the selection of a local man 
but if the Liberals of Soulanges woui.l unite in the battle tie was prepared 
to enter the fight as their candidate.

Conservative Party Without Leaders.
"You are taking up a severe fight," added Sir Wilfrid; "probab'y 

more severe than you think, I do not wish to boast, but I belong to the 
whole country, it will he impossible fob me to give my hand to each ejector 
and visit each parish. If I am elected and you win back this country to Lib­
eralism I shall be proud, because yen have done It yourselves."

Sir Wilfrid said ail that was left of the Conservative party were » 
few voters in the different parts of the country.

"It" has now no chiefs. It is a party without a head. Who was Its 
head in Quebec? Not Monk, for his hand was against everybody- Not 
Bourassa, for he claimed that the Nationalists were net a partyPTherefore, 
the Nationalist party must be an orphan.-

" The county of Soulanges was not far frokn the frontier and the produc­
ers of hay, produce and cattle would reap fereat benefit.

‘There is nothing of the old Conservative party left in Quebec," ad­
ded Sir Wilfrid. "It is a party which calls itself Nationalist. Bourassa Is 
going about the country saying* that reciprocity is a side Issue. There are 
many factions. Bourassa says. "Upset Laurier and kill the navy." Borden 
says: ‘Upset Laurier and have a direct contribution,' and Sifton says:."Upset 
Laurier and get rid of reciprocity.’ It is confusion like unto the tower ef 
Babel- Should the government peradventj^o defeated, yon wbitiothear 
such discord as you never before heard in your lives." (Laughter and ap­
plause. )

Will be His last Victory.
The prime minister dealt with the Nationalist campaign against the 

navy. He declared that the stcry of conscription “which has caused tears 
to flow in your parishes" was false and infamous. "I am a Liberal of tlie 
British school," he told his compatriots” and Britain has no conscription. 
Canada, like Britain, can recruit her navy without conscription."

"I will soon be seventy," sir w ilfrid concluded. "T have not long 
to live, but Providence has given me better health at 70 than as a young 
man. I can fight your cause and I will to the end. I shall defend your 
country and mine against demagogues both In Quebec and Ontario."

Sir Wilfrid declared he had no doubt as to the" result. The govern­
ment would be as strong as it was before dissolution. "This, victory "Will 
be my last," he concluded. "It will be the final consummation of the pol­
icy 1 have always followed."

Winnipeg, Sept. 5—A large reciprocity meeting held in Selkirk hall 
last night was addressed by Jas. H. Ashdown, Hon. Duncan Marshall, 
minister of agriculture, in Alberta, and William Aigle, OhtBrio manufac­
turer from Alton. All were rewarded by hearing Mr. Marshall deliver c.ne 
of the strongest and most vigorous reciprocity speeches that perhaps this 
city has yet heard. Mr. Marshall has a voice Which would make a mam­
moth showman jealous. His arguments are as forceful as his voice. He 
has many original sayings and some good stories. Both Mr, Marshall and 
Mr. Aigle dealt with the opposition point that it was impossible for pro­
ducers to receive higher prices for prcduce and for consumers to pay less 
for meat and other prepared foods.. They stated, however, that that will 
be the case under the reciprocity pact. They stated that at present the 
middlemen's profits were exorbitant on account of the presence of Import 
duties. With the impert duties removed, they argued the middlemen 
would be forced by competition to reduce their prices. »

Mr. Ashdown, in a well presented speech, dealt with the proportions 
of the market of the United Kingdom fer wheat- He showed that Canada 
could In no circumstance hope to supply the motherland with more than 
one hundred million bushels of wheat, which, eVenr on the present crop, 
would leave Western Canada with a surplus unprovided fcr.

To Campaign in Ontario.
Mr. Marshall explained that he was on hls way to addrdess a few 

meetings In the province of Ontario. He was glad to know that the Liberal 
party in-Winnipeg had a good candidate in a good cause. In Mr. Ashdown 
they had a man of courage and ability, one who had shown himself to be 
a man of enterprise and one who had had great experience in Western Can­
ada. Mr. Ashdown could not fail to be a useful and representative mem­
ber cl parliament- In ail his experience, said Mr. Marshall, there had 
never been a political campaign into which he entered with greater pleas­
ure than into the present one. The issue was the finest that the Liberal 
party had ever put before the people in Canada. It was the crowning act 
of Pie greatest statesman that Canada had ever known.

at Morinville for Laur­

ier and Oliver.
Edison,. Sept. 5.—This settlement, 

fifty miles .northwest" of Edmonton, 
was the scene of ... large l armors' 
picnic yesterday afternoon, at which, 
by invitation, the lion Frank Oliver 
and Major \V. A. Griesbach met in 
joint debate on- the reciprocity agree­
ment.. On this, the tirst occasion 
when the candidates of the two par- 
lies in*ahe. Federal election campaign 
addressed the same meeting, there 
was an audience of ever 300 persons. 
It was the first open-air meeting of 
the election contest. Ideal weather 
favored the picnic, t< attend which 
farmer's from miles around Jiad driven 
into Edison. In most cases the 
farmers were accompanied by their 
wives and families, for a fine program 
of sports and jjames had been arrang­
ed for the day. The picnic was 
conducted under the auspices of the 
Edison Methodist Church v and was 
successful in every respect Dinner 
was served at the pic-nic ground at 
one o’clock, and the open-air meeting 
was held immediately afterwards. 
Mr. Greenfield presided and a speech 
Of welcd^e to the visitors was de­
livered >by Rev. Mr. Bold.

He laid stress on this, po'nt: he 
Liberal party, because favoring reci­
procity, was accused by the Conser­
vative party of disloyalty. The Con­
servative party's cry was that if the 
Canadian farmer sold his produce to 
the United States it meant the dis­
ruption of the Empire. To protect 
the Empire, then, it followed that 
the farmer must be satisfied with pre­
sent conditions, and with lower prices 
than he would obtain through reci­
procity But who could say why the 
farmer," for the sake of the Empire, 
rather than the “special1 interests,'’

Different c in Prices of Barley
Dealing with baiiéy, Mr.. Oliver 

said that, allowing ten cents per 
bushel to fransporf this product from 
Winnipeg to Milwaukee, the Milwau­
kee mark el would hzye been much 
more profitable to the Canadian bar­
ley grower, as the fallowing figures 
showexl: 1908, 11 cents; 1909, 4 cents; 
1910, 14 cents; 1911, first six months, 
2G cents. Commenting on this, Mr. 
Oliver said that l etter barley was 
grown in Canada than in the United 
States, but owing to the-lack, of a 
market it had not been generally pro­
duced in recent years. When he 
came first to Alberta the barley was 
the whole crop; there were no oats 
grown at all.

Dealing with the rmprovement to 
the catt'e industry under reciprocity, 
he sail’ fl at. allowing one cent per 
pound more for freight from Chicago 
to Winnipeg the difference to Cana*- 
dian cattle growers in the. market 
price for fine stock would have been 
on the average per hundredweight for: 
1906, $1.59; 1907, $1.38; 1908, $2.04; 
1909, $2.33; 1910, $1.88; 1911, first
six months, .22. This recent ap­
proach of Winnipeg and Chicago 
'Prices arose not from an increase of 
Canadian demand so much as because 
of an increase of demand not followed 
by a corresponding increase of supply, 
owing to the low pi ices received in 
the past.
Big Profits With Chicago Market Open

“With the Chicago market, the 
more we produce the morq -profit we 
make If we produce a surplus for 
the local market we produce it at a 
loss, not at a profit, by reason Df the 
demand not increasing as the supply 
owing to the American market not 
being open to us.”

“Tlie Canadian bankers,” Mr. Oliver 
said, “are among the chief opponents 
of the* agreement, but they lend their 
money in New York because they get 
either a better rate of interest there 
c.r else more satisfactory security. The 
bankers have a perfect right to do 
this, but why has not the farmer the 
right to sell his wheat in Minneapolis, 
barley in Milwaukee or his cattle in 
Chicago, if he gets more for these pro­
products?

Mr* Oliver expressed regret that he 
had not been able to visit this par,* 
cf his constituency or" the constitu­
ency at large more frequent­
ly. This had not been because 
of a lack of interest or a lack of work 
in behalf of his constituents. He had 
been called to the duty of administer­
ing a great department cif the govern­
ment. and as head of that department 
he was able to render better service 
to his constituency than he would ir. 
in the capacity of a private member, 
he were able to spend all his time be­
tween parliamentary sessions in vis­

iting his constituents.
The meeting closed with enthusi­

astic cheers for Laurier and Oliver.

OVER MOROCCAN SITUATION

INti THEIR SAVINGS FROM BANKS. FEARING WAR IS 
IMMINENT — ACTIVITY ON THE FRONTIER.

Berlin, Sept. &—The excitement 
over the protracted Franco-German 
negotiations with regard to Morocco 
seems to have Increased with the re­
sumption at the German Foreign 
Office yesterday of conversations be­
tween the French ambassador, M. 
Cambon, and the German foreign 
minister, Herr Von Kiderlenwaeehter.

Wild rumors are being circulated 
in German provincial towns. At Sett- 
in, large sums of money have been 
withdrawn from the savings banks 
owing to rumors ^>1 war was im­
pending.

The banks are enforcing the rule 
that notice of intention of depositors 
to withdraw funds must be given in 
advance, and the officials have pub­
lished communications showing the 
baselessness of the reports. Other 
'rumors circulated on the Alsatian 
frontier, to the effect that the Ger­
man ambassador to France, Herr Von 
Schoen, had been murdered in Paris, 
and that Germany immediately would 
declare war, are stiengthened by the 
return of the dragoon regiment to 
Colmar, the capital of Upper Alsac, 
from the scene of their manoeuvres.

An outbreak of dysentery among 
the troops was the reason for their 
return to the barracks.

There Was no meeting today between 
M. Cambon and Herr Von Kiderlen 
Waecheter, but it ;s ptsslble that an­
other conference will be held tomor­
row afternoon. The GeGrman Im­
perial Chancellor-General Von Beth- 
mann Holiweg, return : to the capital 
from Kiel, where he had been called 
lor a meeting bel ween the German 
Emperor and Crown Prince Franz 
Ferdinand of Austria Hungary.

5.—Although Germany

had made no reply as yet to France’s 
proposition of yesterday, relative to 
the Moroccan dispute, and while none 
is expected by France's foreign offi­
cials for some days, many rumors, 
doubtless due to the uncertainty of the 
outcome of the negotiations, are cur­
rent

Le' Patrie, in head lines running 
across the entire front tiage, an­
nounces a considerable movement of 
French, troops toward the French 
frontier. ' Inquiries made at the 
Ministry 4>f War-elicited the informa­
tion that this movement is connected 
with manoeuvres of the French army, 
which, beginning today, will-last un­
til September 13. In addition to the 
garrison stationed in the district, 
thirty thousand troops are now mov­
ing toward the eastern boundary 
for concentration a" Belfort, the al­
most impregnable frontier fortress, 
which is the objective of the army.

Kaiser Reviews Navy.
Kiel, Germany, Sept 5.—The Ger­

man navjil fleet was reviewed by Em­
peror William in the harbor here this 
morning, thousands of spectators be­
ing given an opportunity of observing 
the progress made by the navy and to 
see the German fleet as it could take 
to sea tomorrow for action if neces­
sary. Contrary to expectations, the 
three newest battleships did not join 
the fleet for review, as, technically, 
they are still undergoing trials and 
have not yet been entered on the rdll 
of the German navy. Though fully 
completed, these three 20,000 ton 
warships remained ai anchor in the 
harbor and saluted the emperor as 
he passed out of the bay to board the 
flagship Deutschland

Alphonse Gardeau was chairman, 
nmer St. Germain, of Morinville, de­
livered the opening addréss ia 
French. He was followed by Lucien 
Boudreau, M.P.P., of St. Albert. The 
mini.ster of the interior then adddres- 
sed the gathering and the meeting 
concluded with a rousing speech by 
Wilfrid Gariepy. Major Griesbach was 
invited to he present at the meeting 
but failed to put in an appearance.

Mr. Oliver in opening his address 
said he was. sorry he was unable K- 
speak in the language of the majority 
of those present- At least, however, 
he had a straight story which could 
lie easily understood. He had heard 
Mr. Boudreau speak of Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier and his record. He assured 
his audience that the English-speak­
ing people of Canada did not admit 
that their French Canadian brothers 
had ^monopoly on the leader of the 
Liberal party. In English Canada the 
naine of Laurier was greeted with en­
thusiasm.

of their land will be the same.”

Higher Prices on the United States Side.
Congressman Lenroot, Wisconsin, April 17 : "The prices of agricul­

tural products are much higher In the United States man in Canada.
“According to the report of the tariff board, the average price of 

spring wheat received by the farmer of Canada in 1910 was 73.8 cents per 
bushel, while our farmers received 89.8 cents per bushel, or 16 cents per 
bushel more than the Canadian farmer received. According to the report 
of the tariff board, for his barley the Canadian farmer received 47.Ccents, 
while our farmers averaged 67.8 cents per bushel, or 10 4 cents more per 
bushel than the Canadian farmer. For his flax seed the Canadian farmer 
received $2.07 per bushel, while our farmers received $2.30 per bushel, or 
23 cents per bushel more than the Canadian farmer.

"For his hay—and I hope the gentleman from Massachusetts (Mr. 
Peters) is in the chamber—the U.S. farmers received $12.26 per ton, or 
$2.60 per ton more than the Canadian farmer."

Canada Realises Advantages. *
Congressman Charles E. Pltilcett, Iowa, April 18: "No one has yet 

reconciled this argument with the difference in price that obtains in-tbwns 
along the Canadian border. Take Portal, N.D , and North Portal, Canada, 
a street -dividing the two, Where, as tile gentleman from North Dakota 
(Mr. Helgeson) has pointed out, there Is a marked difference In the 
price of wheat, barley, flax and other products raised in the eame com­
munity, on the same soil, with the same transportation facilities—just a 
narrow strip of 80 feet dividing the two. The farmers rt this country 
know the difference between a home.magket for the substantial part of 
their products and shipping them to the sea coast and then 3,000 miles 
across the sea to be sold to ihe underpaid labor of London and Liverpool. 
Canada nows the dame thing. If not, why has she been knocking at our 
door for half a century to get into our markets? She realises their 
value, even if some of the gentlemen on this floor do not."

WIRELESS BRINGSSTRONG ARGUMENTS 
FOR RECIPROCITY NEWS OF THE OCEAN

Portsmouth, Eng., Sept., 5—The feature of today’s 
meeting of the British association was the paper on the 
subject of reciprocity between the United States and 
Canada, read by Chas. E. Mallet, ex-financial secretary 
to the war office and former member of parliament for 
four years. Mallet strongly approved thp', Canadian- 
American agreement and derided the suggestion that it 
would lead to annexation. 1

“The Canadian nationality is far too great â Itvîhg 
force today,” the speaker said, “to be swallowed up 
in the United States.

“The more you examine the details of the agree­
ment,” said Mr. Mallett, “the more convincing will the 
evidence appear that though we may sustain some loss 
of preference on one large group of imports (sheet iron) 
and on several small ones, no serious grievance on our 
side can be established. On the other hand, if we in any 
way interfere to prevent this agreement we should be 
violating one of the maxims of pur Empire : Fiscal free­
dom for the self-governing Dominions. We should be 
asking the greatest of our colonies to miss the greatest 
commercial opportunity offered in Canadian history. 
We should be making the imperial connection, not hope 
of profit but sign of loss, in the eyes of the Canadian 
farmers. We may think our colonies wrong in raising 
tariffs, wrong in lowering tariffs, wrong in destining 
any markets but our own, but liberty, they claim, is lib­
erty to do not what we think right but what we think 
wrong. There lies the genius in British statesmen in 
knowing when to leave Englishmen alone.”

REDUCTION NEEDED, BUT WRONG.
The Montreal Gazette says the Federal 

taxes—levied in the customs houses—are 
responsible in part for the high cost of liv­
ing. Thé truth will come out once in a while 
r-^ven from an anti-Reciprocity is a pro­
posal to reduce the tax rate and the amount 
of taxes collected. But the Gazette objects 
to the reduction. Why?

FAKIRS.
Mr. R, B. Bennett is throwing elocu­

tionary fits before Calgary audiences in his 
supposed zeal for trade between Canada 
and Great Britain. This has caused some 
one with a memory to remark that it is not 
long since Mr. Bennett equally emphatically 
declared : “I don’t believe in building up 
Yorkshire woollen mills.” It may be added, 
it is not so very long since the Parliament­
ary contingent of the party Mr. Bennett be­
longs to were declaring to the world that 
British-made cloth was absolutely unfit for 
use, being infested with disease germs. The 
language of these gentlemên past and pres­
ent is absolutely inconsistent with itself, 
with the facts and with common sense. But 
their conduct is perfectly consistent. In de­
nouncing reciprocity they are serving the 
same ends and the same masters as when 
they condemned the British preference and 
libelled British manufactures. In both cases 
they are vindicating the “traditional alli­
ance”—as The Toronto News once aptly put 
it—which has existed and does exist be­
tween the class which profits through privi­
lege and the politicians who profit thrpugh 
defending privilege. Whatever affecté the 
“ special interests” or seeks to weaken their 
grip upon the industry and trade of the Do­
minion is sure of the warmest denunciation 
from Mr Bennett and his class. Whether in 
denouncing it they use language which 
libels the American people and their Presi­
dent and makes for ill-feeling between the 
people of that country and this, is purely aJ 
matter of adapting words to ends. Lan­
guage with.an anti-British tinge comes to 
their lips quite as freely as language with 
an anti-Yankee complexion when the cir­
cumstances of the case require it. It is simp­
ly a matter of adapting language to the end' 
to be attained, and in that Mr Bennett is 
something of an expert.

SIR THOMAS IN TROUBLE.
Sir Thomas Shaughnessy has begun his 

anti-reciprocity campaign—if that be the 
object of his western trip, by an unfortun­
ate “break.” In Winnipeg he denied that 
Mr. J. A. M. Aikins—who is running as an 
“anti” candidate in Brandon—is a solicitor 
for the C.P.R. Someone has hunted up a 
copy of the Winnipeg Telegram two weeks 
old and found therein a report of a speech 
in which Mr. Aikins explicitly declares that 
he is a solicitor for the C.P.R., but will givd 
up the job if he gets elected.

There seems to be as much uncertainty 
about when one is or is not a C.P.R. solicitor 
as over the kindred problem of when one is 
or is not a commissioner of the city of Ed­
monton.

Sir Thomas says Mr. Aikins is not a C. 
P.R. solicitor and Mr. Aikins says he gave 
up the position twelve months ago. But two 
weeks ago Mr. Aikins told a public audience 
that he still had the position. An expert 
definition of the relations of Mr .«Aikins to 
the C.P.R. seems to be urgently needed, in 
the intereste of Mr. Aikins and Sir Thomas 
as much as of anybody. If it is permissable, 
may we put in a word for the learned city 
solicitor of Edmonton. ^

This gentleman—beside his former 
training in navigating the curvatures of le­
gal phraseology—has recently had a consid­
erable experience in this particular matter 
of determining whether an official is still an 
official, if not why not, and if so what steps; 
are necessary to make him no longer such. 
The benefit of this experience should not 
be lost either to the worthy solicitor or to 
the world, and if Sir Thomas and Mr. Aik­
ins cannot of themselves determine in just 
what relation they stand to each other, the 
city might be induced to lend them—for a 
reasonable time and a fair consideration— 
the services of its expert on the severance 
of official relationships.

Meantime the public are pretty likely 
to conclude that Mr. Aikins knows whether 
his relations with the C.P. are such as war­
rant him in sending an occasional account 
to the cashier of that concern with reason­
able assurance of an early and satisfactory 
response, and are likely to take the former 
statement of Mr. Aikins in preference to 
the latter. The former statement was made 
voluntarily, the latter under circumstances 
which made it politically advisable to deny 
any dependence, upon the C.P. and obliga­
tion to that company. If, therefore, the peo­
ple of Brandon persist in believing that the 
anti-reciprocity candidate there is still on 
the pay of the C.P.—as he said two weeks, 
ago he was—that, gentleman will have him­
self to blame for it and for the consequences 
of it. And should Sir Thomas find that even 
his knightly assurances do not completely 
dispel this unfavorable impression, the 
fault canot be fairly charged to those he is 
said to be trying to beat. They simply took 
Mr. Aikins at his word, freely and even 
boastingly given from the public platform. 
If Sir Thomas came out openly and said 
that he had “fired” Mr. Aikins for making 
this untimely admission he ryight gain cre­
dence, and also some added repute as a man 
of judgment. The admission was not a good 
one for a candidate to make—and if Mr. 
Aikins is given to making damaging admis­
sions on the stump he may not be altogether 
proof against making them in court. That 
he ought to be “fired” may be a reasonable 
contention ; but that he has been dissociated 
with the company has yet to be established.

THE REAL BOURASSA.
Toronto Globe: Mr. John Boyd of Mon­

treal has come up to Qntario to give a certi­
ficate of character to Mr. Henri Bourassa 
and the Nationalist movement. Mr. Boyd 
has been known heretofore as a Conserva­
tive newspaper writer and the author of 
some very good verse. He has become a 
great admirer of Mr. Bourassa, and in an 
interview in The Toronto World says that 
“it has served the purpose of a number of 
Liberal organs to represent Mr. Bourassa 
and Mr. Monk as trying to form a party 
based on racial and religious prejudices. 
Mr. Bourassa has, however, solemnly de­
clared that his object is not to isolate his 
compatriots from the rest of the Dominion, 
but simply to have theip consider and solve 
public questions from the point of view of 
Canada’s interests and to work with Eng­
lish-speaking Canadians for the upbuilding 
of the Dominion. Mr. Monk, too, has em­
phatically declared on all occasions that the 
movement does not appeal to race and reli­
gion, but to Canadian patriotism through­
out the Dominion.”

Let us take that as Mr. Boyd’s certifi­
cate to the chief of the Nationalists in refu­
tation of the assertion that he is anti-Brit­
ish. There is no need to go far afield to 
prove that Mr Bourassa is not the patriot 
Mr. Boyd pictures him, but a propagandist 
of French-Canadian nationalism with a 
distinct goal in view—the separation of 
Canada from the Empire and the refusal 
until that separation shall take place of any 
effective help toward the defeneg of the Em­
pire. He captains a party the most promin­
ent members of which have gone even far­
ther, and openly expressed their purpose of 
setting up In Quebec a French State inde­
pendent of the Dominion. They not only 
propose to sever the Imperial tie, but they 
propose also to follow that up by breaking 
in pieces the Canadian confederation.

And now for the proof. Mr. Bourassa 
quarreled with Sir Wili^id Laurier in 1900 
over the question of sending Canadian vol­
unteers to tight for the Empire in South 
Africa. In a speech delivered in Montreal 
on October 20, 1901, the Nationalist leader 
said:

“What I should wish is that between 
the old English frigate about to sink and 
the American corsair preparing to pick up 
its wreckage we should manoeuvre our bark 
with prudence and firmness, so that it will 
not be swallowed up in the vortex of the one 
nor be carried away in the wake of the? 
other. Let us not sever the chain too soon, 
but let us not rivet its links too closely.

“I am not referring to the situation

which the# trumph of Imperialist ideas 
would impose on us. If the partisans of such 
ideas should gain the upper hand, oh ! then 
1 would say : ‘Forward ! Let us be independ­
ent without hesitation.’ ”

■ Fere we are told that the British Em­
pire, “the old English frigate, is about td 
sink.” That is strange language in war time 
for a friend of Britain. By 1903 Mr.XBouti- 
àssa had decided what the sequel to the 
sinking of the old English frigate would be, 
for in a pamphlet published by him in that 
year as to the relations of the French-Can- 
adians and the British Empire he said : “In­
dependence is in our eyes the natural 
crowning of our destinies.” -

Mr. ArmandLavergne, Mr. Bourassa’s 
first lieutenant, was even more explicit. In 
an article published in Le Nationaliste on 
July 16,1905, Mr. Lavergne said:

“When we shall be sufficiently numerous 
and strong the Franco-American race will 
also wing its flight, independent and unmix­
ed, to play in the new world the glorious 
and sublime rôle played in Europe by 
France.”

On August 12, 1905, there appeared in 
La Verite, then edited by Mr. Omer Heroux, 
who now edits Le Devoir, Mr .Bourassa’s 
organ, an article in which it was stated that 
“we believe the constitution of an antonom- 
ous French State is our logical destiny.”

Will the loyal Conservatives of Ontario, 
who are asked to take Mr. Boyd’s kindly 
view of Mr. Bourassa and his followers and 
to join with them as close political allies, 
read Armand Lavergne’s statement two or 
three times and let it soak in : “When we 
shall be sufficiently numerous and strong 
the Franco-American race will also wing 
its flight, independent and unmixed, to play 
in the new world the glorious and sublime 
role played in Europe by France.”

Is there any doubt .at all that Bourassa 
leads a crew that is but waiting a conven­
ient season to scuttle the good ship Canada 
after “the old English frigate” sinks, and 
set up a French State, “independent and un­
mixed,” on the banks of Lie St. Lawrence?

In the name of Imperial unity the Con­
servative leaders call upon their followers 
to march to the polls with Bourassa and 
Monk and LS&ergne and Heroux and vote 
to destroy Laurier, who is hated by the Na­
tionalists because hje insists that Canada 
shall do her share by land and sea in the de­
fence of Canada as an integral portion of 
the British Empire. Was there ever in the 
history of Canada so notorious, so open 
and shameless an illustration of political 
hypocrisy? The loyal people of Ontario can­
not thus be hoodwinked.

Mr. Bennett’s third complaint against 
reciprocity is that it would reduce the cost 
of living in Calgary. Under reciprocity, he 
says, the consumer would have the chance 
of buying from the Alberta farmer if he 
gçew what the consumer wanted and of­
fered it at a price the consumer was will­
ing to pay—and if not, then the consumer 
could buy from a farmer across the line. Of 
course if the Calgary consumer really 
thinks his living is costing him less than he 
should pay, or would like to pay, this argu­
ment may enlist him in Mr. Bennett’s fol­
lowing. But it is not really necessary that 
he should vote against reciprocity in hope 
of bringing about the desired boost in his 
household expenses. If he wants to pay 
more for his flour and his meat then he is 
now paying it is likely his grocer and his 
butcher will be able to arrange matters for 
him if he will mention the desire to them, 
even after reciprocity comes into force.

Fourthly, says Mr. Bennett, the farmer 
cannot fix the price of a commodity which 
he exports. Well, outside of the asylum no­
body has said he could. If the farmer could saskatoon6 
fix the price of what he exports it would, Brantford . 
not matter to him if he had only one export Moose 
market so long as that market was large 
enough to consume his surplus. It is just 
because he cannot fix the price that the far­
mer needs access to all the export markets 
he <can get, and the benefit which at times id 
to be had by selling in one market rather 
than in another. I

As a campaigner Mr. Bennett is singu­
larly effective. Few men in all Canada have 
a larger gift of that peculiar talent which 
makes votes for the other man. In the pres­
ent campaign he seems to be working this 
part of his abilities at full pressure.

POLICE UNABLE TO 
COPE WITH SITUATION

Huge Smelting Plant 
Last Prey of the 

Fire Bug.

Nelson, B.C., Sept. 2.—At midnight 
tonight the huge plant of the Hall 
Mines Smelter, coyei ing thirteen acres 
of ground, and one of the largest 
plants of its kind in Canada, is a 
mass of blazing, crackling ruins 
Nothing is saved except the seven 
miles of cable running irom the smel­
ter to the S’ ver King Mine, on Lode 
Mountain, the tall black-end chim­
neys, one of which it two hundred 
féea in height, ana a one-storey 
building used as an office. Every­
thing else, the huge snfelters, the 
tramway terminal and dump, the as­
say office, the boarding houses and 
numerous smaller buildings are a 
tangle of blazing timber and twisted 
iron. The disaster is the work of 
an incendiary, who for the past two 
weeks has started a dozen fires, three 
of which have entailed enormous

The fight against reciprocity, Mr.

losses Last night the Nelson Bre­
wery was burned io the ground with 
a loss of fifty thousand dollars. Pre­
viously, a Chinaman’s house, stables 
and out--buildings were destroyed with 
a loss of six thous-jnd and the plant 
destroyed tonight i.‘. conservatively 
estimated to have cost tb erect seven 
hundred and fifty thousand dollars.

The incendiary has shown the utmost 
persistency. At noon today a watch­
man discovered the fire in the smel­
ter, which he thoroughly quenched, 
and had arhanged for extra guards. 
Tonight at nine, just after ne had 
made a round of the buildings, lire 
broke out, and within a few minutes 
the plant was a blazing furnace. By 
midnight the entire plant was practi­
cally consumed. Nothing could be 
done to save the buildings. The 
smelter, built of magnificent timber, 
is situated on the Kill above the rail­
way, just outside the city limits, and 
no water supply was available.

The fire brigade could only watch 
the blaze from the town, ready to 
grapple with any fire that might break 
out in the city. From the assay 
office a few valuable chemicals were 
saved, as well as seven valuable 
chemical valances. The furniture 
in the -buildings used residences 
and stored in other buildings was car­
ried out by hundreds of willing hands. 
All the rest went up in smoke and 
for a time danger existed that neigh­
boring residences would be consumed, 
even if dangerous bush fires were 
avoided. Only the complété absence 
of wind prevented a far worse 
calamity.

The Hall Mines Smelter was for­
merly used t.o treat ores of Silver 
King and other famous properties on 
Lode Mountain, Morning Mountain 
and the adjacent territory and em­
ployed hundreds of men It has not 
been operated for the first five years, 
but- a Vancouver syndicate, promoted 
by R. S. Lannle, of Vancouver, has 
lately effected a consolidation of the 
Lode Mountain properties, acquiring 
the mines and smelter. The last pay­
ment on the properties was made 
only last week, and E. Nelson Bell, of 
Vancouver, has just completed a sur­
vey of the plant and mine with a 
view to recommending tne oest plan 
of operations, and it Was expected 
that work would have been commenc­
ed almost Immediately.

The most important admission to 
be found in the treaty for the United 
States he declared to be access to Ca­
nadian woods, the next, free access or 
trade in agricultural products aside 
from the great cereal staples.

"Two more weeks of thie weather 
and the harvest in Southern Alberta, 
and in the province generally, will be 
a record one-"-the biggest in years," 
said . w. J. i regmus, vice-presioent 
of the Union cf Alberta Farmers, an-1 
a prominent grain grower of this dis-- 
trict, to the Albertan yesterday.

The hindering weather which seem­
ed so ominous wasn't so serious after 
all, according to Mr. Treglllus. Dur­
ing the dark, damp days the grain be­
came very heavy and the recent warm 
sun and wind have had the effect of 
quickening the ripening of the grain, 
which on account of its well develop­
ed, heavy state was in a very recep­
tive condition for the good offices of 
the weather map.

’T never saw wheat, oats or barley 
looking better," continued Mr. Tregil- 
lus, "and -I readily anticipate" that" the 
average yield of cuts will be 70 bush­
els to the acre. Thie average Is a 
high one for this part of the country. 
In' those sections of -northern Alberta 
Where the frost has not affected the 
crops they look for as high an average 
as one hundred bushels to the acre, 
hut this is (expecting a little too much 
it seems to me- About twe: weeks more 
of this weather and the oats and 
wheat Will be ready to cut.

/Every farmer you meet Is happy. 
Haying is being carried Ob under ideal 
conditions, the crop promises to be 
exceptionally good and thtere is a plen- 
tltude of farm labor available. Who 
wouldn't be cohtented under these 
conditions?
x “The average yield of wheat for the 
past five years has been 27 bushels to 
the «ere. This year Is promises to be 
about 36 buShels. The average yield 
of spring wheat in that time-has been 
21 bushels; this year It should be 
about 26 or 27.

The Miei“ of the Magrath Holgate 

Co; to pay the entire cost of the ex- 
-tension oi (he street railway from the 
jEàsc End of the City Park to Irwin 
street in the Highlands subdivlsibn 
was finally dccepted by the city coun­
cil aî'fhëir regular meeting last even­
ing. On Thursday last, - when the pro", 
pdrai u-ns gIVen general approval, sub­
ject' to the drawing oi an agreement 
satidfiictory to a spécial cbmmiftee of 
the 1 èbüncil-and the superintendents, 
the order -lor the necessary- steel was 
placed with the Ufiited States Steel 
Corporation, and an assurance Was 
received that it would be delivered 
within thé next two or three weeks. 
Work will be commenced at once, as 
it is the intention tp complete the ex- 
teiieion and establish the car‘service 
before winter. The city will make the 
extension frdm the west to the east end 
of the City park at a cost or approx­
imately 87,000. The remainder of the 
extension ,the estimated cost of which 
is 820,000, will -be paid for by the 
Magrath Holgate Co. -All construction 
work will be done by the city engi­
neer’s department An hourly service 
will be established, and the company 
will guarantee the city against all loss 
on the first year’s operation. Under 
thé terms of the agreement the street 
railway department will have entire 
cdntrol of the schedule. The approx­
imate’ length of thé extension is one 
mile In the event of the cost exceed­
ing the estimates the company under­
takes to pay the; full amount. The 
agreement will be signed today and 
the money placed In one of the banks 
to thé credit of the city.

/ Talking of Gas Again.
The establishment of a gas plant 

whs again "the subject of discussion 
and it was practically decided to sub­
mit the proposition of The Universal 
Ohe Co. m the ratepayers together 
with" the proposal to establish a mu­
nicipal plant. An agreement drafted 
by a special committee was consider­
ed'and after a few amendments had 
been made the following resolution 
was passed : 'Resolved that subject to 
the vote of the ratepayers on the 
question of municipal ownership of a 
gas plant the’proposition of The Uni­
versal Gas Co. Ltd., and the agree­
ment submitted by the special com­
mittee as revised in committee of the 
Whole is approved by the council, pro­
vided that the quality of the gas is 
found serviceable to the city."

Tlie New Agreement 
The agreement submitted by the 

committee in the main follows that 
which it was proposed to grant to 
Cyrus 8. Eaton, subject to the follow­
ing Chpnges; The quality of the gas. 
which Is to toe non Illuminating. The 
formula of the gas Is set out In sub­
section B of section 2. Section 3 has 
been changed and makes It Incumbent 
upon the contractor to begin’work on 
or before the first of May, 1912. As 
In the Eaton agreement the work 
must be completed within eighteen 
months after, the final passing of the 
bylaw. Section 18 provides that the 
contractor shall furnish gas at a price 
under no circumstances exceeding 
ninety cents per thousand

After the agreement has been In 
force for two years a discount for 
prompt payment; of five cents per 
thousand cubic feet must be granted 
to all consumers.

Clause 26, provided for an exclus­
ive franchise for artificial gas. This 
clause, however, was modified in com­
mittee, when Mr Pearson agreed that 
It should be amended so that any pri­
vate company might compete with his 
company but that the city should not 
be allowed to do so during the term 
of the franchise.

In the event of-the discovery of na­
tural gas the first privilege of. enter­
ing Into an agreement for the supply 
of euch gas shall be given to the com­
pany .subject to a revision of rates.

Manufacturers1 Sites.
A communication was received from 

Short, Cross A Blggar regarding por-’ 
tlons of Rivervlew, the purchase of 
which was authorized toy the council 
on Feb. 1st to be used as sites for 
manufactories. The purchase price 
then agreed upon was 85,000. Owing 
to difficulties respecting terms of the 
agreement setting forth the purposes 
for which the property should be used 
the execution of the transfer has been 
delayed, and Short, Cross & Blggar 
now require an additional sum of 8162 
for interest, etc. The council were un­
willing to recognize "rerporislblllty for 
the delay in the execution of the 
transfer and the matter was finally 
referred to the commissioners and the 
solicitor for re-adjustment.

Refund to Bank.
-A refund of 817.46, a portion of 

the business tax for 1911 paid by the 
-Bank of British North America, was 
authorized on the recommendation 
of the city assessor. The assessor ex­
