A*Grand Affair.
Pitt’s Deal for the Regent Diamond

Was a (elebrated Haggle.

The interesting story of the great
Regent diamond, now owned by the
French Government, is told by Nor-
man ‘Pearson in “Society Sketches in
the Righteenth Century.” Thomas
Pitt, the grandfather of the great Wik-
liam Pitt, Lord Chatham, purchased
the stone while governor for the East
India Company, and sent it to Eng-
land in charge of his son Robert.

Pitt first heard of it in the summer
of 1701, and about December of that
year Jamchund, one of the best known
native merchants, brought the dia-
mond to him at Madras, and offered to
sell it for two hundred thousand pago-
das. Pitt would not offer more than
thirty thousand, so the negotiations
stopped. In February, Jamchund came
again to Madras, and offered, Pitt the
dgiamond for one hundred thousand
pagodas. Pitt beat him down to fifty-
five thousand pagodas, and raised his
own offer to forty-five thousand. Jam-

chund would not agree to this, and
they “took a friendly leave of one
another.”

But an hour later Jamchund reap-
peared, and offered the diamond for
fifty thousand pagodas. Pitt raised
his offer to forty-seven thousand five
hundred pagodas. Jamchund, after
long haggling, came down to forty-
eight thousand dollars. Pitt closed
with him.

A.cording to modern ideas, Pitt's
“grand affair,” .as he called it, con-
ducted by a man in his position, might
be regarded as of doubtful propriety.
But the company raised no objection
on this ground, their only.fear being
that Pitt’s purchase might bring them
into collision with the native authori-
ties. i

Pitt calculated that when the dia-
mond wasg cut it would weigh three
hundred carats, and be worth four
hundred and fifty thousand _pounds,
which he declared was ‘“as cheap as
neck beef.” Some monarch, he
thought, would be “the fairest chap-
man” for it; and he preferred that it
should be purchased for the crown of

For the English crown he
would make some abatement; but un-
der; no circumstances was it to be
sold “to a club of people that shall
nake more advantage of it than my-
selfe, who have -run the greatest of
risgoes to purchase it.”

In 1703 these “risgoes” began to
grow more serious. Never was a man
more tormented by a treasure. His
letters on the subject from India pal-
pitate with his fears. He dreads being
robbed by the jeweler who cut it, or
aven by his own agents. Having en-
trusted it to his son Robert and Sir
Sjtephen ¥vance he subsequently or-
ders them to hand it over to his cousin,
jeorge Pitt., About Robert he writes,
‘I am not a little jealous tco of my
;one, who has already made too-bold
vith me on several occasions, there-
ore pray take care now that he does
aot  strip me.” Rumors affecting
Bvance!s ecredit threw him into an
\gony of alarm. Bitter, too, is his
{isappointment when he finds that the
stone has been reduced by -cutting
from four hundred and ten to one hun-
dred and thirty-seven carats.

In 1706 it was ready for sale — a
“glorious sight,”—but no purchaser
appeared. Pitt grew seriously con-
cerned, his anxiety being increased by
the growing fame of the jewel. His
movements became uncertain and
mysterious; he often went about in
disguise, and he redoubled his pre-
cautions for the safekeeping of the
treasure.

At last, in 1717, the Duke of Orleans,
regent during the infancy of Louis
XV., agreed to buy it for the French
crown.. Pitt, accompanied by his
sons and his son-in-law, Charles Chol-
mondeley, carried it over himself to
Calais, where it was delivered into the
hands of the jeweler appointed to re-
ceive it. Pitt, in a letter to his son
Robert, wrote: ‘I cannot help im-
pertinent fools meddling with my
busyness that they had nothing to do
with. The stone was sold for two
million livres (one hundred and thirty-
five thousand pounds). I rgceived the
third of the money, .and the remain-
der in four payments, every six
months, with five per cent. ‘interest;
for security of which I have crown
jewels, four parcells, ong to be de-
livered at each payment.”

At the station, where 2,000
citizens had gathered, there was pre-
sented a scene unparalleled in the Col-
ony’s history. Four bands lined up
in a procession of 1,000 men, and
when Mr. Coaker appeared, cheers
that were deafening rent the air. The
Catalina band led the great parade.
.From the station to the hall the whole
route was blocked with people, the
whole population turning out to wit-
ness the unique event. Banners pre-
pared by the people were visible ev-
erywhere, some containing mottoes

such as “Bonavista’s welcome to Pre- |

sident Coaker,” “Sink or swim with
Coaker,” Onward to victory,” “The F.
P. U.”, ete. At the hall arrangements
were made for the great demonstra-
tion which the Council had fixed for
last night, and an adjournment was
made until 4 p.m., when the President
formally opened the fourth annual
Convention of the F. P. U.. At 4 p.m.
the large Orange Hall was chinched
with members. Hundreds
stand during the three hours occupied
by the President in delivering his
opening address. The ovation tender-

ed him at the close of his speech was |
unprecedented in the records of Un-;
The Supreme Council |

ion meetings.
then adjourned until 8 p.m., when it
assembled to participate in the great
demonstration. The huge procession
started shortly after 8 o’clock and par-
aded the whole town, the route being
four miles. Nothing of the same na-
ture was ever witnessed in an outport
in Newfoundland. The parade was
very little short of one mile, and

scores of torchlights illuminated the
whole procession. Banners were Vis-
ible everywhere. - The band of Bona-
vista and Newman’s Cove led, follow-
ed by the Catalina, Salvation Army
and Elliston bands.

| Burning of the

Tower of London.

On the night of Saturday, October
30, 1841, the great armoury, or store-
house, a large and imposing range of
buildings, forming part of the Tower
cf London, and situatcd on the north
side, to the east of St. Peter’s Chapel,
wae entirely consumed by fire, which
ha.i broken out in the Round, or Bow-
yver, Tower, immediately adjoining.
The edifice destoryed had been
founded by James II., and completed
in the reign of William and Mary,
their Majesties celebrating the con-
clusion of the work by visiting the
Tower and partaking of a splendid
banquet in the great hall of the new
building.

This magnificent department, oc-
cupying the whole of the first floor,
was afterwards employed as a storc-
house_for 'small arms, 15,000 stands
of which were destroyed by the fire.
Though a less estimated at upwards
of £200,000 was sustained, it was mat-
ter for congratulation that the old-
er portions of the Tower, so interest-
iing by their historical associations,
escaped almost uninjured.

The Great or White Tower was for
a time in imminent danger, and the
Jewel Tower was so  exposed to the
flames that it was believed impossible
to avert its destruction. But, fortun-
ately, both buildings were preserved.

In connection with the Jewel Tower
an interesting incident is recorded.
On news of the outbreak, Mr. W. F.
Pierse, superintendent of one of the
divisions of Metropolitan Police, pro-
ceeded to the Tower. The flames had
then made such headway that an at-
tempt was made to remove the Re-
galia and crown jewels to a place of
safety.

To get hold of the jewels was now
the difficulty, these treasures being se
cured by a strong iron grating, the
key of which was not available. Crow
bars were procured, and a narrow
aperture made in the grating, so as
barely to admit one person.

Through this opening Mr. Pierse
contrived with difficulty to thrust him
self, and hand through from the in-
side the various articles of the Re-
galia. One of these, a silver font, was
too large to be passed, and additional
bar of the grating having therefore to
bs broken away.

Repeated cries now arose that the
fire was advancing; but in spite of the
danger Mr. Pierse stuck to his task,
and at last rescued the font. The spce-
tacle was extraordinary; wards carry-
ing 'the crowns and other appurten-
ances of Royalty to the Governor's
Hcouse, between groups of soldier’s,
policemen, and firemen. ‘

The fire was supposed to be caused
by the overheating of a stove in the
Rocund Table Tower.

A Humble Hero.

At this time of the yéar one can
hardly peruse a daily ‘paper without
coming across accounts of seaside
tragedies, accompanied by acts of
heroism. But for gallantry and
bravery an incident witnessed at a
West Coast holiday resort on August
29, 1903, could scarcely be equalled.

A girl about five years old had
wandered away across the sands, the
tiide being very low at the time. Sud-
denly a fisherman was seen running
towards her, and then, to the horror
of the onlookers, it was found that
the child was

Caught in the Quicksands.

The fisherman reached her and held
her above his head until a rope was
secured and thrown to him. He then
tastened it to the child—he himself
being up to the waist at the time—
and the little one was pulled to safety
Again the rope was thrown, and the
man tied it under his arms, but it was
found impossifile to move him.

Just then a skimper came galloping

up cn his horse, and the rope was
quickly fastened to the saddle. Then
commenced a struggle which was ter-
rible to witness. The poor fellow ap-
peared to be coming out when the rope
broke, and he scemed to be sucked
down twelve inches deeper. He was
now involved up to the neck, and his
would-be rescuers could not get with-
in twenty feet of him.
The last scene of all is almest too
painful to describe in detail, and the
hero of this gallant deed desappeared
from sight without a cry.
