The sugges-
tion said to have emanated from the
King seems to coffer a solution, so
far as it relates to the Ulster counties
and that is the Ulster counties be giv-
en twelve years, during which they
might be excluded from the operations
of the Home Rule Bill. We should be
sorry to sce any terms made with the
army officers who resigned. A year
ago the Government could have deait
firmly with officers fomenting: mutiny.
They were not slow in . prosecutinz
Tom Mznn for advising soldiers not
to shoot strikers, but they have been
too slow' in dealing with mutineering
officers and now the latter have mas-
tered them and left them helpless in
dealing with Sir Edward Carson and
his colleagues and they apparently
have to make terms with officers on
strike.

None
will be surprised if the Government
during the second reading of the
Bil}; next week, ghould offer _to dis-
solve Parliament on condition that
the Home Rule, Welsh '))(a.ahlish-
ment and Plural Voting BilNs be
passed. Dissatisfaction ameng the
rank' and file Liberals with the Gov-
ernment’s treatment of Army officers
is another facior which is likely to
hasten a general election. Many
radicals would like to join forces
with the Labour members and make
an appeal of the officers to' aet
against Ulstermen, compared with
their readiness to act against striking
! workmen. The Libergl provincial
paper§ ate more outspoken on the
subject of the Government's surren-
der to the officers than are their Lon-
don contemporaries.
