The Hour and
the Man.

It we have only occas­
ionally and by slight ref­
erence drawn attention 
to the admirable letters 

"Vigilance” has step by step, 
weeks past, exposed the 

critical state of this country's affairs, 
the peril that threatens them and—a 
harder task—the true causes that 
have brought it about, it has not been 
because we have not thought it worth 
while to do so, but because the in­
herent* excellence of the letters them­
selves had already made it unneces­
sary. By this time, we know, every 
careful reader who is not led away 
by empty phrases and mere words has 
come to recognise in ou/ anonymous 
contributor a student possessed of an 
unusual knowledge of politics atffl the 
science of government, which has en­
abled him to understand and diag­
nose with unerring precision the 
course of events in the government of 
this colony for the past political peri­
od of eight or nine years and the mal­
adies of the body politic that it has 
engendered. Our only fear is that by 
too many of the most intelligent of 
those readers, those, that is, whom 
his words should most stir into ap­
prehension and action, they will be 
received instead with that indiffer­
ence and languid interest which he 
himself drew attention to yesterday. 
It should not be si. The danger he 
points out is real, very real, and it is 
also very great. And it is precisely 
to the most intelligent and, we may 
say, the most decent elements of the 

‘people that it should appeal and pre­
cisely by them-that it should be 
averted.

The saving grace of the Morris ad­
ministration was its great good for­
tune. It occurred, we might say hap­
pened, when the country was on the 
crest of a wave of prosperity, so that 
even its unknown folly and reckless­
ness, even its mistakes, its corruption 
and its selfishness, could not drag it 
down to the depths to which they 
would surely at another time have 
plunged it The country prospered 
in spite, not by any means because, of 
it But the longest wave breaks at 
length, and Newfoundland will not al­
ways enjoy the prosperity of to-day, 
half of it fictitious as it is. All we 
need say of that administration here 
is, that though it did not bring ruin 
upon the country it paved a smooth and 
broad way towards it, down which it 
is now travelling, and to the disas­
trous end of which it will travel un­
less it is arrested. All the wise re­
serve and caution of resources and 
action, which marked the Government 
of Sir Robert Bond and which stabi­
lised the country after a long period 
of depression and struggling, was 
thrown to the winds. In particular, 
the country’s finances were misman­
aged in so reckless, wasteful and ig­
norant a fashion (in many instances 
illegal also) that only this steadily 
increasing prosperity of trade pre­
vented immediate disaster. As it is, 
that prosperity, which should have 
been reflected in improved balance- 
sheets at the Finance Department, 
has had the opposite effect The na­
tional debt has been enormously In­
creased, and even before the war the 
condition of the state's finances—as 
distinct from Individual wealth—was 
much Inferior to that which Sir Rob­
ert Bond left behind him. As for the 
effects of the war itself, we doubt if 
a hundred persons in the colony ap­
preciate what their full nature aad 
extent will be (for they lie almost 
wholly in the future). They will have 
been induced not alone by the de­
mands of the war, which have not 
really laip very heavily on this coun­
try,* but also by the method adopted 
by the Government to meet them, 
which, being the easiest, was ‘ there­
fore, as it always is, the worst. We 
have borrowed heavily against the 
future and squandered our own pres­
ent wealth. The testing time is not 
here yet, but it will come rapidly en­
ough. That the danger is realised in 
some quarters was shown at yester­

day's meeting of the Board of Trade, 
when warnings, all too rare and nev­
er accompanied by any action, were 
given by several speakers. Especially 
should we bear in mind the history of 
1915 to 1918 which Mr. Gosling recall­
ed. We stand now upon just such a 
precipice as that over which the coun­
try fell in those terrible years that 
followed the Napoleonic wars. The 
greatest wisdom, the greatest fore­
sight, the greatest financial, economic 
and political experience will be# need­
ed if a similar disaster is to be avert­
ed. The danger is one whiclt, threat­
ens the whole world, and it Is certain 
that we shall have to face it by our­
selves, unable to seek aid from other 
countries occupied with their own 
troubles.

The great question before us, so 
great that it may be called the only 
one, is this—will the present Govern­
ment, if it is retained in power, be 
able to pull us through the criais that 
is inevitably coming, and coming very 
soon? We mean no disrespect of its 
members when we confess we smile 
as we ask the question. With thé best 
intentions in the wor!d*-and we know 
its intentions are net the best—it 
would fail utterly before the first real 
test. Mr. Coaker boasts that it is a 
fishermen's Government So be It All 
we need answer is that when this 
crisis comes, our minds will be oc­
cupied with questions and problems 
embracing larger and more serious 
matters than the cull and cure of fish. 
We shall need men then' possessed 
of knowledge the most -elementary 
part of which is a closed book to Mr. 
Coaker and more than half hi-; asso­
ciates in office. Their everyday task 
will be to grapple with problems 
which it is an absurdity to imagine 
the present administration handling. 
But, we will be asked, it these men 
cannot help us, who will ? It the 
question were instead, who can, we 
should find it easier to answer. We 
know, and the whole country knows, 
that there is only one mail in it capa­
ble of leading it safely through the 
next few years, and that man is Sir 
Robert Bond. We express it in that 
way advisedly, for we know that he 
is not merely the man belt fitted to 
the great task but the ofily one truly 
so fitted. Under his leadership we 
do not know, for we cannot know, 
what would befall the country, but we 
know the best course that is possible 
would have been followed ; we also 
know that under any leadership dis­
aster is not probable but certain. 
Whether the country feels the same, 
whether it will arise as one man and 
ask its old leader to put himself once 
again at its head, to resume the reins 
of government, to repair some of the 
mischief that others have done, to 
bring order out of the chaos "and to 
guide the country through the perils 
that confront and surround it—this 
we do not know; but it it should be 
otherwise, if the country will not see 
the danger nor take the only safe 
path from it, all we ask of it on our 
own behalf is that it remember in tho 
next few years that we wrote these 
words. «

The Menace to
the Country.

Chapter of Acciden's.

between the ship’s boat and the 
wheelhouse. Owing to a heavy sea at 
the Cove the little steamer could not 
approach the wharf, but succeeded in 
landing the mail and passengers at 
Western Point, which is nearby. The 
boat being used for that purpose was 
being taken on board when a heavy 
sea swept the deck of the Othar, caus­
ing the boat to swing lq from the 
daVits, hitting the unfortunate sea­
man in the chest, he was Jammed up 
against the wheelhouse, and badly 
squeezed. He was picked up in an 
unsconscious condition and on reach­
ing the Island was attended by a doc­
tor.

A man named Mercer of the D. L S. 
Co. had one of his hands blown off on 
Monday when a dynamite cap ex­
ploded.

Another employee of the same com­
pany had his leg broken while tipping 
a loaded car on the stock-pile about 
one hour after. Both employees are 
being attended to at the company's 
hospital.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Sir,—I dealt yesterday with the 

menace to "the country’s welfare that 
proceeds from Ignorance, of the very 
essentials of Government, on the part 
of those' who thrust themselves into 
positions of trust and responsibility, 
and also, with the no less menace that 
lies in the deadly apathy of those en­
gaged in the trade and commerce of 
the Country. These latter citizens, 
may have regarded their altitude, in 
respect to our public affairs, as a 
comfortable Indifference. It is" to be 
hoped that the results of the past six 
months have dispelled the illusion, 
and, that they have been rendered 
thereby sufficiently uncomfortable to 
awaken to a sense of their duty to the 
Country from which they are build­
ing up their fortunes. The interest 
they manifested in the Coalition 
movement was unquestionably a sel­
fish one. This was made clear by 
their attitude towards the "War Profit 
Tax.” That tax in principle was 
right, entirely right, but in detail It 
was wrong, for it was unjust, ill con­
ceived, and worse than a political 
crime, for it was a huge blunder. The 
excuse that our business friends, and 
their associates, put forward for their 
advocacy of a Coalition Government, 
namely,-—that it would preserve calm­
ness throughout the Country, and in­
cidentally accelerate Newfoundland’s 
contribution towards the War, merely 
showed their lagk of judgment, or, 
their desire to hide their personal in­
terests behind the camouflage of war. 
They cannot have been unaware that 
they were advocating the ^lending to­
gether of all the worst elements that 
have ever appeared in connection with 
the pùblic^ife of this Colony; that if 
the Country was to maintain the hon­
our won for it by the heroism and 
life blood of its manly men, then, a 
new spirit and a new motive must of 
necessity inspire the guiding forces of 
the State. How could they have ex­
pected such a new spirit and motive 
to spring up amongst individuals 
saturated with selfishness, and whose 
pne and only aim was for nower and 
pelf? Had not -Sir EdwdWl Morris 
already thrown the whole responsibil­
ity, the whole preparation for our 
share in the War upon them as citi­
zens? Had he not thereby evidenced 
his cowardice, his disregard of this 
special and peculiar government 
function, his utter unfitness for 
the poshition he occupied as 
Prime Minister? If that is true, then 
how could his Coalition with such 
elements as the Opposition ranks j 
could supply better that condition of 
affairs? It has really made condi­
tions worse. It has enabled the 
political juggler to become a Baron, j 
and his political machine to become a \ 
greater peril to the - community by j 
reason of its reinforcement. That is 
all that has been accomplished by the 
Coalition. No thoughtful man could 
have expected any other result than 
failure. It is want of thought, and 
apathy on the part of all who have a 
stake in the business ’ and financial 

! status of the Colony that has led up 
| to the conditions that now menace 
the Colony. They have left the great 
business of government to creatures 
who trade upon the inertia of the 
masses, to insignificant marionettes of 
soulless corporations.

Referring to my statement that 
personal interests may have in­
fluenced business men to favour the 
Coalition. It may be asked what per­
sonal interests had they to hide be­
hind the camouflage of war? My an­
swer is, that the business, men of this 
Country, in matters of business, are 
no better and no worse than business 
men the world over. That it is a no­
torious fact, that, the world over, it 
has been found necessary to enact 
legislation to prevent business men 
from taking advantage of war condi­
tions. to exact unreasonable profits 
from consumers. That exorbitant pro­
fits have been, and still are belng.'ex- 
acted from consumers in this Country 
is plain to all. This charge, be it un­
derstood, is not confined to "Water 
Street” or any street in this City. It 
applies to every man in the Country 
who has commodities to sell, and 
where there are consumers to pur­
chase. In every country but this, the 
Government, the public trustees, are 
dealing with the matter vigorously. 
When the Coalition was formed here it 
volunteered a pledge to deal with this 
evil. What has the Government done? 
Nothing, absolutely nothing. The 
Profiteer carries .on his unpatriotic 
trade, while the best blood of' this 
Country is being- freely spilt to pro­
tect the trade and comemrce of this 
Country, and many, all too many, of 
those engaged in that trade and com­
merce are ruthlessly impoverishing 
the mothers, fathers, wives, and 
children of those who have died, and 
of those who are still risking life on 
their behalf. This is plain Anglo 
Saxon, but it is as true as Holy Writ. 
There is no justification whatever for 
the high prices that are to-day being 
charged throughout the Country for 
the necessaries of life, and, it should 
never have been possible for such 
charges to be made. It never would

GOOD ROADS.
Good roads are something which 

everybody wants for nothing. As 
there Is nothing free In this country 
except elbow-room and the grip, the 
good roads movement Is having hard 
work breaking arty of the speed re­
cords.

The good roads agitation always 
shows a more rapid pulse in the win­
ter time, and converts a great number 
of people who object to travelling over 
highways that look like an Alpine 
mountain range. But man has a short 
and brittle memory, and when sum- 

I mer comes and the roads lie down flat 
' again public enthusiasm also lies 
down and buttons the flap on its coin 
pocket. There are more good roads 
enthusiasts during the rainy season 
than at any other time of the year,

: and if a vote on a band issue could be 
taken Immediately after a threeiday 
cloudburst, the polls would be more 
congested than the table at a 15-cent 
supper.

The present method of making 
good roads is to plow them down the 
centre with a sixteen-inch cultivator 
and decorate the road-bed with sod. 
This provides a smooth, resilient sur­
face which can be travelled in perfect 
safety by the stilt-walkiqg crane or 
an automobile which cuts through the 
fields. It is not at all difficult to con­
vert the owner of a new automobile 
to the good roads theory if he is try­
ing to worm his way through a fresh 
sod improvement, two miles and a 
half long and running from fence to 
fence.

lOKDOS AGAIN RAIDED; 47 KILL 
ED AND 1C» INJURED.

LONDON, Jan. 29.
About fifteen German airplanes, of 

which four or five reached London, 
. took part in the first of the two raids 

last night, it is announced officially. 
Only one of the raiders engaged in 
the second attack penetrated as 
as the city.

The latest information from the 
«id shows that two groups of raid­
ers crossed the Essex coast and one 
group the Kent coast practically sim­
ultaneously at about 8 p.m. The two 
former detachments proceeded to­
wards London on parallel courses 
across Es^ex. The capital was ap^ 
preached from the east and northeast 
Aortly after nine. Of the machines 
Which crossed the Kent coast two 
dropped bombs on the Isles of Thanet 
and Sheppey. The remainder cross­
ing the Thames Estuary also ap­
proached East London through Essex. 
Apparently about fifteen machines 
took part in these attacks of which 
four or five reached the capital and 
dropped bombs in various districts 
between nine and ten p.m.

Forty-seven persons were killed 
and 169 injured in last night’s air 
Mid, it is announced officially. All 
the victims of the raid were killed or 
wounded in London except for the 
death of one person and injury of sev­
eral The material damage was not 
ferions. The loss of life in last 
right's raids was the heaviest caused 
by any of the new series of German 
aerial attacks which began early this 
winter after a period of several 
weeks in which no such ventures 
were attempted. The casualty list Is 
the largest since the raid of June 
13th, when 97 persons were killed and 
437 wounded. The last, previous raid 
wu on Dec. 18th, when ten persons 
were killed and 70 wounded.

Replying to questions in the Com­
mons, James Ian Macpherson Parlia­
mentary Secretary for the War Office 
said that some of the casualties in 
last night’s air raid were due to the 
pvercrowding of raid shelters. Mac­
pherson said that 70 British airmen 
went up to search for enemy . ma­
chines. All of them returned safely.

U. S. SHIPPING AND SUBS.

warfare launched against^Ameri­

can and Allied shipping by Germany 
one year ago Friday, there have been 
sunk by submarines, mines and raid­
ers, 69 American vessels, totalling 
171,061 gross tons, according to a 
careful compilation <?f records of sink­
ings which have been made public 
during the period. Offsetting this 
loss of American vessels, most of 
which were sailing ships, the United 
States since February 1st has added 
to her merchant marine by the seiz­
ure of former German and Austria 
owned ships, a total of 107 ships, 
having a gross tonnage of 686,494 
tons, leaving on the credit side of the 
American ledger in account with the 
Central Powers, a net gain ot 615,435 
gross tons. The loss of life caused 
by the sinking of 69 American ships 
was more than 300 persons, however. 
The percentage of sinkings of Ameri­
can ships compared with the number 
of vessels which sailed through the 
war zone successfully is small. The 
records of the Department of Com­
merce show that for the period begin­
ning Feb. 1st, 1917, and ending Dec. 
1, there were cleared from American 
ports in foreign trade ships aggrega­
ting 17,738,900 net tons, or approxi­
mately 24,834,460 gross tons. The 
number of ships making up the total 
of tons wasn’t made public by the De­
partment Further offsetting the loss 
of tonnage occasioned by submarine 
warfare, the United States, through 
the Shipping Board, requisitioned In 
American shipyards 426 vessels, total­
ling more than 2,000,000 gross tons, 
and contracts have been awarded for 
884 ships, a large number of which 
are now under way and are being 
rushed to completion. In addition 
the Shipping Board on Oct 16th last 
passed under government requisition 
393 American ships of over 250,000 
tons dead weight capacity, which 
were already afloat and Immediately 
assigned them to the task of carrying 
supplies for the Allies and American 
forces abroad. Another difficulty 
which faced the United States In the

task of putting to sea ships to offset 
the ravages of U-boats was the re­
pairing of “wilful damage" done to 
former German steamers by their 
officers and crews before the ships 
were seized. This cost millions of 
dollars, and In many instances called 
for the highest engineering skill to 
make and replace parts of foreign 
built engines and boilers removed or 
broken. Indicating that the task had 
been attended by success, the state­
ment was made to-day by a prominent 
official connected with the Shipping 
Board, that every seized vessel was 
now completely repaired and in ser­
vice. The announced sinkings of 
British ships for the year up to and 
including the week ending Jan. 23nl, 
have been 1,633 ships, of which 763 
were over 1,600 tons and 270 were 
under that figure. The Joint losses 
of France and Italy have averaged 3 
to 4 large ships weekly.

WAR REVIEW.
Notwithstanding the fact tljaf deep 

snow covers the ground, the Italians 
have carried out a successfully spec­
tacular drive against the Teuton line 
In the mountain region of Northern 
Italy and captured strong positions 
and more than 1,500 men. The blow 
was delivered on the Aslago plateau 
sector and the enemy positions pene­
trated were tenaciously held, despite 
strong counter attacks In which the 
Austro-Germans were repulsed with 
heavy casualties. The Berlin war of­
fice, In admitting the reverse to the 
Teuton Allied line, asserts that the 
Italians repeatedly tried to bring up 
reinforcements to widen the breaches 
they made In the enemy front, but 
that their efforts failed and that 360 
Italians were made prisoners. That 
aeroplanes aided materially in the 
fighting, full details of. which have 
not yet been received, Is indicated in 
the Italian official statement, which 
asserts that during the progress of 
the battle the enemy lost 12 aircraft. 
The victory of the Italians at this 
particular point Is of considerable 
significance because of the fact that 
lately, since the enemy's strong at­
tempts to break through from the hill 
region to the Venetian Plain failed 
around Monte Tomba and the sectors 
west, the Austro-Germans have been 
bringing up reinforcements in the 
Asiago district, preparatory to further 
series of attacks to reach the low­
lands around Bassano and Vicenza. 
Aside from this battle no important 
Infantry operations have been record­
ed, although the Germans have been 
operating with their artillery on a 
somewhat extensive scale on the Ar­
ras front and have carried out raid­
ing operations on several other sec­
tors on Field Marshal Haig’s line, 
Monday night’s air raid, the first of 
the year, on London and adjacent ter­
ritory resulted in the largest casualty 
list of any raid since that of June 
13th last The total casualties were 
47 killed and 169 injured. Forty-six 
fatalities occurred in London where 
162 persons were injured. Bombs 
were dropped by the invading enemy 
inland from Essex but slight material 
damage was done. One aeroplane, a 
three-seat ed machine, was brought 
down in flames from a height of 10,- 
000 feet and all three of the occupants 
were burned to death. In June 97 
persons were killed and 437 injured 
by bombs which fell in London and on 
Essex and Kent. Just what the sit­
uation is in Russia remains obscure.
